In 1962, when for,the first time I had the honour of addressing 

the opening meeting of the Grtine Woche, I was able to report that 

the European Economic Community had set its hand to the great task 

of' framing the common agricultural. policy. 

The formulation of this common agricultural policy has kept us 

hus7 for five years and more. 

Today I can report to you that the job is done. The common 

asricul tural. policy, supported by the three pillars of common 

organization of markets, common prices and Community financing, is 

nov a reality, a Eu.ropean reality. 

3. This is indeed a moment which invites us to ponder our task 

o~ce more in depth - indeed it forces us to do so. 

Why did we - all of us - assume this immense task? 

11ds question inevitably leads to a further one. Why an 

agricultural policy at all? Why a European agricultural policy? 

I know that for those present here this seems an idle question, 

since ot course you are all connected with agriculture. 

But today, in a crl tical world which is al:ways looking for 

rational motives, it is no longer enough to argue that things have 

al.w&7s been so, that farm policy has always existed. 

We liYe in a period of vast and far-reaching transformations 

in human, socia11 economic and political conditions. 

There is hardly anything which is being left just as it stood 
before. 
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~e answer to our question is: 

Firstlz: 

There has to be an agricultUral pol:f:~y becau~e agriculture 

cannot be exposed to the fUll brunt of the market forces which are 

the basis of economic life in a free society. 

Agriculture is subject to many conditions over which it has no 

influence: cliaate, weather, soil; geographf. It iS much more 

dependent on.rigid and u.achangeable conditions of this type than is 

industry, where everyone has access to production cond:itions more 

or less comparable to those under which his competitors work. 

This alone suffices to place agriculture in a spe.cial position 
within a national economy. 

It 'II'OUld be an injustice, in a situation l.ike today' s, when 

the six national ~conOfllies iJi the Community are increasingl.y mergi~g 
to fore one econotiY, to insert European agriculture into the world­

·.ue dirision of l.abour pure'l.y in terms of market forces, i.e. to 

leue e'Yerything to the free play of supply and demand. 

To do thi.s .auld be· nothing- less than to risk the existence of 

a whole branch of Europe • s economy and the welfare of those who live 
fro. it. 

Thi.s, of course, does not mean that no rational division of 
labour is possible across frontiers.

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SeconcUy: 

Before the European Community was founded we had reached a 

point in Europe where agricultural policies in the various 

countrieo could no longer provide lasting solutions to the diffi­
culties confronting their farmers. 

For some time the endeavour was made to help out by a sort of 

competitive subsidization, but this was a very costly device, ~d 

it did not require budgetary complications to show that it could 
not be aaintained. 

In this situation only a fresh start, the unification of 

domestic agricultural policies, could help us forward. 

For this reason agricultural policy in Europe has from the 

beginDi.ng been one of agrarian reform, helping agriculture to fit 

into our eodern industrial society, which is based on the division
