0oirncil Regulation (sfC) No. 543/69 of 25 I'iarch 1969 on t]ne
harmgnizati-on of cerrtain social provisions i-n road t;ransport came
into effect on I Ootober 1969. Some difficul:ies in applying it have
since been noted; and certain technical amend.nents have therefore
seemed advlsable which will not, however, affect the substance of the
regulati-oni

The amendnents concern the foltrowing three points:

(f) Because local transport activities involving distribution and
collection often call for very many stops, keeping the logbook appears
to present real praetical problems for the crews of the vehicles in
questioni It would seem possible to waive this obligation where the
vehicles are fitted with a mechanical recording device and where any
periods of time not shown by such a devj-ce are recorded in some other
suitable fashion.

Q) Transport 1n the building lndustry has difficulties similar to
local transporN; and the solutj-on suggested above should be effective
for these problerns toor However, the failure of work on the building
site and transport arrangements to keep pace with each other, particu-
larly as regards rest periodsi nay dj-sturb the normal course of build-
ing operations owing to the speiial technical demands of those
operations:

It is therefore proposed not only to end the obligation to keep
an inspection logbookl where this is replaced by a mechanical device,
but also to relax the system of drivers t breaks for transport engaged
in work which musf go on smoothly and uninterruptedly for safety
reasonsl for mobile concrete-mixers, vehicles carrying hot tar, and
transporf used in excavation and earth-movingi

To eompensat'e1 the daJ-ly drriving time is cut by one hour, and
breahs* spread throughout the day and each lasting a minimum of
1! minutes, must total at least one hour a day.

(3) tfaftovs used soleIy for agriculturc^l purposes wj-l1 be excluded
from the'provisions of the regufatian.

These are the aims of the Commissionts proposal to the Council.
It jisi however, impontant to point out that this proposal has no
connectlon with the delicate problems of possible adjustment of the
Csm,munity regulation to fit in with certain AriiTR provisionsr on which
the Council- has asked the'Comrnissj.on for a proposal. The Comrnission
has not chang:ed its attltude on this matter at al-L. Consequently, it
did not conslder any aotion expedient so long as the outcome of the
proceedi-ngs 1n the rnatter which lt has commenced in the .iJuropean
Court of :Jristice renain unknown'.
