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SAFETY OF SHIPPING AND PREVENTION OF UTION: STRICTER HARMONIZED CONTROLS IN

The Commission on the initiative of fvlr. Burke, has sent to the Councit a proposaI
aimed at harmonizing the inspections of ships carried out in Community ports to
ensure compLiance with the str,ndards adopted by the Inter-Governmentat Maritime
ConsuLtative grganization (IMCO), particul.arty safety standards and those con-
cerning the conirol of discharges of oit. (1)

These controL procedures are atready laid doun in various IMC0 resoLutions but
as they only have the status of recornmendations and are thus non-mandatory for
the Member States of the Community, it seemed advisable to incorporate their
content into Community law througir a formal. decision by the Councit of Ministers.
Such a decision would make the content of the Resotutions mandatory- It is also
proposed that when these inspection procedures are amended and updated by I[{CO

through the entry into force of new internationaI instruments at present being
ratified, the Member States shoutd agree to app[y these procedures aLso at
Community LeveL,

The Commission also intends as soon as possibLe to present a further proposat
concerning the frequency of ship inspections in Communit,y. porfs and the criteria
for inrp"itions. ln this connection, the Conrmission is studying the'problem presented

by the fact that the number of inspettors in certain fvlember states'is insufficient
tb enabLe the desired number of inspections of foreign ships to be made no natter
how adequate and harmonized the LegaI poyers of inspection may be.

The above proposaLs are the latest in the series which the Commission has made or
wiLl. make foLLowing the accident to the Amoco Cadiz eartier this year and the
various dectaratiois made by the European Councit in ApriL and Juty on the need

to intensify the efforts atready being made at Community levet to increase
safety at sea.

0n 28 ApriL, the commission approved,and sent to the CounciI a communication on
"Marine poltution arisfng from the cirriage of oit" (cotrt (2f)184 finaL and p-53).
The actions proposed by the commission covered both the environment and the transportfietds and were discussed at the Environment Councit of 30 May and the rransportCouncit of 12 June).

The Environment counciL approved a Resolution setting up an action programme atcommunity teveI on the controL and reduction of po[l.ution caused by oiL-spitis--at sea (0.J. C 162 of 8.7.1928)

The Transport councit adopted a Recommendation to- acceleratethe entry fnto force
