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Foreword

This report, which is the 20th annual agricultural situation report, is published in conjunction
with the 1994 General Report on the Activities of the European Union. It is presented in
accordance with the procedure laid down in the Declaration on the system for fixing
Community farm prices contained in the Accession Documents of 22 January 1972. It was
completed in December 1994.

As in previous years, the report falls into two parts. The first presents the agricultural
situation and the year’s out-turn and opens with a review of the implementation of the 1992
CAP reform. The main policy developments during the year are outlined, together with a
broad description of weather and production patterns across the Community.

The economic situation, the trends on principal markets, issues affecting rural development,
financing of the common agricultural policy and external trade relations are then
discussed.

The second part of the report provides the main statistics on European Union agriculture and
gives, in a form that has now become standard, updates of the tables produced in previous
reports.

Unfortunately, this year it has still not been possible to include all of the statistics concerning
the former German Democratic Republic. However, some of the tables include data covering
all of Germany. Production and consumption data have been drawn up covering the whole
Community, i.e. including the five new Ldnder.

The statistics are based mainly on data supplied by the Statistical Office of the European
Communities (Eurostat). The Directorate-General for Agriculture has updated some of the
figures and has sometimes added estimates when final figures were unavailable because of
the report’s publication date.

As in earlier years, certain subjects covered by the report have also been dealt with in other
Commission documents. The reader will thus find references to various publications available
from cither the Commission, the Office for Official Publications of the European Commu-
nities or Eurostat.

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| — The agricultural year

CAP reform working well

1. For European Union agriculture, 1994 was, more than anything else, the year which
provided indisputable evidence that reform of the common agricultural policy (CAP) was
working and, what was more, working better than had originally been predicted. Production
and surpluses were down for the second year running whilst internal consumption and farm
incomes were up. It had provided the Union with the means to match its domestic policy
needs with its external trade policy objectives and was showing itself to be generally
beneficial in environmental terms. This was in striking contrast to much of the ill-informed
and outdated criticism of the CAP that continued to be repeated regardless of the facts that
were clearly visible for those who cared to look.

2. The year, of course, saw other important events with significance for our farm sector.
There was the favourable conclusion of intensive accession negotiations with Austria,
Finland, Norway and Sweden, followed by encouragingly positive referendum results in three
of these countries but with one preferring to go its own way.

3. Signature and ratification of the agreements reached in the Uruguay Round negotiations
also took place during 1994 prior to their entering into force the following year and
presenting our farm sector with challenges which would have been impossible to accept
without a successfully reformed CAP.

4. Alongside the real and solid achievements of successful results in those sectors where
reform was introduced in 1993, the Commission came forward with its ideas for future policy
In major areas remaining: wine, sugar and fruit and vegetables. As a result, most product
sectors have now been covered either by unanimous Council decision or by Commission
proposals for reform.

5. The encouraging early results of reform already emerging towards the end of 1993 and
which were noted in that year’s report, ! were unambiguously confirmed when firm figures
for the programme’s first full year became available during 1994. This was particularly the
case in the cereals sector.

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Reform: second successful year

6. However, and even more encouraging, the release of preliminary data for the 1994/95
marketing year showed that the second year of reform appeared to be just as successful. Not
only had total cereals production been brought down two years running, from a typical
pre-reform figure of 180 million tonnes to 163 million tonnes in 1993/94 and to an estimated
161 to 162 million tonnes in 1994/95, with latest figures edging even lower, but production
figures for both years were below the forecasts of 164 to 165 million tonnes on which reform
proposals were made and on which decisions were taken by ministers and on the basis of
which the Commission made its assertion that the Uruguay Round settlement was compatible
with CAP reform.

7. One of the major contributory causes of this cut-back in production was, undoubtedly,
the success of the set-aside programme, introduced as a flexible market management tool and
forming an integral part of the whole reform process.

8. The area set aside under reform programmes increased by 1.3 million hectares, or by
almost 30 %, in 1994/95 to 5.9 million hectares. This expansion was hardly surprising given
the generous increase in premia awarded by ministers at the end of 1993 and with the options
of voluntary and non-rotational set-aside being made available. The total area of all land set
aside both under reform and under the old five-year scheme has now reached 7.2 million
hectares which is 970 000 hectares more than the previous year and 1 millton more than
forecast.

9. Consequently, the area devoted to cereals has been reduced by more than was predicted
earlier. It had stood at around 36 million hectares before reform and has now declined to
32 million compared with the 33 million hectares originally forecast. Equally significant, the
first two years have not seen the increase in yields which some outside analysts had warned
would offset any reduction in area. In this context it is not without interest to note reports
from the agro-chemical industry showing substantially reduced purchases of fertilisers and
pesticides.

10. Another essential pillar of the cereal reform programme was, of course, a substantial
reduction in support prices aimed at making indigenous grain more competitive and thus
more attractive to the animal-feed sector. This was certainly the case in 1993/94 when uptake
increased by some 6 million tonnes which was well above expectations for the first year.
Another example of actual performance improving on forecasts.

11. Factors other than reform were clearly at work here; not least the relatively strong
world market prices for soya and maize following severe flooding in the United States during
the summer of 1993. Unfavourable weather conditions in the Union — although these should
not be exaggerated — also played their part in the reduction of production levels in 1993 and
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1994. A timely reminder, if one were needed, that everything does not depend on political
decisions taken in Brussels, Geneva or Washington.

12. This combination of two years of declining grain production, on the one hand, and of
increased consumption on the other has led to a substantial reduction in intervention stocks
— another of the objectives of reform. Not only was storage and disposal of surpluses in the
past taking a disproportionate slice of the agricultural budget but their very existence was
depressing prices to producers and their release on world markets antagonizing our trading
partners. Stocks have fallen from 33 million tonnes at the end of the last pre-reform
marketing year to a current 11.5 million tonnes. They could drop further to around 10 million
tonnes by the end of 1994/95, and further still during the following year.

13. However, the pronounced drawing down of intervention stocks has been accompanied
by a strong rise in prices to levels, in some cases, well above those for intervention. And to
levels, moreover, that could have raised questions about the rates of compensation agreed as
part of the reform package. If this tendency is not corrected one of the major goals of the
reform, which was to make indigenous products more competitive, would be defeated.
Escalating grain prices also present distinct drawbacks elsewhere — in the poultry and pig
sectors, for example.

14. The quantity of cereals finding its way to the animal-feed sector in 1994/95, whilst still
higher than before reform is expected to be about 1 million tonnes less than in 1993/94
despite the second programmed cut in institutional prices. At the same time non-grain feed
ingredients have increased their attraction through a decline in the value of the dollar.

15. Tt was in the light of these circumstances, and of the possibility of their developing to
the serious detriment of reform and with the clear intention of not imposing on farmers a
higher set-aside obligation than strictly called for by market conditions that the Commission
proposed a reduction for the 1995/96 marketing year.! There was general recognition by
the Council that set-aside was a market management tool which had to respond to market
changes and it decided to reduce rates by 3 percentage points for the 1995/96 marketing
year. 2

16. There were also satisfactory results from other reformed sectors. Beef intervention
stocks, which had exceeded 1.2 million tonnes before reform, had been spectacularly reduced
to about 100000 tonnes by November 1994, despite unhélpful factors such as the
unfavourable impact on beef’s image of health and veterinary problems and strong
competition from cheaper meats such as pork and poultry, although there is the danger that
beef production could increase again in response to favourable prices to producers.

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17. In the dairy sector, where the Council had already decided to maintain quotas
unchanged for 1994/95 and 1995/96, quantities of milk delivered remained stable as did
butter production quantities. The intervention price for butter was, however, reduced by
3%! as from July 1994 in order to further improve its competitiveness following earlier
price cuts in 1993. These moves have been accompanied by a sharp fall in intervention stocks
of butter and of skimmed-milk powder which now stand at historically low levels.

18. For those major sectors which remain unreformed, the Commission has, in two cases,
forwarded proposals to the Council — for wine and sugar — and in the case of the fruit and
vegetables sector has sent a communication to the European Parliament and the Council.

Reform of remaining sectors brought closer

19. The proposal for the reform of the common organization of the wine market? was sent
to the Council in May. However, despite the fact that it follows the Commission’s earlier
reflection document? and on the basis of which the Council asked for a proposal to be
made, it has run into considerable difficulty in that forum and some hard negotiation lies
ahead. As was envisaged in COM(93) 380, its overriding aim is to achieve balance in a
market which is currently seriously oversupplied. And whilst, because of unfavourable
climatic conditions, production in 1994 fell below the target foreseen in the reform proposals,
a solution remains both necessary and urgent.

20. The Commission proposal for changes in the common organization of the sugar
market* presented in November does not involve the fundamental reforms applied in some
other sectors, such as cereals, as it was felt that the present system of quotas and
self-financing had functioned satisfactorily. It is proposed that production quotas be
maintained for six marketing years until 2000/2001 but with the possibility of adjustment,
bearing in mind the European Union’s GATT commitments.

21. The Commission’s communication to the Council and European Parliament on the
future of the fruit and vegetable sectorS which was designed to stimulate wide discussion,
drew attention to some serious structural imbalance and stressed that policy changes should
be aimed at encouraging producers to improve the quality of their often highly perishable
products and at developing their ability to adapt to rapidly changing markets.

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22. The year was thus largely one of consolidation for reformed sectors with changes kept
to an absolute minimum in the interest of stability. Some modifications were introduced via
the price package (see below); developments in other areas included the following.

23. The Commission persisted in its determined efforts to counter fraud not least in its
proposal ! to introduce a procedure for reporting to all relevant national authorities the
identity of operators guilty of irregular behaviour involving EAGGF.

24. In the field of rural development, 1994 saw nearly all the programmes from the first
phase of the reform of the Structural Funds finalized. For the second phase (1994-99) a
significant number of changes were introduced due not only to the incorporation of five new
Ldnder but also to the reclassification of other regions. As for Objective 5b initiatives, the
eligible areas for the period 1994-99 will cover a population 72 % greater than during the
period 1989-93.

25. Towards the end of the year the Commission presented a report on the agrimonetary
regime and made proposals for the future? which emphasized the absolute necessity to
abolish the switch-over mechanism but to retain the possibility of compensating farmers for
appreciable revaluations.

26. A question which engendered a great deal of sound but very little light in the Council
during the autumn was the question of transporting live animals. Neither the Commission’s
proposal® and its pragmatic approach of achieving progress step by step nor the Council
president’s compromise found sufficient support. The subject remains open.

27. Another question which surfaced in the Council towards the end of the year was that of
simplification of the CAP with four delegations presenting memoranda on the subject. This is
a discussion that promises to continue for some time but is one that brings with it the danger
that simplification can sometimes result in a relaxing of reform and the risk this would hold
for the balanced package of May 1992 and for our GATT commitments.

Weather and production patterns

28. The preparation and sowing of fields in the autumn of 1993 got off to a generally poor
start due to above-average rain in many northern and central areas. Wet conditions continued
through the winter and well into spring; there was serious and widespread flooding,

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particularly in the Meuse, Rhine and Rhone valleys. Southern areas were, in contrast, much
drier, with Spain experiencing critically low moisture levels.

29. Spring and early summer were relatively cool and wet and excessive soil moisture
delayed field operations. This was particularly the case for sugar. Common wheat, especially
in northern and central areas, also suffered from these high moisture levels which were
frequently combined with cooler than average temperatures. But, as was the case earlier in
the season, Spain continued to experience unusually dry conditions (see maps).

30. Summer told a very different story with abnormally high temperatures, often 5°C above
average, combined with low rainfall; this was particularly the case in July and during the
early part of August. Temperatures remained high in the south.

31. The result of this not entirely favourable year, which broadly was one which combined
a cold wet spring with a hot dry summer, has been to reduce yields for barley, maize and oats
but to increase slightly those for wheat. Overall, the cereals yield declined by about 1.5 %.
Durum wheat yields, on the other hand, rose sharply by 14 %.

32. The effect on oilseeds yields was mixed, with rape and soya declining compared with
1993/94 but sunflower generally improving.

33. Sugar yields were markedly lower than normal as a result of unfavourable conditions at
all the most critical periods of the season.

34.  Wine production fell to its lowest level for many years as a result of unhelpful weather
conditions; the exceptionally hot and dry conditions in July had a particularly adverse effect
in Spain, Italy and southern France.

35. Apple and pear production north of the Alps was adversely affected by some late frosts
and below average temperatures which prevailed up until the end of June, but overall
production was expected to be slightly higher than in 1993. Peach and apricot production
also did better than in 1993, particularly in France.

36. In general terms, therefore, 1994 saw lower yields for most cereals, for sugar and wine
but with some improvement for fruit.

Solid foundations laid for the future

37. Farming, as is the case with other sectors of economic activity, has to face the
consequences of changing economic conditions both inside and outside the Union. However,
it is also subject to factors largely outside its control to a far greater extent than other sectors;
to flood, drought, plant and animal disease and to fickle shifts in consumer preference for
example. The CAP has, over the years, gone some way towards providing a framework of
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stability although in the recent past a range of short-term measures frequently taken at the
last minute has tended to intensify rather than diminish agriculture’s feelings of uncertainty.
Farmers have also felt threatened by the Uruguay Round negotiations — particularly during
the later stages.

38. But the clearly successful launching of major reform, a reform, moreover, which has
been shown to work and to bring benefits to the farmer, in 1994, for example, farm incomes
increased on average by 5.7 %,! with the prospect of the new regimes continuing largely
unchanged for the foreseeable future, with a distinct move towards healthier market balance,
signalled by spectacular reductions in surplus stocks and with the successful conclusion of
the Uruguay Round, stable foundations are now in place for the future of European
farming.

39. Obviously 1994 does not mark the end of the reform process but it does mark the
successful conclusion of the first two stages. If the results so far achieved are set against the
objectives envisaged when the programme was first launched and against the discouraging
background of doubts expressed in some quarters, it is clear that the Commission has put in
place a mechanism that has been properly run-in, shown to be in excellent working order and
capable of providing good service in the years ahead.

Prices and market organization

40. As in 1993, traditional price proposals were rendered superfluous in many areas
because of the 1992 reform which had already fixed prices in a number of key sectors. With
this in mind, and taking into account the restrictions imposed by the budgetary guideline, the
Commission’s proposals were essentially to leave unchanged those prices which had already
been decided and, where decisions were needed, to maintain existing levels. At the same
time, some adjustments were needed, notably:

(i) changing the base year for the reference quantities for the special male bovine
premiums, experience having shown that 1992 was an atypical year;

(if) the abolition of the consumption aid for olive oil and a corresponding increase in
production aid;

(i11) a significant reduction in the basic price for pigmeat to more realistically reflect the
market situation; :

(iv) reductions in sugar storage refunds and cereals and rice monthly increments reflecting
lower interest rates and, in the case of cereals, the price reductions agreed as part of the
reforn.

The Commission adopted its proposals at the end of January but, despite the fact that

the package proposed was relatively straightforward, final agreement by the Council did not
emerge until late July. The principal features of this agreement were:

cereals and rice: the monthly increments were reduced although by a lower amount
than the Commission had proposed. In the case of durum wheat, an additional aid for
production in France comes into force from 1995/96, Spain and Portugal’s production
ceilings were increased and Umbria was included among the eligible Italian regions,
although these measures were not formally adopted by the Council until December
1994;

sugar: the monthly refunds for sugar storage costs were also reduced by a lower amount
than that proposed by the Commission;

potato starch: a new regime of reference quantities was set up which includes provision
for exports above these quantities to be made without the benefit of export refunds in
much the same way as for ‘C’ sugar;

dried fodder: the Commission agreed to make a formal proposal for a new regime
before the end of the year.! This was submitted to the Council in November;

olive oil: consumption aid was reduced to ECU 10/100 kgs with appropriate
adjustments to related prices and aids;

linseed: the aid was left unchanged at ECU 87/tonne (compared to the Commission
proposal of ECU 78 tonne);

fruit and vegetables and wine: prices were left unchanged pending reform of these
sectors;

dairy products: the butter intervention price was cut by 3 %,? intervention for cheese
was abolished and the revised provisional Italian quota was made definitive;

beef: prices and premiums were already adjusted as part of the reform but the Council
decided to adjust the regional ceilings to take account of the problems caused by the
use of 1992 as a base year;

pigmeat: the basic price was cut to ECU 1 300/tonne from ECU 1 872/tonne.

The Commission estimated that the changes agreed by the Council would cost an

additional ECU 81 million in 1994 and ECU 293 million in 1995 whereas it had estimated
that its own proposals would have led to savings of ECU 30 million in 1994 and ECU
1 700 million in 1995.

Agrimonetary measures

43. Since 2 August 1993 and the widening of the margins for fluctuation within the EMS to
15 %, all Community currencies have been considered floating currencies from the agri-
monetary viewpoint. The correcting factor for the ecu therefore remains unaltered at 1.207509.

44. To take account of the resulting greater variability of the agricultural conversion rates,
the Council decided at the end of December 1993 to amend the rules for adjusting those rates
by the end of 1994.!

45. The new rules permit wider gaps, of up to 5 points instead of 4, between any two
currencies. They delay the downward adjustment of the agricultural conversion rate for a

revalued currency as long as the monetary gap does not exceed 5 points.

46. 1In addition, the Council introduced stricter conditions for the granting of compensation
for revaluations where they follow or precede devaluations.

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47. The Council reviewed the way the agrimonetary arrangements introduced on 1
January 1993 function, using as a basis the report and proposals submitted by the
Commission in November (see point 25).!

48. As currency fluctuations were relatively small in 1994, the agricultural conversion rates
varied little.

49. As a result of the new agrimenetary rules, no agricultural conversion rate was reduced
although at times the positive monetary gaps were in excess of 4 points for the Irish pound,
3 points for the Belgian franc and the Luxembourg franc, and 2 points for the Danish crown
and the Dutch guilder.

50. There was no change for currencies considered fixed from the agrimonetary viewpoint
on 1 August 1993. In the case of the other currencies, namely the Greek drachma, the
Portuguese escudo, the Italian lira, the Spanish peseta and the pound sterling, some increases
in the agricultural conversion rates followed relatively small devaluations.

Rural development

51. The first phase of the reform of the Structural Funds (1989-93) ended in 1993.
However, payments continued throughout 1994.

52. The year 1994 saw the presentation, negotiation and approval of most programming
documents for the implementation of structural measures for the second period of application
of the reform of the Structural Funds (1994-99). Appropriations for and territorial coverage
of eligible zones were increased substantially.

53. In the negotiations on accession, the applicant States attached much importance to the
Structural Funds policy. In view of the geographical position of those countries, rural
development is a significant issue. Leaving aside Sweden, where agricultural prices are close
to the prices decided under the CAP, in the other three countries agricultural prices are high,
aid is substantial and protection at the borders is strong.

54. The Council selected only one region under Objective 1, namely Burgenland in Austria,
for which budget appropriations amounting to ECU 184 million are planned over five years
(1995-99). The northern regions of the Nordic countries did not strictly meet the criteria for
classification under Objective | laid down in Council Regulation (EEC) No 2081/93 of
20 July 1993 on the tasks of the Structural Funds;? accordingly, the Council decided to

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introduce a new Objective 6 for regions with a very low population density (eight inhabitants
or less per km?) with appropriations of ECU 368 million for Norway, ECU 511 million for
Finland and ECU 230 million for Sweden.

55. The demarcation of the Objective 5b areas follows the same procedures and principles
as those applying to the present Member States of the European Union.

56.  As regards Objective Sa, the aim of which is to speed up the adjustment of agricultural
structures under the reform of the CAP, the applicant States attached great importance to:

(i) the Council Directive on farming in mountain and hill areas and in certain less-favoured
areas, which provides for compensatory allowances to be granted to offset natural
handicaps;

(ii) the various types of aid which may be granted towards investments on agricultural holdings;

(iii) the Council Regulation on the processing and marketing of agricultural and forestry
products.

57. The Union has also undertaken to ensure that the applicant States can quickly
implement Council Regulation (EEC) No 2078/92 of 30 June 1992 on agricultural production
methods compatible with the requirements of the protection of the environment and the
maintenance of the countryside, which was adopted under the reform of the CAP.

58. Lastly, it was decided that the Nordic countries could grant long-term national aid to
ensure that farming continues in the region north of the 62nd parallel and in certain regions
bordering on that parallel to the south which are affected by comparable climatic conditions
rendering agriculture particularly arduous. Article 142 of the Act of Accession lays down the
conditions governing application.

Promotional measures

59. Measures to promote quality beef and veal, milk and milk products, nuts, flax fibres,
apples, citrus fruits and grape juice were undertaken in 1994.

60. Invitations to tender for new campaigns to promote olive oil and fibre flax were
published by the Commission.

61. The Council also decided on specific measures relating to the quality and promotion of
dried grapes (Regulation (EC) No 399/94).1

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Quality policy

62. The new Community system for the protection of geographical indications and
designations of origin for agricultural products and foodstuffs! is frequently used by
Member States wishing to have their designations recognized. As to the new arrangements on
certificates of specific character for agricultural products and foodstuffs,? the Commission
has made available to those in the trade the Community symbol and endorsement which
indicate products recognized as having their ‘traditional speciality guaranteed’.3

Assistance to the needy

63. In 1994, as in previous years, the Community continued its food aid programme for the
needy.4 Since Germany, like last year, did not participate in the programme, ECU
175 million was made available from the Community budget to be allocated among the 11
other Member States to assist the distribution of foodstuffs through social and charitable
organizations. The breakdown of this amount and the quantities which may be removed from
intervention storage in each of the Member States are shown in the following table.

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Harmonization of legislation

Veterinary and zootechnical legislation

64. Major decisions have been adopted this year in the veterinary and zootechnical field.
With regard to zootechnical conditions governing imports, the Council adopted Directive
94/28/EC laying down the principles relating to the zootechnical and genealogical conditions
applicable to imports from third countries of animals, their semen, ova, and embryos, and
amending Directive 77/504/EEC on pure-bred breeding animals of the bovine species. ! The
Council also adopted Directive 94/42/EC amending Directive 64/432/EEC on animal health
problems affecting intra-Community trade in bovine animals and swine.? In addition, it
adopted Decision 94/117/EC3 relating to certain small establishments ensuring the
distribution of fishery products in Greece, Decision 94/370/EC4 on expenditure in the
veterinary field and Decision 94/371/EC5 on the placing on the market of certain types of
eggs. In addition, the EC-San Marino Cooperation Committee adopted Decision No 1/946
on veterinary regulations.

65. For its part, the Commission submitted several proposals to the Council, in particular as
regards equidae intended for competition,? detailed rules for drawing up provisional lists of
establishments in third countries, ® controls of diseases of bivalve molluscs,? the financing
of veterinary inspections of fishery products !0 and the conditions governing the production
and placing on the market of fresh meat.!!

66. In addition, under the powers conferred on it, the Commission adopted many
implementing texts to supplement the measures laid down for the completion of the single
market. It also adopted many decisions on Community financing of measures to eradicate
animal diseases and to curb the spread of animal diseases within the European Union.
Furthermore, the accession of the new Member States means that the Commission has had to
adopt much legislation in the veterinary field and to propose measures for protection against
salmonella to the Council.

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Phytosanitary and animal feedingstuffs legislation

67. The new plant health regime, which came into force on I June 1993, was extended to
apply to the Canary Islands from 1 January 1995 by Council Directive 94/13/EC.! It also
contained provisions to adapt the derogation provisions of the regime relating to imports
from third countries to the single market concept and to facilitate trials, scientific and varietal
selection work, the movement for personal use of small quantities of plant and plant
products, and the production or use of such material in frontier zones between Member and
non-member States.

68. During the year, the Commission adopted Community financial contributions to
programmes for the control of organisms harmful to plants and plant products in the French
overseas departments, Madeira and the Azores? and established a standardized procedure 3
for the notification of interceptions of consignments of harmful organisms from third
countries and presenting an imminent phytosanitary danger.

69. The Council continued its examination of the Commission’s earlier proposal aimed at
introducing the principle of Community financial solidarity and Member States’ liability into
the plant health regime.

70. The Community regime for authorization of plant protection products, which came into
force in July 1993, provides for Member States to authorize individual preparations under
harmonized rules. These rules (‘Uniform principles’) were adopted by the Council on 27 July
1994.4 In the first phase of the re-evaluation programme of active substances already on the
market before the Community regime, the Commission designated® rapporteur Member
States for 89 active substances and organized in June, with the cooperation of the German
authorities, at the Biologische Bundesanstalt in Braunchweig a workshop which brought
together for the first time staff of the registration authorities of all the Member States to
examine practical questions of implementation.

71. The programme for the control of pesticide residues in agricultural products was
developed further through the adoption by Council of two more measures® establishing
maximum residue levels to ensure both the free circulation of agricultural products and a
high level of consumer protection.

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72. With regard to organic farming, the Commission adopted several implementing
measures under the basic Regulation (EEC) No 2092/91 and the Council continued its
examination of the Commission’s earlier proposal to improve the regime’s functioning in the
light of the first year’s experience.! The Council adopted on 20 June Regulation (EC) No
1468/94 delaying for one year the current provisions concerning the labelling of products
under conversion.

73. In the seeds and propagating material sector, intensive discussions continued in the
Council on the Commission’s proposal,2 made at the end of 1993, for a directive to amend
and update the seven basic seeds marketing directives relating to agricultural and vegetable
seeds, adopted in the late 1960s and 1970.

74. In addition to many routine Commission measures adopted during the year, a
decision3 setting up an experiment relating to the transport of seed of agricultural plants in
bulk was adopted, which has the aim of substantially reducing the cost of the transport of
seed.

75. In the new area of propagating material of ornamental and fruit plants, much work was
carried out at the level of the relevant standing committees to develop the approximation of
the Member States’ application of Community legislation.

76. On 27 July the Council adopted the Commission’s proposal, made originally in 1990 as
part of the White Paper programme, on Community plant variety rights establishing a
Community system of protection of new varieties of plants.? This system provides for the
grant, by a Community office, of a specific form of industrial property rights with direct and
uniform effect throughout the European Union.

77. In the animal nutrition sector, the Commission adopted in July two directivesS$
modifying the guidelines for the evaluation of additives to cover new categories of additives
and establishing a list of intended uses for dietetic feedingstuffs respectively. The Council for
its part continued examination of the series of proposals made by the Commission between
1992 and 1994 to strengthen and update the legislation in this sector. These included
proposals concerning a modified procedure for the admission of certain classes of

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additives, ! the official inspection of feedingstuffs,2 the approval of manufacturers? and
specific rules for raw materials used in feedingstuffs. <

78. In the hygiene field, the Commission intensified its preparatory work to develop
tolerances for contaminants of agricultural origin, in particular nitrates and mycotoxins, in
plant products intended for human consumption.

Veterinary inspection

79. In addition to inspections of establishments producing fresh meat and meat products in
both Member States and third countries, inspection visits were organized in the Member
States to ascertain the situation in establishments which produce fresh meat in small
quantities or which have been granted temporary derogations.

80. Furthermore, in view of the scale of imports of fishery products from third countries,
inspection visits were made to a certain number of the latter (Brazil, Colombia, Ecuador,
Indonesia, Morocco, New Zealand and Singapore), in order to verify whether health
conditions laid down for imports into the Community are met by their products.

81. In addition to routine animal-health inspections, visits were paid to several Member
States on account of the existence of classical swine fever in Germany, swine vesicular
disease in the Netherlands and Italy, bovine spongiform encephalopathy in the United
Kingdom, African swine fever in Spain and Portugal and foot-and-mouth disease in
Greece.

82. To monitor the foot-and-mouth disease situation in Eastern Europe, inspection visits
were organized in the latter. Similarly, in order to ascertain the situation regarding diseases
affecting poultry, inspections were carried out in the Far East.

83. The lists of third countries from which the Member States authorize imports of live
animals and products of animal origin and the animal-health conditions and veterinary
certificates required have been updated to take account of the trend in the animal-health
situation in certain third countries. New lists of countries have been drawn up for a whole
range of products (e.g. casings, processed animal protein, serum of equidae, pet food) and
have been supplemented by animal-health conditions and the certificates required.

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84. In addition, border inspection posts selected for veterinary checks on animals and
products of animal origin were inspected to ensure they comply with the Community
provisions and to amend the list drawn up at Community level.

85. Lastly, exploratory discussions were entered into with countries in South America and
Eastern Europe with a view to negotiations to adapt the conditions of trade on a
non-discriminatory basis and to take account of their special features.

Plant-health inspection

86. With the adoption of the new Community plant-health strategy on 1 June 1993, on-site
inspection visits, investigations and checks throughout 1994 mainly related to verification of
the proper application of the Community provisions on the subject by the Member States.

87. Furthermore, comprehensive surveys and inspections were carried out in the Member
States concerned by ‘protected zones’ with regard to organisms harmful to plants and plant
products.

88. Various inspection visits took place in the Member States applying protective measures
and in which organisms harmful to plants and plant products occurred or recurred in 1994
(potato ring rot in Denmark, Thrips palmi in the Netherlands, brown spot on conifers
(Scirrhia acicola) in the south-west of France, potato brown rot in Belgium, etc.).

89. Several consignments of plants and plant products originating in third countries were
intercepted by the Member States because they did not comply with Community plant-health
requirements, with the result that inspection visits and clarifications were required with the
third countries concerned (Egypt, Israel, Guatemala, China and Hong Kong).

90. In connection with the enlargement of the European Union, technical visits to the
official departments of the applicant States have commenced (in Finland firstly, given the
plant-health situation of potatoes).

91. As regards plant-health information, the vade-mecum for inspectors is still being
drafted in computer-readable form with dissemination via EUROPHYT/FIS and training
sessions have been organized in several Member States (Ireland, the United Kingdom and
Italy) to introduce officials responsible for plant-health inspections in the use of this means of
dissemination.
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State aids

92. Commission policy concerning the assessment of State aid under Articles 92 and 93 of
the EC Treaty in the agricultural sector is largely determined by the regulations which
constitute the common agricultural policy. This is in particular the case in the field of the
common market organizations which are considered as complete and exhaustive regulations
for the products concerned. Consequently it is as a general rule Commission policy to deem
incompatible with the common market aids which concern market support measures of a type
provided for in the different common market organizations. This is done because normally
these national aids per unit of output or input risk disturbing Community market mechanisms
and, as operating aids, have no lasting effect on the development of the sector concerned.

93. In this context the Commission took a final negative decision in 1994 against an Irish
aid for the export of mushrooms which included the requirement for reimbursement of aid.
The main argument used by the Commission, and which the Irish authorities could not refute,
was that according to the information available, the aid, being based on the quantity of
mushrooms exported, reduced exporters’ costs.

94. The Commission examined the reorganization schemes of the England and Wales Milk
Marketing Board and of three milk marketing boards in Scotland, because these schemes
involved State aid in the form of involvement in the transfer of ownership of board assets,
which falls under Article 92(1) of the Treaty. The Commission raised no objection to these
aids because it considered that the transfer and the distribution of the boards’ assets to new
successor cooperatives and milk producers does not unduly favour members or non-members
of the new cooperatives and consequently is not contrary to the open market principle.

95. Furthermore, the United Kingdom authorities confirmed that the valuations placed on
the assets and liabilities being transferred were at the appropriate market value and that the
valuations covered all the assets and liabilities transferred. The Commission had in fact
opened the Article 93(2) procedure in 1993 with regard to an initial proposal for the
reorganization of the England and Wales Milk Marketing Board subsequently withdrawn by
the United Kingdom — because this proposal did not correspond to the criteria mentioned
above.

96. In the pigmeat sector the Commission has taken final negative decisions in respect of
two French aid schemes following initiation of the Article 93(2) procedure. One aid which
the Commission regards as illegal and is operated by Stabiporc, the French income
stabilization fund for pig producers, consists of advances involving public money at reduced
rates of interest for pig producer groups in the absence of adequate guarantees that the groups
will repay to Stabiporc all or any of the advances made to them.

97. The other aid involves the reduction of annual repayments due for 1993 on start-up
loans for young farmers taken out by pig farmers between 1990 and 1992 and is regarded as
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incompatible with the common market, since compliance with the ceilings set under
Commission policy in such cases is not ensured in the event of overlap with other aid, such
as start-up loans and grants.

98. In both cases the Commission decided to require France to discontinue the aids and to
require reimbursement of aids illegally received by beneficiaries.

99. Furthermore, as a result of information from the French authorities, the Commission
decided to initiate the procedure laid down in Article 93(2) of the EC Treaty in respect of a
State guarantee on loans granted to pig producers from private funds via Stabiporc.

100. The Commission decided to initiate the procedure laid down in Article 93(2) of the
Treaty in respect of two Italian aid measures and one French aid measure aimed at promoting
the use of set-aside land for the production of biofuels from oilseeds. The measures consist
principally in a premium per hectare for the production of oilseed plants on land set aside and
tax exemption to benefit biofuels produced from those plants. The Commission is, on the
whole, in favour of the development of biofuels. It takes the view, however, that in the case
in point the means used to attain that end are not compatible with the common market. The
measures in question, the Commission feels, constitute a violation of various provisions of
Community law and, in particular, of Community legislation on the system of set-aside, the
market organizations concerned and Article 95 of the Treaty.

101. Concerning aid to investments for improving processing and marketing conditions for
agricultural products the Commission decided not to raise objections to an investment aid
which the German authorities intend to grant for environmental protection in the context of
modernization of two processing undertakings in the oilseed sector.

102. In this sector State aid for productive purposes can be granted only under very
restrictive conditions according to the selection criteria established for Community aids for
these investments which are applied for the assessment of State aid by analogy. Therefore it
was a condition for this decision that the German authorities provided detailed information
that aid would be granted only for investments which are destined exclusively for
environmental protection in the sense of the Community guidelines on State aid for
environmental protection which were published in 1994.!

II — Economic situation and farm incomes
in 1994

General overview

103. Despite some abnormal weather conditions, which affected the harvests of certain
crops (such as cereals, sugar and wine), and despite the persistence of rather critical market
conditions in other sectors (such as vegetables and pigmeat), the overall economic situation
of farming in the Community in 1994 was much better than in previous years. After rising
slightly in 1993 (+ 0.5 %), farm incomes rose by an average of around 6 % in 1994, with
increases of more than 10 % in some Member States. However, two Member States recorded
falls in incomes: Luxembourg (- 0.9%) and Italy ( - 7.6 %) (see points 136 and 137). Three
factors seem to have played a decisive role in this generally favourable trend:

(a) the implementation of the reform of the CAP from 1993/94, particularly the introduction
of compensatory aid to farmers to offset the reduction in institutional prices for cereals
and beef and veal. These aids are now an essential component of agricultural incomes and
provide some security and stability of income in the sectors concerned;

(b) a gradual rebalancing of agricultural markets thanks to the massive disposal (partly within
the Community, but mostly on the world market) of intervention stocks which had built
up over recent years. For example, public stocks of cereals had fallen to 11.5 million
tonnes at the end of November 1994, from 30 million tonnes in July 1993. Similarly,
public stocks of beef amounted to only 100 000 tonnes at the end of November 1994, as
against more than one million tonnes at the end of 1992;

(c) lastly, the restoration of better balance between supply and demand, thanks to measures
introduced under the reform to control production (particularly set-aside of arable land)
and thanks also to the effects of a downturn in production and, in some sectors, to an
upturn in demand (as in the increased consumption of cereals for animal nutrition).

104. By contrast, the monetary factor, i.e. the positive impact on both institutional and
market prices of the successive devaluations of different currencies, which had had a
substantial impact on farm incomes in 1993, played only a minor role in 1994.
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105.  Unlike the previous year, 1994 saw very little fluctuation, indeed a fair measure of
stability, in exchange rates, and particularly in the agricultural conversion rates, in most
Member States. The impact of the agrimonetary adjustments on prices and aid expressed in
national currency was virtually nonexistent, except for Greece, the United Kingdom, Italy
and, to a lesser extent, Spain and Portugal. For example, the average price rise resulting from
adjustments to the green rates for products such as common wheat was 0.8 % during the first
nine months of 1994, as against 6.8 % in 1993.

106. Conversely, the dollar rate fell by more than 10% during the first 10 months of 1994
against the ecu and most of the European currencies. This factor, together with the drop in
Community cereals prices from the 1993/94 marketing year and the substantial reduction in
international prices for imported feedingstuffs (particularly soya cake) helped bring down the
costs of animal feed, particularly compound feedingstuffs, in 1994. This trend, which was
already underway in the second half of 1993, somewhat cushioned the impact on incomes of
the drop in producer prices for most animal products.

107. The improvement in the economic situation of farming in 1994 can also be seen in the
wider context of a general recovery of economic growth after the severe recession of recent
years. Economic activity in the European Union picked up to a surprising extent during the
first half of 1994, not only as a result of exports and the reconstitution of stocks, but also
because demand was greater than expected. This trend firmed up and accelerated slightly
during the second half of the year. In particular, private consumption, which had fallen
somewhat in 1993, picked up again in 1994, although remaining at a much lower level than
in the 1980s. The vigour of the recovery led to a slight improvement in the outlook for the
job market. After several years of steady climbing, unemployment seems to have peaked in
the spring of 1994 and has been gradually falling since then. In the same way, inflation has
continued to fall in most Member States and the Community average should be around 3 %,
as against 4 % in 1993.

Production levels and price trends

108. Community cereal production for 1994 is estimated at approximately 162 million
tonnes, representing a drop of about 2.2% on the most recent official estimate for 1993
(165.7 million tonnes) and of 3.8 % on the 1992 harvest (168.4 million tonnes). Thus, for the
third year running, Community production is well below the record level of 1991, when the
cereal harvest reached 181.3 million tonnes. Moreover, while the drop in production in 1992
was mainly due to bad weather conditions, particularly the drought which afflicted several
regions of the Union. the results for 1993 and 1994 must be seen in the light of the large
reduction in the sown area (about 3 million hectares less) resulting from the application of the
new set-aside scheme introduced under the reform. Without that constraint, there is no doubt
that cereal production would again have exceeded 180 million tonnes in 1993 and 1994.
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109. The area sown to cereals in 1994 changed little from 1993 (remaining at around
32.2 million hectares), although there was a slight drop in average yields, which fell below
the general trend. There was an increase in the production of common wheat, durum wheat
and rye. However, production of maize and barley was down because of the reduction in
sown area and/or yields.

110.  Under the CAP reform, the intervention prices in ecus were reduced for the first time
(by 24.8 % for common wheat and maize, by 44.3 % for durum wheat and by 20.9% for
other cereals) on 1 July 1993 and for the second time (by 7.7 % for all cereals) on 1 July
1994, These reductions were offset by compensatory payments per hectare on the basis of the
historical yield of each region. In general market prices reflected these reductions, although
sometimes with a time-lag of several months, after the beginning of the marketing year.
However, these reductions were partially neutralized on the different markets, either by the
successive devaluations of certain green rates or by a relative improvement in market
equilibrium following the drop in production and the massive disposal of intervention stocks,
or by other factors (quality of the harvest, quantities withheld by producers or collecting
organizations, improvements in prices on the international market, etc.). This lag between
institutional prices and market prices was particularly strong in the early months of the
1994/95 marketing year.

111. At the end of November 1994, the prices for common wheat, for example, were still
7% to 109% higher than the intervention price in France and Belgium, 15% in Germany,
25 % in the United Kingdom, and 30% to 40 % in ltaly and Spain.

/12, Community production of oilseeds (including those grown on set-aside land for
non-food uses) was 1.4 million tonnes, or 13.3 %, up on the previous year. About a quarter of
this increase was the result of an increase in sown areas (about + 200 000 hectares) and the
remaining three quarters was due to the improvement in yields after the decrease in 1993.
Rape production was up around 350 000 tonnes and sunflower production around 870 000
tonnes. In both cases, it is important to note the increase in cultivation for non-food uses
(+ 743 000 tonnes for rape and + 189 000 tonnes for sunflower). With regard to soya. the
entry into force of the reform and the exclusion of land on which a second harvest is gathered
from eligibility for aid brought about a steep decline in the soya area and soya production in
[taly and in the European Union as a whole in 1993. In 1994 there was a substantial increase
in areas (+ 34 %) and Community production ( + 23 %).

113. Unlike oilseeds, the areas under, and production of, prdtein crops (peas and field
beans) fell in relation to the previous year (by 2.7 % for areas and 9.1 % for production).

714. Sugar production fell sharply in 1994 ( - 10 % for the European Union as a whole) as
a result of a slight reduction in area and, above all, a very substantial decrease in sugar
yields. This was due to two main factors. Firstly, the marketing year started late because of
bad weather conditions during the sowing season. Secondly, growing conditions in most
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regions of northern Europe were affected by a greater water shortage than usual, particularly
during the summer. The extremely heavy rainfall at the time of harvest did little to change
this state of affairs.

115. The Community wine harvest, provisionally estimated at around 150 million hl for the
second year running, will be considerably less in 1994 than it was in 1992 (191 million hl).
Production is down in all the main producer countries because of poor weather conditions
and, in certain cases, a downward trend in areas. By contrast, the quality is expected to be
fairly good everywhere. The drop in production in 1993 and 1994 is reflected in the market
prices which, at the beginning of December 1994, were often considerably higher than at the
same time the year before (+5 % in France, +37 % in Italy and +77 % in Spain).

116. As in 1993, the Community vegetable market was, on the whole, fairly depressed and
even critical for certain products, like cauliflower. The causes of this slump in the vegetable
market over recent years are not altogether clear.

117. However, the stagnation, or even fall, in consumption due to the recession and the
increasing pressures on family budgets in recent years have helped to depress the market.
Experience in 1994 has also shown that this market is strongly influenced by the weather and
by the fluctuation in consumption depending on the temperature. Lastly, the drop in
consumption has been paired with an increase in production, which has aggravated the drop
in prices for certain vegetables. The price of cauliflowers at the end of November was less
than 35 % what it had been in 1993.

118. The only exception to this serious situation has been potatoes, because of the sharp
drop in production (down about 8% according to initial estimates). Thanks to improved
market equilibrium in most Member States, market prices at the end of November 1994 were
considerably higher than they had been at the same time the year before (up to 100 % in
some Member States).

119. The market situation for fruit was generally less critical than for vegetables, despite
some slight increases in production. This was the case, particularly, for peaches and
nectarines, for which prices were relatively satisfactory. For apples, production of which was
up by about 5%, the marketing year was fairly difficult until the end of May 1994, after
which the situation improved considerably and the year ended with prices about 40 % higher
than at the end of 1993. The production of pears was also up by about 5%, but prices fell
only slightly in relation to the previous marketing year.

120. Overall milk production in 1994 was estimated to be very slightly down on the
previous year { — 0.7 %), although it varied considerably from one Member State to the next.
The same applied to milk deliveries to dairies. This is explained by a reduction in the dairy
herd (= 1.1% in 1994) and an increase in yields. However, because weather conditions in
certain Member States were not favourable for milk production, yields increased by no more
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than 0.8 % on average in 1994, as against more than 2.5 % per year over previous years. The
available figures show, however, that milk deliveries recovered in most Member States after
the summer and even overtook deliveries during the same period the year before by as much
as 5 or 6% in some countries.

121. Butter production, which fell by 142 000 tonnes ( — 7.7 %) in 1992 and by only 8 000
tonnes (—0.5%) in 1993, fell by 50000 tonnes (—2.9%) in 1994. By contrast, cheese
production increased slightly (+ 0.4 %), after a much sharper increase in 1993, and above all
in 1992.

122. Tt is not possible at present to make a sufficiently accurate assessment of the trend in
beef and veal production in 1994, because the available figures for animals slaughtered only
partially cover the second half of the year. However, it is already clear that 1994, like 1993,
is right at the bottom of the beef production cycle and maybe even lower than the already
very low level of 1993. If compared with the 1991 peak, there has been a drop in production
of around 1 million tonnes, or 11.5%, in three years. In addition to the traditional cyclical
trend, two other phenomena have contributed to this spectacular nose-dive in production,
particularly in 1993 (- 7.8 %): firstly, the abnormally high level of production in 1991 as a
result, inter alia, of massive imports from the countries of Eastern Europe and secondly the
tendency of some producers to keep animals on the farm with a view to increasing their
reference herd for the grant of the premiums provided for under the reform.

123. Intervention prices for beef and veal were reduced by 6.2 % at the beginning of July
1993 and by 5.3 % at the beginning of July 1994. These institutional price reductions were
partially reflected in the market prices. However, actual reductions were less than those in the
institutional prices because of the drop in production and the drastic reduction in intervention
stocks. There has also been an additional impact on prices in national currency resulting from
the monetary adjustments since September 1992. At the end of November 1994, prices for
adult bovine animals were on average 3.3 % lower than they had been at the same time in
1993.

124.  After hitting the lowest level in recent years in the autumn of 1993, at the same time
as a substantial increase in the number of animals slaughtered, pigmeat prices firmed up a
little at the end of 1993, as a consequence of the reduction in market supply following the
restrictive measures introduced in Germany and Belgium as a result of the outbreaks of
classical swine fever in those countries. Despite the relative improvement, at the end of 1993
prices were down around 35 % on those of December 1991 (before the pigmeat crisis, the
darkest period of which was around the middle of 1992).

125. 1994 started with a new setback in the price of pigmeat, followed by stagnation at
very low levels. From April onwards, the fall-back in production and the different market
support measures prompted a slight recovery in prices. However, prices have continued,
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throughout the year, to reflect the glut of supply on the Community market in pigmeat
despite a reduction in the number of animals slaughtered in the second half of the year.

126. After the spectacular increase in 1993 (+ 6 %), pigmeat production remained fairly
static in 1994, at the high level of the previous year. The Community market has been able to
survive the last two years thanks only to an increase in low price Community exports,
particularly to Eastern Europe.

127.  In 1994 poultrymeat production exceeded 7 million tonnes (approximately 7.1 million
tonnes) for the first time, representing a 2.2 % increase over the previous year, during which
production was stable after a long period of steadily increasing production. The high level of
production, set against a slight drop in domestic consumption in 1993 and an increase of only
around 1% in 1994, is probably the main cause of low prices in 1993 and 1994 in this
sector.

128. In the sheepmeat and goatmeat sectors, the drop in production seen in 1992 ( - 3.1 %)
and 1993 (- 3.1 %) slowed down and stopped in mid-1994. Production began to rise in the
second half of 1994, so that production in 1994 will be around 1.14 million tonnes, or almost
the same level as 1993.

Producer prices

129.  On the basis of information available on 30 November, it is estimated that the index of
nominal producer prices for all agricultural products increased by an average of 3.6 % in
1994 compared with the previous year. This corresponds to a fall of 1.1 % in real prices. The
downward trend which started in 1989 has therefore continued in 1994, but at a much slower
rate than in 1992 (—8.3 %) and 1593 ( — 4.1 %). In addition, it should not be forgotten that in
1993 and 1994, as a result of the implementation of the CAP reform, the support prices for
certain products (particularly cereals and beef and veal) were reduced and producers received
instead compensatory aid which has not been taken into account in the producer price
index.

130. 1In relation to 1993, the producer price index for crop products increased in real terms
by an average of 0.9%. However, the situation varies considerably from one sector to
another. Thus, in the cereals sector, real producer prices fell by an average of 12.6 % (this
drop was partially offset by the aids introduced under the reform). In contrast, the real price
of potatoes increased by about 25 % on average following a smaller harvest. Apart from these
two extremes, real producer prices have generally followed more moderate trends, whether
downwards (flowers: —2.2%; fresh vegetables: —1.3%) or, more often, upwards (fruit:
+ 6.1 %: wine: + 6.4 %; olives: +7.9%).

131. The index of real prices for livestock products fell by 2.9 % on average. This negative
trend concerned all products, particularly eggs ( — 6.5 %), poultry ( — 4.4 %), cattle (- 2.8 %)
and pigs ( —2.5%). '

132, In 1994 the general producer price index tended, in real terms, to rise in Spain
(+5.8%), Portugal (+3.2%), Greece (+2.8%) and Belgium (+0.5%) and to fall in
Luxembourg ( - 5.3 %), Italy ( - 4.6 %), Denmark ( — 4.2 %), the United Kingdom ( - 3.4 %),
Germany (without the five new Ldnder: —1.9%), the Netherlands (- 1.7 %), Ireland
(—1.5%) and France ( — 1.3 %).

Input prices

133. The index of purchase prices for staple goods and services in agriculture in the
European Union as a whole is estimated to have risen by 1% in 1994 in nominal terms,
but to have fallen 2.8 % in real terms. There was an above-average fall in the prices of feeding-
stuffs (—35.0%), seeds (~3.3%) and energy (-3.1%). However, even for most other

intermediate consumption, the price index fell in real terms (fertilizer: —1.4%; plant
protection products: — 2.1 %; farm animals: — 0.8 %).

134. The index of real input prices (including investment) fell by an average of 2.2 %, with
above-average falls in Portugal (—4.9 %), the United Kingdom (-3.2%), Belgium and
Luxembourg (- 2.9 %), the Netherlands (—2.7 %), Germany and Denmark (—2.5 %), with
smaller falls in Spain (—2.1 %), Greece and Ireland (- 1.8 %), France (~ 1.7 %) and Italy
(-1.2%).

Trends in farm incomes

Trends in farm incomes in 1994

135. The first estimates available at the end of November 1994 indicate that farm incomes
(net value-added at factor cost per annual work unit (AWU)) increased by 5.7 % in real terms
in the European Union as a whole in 1994. This increase follows a smaller one in 1993
(0.5% on average).

136. Unlike 1993, where trends varied considerably from one Member State to another, in
1994 there was an upward trend in farm incomes in almost all the Member States, except for
Luxembourg (-0.9%) and Italy (—7.6%). The largest increase took place in Portugal
(20.0 %) after falling for three years. Farm incomes rose considerably in Spain (12.9 %),
France (12.1 %), Greece (10.2 %), the Netherlands (9.7 %), Ireland (7.6 %), Germany (6.7 %),
Belgium (5.4 %) and the United Kingdom (4.2 %). A smaller, but still significant increase
was recorded in Denmark (2.9 %).

137. The increase in farm incomes at Community level can mostly be explained by the
following factors:

(i) a slight drop (—0.5%) in final agricultural production volume compared with the
previous year, after a larger drop in 1993 (-2.5%);

(i1) relatively stable real producer prices;

(iii) a slight increase (+0.6%) in the volume of intermediate consumption which was,
however, more than offset by the drop in input prices in real-terms, particularly the price
of feedingstuffs;

(iv) a substantial increase in subsidies (+ 10.3 % in real terms);
(v) a 2.5% reduction in farm labour compared with 1993.

The decrease of 7.6 % in Italy can be explained by a number of reasons, including reduced levels
of production, unfavourable trends in producer prices, a reduced level of subsidies and a
slowing-down of the drop in the farming labour force (in terms of full-time labour units).
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long term, with a slight deterioration over the last few years. The most serious negative factor
during the decade was the growing imbalance on both the Community and world markets,
and the need to carry out reforms of agricultural policy in order to try to re-establish a degree
of balance between supply and demand for agricultural products. The slowdown in the
restructuring of agriculture, rendered more difficult by an economic environment that was
generally less favourable than in the past, also had a damaging effect on the development of
farm incomes.

140. These general considerations should not cause one to lose sight of the fact that the
Community agricultural sector is made up of a huge number of farms (estimated at around
eight million) and the situation therefore varies greatly between Member States and, within
each country, between regions and between different types of farm. Changes in farm income
in the Member States since 1980 are shown in Figure 2. This can only give, however, a very
rough idea of the variations in income that can exist in Community agriculture. Around 80 %
of final Community agricultural production is supplied by a relatively small number of farms
(around 20 %).

141. The level and distribution of incomes between farms are obviously closely linked to
the structure of agricultural production. There follows a more detailed analysis of the
disparities in incomes in Community agriculture.

Incomes per farm (FADN)

142. The farm accountancy data network (FADN) monitors the incomes of agricultural
holdings in the European Union to meet the needs of the common agricultural policy. This
task is attained by means of annual collection of farm accountancy data of a representative
field survey of approximately 60 000 holdings.

143. The farms in the network have an economic size, defined in terms of European size
units, equal to or greater than a threshold fixed according to the agricultural structure of the
regions of the Union. This implies that the farms in the field of survey have a minimum level
of economic activity and, for that reason, are commonly called ‘commercial farms’. The
survey represents about 95 % of the total value-added in agriculture.

Incomes by rvpe of farming

144. The FADN user tends to ask for income by product. However, farms with only one
product in the output are the exception. The rule is that most farms have several activities and
produce, on average, about a dozen different products. Hence the classification of farms by
type of farming is made by the proportion of standard gross margins of certain products in
the total standard gross margin of production.
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147. The results of the last three accounting years for which data are shown appear in
Figure 4. The short-term average trend is a decrease of family farm income of a little less
than 7 % for the whole group of farms for the period 1990/91 to 1992/93.

148. Year-to-year changes are difficult to evaluate because of the important variability of
the factors and the results of agricultural output and, consequently, the farm income. The
constant increase in income for the cereal specialists group is rather unique over this
period.

Incomes by economic size of the farm

149. The variable economic size is expressed in terms of European size units (ESU),
obtained by dividing the standard gross margin of the farm by a fixed number of ecus (at
present ESU 1 = ECU 1 200). Several thresholds are established in order to obtain the six
economic size classes shown in Figure 4.

150. As an example, large farms have between 40 and 100 ESU of standard gross margin
(calculated by using regional standards of gross margin for individual crops and
animals ).

151. According to this classification, commercial farms in the European Union are mostly
of small and medium size: 27 % very small, around 20 % for each one of the groups small,
lower medium, and upper medium, 10 % large, and less than 3 % very large.

152.  As expected, large farms in terms of economic size also have higher family farm
income. This variable ranges from ECU 3 100 in small farms to ECU 60 300 in very large
farms (on average, for all farms — ECU 11 200).

153. Figure 4 shows that average income decreased mainly in large farms and there was
little improvement in small farms in the period 1990/91 to 1992/93.

Incomes per family work unit?

154.  Unpaid labour is normally provided by family members in European Union farms. The
working family has 1.3 members on average,? ranging from one member in cereals to 1.5
members in mixed (crops and animals), dairying, and horticulture.

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157. Figure 5 illustrates the income per family member by type of farming and Member
State. At the European Union level the highest incomes are on pigs and poultry farms (ECU
26 900) and the lowest on permanent crops (ECU 6 400). At national level, Denmark is the
only Member State with negative incomes per unit for cereals, grazing stock and general
cropping.! Portugal and Greece are the other two Member States with generally low
results.

158. Cereal specialists have very high income per family member in the United Kingdom
and Ireland. Other types of farming have a good situation as well: general cropping and milk
producers in the United Kingdom and Belgium, pigs and poultry in Italy, and vineyards in
Luxembourg and France. With regard to viticulture, the particularly high result for
Luxembourg is due to the fact that FADN holdings market their products directly, without
going through cooperative channels, for example. For the whole of the wine sector in
Luxembourg, the results should be similar to those in Germany.

! The income results per family member for Denmark are very low (even negative) for the types of cereals, grazing
stock, general cropping and mixed farming) compared to the high degree of modemization of Danish agriculture.
The reasons for this situation have been a high level of indebtedness and the impact of a part-time agriculture in
which income is not the upper priority variable for the business decision-making of the agricultural activity. There
are also taxation reasons for this specific situation.






Il — Agricultural markets

159. This chapter reviews the world and Community markets for the main agricultural
products, covering price trends and the main market management measures proposed or
decided at Community level. Recent developments, due to the implementation of the reform
of the common agricultural policy, are explained in Chapter I.

Cereals

160. World cereal production in 1993/94 fell sharply compared with the previous year,
particularly of feed grains, which were seriously affected by severe floods in the United
States. Production of both wheat and coarse grains fell from the high levels reached in
1992/93 in several major producer countries such as the Union, the United States, Canada
and the CIS countries as a whole, but rose in Australia and China.

161. The 1993/94 world cereals harvest amounted to | 347 million tonnes as compared
with 1426 million tonnes in the previous marketing year, a drop of 5.5 %. Wheat production
declined from 561 million tonnes in 1992/93 to 558 million tonnes in 1993/94 ( — 0.4 %) and
feed grains from 865 million tonnes to 789 million tonnes ( — 8.8 %).

162. World wheat consumption in the 1993/94 marketing year is estimated at 565 mil-
lion tonnes, i.e. 7 million tonnes more than the harvest. This represents an increase of
15 million tonnes compared with the 550 million tonnes for the preceding marketing year.
The increase is due to the replacement of coarse grains by wheat. Consumption of feed grains
is estimated to be 1.6 % down on 1992/93, at 824 million tonnes, but is 35 million tonnes
above the figure for production.

163. International trade involved around 172 million tonnes of cereals during 1993/94,
which represents a fall of 11.3 % compared with the 194 million tonnes for world trade in
cereals in 1992/93. The fall can be put down mainly to lower purchases by China and the
CIS countries. Those two destinations absorbed 35 % of world wheat exports in 1991/92
while their share of world trade was only 23.5 % in 1992/93. In 1993/94, their share of world
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wheat trade was only 11.5 million tonnes, i.e. 12.5 %. The drop to 82 million tonnes in feed
grain imports was due to some extent to the sharp fall in production in the United States.

164. Trade in cereals with the CIS continued to decline on account of the lack of credits
from exporting countries. The re-establishment of a more rational prices policy also reduced
consumption considerably.

165. Forecasts for 1994/95 indicate higher world production (1 389 million tonnes against
1 347 million tonnes in 1993/94) with a stronger rise in world consumption. Consequently,
world trade, which is estimated at 176 million tonnes, including 95 million tonnes of wheat
(against 93 million tonnes in 1993/94), is expected to stand still.

166. Community production for 1993/94 is assessed at 163 million tonnes, 5 million tonnes
down on 1992/93, when production was affected by drought, and 17.5 million tonnes down
on 1991/92.

167. The fall in production reflects the reduction in areas sown to cereals as a result of the
introduction of compulsory set-aside (32.27 million ha sown instead of 35.24 million ha in
1992/93, i.e. — 16 %).

168. The drop in cereals production is due to a fall in the barley and durum wheat harvests.
Production of common wheat, maize and rye was less affected by set-aside.

169. The trend in cereal production varied from Member State to Member State. As a result
of the exemption of small producers from the set-aside obligation, the reduction was smaller
in the regions where agriculture is less highly developed.

170.  When account is taken of the resumption of production on agricultural land withdrawn
under the temporary set-aside arrangements, the reduction in the area sown to cereals
corresponds to set-aside of 4.6 million ha under the reform. The rate of set-aside was highest
in the cereal-growing regions of the United Kingdom, France and Germany.

171. The drop in cereal prices under the reform stimulated the use of greater quantities of
cereals in animal feedingstuffs, which rose to 86 million tonnes in 1993/94, i.e. over
5 million tonnes more than in the period before the reform.

172. At the same time, trade in cereals between the Member States has been firm.

173. At 32.5 million tonnes (including processed products and food aid), cereal exports
were below the record of nearly 35 million tonnes in 1992/93, but well above the figure for
the period 1986-91. Commercial exports amounted to 19.8 million tonnes of common wheat
(including flour), 8.5 million tonnes of barley (including malt) and 3.5 million tonnes of
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maize. Exports of durum wheat (I million tonnes) and rye (0.5 million tonnes) dropped
significantly.

174.  With exports being maintained at a high level and animal consumption increasing, it
was possible to reduce intervention stocks. From the exceptionally high figure of 33.4 mil-
lion tonnes at the beginning of the 1993/94 marketing year, stocks fell to 18 million tonnes,
comprising 6.5 million tonnes of common wheat, 1.1 million tonnes of durum wheat,
6.5 million tonnes of barley, 2.5 million tonnes of rye, 1.1 million tonnes of maize and
0.2 million tonnes of grain sorghum.

175.  The 1993/94 marketing year was the first year of application of the reform to arable
crops. The fall in prices, offset by aid per hectare, and the drop in production led to better
balance on the market. Thus prices for cereals on the internal market and in particular for
durum wheat and breadmaking common wheat were higher than the intervention prices.

176. The gradual price reduction decided when the reform was adopted means that the
single intervention price applying for 1994/95 is brought down from ECU 11549 to
ECU 106.6 per tonne, offset by an increase in the compensatory payment of ECU 10/t
bringing it to ECU 35/t.! Furthermore, the Council has decided to increase compensation
for set-aside under the reform from ECU 45/t to ECU 57/t as set out in the regionalization
plans.

Rice

177. The 1993 world harvest was lower than in 1992 (521 million tonnes against
527.2 million tonnes) as a result of poor harvests in Asia (Japan, Thailand and Laos) and the
United States (— 13 % as compared with the previous year).

178. International trade rose by around 1.3 million tonnes over 1992 (from 14 mil-
lion tonnes to 15.3 million tonnes), due in particular to purchases of rice by Japan to offset its
poor harvest. As a result, prices for quality rice on the world market rose until January 1994
and subsequently fell on account of slackening Japanese demand and the devaluation of the
CFA franc, which brought about an increase in import prices in Africa.

179. In the Union, the 1993 marketed crop was the lowest of the last four marketing
years (at around 1.2 million tonnes milled rice equivalent), the severe drought in Spain and
Portugal having diminished the areas sown in those two countries. In France, torrential rains

! The reduction in guaranteed prices decided under the reform is offset by an amount granted per hectare and
determined on a regional basis depending on yields obtained over a reference period.
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in the Camargue also affected the paddy rice harvest. However, Italian production rose by
5% in 1993 as compared with the 1.2 million tonnes in the previous year but was lower than
the 1.5 million tonnes anticipated, on account of poor weather conditions during the
harvest.

180. Prices on the Italian market rose until January 1994 and subsequently fell on account
of the lack of an export refund on rice in bulk and the small quantities of food aid granted by
Italy. Expressed in ecus, prices on average remained above the buying-in price and only fell
to about its level at the end of the marketing year.

181. No rice was offered for intervention during 1993/94.

182.  As to trade with third countries, imports (mainly of Indian rice) rose by 14 % while
exports fell by 34.5 % as a result of the poor Community harvest and firm demand within the
Community.

183. Imports from the ACP States reached 87 267 tonnes (against 42 382 tonnes in
1992/93). Imports of processed rice from the Netherlands Antilles (OCT) amounted to
146 409 tonnes expressed as husked rice (against 111 916 tonnes in the 1992/93 marketing
year). Imports of rice processed in the Netherlands Antilles are free of levy. Overall imports
from the ACP States and the OCT increased by around 30% over the 1992/93 marketing
year.

184. Forecasts for the 1994/95 marketing year indicate an area sown of around 370 000 ha,
of which 56 000 ha of indica rice. The self-sufficiency rate for indica rice should therefore
rise from 26 % to 36 % and the shortfall will probably be made up by imports of rice from
third countries.

Sugar

185. The strong decline in world stocks in 1993/94 appears to have put an end to the
overall surplus on the world market since 1990. The production shortfall in relation to
consumption, estimated at 3.4 million tonnes at the end of the 1993/94 marketing year, left
stocks at 30% of consumption, a level which can be considered as the point of market
equilibrium.

186. The increase in consumption ( + 0.7 %) is lower than the population growth rate during
this period and shows a decline in per capita consumption. The main reason for this decline
is the trend in world market prices, in a context of recession which has also affected this
marketing year. The downward trend which began in 1990 has therefore come to an end, with
the price of raw sugar fluctuating between 10 and 12.5 cents/pound during 1993/94.

187. The second successive year of poor harvests in Cuba, China and India have continued
to affect market conditions. Cuba was unable to meet its protocol with Russia (1.5 million
tonnes), thereby facilitating the flow of large quantities of Community white sugar to Russia.
China has dampened the increase in its consumption in order to adjust to the smaller supply.
India has had to import large quantities (1.9 million tonnes) to take account of the rapid
decline in its buffer stocks resulting from increasing domestic consumption, and banned all
exports from the beginning of the marketing year.

188. Despite these events, the world supply balance for 1993/94 confirmed the downward
trend in import demand since 1988/89. With a reduction of around 1.5 million tonnes in
relation to the previous marketing year, the world sugar market amounted to only 27.5 % of
total production, as against 33% in 1984/85. This trend reflects the move towards
self-sufficiency of importing countries in order to meet the growing demand from their
population. However, white sugar took a 50 % share in this world market trend, as against
34 % in 1984/85.

189. In this context, the first estimates for the 1994/95 harvest indicate a new production
deficit in relation to world consumption. The level of stocks dropped below the point of
theoretical equilibrium, situated at 30 % of consumption. The improvement in market prices
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could therefore stabilize at the current level because of the difficult situation expected in the
first quarter of 1995.

190. Areas under beet in the Community in 1993 (1 918 000 ha) fell (3.1 %) compared to
the previous marketing year and the average sugar yield per hectare reached 8.32 tonnes.
Early sowing and excellent weather conditions throughout the growth cycle explain these
high yields, which resulted in total production, in white sugar equivalent, of 16.23 million
tonnes, of which 15.96 million tonnes came from beet, 0.26 million tonnes from cane and
0.02 million tonnes from molasses.

191.  Sugar consumption in 1993/94, which was estimated overall at 11.87 million tonnes,
was slightly down on the previous marketing year, confirming the stability of sugar
consumption in the industrialized countries. Community sugar prices in ecus were maintained
in 1993/94 at the level of the previous marketing year and inulin syrup was made subject to
production arrangements similar to those applicable to the sugar and isoglucose production
quotas.

Olive oil

192, World production is about 1 800 000 tonnes on average, of which the European Union
accounts for 80 % (about 1 450 000 tonnes). The other main producers are Tunisia (100 000
tonnes), Turkey (80000 tonnes), Syria (55000 tonnes) and Morocco (35000 tonnes).
Production varies considerably from one year to another but generally the world market
closely mirrors that of the Community.

193.  Estimated Community production in 1993/94 was about 1280 000 tonnes as against
1 379 347 tonnes in 1992/93. The area remains practically unchanged, according to available
figures, at 4.9 million hectares, equivalent to 66 % of the total area under olive cultivation in
the world and 3.3 % of the Community’s utilized agricultural area. Some estimates put the
number of cultivated and abandoned olive trees at 450 million. Some two million farms are
engaged in olive cultivation.

194.  In 1992/93, Community consumption was 1 360 000 tonnes (77 % of world consump-
tion). The most recent estimates suggest that consumption should remain at around the same
level in 1993/94. Particularly as a result of the introduction of consumption aid in 1979, most
of the Community uptake, 1 300 000 tonnes, is in the form of small containers. At the
beginning of the 1993/94 marketing year, intervention stocks stood at 198 000 tonnes, falling
to about 110 000 tonnes at the end of the year.

195. Greece and Spain are the main suppliers and, although Italy both produces and
exports, it remains the main purchaser. Apart from exceptional cases, imports are restricted to
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the Tunisian quota of 46 000 tonnes. At 110 000 tonnes, exports in 1993/94 were down on
the previous year (162 000 tonnes).

196. Developments in Community policy: a stabilizer was introduced from the 1987/88
marketing year with a maximum guaranteed quantity (MGQ) of 1.35 million tonnes. When
output exceeds the MGQ plus, where applicable, the carryover from the previous year,
production aid is reduced proportionately. The MGQ was exceeded in 1992/93, resulting in a
2.23 % reduction in the aid. Estimates for 1993/94 suggest that an overrun of the MGQ is not
likely to occur this year.

197.  Consumption seems to be less affected than in the past by price competition from
other vegetable oils. It appears to be more sensitive to fluctuations in the price of olive oil,
increases in consumer incomes and efforts to improve product quality and promote
consumption. For these reasons, and with a view to the proper management of the
consumption aid scheme, the Council decided to adjust the aid for 1993/94. This adjustment
was achieved without a negative effect on consumption, which firmed throughout the
Union.

200. In the 1993/94 marketing year a total of some 23.6 million tonnes of oilseeds were
crushed in the Community: 12.5 million tonnes of soya (down 1.3 million on 1992/93),
6.0 million tonnes of rape (up 0.6 million on 1992/93 and 4.3 million tonnes of sunflower (up
0.1 million tonnes on 1992/93).

201. From 1993/94 the support arrangements for oilseeds growers (rape, sunflower, soya)
formed part of the new support scheme for arable crops (cereals, oilseeds, protein plants)
requiring a 15 % land set-aside. A specific compensatory payment is granted on oilseeds, set
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at ECU 359/ha (except for sunflower in Spain and Portugal and producers opting for the
simplified scheme). The amount actually paid to growers is regionally differentiated
according to historic yields of cereals or oilseeds and is also adjusted in line with world price
fluctuations beyond a certain margin. For 1993/94 Community support was granted on some
6.0 million hectares of oilseeds, if non-food crops are included.

202. Community oilseed production in 1993/94 was almost 10.9 million tonnes compared
with 11.5 million in 1992/93. The crop estimate for 1994/95 is 11.8 million tonnes.

203. The support arrangements for oilseed growers were radically altered with effect from
1992/93. Processing aids and intervention were abolished and growers’ incomes protected by
a direct payment per hectare.

Dried fodder, peas, field beans and sweet lupins

204. These products, which go chiefly to the animal-feed industry, compete with a wide
range of other raw materials.

205. From 1993/94 aid to processors and minimum prices were abolished and growers’
incomes were protected under the same scheme as for cereals and oilseeds involving a land
set-aside of 15%. The regionally differentiated aid is ECU 65 multiplied by the historic
cereals yield.

206. For 1993/1994 the protein crop area for which Community support was given
amounted to some 1.3 million hectares.

207. Dried fodder production in the European Union again reached a record level.

Fruit and vegetables
Fresh fruit and vegetables

World situation

208. Statistical information on the fresh fruit and vegetable sector worldwide is still very
incomplete. Moreover, international trade is significant only in certain products, particularly
apples and citrus fruit. World production trends show an increase in the production of
oranges for processing following the planting of new groves in some of the main
non-Community producer countries.

Trade with non-member countries

209. The European Union is the world’s largest importer of fresh fruit and vegetables,
particularly citrus fruit and apples. Although imports account for a relatively small proportion
of the Union’s annual requirements, they play an important role in supplying the market out
of season and can affect price stability in season.

210. In the absence of specific data on world trade, import price trends in the Union give an
impression of the situation. Thus, for the 1993/94 marketing year, import prices for citrus
fruit remained stable. fell slightly for plums, fell substantially for pears, fell sharply for
apples, rose slightly for table grapes, apricots and peaches and rose substantially for cherries.
In terms of quantities, imports of apples fell (34 %) after increasing for three years. Imports
of vegetables and citrus fruit remained more or less stable.

211. The surge in Community exports of fresh fruit and vegetables witnessed in recent
years continued in 1993, particularly in the case of vegetables and citrus fruits. Exports of
oranges increased by 33 % in relation to 1992. In the case of fruit, apple exports more than
doubled but exports of other fruits fell by 30% in relation to 1992.

The Community market

212.  8.55 million tonnes of apples were produced in the Community in 1993/94, 22 % less
than the bumper crop of 1992/93. This drop is mainly due to the consequences of biennial
bearing in Germany ( —50 %). The reduction was also fairly sharp in the countries where
much of the production is marketed (France: — 15 %; Italy: - 10 %). Community withdraw-
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als (988 000 tonnes) fell by 52 %. Production of pears, which rose to more than 3 million
tonnes in 1992/93, fell by 19 % to the more usual level of 2.5 million tonnes and withdrawals
fell from 6.3 % to 1.6 % of the harvest. The production of table grapes fell by 6 % in Italy,
the source of 64 % of total Community production, and by 20% in Spain. In terms of
volume, the production of table grapes is, however, almost on a par with that of pears.

213. The most recent production figures for citrus fruit in 1993/94 show a drop in orange
production, which was considerably lower than the 6 million tonnes produced in 1992/93
(-25% in ltaly and — 21 % in Spain, the main Community producers). Conversely, satsuma
production is up 20% in Spain, which is responsible for almost all of the Community’s
production. The situation regarding clementines was the same in Spain, while production in
Italy fell by 43 %. Lemon production rose by 3 % in Spain and fell by 26 % in Italy, although
these two countries traditionally produce similar quantities. Mandarins, while less popular on
the market than the other small citrus fruits, fell by only 14 % in Italy and increased by 20 %
in Spain. Withdrawals in 1993/94 were considerably down in relation to the previous
marketing year: —50% for oranges and lemons and -64% for mandarins. These
withdrawals represent around 6.3 % of total Community production for oranges, 4.2 % for
lemons, 1.6 % for mandarins, 0.8 % for clementines and 1.5 % for satsumas.

214. Production of fruit with kernels fell back to normal levels in 1993/94, dropping
sharply in comparison with the large crop in 1992/93 (-30% for peaches, —20% for
nectarines, — 16 % for apricots and — 7 % for cherries and morello cherries). Withdrawals of
peaches this year accounted for 22 % of the harvest as opposed to 25 % in 1992/93. At 17 %,
withdrawals of nectarines were down considerably on the previous marketing year. Apricots
were the only exception to the general drop in withdrawals in this sector, at 16 % of the
harvest as opposed to 3% in 1992/93.

215. Tomato production, while falling in Italy ( — 5 %), which is by far the largest producer,
remained more or less stable in the other Mediterranean producer Member States. In
Portugal, the 28 % increase in relation to 1992/93 signals a return to the levels of 1989/90,
1990/91 and 1991/92. Withdrawals shrank from 2% to 0.4 % of the harvest, but market-
support measures for tomatoes tend to concentrate on -the processed product sector.
Greenhouse production remained stable in the United Kingdom, Germany and Denmark, but
the downward trend continued in the Netherlands (-7 %) as did the upward trend in
Belgium (5 %).

216. Withdrawals of cauliflowers in 1993/94 were 23% down on the previous year,
representing 4.6 % of the harvest, as compared to 6.2% in 1992/93.

The main developments in legislation and policy

217.  For the 1994/95 marketing year, the Council has kept all basic and purchase prices at
their previous levels and decided to reintroduce a support scheme for grubbing apple trees
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similar to the scheme in force between 1990 and 1993. The overrun of certain intervention
thresholds during 1993/94 has resulted in the following prices being changed in relation to
the Council decisions: apples ( — 7 %), peaches ( — 17 %), lemons and nectarines ( — 20 %).

218. Under the existing rules, minimum price arrangements have been introduced for
imports of bitter cherries intended for processing. A mechanism for controlling imports of
garlic from China has also been set up, while garlic imports from Taiwan and Vietnam were
suspended. The Commission also introduced (for blackcurrants only) the border controls
provided for in certain circumstances under the minimum price arrangements for imports at
reduced tariff rates of soft fruit originating in certain East European countries.

Products processed from fruit and vegetables

World market and European market

219.  As in the case of fresh products, the world market for products processed from fruit
and vegetables is greatly influenced by exports to the Union but, thanks to preservation and
processing possibilities, the imbalance between supply and demand is less evident than for
fresh fruit and vegetables. However, specific problems do arise occasionally.

220. Although there are no full and up-to-date figures on world prices, it is still possible to
identify certain trends during the 1993/94 marketing year. The chronic shortage of frozen
raspberries has kept prices very high, often more than twice the minimum price applied to
reduced-duty imports from Eastern Europe. The market for frozen strawberries has also
continued to firm up, although there do not appear to be problems in the supply of this
product, which is so important to the food industry. The smaller market for frozen
blackcurrants has been in surplus for two years. Except for tomatoes and orange juice, dried
grapes are the subject of the greatest volume of world trade in this sector. The Union’s
import prices for both dried grapes and prunes suggest a stable world market. This is also the
case for dried figs, for peaches and for pears in syrup, which remain important products.

The main developments in legislation and policy

221. Although the common organization of the market in this sector in principle covers all
products processed from fruit and vegetables, institutional activities are focused on certain
products: mushrooms (duty-free quotas), soft fruit (minimum prices for imports from
countries benefiting from reduced duties), dried grapes (minimum price and storage and
production aid), dried figs (storage and production aid), prunes, pineapples, peaches and
pears in syrup (production aid). Raspberries for processing and dried grapes are also the
subject of specific measures aimed at improving product quality and marketing. In the case of
dried grapes, this measure was adopted by the Council in May 1994,
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222. Trends in processing aid during the 1993/94 marketing year in relation to the levels in
force during 1992/93 were as follows: prunes: —4.2 %; pineapples: + 13 %; dried figs:
+2.19 %; peaches: + 5.6 %; pears: + 4.4 %. Minimum producer prices remained the same
except in the case of peaches, for which they were increased by 3.8 % in view of the trend in
the basic price for fresh peaches. For dried grapes, the basic amount of aid per hectare was
increased from ECU 2 045 to ECU 2 306. This aid is paid only for areas under specialized
cultivation which meet certain criteria as to yields.

Bananas

223. The common organization of the market in bananas was set up with a view to
completing the single market by 1 January 1993. The internal market could not function
correctly while the national agreements governing banana imports remained in place. These
national agreements therefore had to be replaced by a single Community system for bananas,
laying down common rules on the organization of the market. The system had to reconcile
the conflicting needs and requirements of the main groups concerned with the Community
banana market.

224. Furthermore, any proposal to create a common organization of the market in bananas
clearly had to meet certain objectives, i.e. the need not only to comply with obligations to
producers and consumers in the European Union, in accordance with Article 39 of the Treaty
of Rome, and to the ACP States in accordance with the Lomé Convention, but also to
comply with the European Union’s obligations under GATT, and avoid damaging the
interests of suppliers in third countries.

225. The common organization of the market in bananas entered into force on
1 July 1993.1 It lays down provisions for bananas produced in the Union and bananas
originating in third countries.

226. A tariff quota of 2 million tonnes (net weight) was opened for imports of bananas
from third countries and non-traditional ACP bananas. Under this tariff quota, imports of
bananas from third countries are subject to duty of ECU 100/tonne, while non-traditional
ACP bananas are exempt from duties. For imports in excess of this tariff quota, the tariff is
ECU 850/tonne for imports from third countries and ECU 750/tonne for imports of
non-traditional ACP bananas. Traditional ACP banana imports are not included in the quota
and are set out in the annex to Regulation (EEC) No 404/93. They are exempt from
duties.

227. In order to maintain Community production, Regulation (EEC) No 404/93 provides
for compensatory aid to offset loss of income as a result of the new arrangements. The
compensation for Community bananas marketed during the second half of 1993 amounted to
ECU 24.5/100 kg. The aid amounts to ECU 27.3/100 kg for bananas produced in Madeira,
because of the very difficult production conditions. Total Community production in the
second half of 1993 was 295 254 tonnes. The aid therefore totalled ECU 72.8 million.

228.  All the detailed rules for the application of the common organization of the market
have been adopted. They concern the arrangements for banana imports,! safeguard
measures, 2 cessation of production,? compensatory aid,* producers’ organizations> and
quality standards. ¢

229. Lastly, an agreement on the Community import arrangements for bananas was signed
on 15 April 1994 at Marrakesh in Morocco with four of the five Latin-American countries
who are GATT signatories. In addition to certain specific arrangements for part of the exports
from those countries to the European Union, the agreement provides for the tariff quota to be
increased by 100 000 tonnes in 1994 and 100 000 tonnes in 1995 and for the tariff to be
reduced from ECU 100 to ECU 75 per tonne within the quota.

Wine

230. The European Union is the leading wine economy in the world, accounting on average
for 60 % of production and 55 % of consumption. The percentages in 1992 were 69 % and
58 % respectively. In decreasing order of production, the other main producers are Argentina,
the United States, the former Soviet Union, the East European countries as a whole (Bulgaria,
Hungary, Romania, the former Yugoslavia, the Czech Republic and Slovakia) and South
Africa.

231. Taking imports and exports together, international trade in wine involves approxi-
mately 30 % of world production, which in recent years has stood at around 285 million hl.
With average annual consumption of around 235 million hl, the world surplus can thus be put
at 50 million hl, the Community being responsible for two thirds. The latter’s structural
surplus is mainly sent for distillation. '

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232. In 1993, there was a sharp rise in trade from the Community to third countries;
12 552 000 hl was exported compared with 9 954 000 hl in 1992. Spain (4 221 000 hl), ftaly
(3479 000 hl) and France (2 985 000 hl) are the main exporters, the main trading partners
being the EFTA countries (28 %), the United States (22 %) and Canada (8 %).

233. Wine imports into the Community remained stable in 1993 at 2 658 000 hl. The main
importers are Germany and the United Kingdom, with 45% and 33 % respectively of
Community imports. The East European countries are the main suppliers (accounting for
55 % of wine imports into the Community). Australian wine is fast improving its share of the
market as its exports to the Community continue to rise (5.7% in 1990, 7.8 % in 1991 and
11.1% in 1992). Around 8 % of wine imported from third countries comes from the United
States.

234. Community production in the 1993/94 wine year is estimated provisionally at
159 million hl for all wines (table wine, quality wine psr and other wine), which is down
on 1992/93 (191 million hl). The guide prices were set at ECU 3.17/°/l for table wine of
types AI, RI and RIL. Table wine prices varied considerably depending on the region of
production; they rose by 15 to 20 % during the wine year, ranging from 55 % to 100 % of the
guide prices.

235. Direct human consumption of wine appears to be stable as compared with preceding
wine years (127 million hl), as does industrial utilization for the production of vermouth and
vinegar (3.7 million hl).

236. Quantities to be distilled under Community intervention measures (preventive,
compulsory and support distillation) remain significant at 22 million hl compared with
33 million hl in 1992/93.

237. To increase the effectiveness of preventive distillation, it was decided to concentrate
such distillation in the first few months of the wine year and to introduce a security to ensure
that wine is delivered to the distillery. Compulsory distillation was opened for a total of
18.2 million hl, which resulted in a very low price level equal to 26 % of the guide price.
Support distillation was opened for 3 million hl at 82 % of the guide price.

238. Stocks with producers and traders at the beginning of the wine year amounted to
122 million hl. At the end of the year they should be down to 108 million hl.

239. From 22 December 1993 to 15 February 1994, long-term storage contracts (nine
months) covered 9 823 330 hl (table wine: 6 977 904 hl; must: 2 505 560 hl; concentrated
and rectified concentrated must: 339 866 hl). Producers were allowed to apply for early
withdrawal of up to 90 % of the quantities under contract, the aid then being paid for the
actual period of storage.
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240. Grubbing-up in exchange for premiums (the permanent abandonment of wine-growing
areas) has continued to increase (320 000 ha having been abandoned between 1988 and
1993); however, this drop in the Community area under vines has not as yet brought about
balance between demand and supply, but has simply compensated for the drop in
consumption and the rise in yields. Furthermore, the complex distillation system, in particular
compulsory distillation of low-priced table wine, has not proved sufficient to discourage wine
producers and has not led to the restoration of sound market conditions.

241. The medium-term outlook for the wine industry is for a high surplus as a result of the
foreseeable stagnation of exports in the medium term, the fall in consumption and
insufficiently controlled production in this context.

242. Faced with this situation, the Commission has presented to the Council a proposal for
a reform of the common organization of the market in wine, following on the discussion
paper of July 1993 (COM(93) 380). The objective is to achieve balance on the market by
channelling Community expenditure towards the adjustment of supply to demand instead of
financing the elimination of the surplus. In addition to the objective of achieving quality and
increasing the value of wine, this new system will involve a simplification of the distillation
system based on national references, stricter standards for the enrichment of wine and
regional viticultural adaptation programmes leaving much scope for subsidiarity by letting
the regions and the Member States work out the content in partnership with the Commission.
This should involve the identification of surplus areas under vines to be grubbed,
incorporation of this procedure into a more general approach to rural planning (regional
priorities as regards the environment, land use and rural development), etc.

Cotton

243. The world area sown to cotton in 1994/95 is around 32 million hectares producing an
estimated 19.2 million tonnes (85.7 million bales), ! i.e. the same as in 1993/94. An increase
in both production and consumption is expected in the new marketing year, with stable but
considerable stocks at the end of the year. '

244. Prices for cotton fibre on the world market, which stood at the relatively low level of
54.90 cents/pound at the beginning of 1993/94, rose from December 1993 to reach 76.35
cents/pound at the beginning of the 1994/95 marketing year. Unginned cotton is not traded
internationally but the Community, with a spinning capacity much greater than its fibre
production, imports considerable quantities: from 1986 to 1990 over | million tonnes and
943 000 tonnes in 1993. The United States, the former Soviet Union, Syria, Pakistan, India,

' One bale = approximately 217.7 kg.
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Paraguay, Israel, Argentina and China, in certain periods, are the main suppliers. Intra-
Community trade remains limited but is increasing.

245. In the European Union, cotton is a minor crop in terms of area and number of
producers but plays a very important socio-economic role in the areas of Greece and Spain
where cultivation is concentrated. The Community area under cotton increased from 311 500
hectares in 1991 to 397 000 hectares in 1992, 383 300 hectares in 1993 and 422 600 hectares
in 1994 (382 600 hectares in Greece and 40 000 in Spain) giving an estimated Community
production volume of 1 170 000 tonnes of unginned cotton (1 050 000 tonnes in Greece and
120 000 tonnes in Spain), as against 1 085 000 tonnes in 1993 and 985 000 tonnes in 1992.
Self-sufficiency in cotton fibre is 25 to 30 %, with consumption at around 1.25 million
tonnes.

246. The Community aid scheme involves an annual guide price (ECU 101.46/100 kg for
1994/95) and aid equal to the difference between that price and the world price granted to
ginneries which pay a minimum price to the producer. If the volume of unginned cotton
produced exceeds a maximum guaranteed quantity (MGQ) (701 000 tonnes), the guide price
and the aid are reduced proportionately within a certain limit (18.5 % in 1994/95). Production
has exceeded the MGQ every year since 1986/87, entailing reductions in the aid, and guide
price reductions of 25 % in 1990/91, 7% in 1991/92 and 15 % in 1992/93 and 1993/94. As a
result of the stabilizer mechanism, the area sown has stabilized at around 75 000 to 80 000 ha
in Spain.

247. However, in 1993 and 1994 the areas under cotton in Spain dropped substantially
(only 32 000 ha and 40 000 ha respectively) because of a serious shortage of irrigation water
resulting from the persistant drought. In Greece, by contrast, the areas increased considerably
(223 000 ha in 1991/92, 321 200 ha in 1992/93, 352 000 ha in 1993/94 and 382 000 ha in
1994/95). The contradictory trends in these two Member States can be partially explained by
the fact that the devaluation of the drachma had cancelled out the negative impact of the price
reductions resulting from the stabilizers. Aware of the problems caused by the stabilizers for
the Spanish producers, the Council has undertaken to introduce a fairer system from
1995/96. '

Seed flax and hemp

248. The European Union produces both fibre flax, grown primarily for fibre but also
giving a high seed yield, and seed flax, grown exclusively for seed. The seed is used without
further processing or crushed to obtain oil (for industrial applications) and cake used for
animal feed.
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249. The Union imports large quantities of seed (some 325 000 tonnes per year), mainly
from Canada. In 1990 only 42 500 hectares were sown but areas increased considerably in
1991 (121 000 ha, of which 103 500 ha were in the United Kingdom) and 1992 (266 500 ha,
with 155000 ha in the United Kingdom, 90 000 ha in Germany and 12 200 ha in France).

250. In order to control production, a better balance between the aid granted for flax seed
and that for other current crops has been sought. From the 1993/94 marketing year, therefore,
non-fibre flax has been added to the arable crops (cereals, oilseeds, protein crops) receiving
aid per hectare under the reform decided in May 1992. A compensatory payment, multiplied
by the regional yield for cereals, was granted. This payment was fixed at ECU 85 for
1993/94 and at ECU 87 for subsequent years.

251. Since there was uncertainty regarding the aid scheme at the time of sowing, the area
under seed flax fell in 1993 to 204 600 hectares, with 155 800 ha in the United Kingdom,
29 200 ha in Germany and 10 700 ha in France. Uncertainty as to the amount of the
compensatory payment for 1994 has resulted in a further drop in the area under this crop in
the Community to 89 000 ha. Since the new scheme applies only to seed flax, the loss of aid
for seed from fibre flax was offset by a corresponding increase in the flat-rate aid. In
addition, aid for hemp seed was abolished and the flat-rate aid per hectare for hemp was
increased in the same way as for flax to offset the loss of income for producers.

Silkworms

252. Silkworms are reared in Greece, Italy and, to a lesser extent, in France. Rearing
accounts for only a tiny part of the Community’s agricultural activity, and of world silk
production, but is of some importance in Thrace, Veneto and Marche.

253. World production of raw silk has risen in the last few years. It reached 104 000 tonnes
in 1994 (as against an average of 68 000 tonnes from 1979 to 1981). The main producers
(accounting for 98 000 tonnes) are all in Asia: China (70 000 tonnes), India (16 000 tonnes),
Korea (5000 tonnes) and Japan (4 000 tonnes) together account for 90 % of world
production.

254. The Community industry is finding it difficult to sustain its level of activity: increased
rearing costs are not always balanced by the trend in market prices. In 1993, 3 300 boxes
were started, as against 3 400 boxes in 1992. These produced 52 000 kg of cocoons. The aid
for 1994/95 was fixed at ECU 110.36 per box.
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Fibre flax and hemp

255. The world fibre flax area is around 1.2 million hectares, giving 500 000 to 550 000
tonnes of fibre. There is no trade in straw flax between the European Union and third
countries but fibre imports sometimes reach considerable levels capable of disturbing the
Community market. The Union has a deficit in medium and low-quality fibre, which it
imports from Eastern Europe, Egypt and China, but is the only producer of good and superior
qualities of fibre, which it exports worldwide.

256. After falling sharply in the last few years (78 900 ha in 1990, 55 000 ha in 1991 and
44 200 in 1992), Community areas sown to fibre flax increased to 51 800 ha in 1993 and
around 88 200 ha in 1994. France, Belgium and the Netherlands are the main producers.
Germany and the United Kingdom started to produce fibre flax again a few years ago and the
area under this crop grew considerably in the United Kingdom in 1994 (17 400 ha). The flax
straw, except for 2 000 ha that goes to paper mills, is converted to fibre by some 150 retting
and scutching firms in north-west France (30), Belgium (110), the Netherlands, Germany and
Denmark. Yields for 1994/95 were in general somewhat below the average of 8 tonnes of
straw flax per hectare, giving 1 500 kg of fibre, 1 000 kg of seed and 3 500 kg of shives (used
to make fibreboard).

257. The world hemp area is about 400 000 ha. In the Community it is a very marginal
crop, confined to France, except for a very small amount grown in Spain. Certain other
Member States (the United Kingdom and the Netherlands) are trying to start producing this
crop. In 1994 about 7 800 ha were cropped. Trade with third countries is very limited.

258. The market in flax fibre, depressed for some years, picked up towards the end of
1992/93 due partly to a marked decline in the Community crop over the last three years and
partly to an upturn in consumption. The price of scutched flax began to pick up at the end of
1992/93. There has been a return to balance, which lasted throughout 1993/94.

259. Fibre flax aid for 1994/95 was fixed at ECU 774.86/ha. The amount varies depending
on the production zone and the harvesting method and according to the traditional yield in
seed per hectare. ECU 44.42 was withheld from the aid to finance measures to promote the
use of flax. Aid for hemp was fixed at ECU 641.60/ha.

Tobacco

260. In 1993, world production of tobacco remained stable in relation to the 1992 harvest
(+0.3%), totalling 8.32 million tonnes. With 41.4 % of world production, China remains by
far the world's biggest producer, followed by the United States, Brazil and India. The
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European Union, with only 4 % of world production, is in fifth place: in 1993 its production
of leaf tobacco totalled 337 968 tonnes, which was less than in 1992, when the harvest
accounted for 5% of world production.

261. Despite this stabilization in production, prices continued to fall this year on the
markets of Malawi and Zimbabwe, which are considered indicative of world price trends.
This downward trend in prices (particularly for flue-cured and light air-cured varieties),
which had already begun in 1992, is the result of several years of growing world production
and stocks.

262. World tobacco consumption continues to grow (+2.7 % between 1992 and 1993).
This increase is even more marked in many developing countries, while consumption in the
developed countries is tending to drop.

263. Community tobacco exports amounted to 209 738 tonnes in 1993, the main exports
being of the oriental varieties, sought after for their aromatic qualities, and the dark air-cured
varieties which have a market in certain low-income countries. The European industry used
about 620 821 tonnes of baled tobacco, of which 417 430 tonnes (67.2 %) were imported.

264. The 17 % drop in Community production of raw tobacco in relation to 1992 is the
direct result of the application, for the first time in 1993, of the reform of the common
organization of the market in raw tobacco, adopted in mid-1992. This reform establishes a
quota scheme by Member State and group of varieties (there are now 8 groups of varieties,
instead of the 34 groups under the old system), and puts an end to intervention and export
refunds.

265. The total quota was set at 370 000 tonnes for 1993 and Community production fell
short by 8 %. This reduction is significant for certain varieties such as flue-cured in Greece,
which, having escalated to 71 526 tonnes in 1992 as a result of speculation, fell to 37 921
tonnes in 1993, i.e. a reduction of 47 %. A comparable trend can be seen in the production of
hybrid Guedertheimer and Forchheimer Havanna in Italy, which is down 30 % in relation to
1992.

266. The Commission has continued to implement the reform, preparing accompanying
measures and strengthening control measures.

Hops

267. The world area planted to hops is around 92 000 ha, of which almost 72 000 ha are
situated in member countries of the International Hop Growers Convention (IHGC) and
producer Member States of the European Union. There is also considerable production in
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China and the former Soviet Union, for which there are no exact figures, only very rough
estimates.

268. In general the areas under hops in the IHGC and the European Union have remained
relatively stable, with variations not exceeding 5 % in either direction, with the exception of
New Zealand, where there was a 22.14 % increase, and Bulgaria, where there was a reduction
of the same magnitude. The dramatic increase in Portugal can be explained by the fact that
the entire area under hops there was the subject of a varietal conversion plan, part of which
was replanted in 1993.

269. The 1993 harvest, about 2 700 000 Ztr,'! was 300 676 Ztr (i.e. 12.53 %) higher than
in 1992. Quality was also very good, with an alpha acid content of 6.9 %, producing a total of
9 300 tonnes. This bumper harvest far exceeds the average of the last 20 years, mainly due to
record-breaking harvests in Germany and the United States, which outstripped all fore-
casts.

270. World beer production, which drops from year to year, was estimated at 1 100 million
hectolitres in 1994. Since for this volume it is usually necessary to use 7 590 tonnes of alpha
acid with hopping of 6.5 g per hl, the quantity of hops produced was in principle more than
adequate, and even left a surplus, to cover needs. It should be noted that hopping of 6.5 g of
alpha acid per hectolitre of beer requires a supply of around 6.9 g/hl at the breweries, the
difference being lost during the storage and processing of the hops.

271. 1In addition, the breweries seem still to have sufficient stocks to cover another 8 to 11
months’ production. It should be added that less alpha acid is needed nowadays than before,
as a result of a move towards the production of less bitter beers and permanent technical
progress.

272. Within the Union, hops are cultivated in seven Member States (Belgium, Germany,
Spain, France, Ireland, Portugal and the United Kingdom), with Germany accounting for
80% of the 28 675 ha of Community land planted to hops. The total area increased by
121 ha, or 0.42 %, in relation to the 1992 harvest.

273. In quantitative terms, the 1993 harvest was far superior to that of 1992. The total of
1 033 893 Ztr represented average production per hectare of 1.80 t/ha, or 37.31 Ztr. Quality
was good, particularly in Germany, and alpha acid content had a Community average of
6.47 % for the three categories of varieties, the equivalent of 3 344 tonnes of acid 116 kg per
hectare — for 1994 beer production.

V1 Zir (Zentner) = 50 kg.
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274. As is to be expected when there is surplus production, the market was very quiet
during 1993/94. Prices were very low on the free market from the beginning of the marketing
season in September 1993, with a few differences between production regions and varieties.
In comparison with previous years, fewer contracts were concluded in advance with contract
prices falling ever lower, except in the United States, where the situation seems less dramatic
than in Europe.

275. Under the common organization of the market in hops, the Union gives aid of two
types. Firstly, aid is granted to growers to enable them to attain a reasonable income level.
For the 1993 harvest, the Council set this at ECU 395 per hectare for aromatic varieties,
ECU 435 per hectare for bitter varieties and ECU 307 per hectare for other varieties,
including experimental varieties. Secondly, special aid is granted to hop producers for
converting part of their bitter varieties to others more suited to market requirements. By
March 1994, the Commission had approved conversion plans for 3 263 hectares. The
conversion programme will continue until 31 December 1994.

276. The estimates indicate a poorer Community harvest in 1994 than in 1993.

Seeds

277. The common market organization for seeds provides for production aids for basic seed
and certified seed belonging to some 40 different species of agricultural plant seeds,
including fodder seeds, rice and flax. With respect to hybrid maize and hybrid sorghum for
sowing, a reference price is fixed for imports from third countries. If import prices fall short
of the level fixed, a countervailing charge is applied.

278. In 1994 the total area in the Community sown to seeds qualifying for Community aid
was 309 153 ha, approximately 8.7% down on 1993. At 130199 ha and 125459 ha
respectively, the area cultivated for fodder grass seeds and fodder legume seeds fell by
around 13.2% and 8.4 % as against 1993, continuing the downward trend of recent years.

279. The area sown to rice seeds totalled 16 161 ha, increasing by about 0.8 % in relation to
1993.

280. Because of the increase in areas sown to fibre flax in Belgium and France, the area
sown to oilseeds increased to 36 004 ha, up about 18.1 % on 1993.

281. The area cultivated for hybrid maize seed reached 56 448 ha, increasing by about
4.9 % from the 1993 total. This was primarily because more land was sown with simple
hybrids in France.
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282. Seed imports into the European Union continued to exceed exports to third countries,
confirming the trend over the past decade. About 47 000 tonnes of fodder seed were imported
in 1993/94, while some 21 000 tonnes were exported. During the same period, imports of
hybrid maize seed totalled 55 180 tonnes, with simple hybrids reaching 40 193 tonnes
(around 72.8 % of the total).

Flowers and live plants

283. This market organization covers a wide range of products: bulbs, live plants
(ornamental and seedlings), cut flowers and foliage. The market organization includes quality
standards and simple customs duties, with no specific import protection measures other than
any safeguard measures which might prove necessary.

284. Over the last few years production and trade have increased in both the European
Union and other countries.

285. Around 115 000 ha are used for ornamental horticulture, of which about 22 000 ha for
bulb production, principally in the Netherlands.

286. Community imports from third countries totalled 213 000 tonnes in 1992, with a value
of ECU 673 million, which represents an increase of about 60 % on the figures for 1988.
About half of this quantity was fresh cut flowers, the Union being the biggest market in the
world for this product. The majority of the flowers (approximately 80 %) benefit from an
exemption on customs duties under agreements concluded with third countries, such as the
generalized preference system for Colombia and other Central and South American countries
and the agreements concluded with the ACP States under the Lomé Convention.

287. Four Mediterranean countries (Israel, Morocco, Jordan and Cyprus) are granted tariff
reductions within set quotas, provided that the import prices for certain cut flowers (roses and
carnations) are not below a certain percentage of the Community price. Under the new
Mediterranean policy, the quotas are increased by 3 % a year for the first three countries and
by 5% a year for Cyprus.

288. Colombia is losing its place as the Union’s second most important supplier of fresh
cut flowers (21 387 tonnes) to Kenya (21 811 tonnes), while Israel remains in first place
(25 029 tonnes).

289. Community exports to third countries were around 360 000 tonnes in 1993, with a
value of ECU 1.03 billion, the principal exports in order of importance being live plants and
seedlings, bulbs, fresh cut flowers and foliage.
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290. The external trade balance for the entire sector is positive, with a surplus of ECU 362
million in 1993, although this figure is down 12 % (ECU 50 million) on 1992. However,
more fresh cut flowers and foliage were imported than exported. The trade deficit for flowers
in 1993 amounted to 44 000 tonnes, with a value of ECU 26 million.

Animal feedingstuffs

291. Large quantities of agricultural produce are used for animal feed, including much of
the European Union’s output of cereals and oilseeds and virtually all of its permanent
grassland and fodder production from arable land. Three quarters of all the Union’s UAA
(utilized agricultural area) is used for this purpose. Furthermore, feeding costs can account
for up to 70% of the production costs of pigmeat and poultrymeat.

292. Overall demand' has been stagnant or declining since 1985: the fall in the cattle
sector (milk and meat) has not been offset by increases in the pig and poultry sectors.
Aggregate supply? is composed half of feedingstuffs which are not generally marketed
(grass, hay, silage) (around 180 million tonnes — marketable units), mainly used for
ruminants. The other half, which can be used for all animals, consists of feedingstuffs which
are marketed (cereals, substitutes, oilcakes, etc.) where competition (prices, nutritional value)
is extremely intense. In recent years, the proportion of cereals in animal feed has declined
and has been replaced by substitutes and oilcakes.

293. 1993/94 was the first year of implementation of the reform of the CAP: the sharp drop
in the average price of cereals on the internal market increased the proportion of cereals used
in feedingstuffs and reduced that of substitutes and oilcake, most of which are imported.

294. Total animal consumption of the key marketable products3 in the Community is
estimated at 177 million tonnes in 1993/94 (+2.5 million tonnes over 1992/93). This
consumption is made up of, on the one hand, indigenous products, estimated at 125 million
tonnes (up 6 million tonnes compared with the previous year, caused mainly by greater use of
indigenous cereals and oilseeds) and, on the other hand, products imported from non-member
countries estimated at 55 million tonnes, down 3.5 million tonnes on the previous year as a
result of several trends in imports:

(i) +0.5 million tonnes of cereals for animal feedingstuffs;

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(if) —2.0 million tonnes of substitutes and other energy sources (mainly — 0.4 million
tonnes of manioc, — 0.8 million tonnes of corn gluten feed and other maize byproducts
and - 0.8 million tonnes of molasses);

(iii) — 1.9 million tonnes of oilseed cake (including — 1.2 million tonnes of soya); and

(iv) —0.7 million tonnes of other oilcake.

295. Exports of key products over the same period remained stable overall, at 2.6 million
tonnes.

296. As regards substitutes subject to import quotas:

(i) the quota utilization rates in 1993 were around 97 % for manioc from Thailand and 100 %
for Indonesia; the rate for other GATT member States increased from 59 % in 1991 to
96 % in 1993. The quota for countries not members of GATT, including China, fell from
100% in 1991 and 1992 to 65 % in 1993. In addition, utilization of China’s sweet potato
quota fell from 100% in 1991 and 1992 to 70 % in 1993;

(ii) the manioc voluntary restraint agreement with Thailand, which was concluded for
1990-94, should be renewed at the end of 1994.

297. Total industrial production of compound feedingstuffs in the Community! in 1993
increased to 115 million tonnes, up 2.3 million tonnes or 2.1 % in relation to 1992. This rise
is mainly due to the significant increase in the production of feedingstuffs for pigs, which
increased to almost 40.9 million tonnes (up 3.9 %) and, to a lesser extent, the growth in
production of feedingstuffs for cattle (up 1.2 %) and poultry (up 0.8 %). In terms of total
production of compound feedingstuffs by Member State, the largest increases were recorded
in Ireland, Denmark, Belgium and France, while the decreases occurred mainly in Spain.
Production in Italy remained at 1992 levels.

298. The factor determining feed composition is the prices of raw materials and their
movement relative to one another.

299. The weighted average price of the key marketable products in the Community fell by
about 8 % in 1993/94 in relation to the previous marketing year, with cereal prices falling by
about 16 % on the internal market and substitutes by 6 % and protein prices increasing by
10 %, mainly as a result of the poor soya harvests in the United States in 1993. The following
table sets out the trend in average prices in the Community since 1984/85.

300. For 1994/95, the second stage in the reduction of the common prices under the reform of
the CAP, the internal market in cereals will not benefit from the high prices of proteins as it did
in 1993/94, and livestock consumption of cereals will depend on the trend in import prices and
currency parities.

Milk and milk products

301. According to FAO forecasts, world production of cows’ milk (including buffalo milk)
will fall slightly in 1994 to 518 million tonnes compared with estimated production of 520
million tonnes in 1993 and 524 million tonnes in 1992. Production in the developing countries
should increase by 2% to 179 million tonnes, most of the increase being accounted for by
India, the largest producer amongst the developing countries, with 30 million tonnes. In China
production should increase by around 3 to 4 % (5 million tonnes), and in Central and South
America by 1 %. Production in Africa should remain stable.

302. Production in the former Soviet Union fell by 3 % in 1993 and this trend will continue
in 1994 but should be less pronounced. In the countries of Eastern Europe, production fell by
an average of 5.1 % in 1993, total production over the period since 1989 being down by 41
million tonnes. Forecasts for Eastern Europe indicate that production in Poland and Hungary
will remain stable although it should fall by around a further 17 % in the Czech Republic. The
production of cows’ milk in the countries of Eastern Europe fell by slightly more than 22 %
over the period under observation, the figures varying between 48 % for Bulgaria and 10.6 %
for the former Soviet Union.
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303. In order to meet their hard currency needs, these countries are exporting at unmatchable
prices which are sometimes well below the minimum GATT prices. They are likely to confirm
their position on world markets given their considerable agricultural potential, the significant
devaluation of their currencies, the depression of demand on their domestic markets which
show no sign of recovery in the short term and their pressing need for foreign currency.

304. Whilst West European countries are moving towards a liberalization of the dairy
industry, some countries of Eastern Europe are moving in the opposite direction with the
introduction of support within the country and protection against imports.

305. Deliveries of cows’ milk in the OECD countries held at around 215 million tonnes until
1989. In 1990, they increased to 225 million tonnes, explained essentially by the incorporation
of the five new German Léinder and the increase of deliveries in the United States (2.8 %) and
the European Union (1 %). Between 1991 and 1993, they stabilized at around 220.6 million
tonnes. There was a further slight increase in 1994 to 222.5 million tonnes. The United States,
which had seen an annual increase of 1.5 % between 1984 and 1992, stabilized deliveries in
1993 and 1994. Deliveries in the EFTA countries between 1991 and 1994 were stable at around
12.5 million tonnes. Three other OECD member countries, Japan, Australia and New Zealand,
increased deliveries of cows’ milk, production in New Zealand and Australia responding
rapidly to the increase in world prices and to very favourable climatic conditions. Milk
production in Japan continues to increase in line with domestic demand.

306. Community milk production increased slightly in 1994 (+0.4 %) and deliveries
remained stable for the third consecutive year at around 103 million tonnes.

307. Butter production, which in 1992 had fallen by 150 000 tonnes ( — 8 %), only fell by
0.7 %, or 11 000 tonnes, in 1993. It is forecast to remain at the same level of 1.6 million tonnes
in 1994,

308. The total production of milk powder continued to fall in 1994 ( —0.6 %) after a slight
recovery during the previous year but reached barely 2.2 million tonnes. Production of
skimmed-milk powder in 1992 was the lowest since the introduction of the quota system, but
in 1994 production reached a new low of 1.1 million tonnes. This was partly offset, however,
by an increase of 1.5% in the production of other milk powders..

309. Production of concentrated and evaporated milk fell by 2 % in both 1993 and 1994 after
having increased by 2.2% in 1992 against the downward trend of 2.1% per year since
1984.

310. Cascin production fell by 19% in 1993 and by 5% in 1994 to 110 000 tonnes.
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311.  Cheese production continues to grow, although by only 0.9 % in 1993 compared with an
annual rate of growth of 2.3% per annum since the introduction of the quota system.
Production should, however, rise by around 2% in 1994.

312, Consumption of dairy products within the Union remains stable overall, but the trend is
towards products with a reduced butterfat content. Total liquid milk consumption in 1993
increased by 1.5%, due essentially to a growth in the consumption of semi-skimmed and
skimmed milk. Consumption of these two types of milk is currently almost equal to that of
whole liquid milk, although in 1986 consumption of whole milk was double that of reduced-fat
milk. This confirms the trend, observed for several years, away from whole milk to reduced-fat
milk. Similarly, ‘light’ yoghurts and fromages frais continue to proliferate. Cheese consump-
tion continues to grow by 1.8% per year and, again, there is more and more demand for
reduced-fat cheeses.

313. In contrast, the butter market continues to contract as consumers switch to competing
yellowfat products containing less (or no) butterfat. Butter consumption in 1994, however, fell
by only 0.8 %, contrasting with falls of 11.43 % in 1989, 6.3 % in 1990 and 3.6 % in 1991. This
change in the trend of the demand for butter is the result of the 2% reduction in the
intervention price for butter in 1993 and should be reinforced by the 3 % reduction on 1 July
1994.

314. Community stocks, particularly of butter and skimmed-milk powder, are at very low
levels, the latter reaching an all-time low at the end of July 1993 at slightly more than 29 000
tonnes.

315. The Council decided to maintain quotas unchanged for the 1994/95 and 1995/96
reference periods. Similarly, the system of quotas in the new German Ldinder was extended.
The increase in the Spanish quota was definitively confirmed. In Italy, the total guaranteed
quantity for 1994/95 is 9 212 190 tonnes, including a special reserve of 347 701 tonnes for the
allocation of reference quantities to producers successfully appealing to the authorities. The
increase in Greek quotas is still provisional pending the next Commission report to the Council
in 1995.

316. The intervention price for butter was reduced by 3 %! while that for skimmed-milk
powder remained unchanged. As a result, the target price for milk fell by 1.5 %. Refunds for
dairy products were reduced twice in 1994, the total reduction for cheese being more than
10 %.

317. The European Union’s overall share of the world market fell by 3 percentage points in
1993 to 44.2 % or 13.1 million tonnes milk equivalent. The Union remains the world’s largest

exporter in the sector, followed by New Zealand (16.7 %), Australia (9 %) and the United
States (8 %).

318. Butter exports fell by 16% in 1993 to 201 000 tonnes.

319. After a slight fall in 1992, cheese exports grew again in 1993 by 12.5% to reach
524 000 tonnes. The Union has a 53 % share of the world cheese market.

320. The Union exported 283 000 tonnes of skimmed-milk powder (-27%) and 588 000
tonnes of other milk powders (+ 1.3 %), accounting for 27 % and 55 % respectively of world
trade. Exports of skimmed-milk powder fell after a 55 % increase in the previous year which
had led to a considerable reduction in intervention stocks.

321. The minimum GATT prices for butter and butteroil were suspended for one year from 1
May 1994. Prices had been below the minimum GATT prices since the second half of 1993 for

both these products, but prices rose after their suspension.

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Beef and veal

323. The improvement in the world market situation for beef and veal in most countries
which produce and/or import outside the European Union and Eastern Europe was confirmed
in 1993 and should continue in 1994. After two consecutive years of decline, world
production of beef and veal should pick up again in 1994 and beyond.

324. The stabilization in sustained economic growth has encouraged a gradual upturn in the
consumption of beef and veal in major consumer countries like the United States, Japan and
certain countries of South-East Asia, where there is a growing need for meat imports, but
also in the main producer countries of Latin America. However, the sharp drop in
consumption in the countries of Oceania has freed up ever increasing exportable
surpluses.

325. The world market in beef and veal continues to be split into two areas, those free of
foot-and-mouth disease and those which are not. World trade in beef and veal fell in 1993
and is likely to do so again in 1994.

326. In 1993 and 1994, export prices for beef and veal remained relatively high on
foot-and-mouth free markets and international prices also firmed up on the other markets,
particularly in the Atlantic area. Buoyant prices for both exports and imports resulted in
relatively favourable prices on the domestic markets of the main countries participating in the
world beef and veal trade. The current investment in cattle herds in many countries can
therefore be expected to continue, eventually resulting in an increase in world beef and veal
production.

327. There was a rapid change in cattle-rearing structures in the European Union during the
1980s which resulted in the disappearance of a million farm holdings.
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328. The European Union produces some 15% of total world production of beef and veal
(second only to the USA) and through its exports in particular accounts for about 25 % of
world trade in beef and veal. Imports are covered by special multilateral and bilateral
agreements for the most part, including the agreement relating to the ACP/EC Convention
which was expanded on 1 March 1993 and the agreement which took effect on 1 July 1993
with the countries of Central and Eastern Europe providing for improved access, amounted to
more than 500 000 tonnes in 1993.

329. In 1993, exports of beef and veal amounted to 1.23 million tonnes, resulting in a net
surplus of almost 730 000 tonnes.

330. As part of the cyclical trend in prices and production, prices for beef and veal and for
female animals in particular remained relatively firm.

331. Production dropped by almost a million tonnes or 11.2 % between 1991 and 1993. The
current cyclical drop (around 13 %) in the numbers of cattle slaughtered thus resulted in a
cyclical production ebb of 7 743 000 tonnes in 1993,

332. Annual consumption, at around 22 kg/per person, remained stagnant because of
competition from cheaper meats, the depressed economic climate and specifically because of
the impact of health or veterinary problems affecting the image of beef and veal at consumer
level. '

333. Because of the firmer market prices for beef and veal and the planned reductions in
the intervention price, buying-in was suspended from the end of July 1993 for young bull
carcasses and from mid December 1993 for bullock carcasses. For intervention purposes, the
maximum weight currently fixed for such carcasses is 340 kg. The stocks of meat in
intervention dropped from 1 090 000 tonnes at the end of 1992 to less than 210 000 tonnes
deadweight at the end of September 1994.

334. The intervention price for beef dropped by 5.3 % at the beginning of July 1994 to
stand at ECU 304.31/100kg carcass weight for R3 category adult male animals and the main
premiums already in force were increased to compensate for the policy change which had
been decided in May 1992.

Sheepmeat and goatmeat

335.  World production of sheepmeat and goatmeat is currently estimated at approximately
10 million tonnes annually. Of the world sheep and goat population of 1700 million head,
over 60 % are located in Asia and Africa while China, with 210 million head and production
of 1.3 million tonnes, is the world’s leading producer.
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336. World trade, however, is dominated by New Zealand which exports up to 400 000 t
meat each year and Australia whose exports, often in the form of live animals, reach over
300 000 t annually. The European Union is the world’s second largest producer and its
largest importer and consumer.

337. Wool rather than meat production is the main purpose of sheep and goat production in
most of the world but, although there has been an improvement in wool prices, world wool

stocks remain high and there is little prospect of any growth in numbers in coming years.

338. On the Community market production is expected to fall by 1.4% to 1 140 000 t in
1994 due mainly to decreases in UK, French and Irish production. Consumption may fall to
1 360 000 t with the decline in annual UK consumption estimated at over 80 000 t since the
demise of the variable slaughter premium in 1991.

339. Intra-Community trade may contract this year to considerably less than 300 000 t due
to production decreases in the main exporting Member States (and the effects of the refusal
of ferry companies to transport live sheep from the UK and Ireland to continental Europe).
France will remain the most important recipient of internal trade.

340. Market prices in 1994 have been influenced by the decline in overall supply and also
by severe weather conditions in spring which reduced the availability of lamb for the
important Easter market and led to near record prices in the north of the Union at that time.
The average Community market price for lamb reached ECU 277 per 100 kg, up 7% on
1993.

341. Imports into the Union are expected to reach 250 000t in 1994. New Zealand and
Australia will probably fulfil their voluntary restraint agreement quantities of 205 000 t and
17 500 t respectively. However, following the reduction in supplies from Eastern Europe in
1993 due to foot-and-mouth disease, it is probable that the more general destocking there in
recent years may reduce imports from these suppliers to well below traditional levels.

342. Adaptations agreed by the Union with its trading partners under the voluntary restraint
agreements for the period up to the end of 1994 have had the effect of reducing possible
imports under these arrangements by approximately 45 000t and of reducing the levy on
imports from 10 % to zero.
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343. The level of the Community ewe premium set for 1993 was ECU 20.90 per ewe and
the rural world premium applicable in less favored areas at ECU 5.5 per ewe. Private storage
stocks of lamb amounted to just 1 900t at the end of 1993.

344. In 1994 to date, two advances on the ewe premium have been fixed totalling
ECU 11.83 per ewe. Although the conditions for the opening private storage tendering have
been fulfilled throughout the year no product, as yet, has been aided.

345. The outlook for 1995 is for stability or a slight fall in production as producers
continue to adapt to the premium quota regime. Consumption should change in accordance
with production. Sheep numbers will remain stable at approximately 98 million head and
intra-Community trade may also remain stable. A similar trend may be forecast in the
medium term.

Pigmeat

346. China remains the foremost pigmeat producer followed by the European Union.
According to forecasts, production in 1994 should drop in all the main producer countries
except China. In the United States, the world’s third largest producer, production should be
slightly down in 1994, after a considerable increase in 1993.

347. Production in the European Union in 1994 will probably be at the same level as in
1993 because of a fall in the number of animals slaughtered during the second half of the
year. In 1993 pigmeat production reached 15.2 million tonnes, 6 % up on the previous year.
Despite the drop in pigmeat prices, which started in the autumn of 1992 and continued
throughout 1993, production continued to rise in 1993 and the first six months of 1994. From
April 1994, production slowed down and the various market support measures helped
improve prices.

348. In 1993 and 1994 animal health conditions were a cause for concern because of the
persistent outbreaks of classical swine fever in Germany and Belgium. The Commission
introduced special market support measures for these two countries in the form of buying-in
of lard pigs and piglets withdrawn from the market and mainly sent for rendering. Under the
measures in Germany, 907 000 lard pigs and 175000 piglets were bought in between
29 October 1993 and mid-August 1994. In Belgium, 293 000 lard pigs and 142 000 piglets
were bought in. The lard pigs bought in represent 100 000 tonnes of pigmeat withdrawn from
the Community market. The 317 000 piglets represent 25 000 tonnes of meat not placed on
the market.
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349. The depressed pigmeat prices, the need to free up markets in the European Union and
increased demand in certain Central and Eastern European countries made it possible to
export 730 000 tonnes of pigmeat in 1993. Exports are expected to drop in 1994.

350. Imports, mainly from the countries of Eastern Europe, fell in 1993 to around 20 000
tonnes, despite the existence of reduced-levy import agreements between the European Union
and several Central European and developing countries. The forecasts suggest that imports
should increase in 1994 because of the favourable concessions granted to the countries of
Eastern Europe under the association agreements and the introduction of a 7 000 tonne quota
under GATT.

Poultrymeat

357. During the last six years world production of poultrymeat has increased steadily by an
average of 3.6 % a year. In the United States the rate of increase has been even higher (5 %).
In the other main producer regions, production has increased in Brazil and China (annual rate
of increase: 10.9 %) but has fallen in Eastern Europe, Russia included, and in Japan.

352. The world market continued to expand slightly in 1994 thanks in particular to growing
demand in the Far East. The United States retained first place in the league of exporting
countries due in particular to its exports of low-value cuts and to its various promotional
programmes. In the first half of 1994, exports from the United States increased by 215 000
tonnes ( + 52 %) over the equivalent period in 1993, while Community exports increased by
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33000 tonnes (+ 14 %) during the first five months of 1994, after increasing by 28 % in
1993.

353. Total production of poultrymeat on the Community market should increase by 1.4 %
in 1994. This increase is slightly higher than in 1993 but lower than in previous years. The
cost indices for chickens/feed were higher in the first eight months of 1994 than they had
been in 1993.

354. The rules governing trade with non-member countries have been adapted to the world
market situation by differentiating export refunds according to destination so as to maintain
trade flows. Since 1 August 1994 there has also been a differentiation between hens and
broilers. The reform of the common agricultural policy and the situation on the internal and
world markets have led to reduced export refunds since mid-1993.

355. In addition to the import quotas at reduced levies provided for under the generalized
system of preferences and the association agreements (Poland, Hungary, the Czech Republic,
Slovakia and, since January 1994, Romania and Bulgaria), 15 000 tonnes of boned chicken
and 2 500 tonnes of turkeymeat can be imported at zero duty from 1 July 1994.

Eggs

356. World production again increased in 1994. The annual rate of increase over the last six
years has been 1 %. In some of the major producer countries and regions, especially in the
European Union, production has tended to slow down or even decline over the medium term.
Only China has a high rate of expansion: 7.5% a year since 1988.

94 AGRICULTURAL MARKETS

357. World trade has been falling constantly for several years now, following the setting up
of production units in North Africa and the Middle East. The main importer countries are
currently Japan (egg products) and Hong Kong (eggs in shells). Community exports
increased by 26 % in 1993 but fell by 13 % during the first three months of 1994.

358. On the Community market, 1993 was a good year which resulted in a further increase
in the number of laying hens. An increase in the production of eggs for consumption can
therefore be expected in 1994 (+ 1.4 %). Since April 1994, the financial situation of
producers has become less favourable than it was the year before.

359. The common organization of the market is similar to that for poultrymeat.

360. As regards trade, the reform of the common agricultural policy and the internal and
world market situation resulted in a fall in export refunds from mid-1993.

361. The association agreemenis concluded with Poland, Hungary, the Czech Republic,
Slovakia and Bulgaria involve a 60 % reduction in the levies on certain types of egg.

Potatoes

362. Potatoes are one of the products for which no market organization has been
established. With a view to the completion of the single market the Commission presented a
proposal two years ago for a common market organization for potatoes.

363. With a total cultivated area of 1366 000 hectares, potatoes constitute a substantial
crop in the European Union. They are grown in all the Member States, although, because of
climatic and soil conditions, they are more widely grown in northern regions.

364. The Union is self-sufficient in potatoes, with the exception of early varieties. These
are imported in winter and early spring from Mediterranean countries when no, or only
limited, Community production is available. The main suppliers are Egypt, Morocco and
Cyprus. During the past few years an annual average of some 400 000 tonnes of early
potatoes have been imported from third countries.

365. 1993 was a good year for potato growers, who have seen the area under potatoes fall
after four years of continual increase. This trend has resulted in a drop in production and a
rise in prices.

366. In 1994, following the drought which hit many growers this summer, a poorer quality
crop is expected, with price rises, as well as technical difficulties in harvesting.
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Honey

367. At 126 000 tonnes, the European Union is the third largest honey producer after the
former Soviet Union and China. It is also the world’s largest importer, with 48 % of the
market. Consumption, estimated at 250 000 tonnes in 1992, shows that the Union has a
deficit in honey. Self-sufficiency is around 50%. However, between 1986 and 1992
Community production increased by 49 % and imports fell slightly (7 %).

368. The sector is highly heterogeneous because of the 435 000 known beekeepers, only
13 000 can be considered professional. According to estimates, of the five Member States
with more than one million hives, Spain has the largest number of hives and of professional
beekeepers in relation to the total number of beekeepers.

369. In the report which it presented to the Council and Parliament in June 1994, the
Commission stated that it did not consider it appropriate to create a new market organization
specifically for honey or to introduce a generalized income support scheme in view of the
state of knowledge and the current situation of beekeeping. However, the Commission
proposes to improve production conditions through national programmes to control varroasis,
rationalize transhumance and introduce a network of regional beekeeping centres. In addition,
measures will be introduced to implement a quality policy, in particular defining specifica-
tions regarding the botanical and geographical origin of honey and corresponding harmonized
analysis methods.

‘Non-food’ set-aside

370. Following the Council’s decisions on CAP reform, the Commission adopted two
regulations in 1993 which set out the detailed rules of application for cultivating, firstly,
annual raw materials on set-aside land, and secondly pluriannual raw materials for use in the
manufacture within the Union of products not primarily intended for human or animal
consumption.

371. A wide range of raw materials, including cereals, certain oilseeds and protein crops,
forest trees with a maximum harvest cycle of 10 years, and certain shrubs and bushes are
allowed under the scheme. Eligible ‘non-food’ uses include biofuels for motor vehicles,
biomass, plastics, paper, chemicals and pharmaceuticals.

372, The regulation relating to annual raw materials was amended in March 1994 to include
sugarbeet in the list of raw materials which may be grown on set-aside land for ‘non-food’
purposes. However, the land upon which sugarbeet is grown within the context of the scheme
loses the right to compensation in respect of the obligation to set aside.
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373. Data suggests that sowings on set-aside land for ‘non-food’ purposes in the marketing
year 1993/94 for harvest in 1994/95 amounted to some 686 000 hectares in the Union, as
compared to around 264 000 hectares in the previous year.

374. Around 37 % of sowings in the marketing year 1993/94 were undertaken in France,
24 % in Germany, 16 % in UK, and 10 % in Italy.

375. Of the 686 000 hectares sown in the marketing year 1993/94, around 603 000 hectares
were put down to rapeseed and sunflower seed, a significant proportion of the former being
used for biofuel.

376. Clause 7 of the Memorandum of Understanding on certain oilseeds between the
European Union and the United States within the framework of the GATT stipulates that
‘should the byproducts made available as a result of the cultivation of oilseeds on land set
aside for the manufacture within the Union of products not primarily intended for human or
animal consumption exceed one million metric tonnes annually expressed in soya bean meal
equivalents, the Union shall take appropriate corrective action within the framework of the
CAP reform’.

377. The 603 000 hectares of rapeseed and sunflower seeds (both of which are covered by
the Memorandum of Understanding) which were grown on set-aside land in the marketing
year 1993/94 represent around 600 000 tonnes of soya bean meal equivalents.

378. The Commission is currently examining a system to monitor production of soya bean
meal equivalents as byproducts, and if the need arises, to take appropriate corrective
action.

Scheme for starch production

379.  About 6.6 million tonnes of starch are produced in the European Union, consisting of
3.5 million tonnes of maize starch, 1.5 million tonnes of wheat starch and 1.6 million tonnes
of potato starch.

Production refunds

380. Production refunds are granted on about 40% of all the starch produced in the
European Union. The purpose of the measure is to supply starch at world prices to
manufacturers of certain non-food products to enable them to compete on an equal footing
with imported products, which enjoy free access to the Community market.
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387. In 1992/93, refunds were .paid for about 2.4 million tonnes (6% more than the
previous marketing year), of which 1.2 million tonnes were produced from maize, 0.75
million tonnes from potatoes and 0.45 million tonnes from wheat.

Special scheme for potato starch

382. From the 1995/96 marketing year, potato-starch production will be subject to
production quotas. This measure was adopted by the Council in July 1994 following an
undertaking to restrict production if a production threshold of 1.5 million tonnes is exceeded.
Production overran this limit, so that the five producer Member States (Denmark, Germany,
Spain, France and the Netherlands) will keep production within bounds mainly on the basis
of historical production: the allocation of quotas among the starch manufacturers is based on
the average quantity of potato starch produced during the 1990/91, 1991/92 and 1992/93
marketing years or, if the Member State prefers, on the basis of the quantity of potato starch
produced in 1992/93 only, and on investments made by the starch manufacturers before
31 January 1994.

383.  Any production in excess of the quota must be exported from the Union without
qualifying for any export refund or the payment of a minimum price or compensation to the
farmer.

384. The quota has currently been fixed for three years. Before 1 November 1997, the
Commission will present a report to the Council on the allocation of the quotas, together with
appropriate proposals, if necessary, for a new three-year quota, taking account of any
restructuring of the market in the sector and catering for new producers.






IV — Rural development

Horizontal measures

385. This heading covers all measures applicable throughout Community territory relating
to the improvement of the conditions under which agricultural and forestry products are
produced, processed and marketed.

386. On 21 November 1994, the Council adopted Regulation (EC) No 2843/94!1
amending Regulations (EEC) No 2328/9] relating to production structures and (EEC)
No 866/90 relating to processing and marketing structures. The amendment will give the
Member States greater freedom in the choice of the specific means of implementing that
objective and greater flexibility regarding aid for environmental protection, animal welfare
and young farmers.

Modernization and improvement

387. Approximately 36 000 farms receive investment aid. This aid has been gradually
restricted to combat agricultural surpluses. The emphasis is now on individual investment
plans to enhance competitiveness, improve production conditions and diversify.

388. Aid to young farmers, which includes the setting-up premium and investment aid
granted under Articles 10 and 11 of Regulation (EEC) No 2328/91, seems to be levelling out
in terms of overall commitments. It is still indispensable in order to encourage a younger
farming population and provide a new generation of farmers to take over from those
etiring.

Less-favoured rural areas

389. Specific aid measures for farmers in less-favoured farming areas head the list of
EAGGF Guidance Section commitments under Regulation (EEC) No 2328/91.
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390. In 1994 mountain and hill areas and other less-favoured farming areas continued to
receive compensatory allowances to facilitate a continued agricultural presence and maintain
the population. This aid, intended to compensate for the generally higher production costs, is
widely applied.

391. More than 1.1 million agricultural holdings receive such allowances.

392. The less-favoured farming areas total 55 % of all the Community utilized agricultural
area.

Measures concerning the processing and marketing
of agricultural and forestry products

393. The application of measures to improve the conditions under which agricultural and
forestry products are processed and marketed, provided for in Regulation (EEC) No 866/
90,! as amended by Regulation (EC) No 3669/93 2 to adapt it to the new phase of work of
the Structural Funds (1994-99), called for the presentation by the Member States of plans to
serve as a basis for drawing up the Community support frameworks (CSFs). For areas
covered by Objective 1, such plans, and indeed the remainder of the Objective 5a measures,
were incorporated in the relevant regional development plans.

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394. The Member States could also present single programming documents (SPDs) giving
the information required in the plans and aid applications. In such cases, the Commission is
to adopt a single decision covering the necessary items. All the Member States except Italy
have chosen this type of presentation.

395. In 1994, by Commission Decision 94/173/EC,! the criteria for selecting projects
were updated to bring them into line with the new guidelines for the common agricultural
policy and the other Community policies.

Regional measures

396. Rural development policy continued to be implemented through measures financed by
the three Structural Funds in the Objective 1 and 5b regions.

Objective 1

397. Objective 1 covers regions whose development is lagging behind as defined in
Regulation (EEC) No 2052/882 and whose gross domestic product (GDP) is less than 75 %
of the Community average.

398.  During the first phase (1989-93), EAGGF Guidance Section aid in these regions went
principally to agricultural holdings, the diversification of income sources and the mainte-
nance of economic activity in rural areas. The July 1993 review extended the scope of
EAGGF action to new areas, such as the improvement of rural living conditions, the
renovation of villages, a policy of quality products and product promotion, support for
applied research and financial engineering measures.

399. In 1994, almost all the programmes from the first phase of the reform of the Structural
Funds were finalized.

400. Fol]owing'the amendments to the regulations on the Structural Funds for the second
phase (1994-99), the areas eligible under Objective 1 underwent significant changes. These
changes are due not only to the incorporation of five new Ldnder into the Union but also the
reclassification of certain regions such as Hainaut in Belgium, Flevoland in the Netherlands,
certain arrondissements in Nord in France, Merseyside and Highlands and Islands in the
United Kingdom and Cantabria in Spain.

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401. The areas eligible under Objective | thus amount to 45.5 % of Community territory
(38 % during the first phase) while the population covered is 26.6 % of the Community
population (21.7 % during the first phase).

402. The financial contribution from the three Structural Funds to rural development during
the second phase amounts to ECU 15 billion, i.e. around 16% of the total Community
contribution to the regions concerned (ECU 93 810 million).

403. Community assistance for rural development comes almost entirely from the EAGGF
Guidance Section (ECU 13 600 million or 90 % of the total), in most cases for Objective 5a
or almost exclusively agricultural measures (compensatory allowances, food industry, etc.).
The part of the Community contribution allocated to integrated local development measures
in rural areas thus generally remains very limited.

404. All the Community support frameworks (CSFs), all the single programming docu-
ments (SPDs) and most of the operational programmes (OPs) have already been
approved.

405. The SPDs, a new device in the second phase to simplify and speed up the procedure,
have been used by several Member States, in particular for small regions (Flevoland, Belgian
Hainaut, Merseyside, etc.). These documents combine the data in the development plan and
the operational programme (aid application).

-

406. The following table and synopsis summarize the main programmes approved in
1994,

407. In Belgium, the province of Hainaut was selected for structural aid under Objective 1
in the second phase. The strategic choices made for contributions from the EAGGF Guidance
Section to the modernization of Hainaut comprise horizontal measures falling under
Objective 5a, aid for forestry, the search for new agricultural products, increasing the value
of quality products (quality mark or designation of origin), the equestrian industry and rural
tourisi.

408. In Germany, the new Ldinder were classified as Objective | regions. With the
exception of Berlin, all rural development action is concentrated -on a multifund programme
by Land. EAGGF regional measures will focus on infrastructures, land consolidation,
diversification of farming including related activities, direct marketing, rural tourism and
environmental measures. Such measures will be grouped within an integrated measure for the
development and renovation of villages.

409.  As regards Greece. the agricultural section of the CSF focuses on improving
competitiveness, modernizing agricultural structures and infrastructures and rural develop-

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ment. The main measures laid down in the 13 regional multifund operational programmes
relate to infrastructures, land improvement, irrigation, land consolidation, forestry, stockfarm-
ing, rural development and renewable sources of energy. Around 70 % of the EAGGF funds
for the national operational programme relate to measures under Objective Sa, the remainder
being intended in particular for completing irrigation projects and water retention basins in
the preceding CSF and for forestry measures.

410. In Spain, the strategic choices laid down for contributions from the EAGGF Guidance
Section comprise in particular measures under Objective Sa, support for agriculture and rural
development through the improvement of rural infrastructures, safeguarding the environment
and forestry measures, and diversifying and increasing the value of agricultural products.

411. In France, the strategic choices laid down for contributions from the EAGGF
Guidance Section comprise in particular measures under Objective Sa, diversifying and
increasing the value of agricultural products and support for agricultural and rural
development.

412.  The Irish CSF will be implemented in the form of nine operational programmes, three
of which will be part-financed by the EAGGF Guidance Section, namely the operational
programme for agriculture, rural development and forestry, the sub-programme for the food
industry in the operational programme for industrial development, and the operational
programme for urban local and rural development. '

413. In Italy, EAGGF allocation, which is substantially above that for the first phase, will
provide a higher rate of part-financing than in the previous period. The strategic choices
made comprise in particular measures for the application of Objective Sa, diversifying and
increasing the value of agricultural products, support for agricultural and rural development,
assistance for the development of services to agriculture and agricultural advisory
services.

414. In the Netherlands, in addition to measures under Objective 5a (16.7% of total
EAGGF Guidance Section funds), other EAGGF measures relate to the encouragement of
new agricultural activities, the improvement of water management for agricultural purposes,
the concentration and expansion of technological research and development in agriculture,
the establishment of a training centre for sustainable agriculture and various measures
relating to the renovation of villages, rural tourism and infrastructures for the food sector.

415. The Portuguese CSF provides for the continuation of the major measures from the
preceding phase, namely agricultural infrastructures, support for agricultural holdings,
forestry, training and organization, and the processing and marketing of agricultural and
forestry products. The agricultural section focuses on improving the competitiveness of
agricultural holdings and diversification of activity in rural areas. The Portuguese CSF
comprises 16 operational programmes, which have already been approved. The EAGGF
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Guidance Section assists in four operational programmes on modernization of the economic
base, enhancing development potential, Madeira and the Azores.

416. In the United Kingdom, three regions are concerned, namely Northern Ireland,
Highlands and Islands and Merseyside. As regards Northern Ireland, a major share of the
EAGGF Guidance Section funds is allocated to measures under Objective 5a (around 58 % of
the total). Other measures relate to improving competitiveness, quality, marketing and
management in the food sector, and various measures covering research projects, develop-
ment and training, the protection and improvement of the rural environment, and diversifi-
cation outside farming. In Highlands and Islands, the EAGGF Guidance Section assists
measures under Objective 5a (53.7 % of the total), measures for improving efficiency on
holdings and local marketing of production, the renovation of villages, and various measures
concerning in particular the enhancement and protection of the environment, better forest
management and the development of the forestry and forest products industry. The measures
financed by the EAGGF Guidance Section in Merseyside relate solely to measures under
Objective 5Sa.

Objective 5b

417. Objective 5b concerns the development of rural areas in difficulty which do not fall
within the scope of Objective 1. It applies in nine Member States, namely Belgium,
Denmark, Germany, Spain, France, Italy, Luxembourg, the Netherlands and the United
Kingdom.

418. In the period 1994-99, the rural areas eligible for assistance from the Union under
Objective 5b feature a low level of socio-economic development, assessed in terms of the
gross domestic product per inhabitant, and must also meet various criteria, in particular as
regards the share of total jobs accounted for by agriculture, the level of farm income and
population density.

419. After discussion with the Member States within the framework of partnership, the list
of eligible areas was approved formally by the Commission Decision of 26 January 1994.!
The areas selected have a population of around 28 523 000, i.e. 8.24 % of the Community
total. As compared with coverage in the period 1989-93, the population affected is 72 %
higher.

420. Total funds for Objective 5b amount to ECU 6 667 million. Of that amount, 9 % has
been set aside for Community initiative programmes, i.e. undertaken on the Commission’s
own initiative. A sum amounting to ECU 6 134 million at 1994 prices has been earmarked
for the single programming documents. On 28 February 1994,! the Commission approved
the indicative breakdown between the Member States of appropriations allocated for single
programming documents. That breakdown is given in the following table.

421. The operational programmes with a link with Objective 5b involve 72 areas. The

integrated, multi-sector approach used in these programmes will provide new impetus for the
rural economy and help to maintain the present population. This.integrated approach is based
on coordinated cooperation between the three Structural Funds (EAGGF, ERDF and ESF),
the active participation by all (local, national and international) partners and the concentration
of financial resources on the development of local potential. The priority objectives are as
follows:

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(i) diversification of the primary sector;

(ii) development of non-agricultural sectors;

(iii) development of tourism;

(iv) conservation and development of the national environment;

(v) development of human resources.

Community initiatives and innovative measures

Leader Community initiative

422. The very numerous and positive reactions to the Green Paper on the Community
initiatives emphasize the need to continue, step up and improve coordination of the approach
to the Leader Community initiative, setting sights higher and laying down stricter require-
ments for projects to be financed.

423.  After the European Parliament delivered a favourable opinion, the Commission, in its
notice to the Member States of 1 July 1994,! laid down guidelines for global grants and
integrated operational programmes for which the Member States are invited to submit
applications for assistance in the framework of a Community initiative for rural develop-
ment.

424. Pursuant to the principle of subsidiarity, the Commission will negotiate, in partnership
with the Member State concerned, the content of the programmes at regional and national
level and will no longer play a direct part in the selection of projects, as was the case for the
first phase.

425. The Community contribution is raised to ECU 1 400 million, of which ECU 900
million is for Objective 1. Following the Commission Decision of mid-July, the Member
States have been notified of the indicative contribution from the Funds. The recipients under
the initiative are local action groups and public and private bodies in rural areas.

The main objective of Leader II will be to encourage innovative projects put forward by local
players from both the public and private sectors. Eligible measures may be grouped under
three headings, i.e. acquisition of skills, rural innovation programmes and transnational
cooperation.

Innovative measures

426. The measures planned under Article 8 of Regulation (EEC) No 4256/88 fall into
several different categories:

(i) pilot and/or demonstration projects;

(i1) technical assistance;
(iii) assessment studies;

(iv) measures for disseminating results.

427. With a view to the efficient and transparent management of this instrument for
promoting rural development and the adaptation of agricultural structures, new rules on
implementation have been adopted, involving:

(i) the publication of a call for proposals for pilot and demonstration projects;

(ii) the publication of an invitation to tender for priority studies requested by the
Commission;

(iii) in certain specific cases, the appraisal of projects by independent experts.

Accompanying measures

Environment

428. Most of the 158 programmes submitted by the Member States under Regulation (EEC)
No 2078/92 have been approved by the Commission. This Regulation continues and extends
the measures provided for in Article 19 of Regulation (EEC) No 2328/91, which came into
force before the reform of the CAP.

429. The programmes submitted by the Member States set out a variety of approaches to
solving environmental problems in agriculture. In accordance with the principle of subsid-
iarity, the programmes are approved by the Commission as long as the conditions and the
principal objectives laid down in Regulation (EEC) No 2078/92 are observed.

430. Owing to the high level of spending forecast in the original programmes, the
Commission had to devise a system for closely monitoring the expenditure that the Member
States undertake in order to find speedy solutions to any overspending that might occur. In
addition, the budget for Regulation (EEC) No 2078/92 was increased substantially.

The Community aid scheme for early retirement

431. The Community aid scheme for early retirement instituted by Regulation (EEC)
No 2079/92 aims to encourage younger farmers, who can improve the viability of the
remaining holdings, to take over from elderly farmers.
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432. To date, nine Member States have presented draft schemes for early retirement from
farming, which have been approved by the Commission. The United Kingdom, the
Netherlands and Luxembourg do not currently apply the measure.

433. Taken together, the programmes’ objective is the retirement of around 184 200
farmers and 7 500 farm workers. The area released should amount to almost 3 million
hectares. It is estimated that around 5% of the land will be used for non-agricultural
purposes, such as forestry and the creation of ecological reserves. The remainder of the area
released will be taken over by farmers, who will use it to extend their holdings or set up as
farmers practising farming as their main occupation.

Forestry measures in agriculture

434. Pursuant to Regulation (EEC) No 2080/92 instituting a Community aid scheme for
forestry measures in agriculture, 17 programmes (11 national and 6 regional) and 19
sub-programmes (for Italy) were approved by the Commission in 1994.

435. Still under examination are five regional sub-programmes for Basilicata (Italy),
Bavaria (Germany), the Loire Region, Ile-de-France and Midi-Pyrénées (France).

Other forestry measures

436. Regulation (EEC) No 1615/89 establishing a European forestry information and
communication system (Efics) was extended by Council Regulation (EC) No 400/94 of
21 February 1994.! The latter covers the period 1993-97 and has been allocated funds
amounting to ECU 3.9 million.

437. Under Council Regulation (EEC) No 2158/92 of 23 July 1992 on protection of the
Community’s forests against fire, the Commission approved the lists of high- and medium-
risk areas and delivered a favourable opinion on forest protection plans. On 11 April 1994
Commission Regulation (EC) No 804/942 laying down certain detailed rules for the
application of Council Regulation (EEC) No 2158/92 as regards forest-fire information
systems was adopted.

438. Under Council Regulation (EEC) No 3528/86 on the protection of the Community’s
forests against atmospheric pollution, two implementing Regulations were approved, namely
Commission Regulation (EC) No 836/94 of 13 April 1994, 3 which provides for the analysis

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and recording of the chemical content of needles and leaves within the Community network
of observation plots, and Commission Regulation (EC) No 1091/94 of 29 April 1994,!
which establishes a new network of permanent observation plots for intensive surveillance of
forest ecosystems.

Agricultural research

439. The specific Community research and technological development programme in the
field of the competitiveness of agriculture and management of agricultural resources
(1989-93)2 (CAMAR) reached completion in 1994. The 80 research and technological
development projects have largely achieved their objectives, in particular as regards
adaptation to changing market conditions, strengthening of agricultural structures, mainte-
nance of incomes, conservation of natural resources and the countryside and development of
agricultural information services.

440. The implementation of the AIR specific programme? continued in 1994. This
programme covers research, technological development and demonstration projects in
agriculture, horticulture, forestry, fisheries and aquaculture.

441. By the end of 1994, 139 projects were under way (45 projects commencing in 1992,
60 in 1993 and 34 in 1994). A further 48 projects were identified for funding in 1994. In
addition, 25 seminars and workshops were provided support, and 25 researchers received
grants for training in another Member State.

Genetic resources in agriculture

442. On 20 June 1994 the Council approved Regulation (EC) No 1467/94 on the
conservation, characterization, collection and utilization of genetic resources in agriculture. A
first Community programme was adopted for a period of five years, with a budget of ECU 20
million. The objectives are to help ensure and improve the conservation, characterization,
documentation, evaluation and utilization of potentially valuable plant and animal genetic
resources in the European Union. This will be carried out by means of the setting-up of a
permanent inventory of existing genetic resources, coordination between Member States,
support for new actions and various accompanying imeasures. -

V — Financing of the CAP in 1994

The financial consequences of the reform of the CAP

443. The 1994 financial year is the first in which the main budgetary effects of the reform
of the CAP were felt. The Commission established that the fair compensation offered to
producers to offset the lower prices would initially entail higher budget expenditure, which is
warranted if the situation of the CAP can be improved. In 1997 when the new provisions will
be fully operational, EAGGF Guarantee Section expenditure for that year will be much less
than would have been the case if the system applying prior to the reform of the CAP had
been maintained. '

444. Any forecast of expenditure on agriculture must be undertaken with caution. Many
unforeseeable factors, both internal and external, including the ecu/dollar conversion rate,
may affect expenditure during the period concerned. Difficulties in establishing forecasts are
aggravated to a large extent by the major shift in the CAP, which calls for a fundamental
adaptation of the mechanisms hitherto in force.

Budgetary discipline

The guideline

445. Like previous years, 1994 will continue to be subject to the requirements of budgetary
discipline and in particular to compliance with the guideline resulting from the agreement
reached at the February 1988 European Council meeting in Brussels and extended to 1999 on
the same basis at the Edinburgh European Council of December 1992. In order to curb CAP
expenditure, the guideline limits its annual rate of increase.

446. The general trend in EAGGF Guarantee Section expenditure since 1989 can be
summarized as follows:
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budget No 2/1994. Thus the appropriations allocated to the EAGGF Guarantee Section for
1994 amount to ECU 34 787 million, leaving a margin of ECU 1 678 million with respect to
the guideline.

The monetary reserve

448. The ECU 1 billion appropriation entered as a provisional monetary reserve is intended
to offset the impact of significant and unexpected fluctuations in the US dollar/ecu exchange
rate recorded on the market as compared with the parity used when the budget was drawn up.
That reserve is not included in the guideline.

449. If the trend in the US dollar/ecu parity is favourable, the savings made in the
Guarantee Section are transferred to the monetary reserve up to a limit of ECU 1 billion. In
the opposite case, funds are transferred from the reserve to the Guarantee Section headings
adversely affected by the trend. A threshold of ECU 400 million is laid down, below which
transfers to or from the monetary reserve do not take place.

450. The monetary reserve is only used exceptionally, as illustrated by the fact that own
resources amounting to one twelfth of the general budget excluding the monetary reserve are
called on each month. Thus own resources corresponding to that reserve are only called on
when they are needed. :

451. In accordance with the decisions of the Edinburgh European Council, the monetary
reserve may also be used to cover any excessive costs of agrimonetary origin, which
increases the risk of its being used up; if this were to occur, the Council would need to take
special measures to allocate further resources to the EAGGF Guarantee Section.

452. In 1994, since agricultural expenditure including agrimonetary costs and those due to
fluctuations in the ecu/dollar parity did not exceed the guideline, it was not necessary to call
on either the monetary reserve or the ‘Edinburgh mechanism’ (specific Council meas-
ures).

The EAGGEF in the general budget

453. In the general budget of the European Union for the 1994 financial year, totalling
ECU 73 444 million (in payment appropriations), ECU 36 465 million (not including the
monetary reserve), i.e. 49.7% against 54.4% in 1993, were allocated to the EAGGF
Guarantee Section. This fall in the EAGGF Guarantee Section’s share of total Union
expenditure which comes in the wake of the development of the other common policies, is
illustrated by the following figure.
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intended to compensate for the difference between prices on the world market and the
prices agreed within the Community;

(ii) levies collected under the common organization of the market in sugar; these are divided
into production levies on sugar and isoglucose production, sugar storage levies and
additional elimination levies; they ensure that farmers and sugar manufacturers finance
the cost of disposing of surplus Community sugar over and above the Community’s
domestic consumption.

456. Tt should be noted that other sources of agricultural income are considered to be the
result of measures to stabilize the agricultural markets and are therefore directly deducted
from agricultural expenditure for the financial year in question in the sectors concerned.
Under the market organization for milk and milk products, producers pay an additional levy
if milk production quotas are exceeded. This revenue, which does not form part of the
Community’s own resources, is considered to be a result of the measures to stabilize the
agricultural markets and is paid into the budget chapter where the expenditure is incurred.

The EAGGF Guarantee Section

Expenditure

457. Essentially the EAGGF Guarantee Section finances expenditure on the common
organization of the agricultural markets, comprising:

(i) refunds on exports to third countries;

(1) intervention to stabilize the agricultural markets.
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Clearance of accounts

464. The clearance of the EAGGF Guarantee Section accounts represents the definitive
recognition of expenditure incurred by Member States under the common agricultural policy,
after verification of the annual claims and after on-the-spot checks in respect of various files
and the administrative and physical checks which must be carried out in sufficient number by
the competent departments of the Member States.

465. In 1994 the Commission scrutinized 1992 expenditure amounting to ECU 32.3 billion.
At the same time checks began at the disbursing agencies on expenditure claimed for the
1993 financial year and at the bodies responsible for checking the compliance of claims with
the Community regulations.

466. On 1 July 1994 the Commission presented proposals to the Council for implementing
the reform of the clearance of accounts procedure. The aim of the reform is to shift a large
share of clearance work to preventive investigations, which will result in constructive
recommendations to improve the verification procedures introduced by the Member
States.

467. Details of the clearance procedure are published every year by the Commission in its
financial report on the EAGGF Guarantee Section. !

Fraud prevention and control

468. In 1994 the Commission continued its activities in the fight against fraud and
irregularities to the detriment of the EAGGF. This work was organized under the three
following main headings:

(i) prevention, which includes applying legislative measures on control and improving the
regulatory framework and methodology;

(11) investigations and special checks;

(i1i) the introduction and implementation of specific control measures and the use of suitable
effective techniques and methods.

Application of legislative measures regarding control

469. The Commission has been closely monitoring the application of Community provi-
sions on stricter control. In this connection Commission officials have made several on-site
visits to the Member States to study, with the services concerned, the introduction and proper

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implementation of the integrated administration and control system in the context of the
reform of the CAP, established by Council Regulation (EEC) No 3508/92.!

470. There is provision for the Community to co-finance 50 % of the cost for three years.
The Commission has proposed to extend this co-financing for a further year.

471. The a posteriori administrative checks provided for in Regulation (EEC) No 4045/
892 are carried out more comprehensively and systematically, and are based in particular on
risk analysis by product group and by company and on better utilization of human and
technical resources. The Commission has proposed to amend the abovementioned regulation
to improve the conditions governing checks.

Improvement of the regulatory framework and methodology for control

472. In 1994 the Commission continued its efforts to simplify the agricultural legislation to
make control more effective. Risk analysis is applied more systematically in the various
sectors of the CAP. Accordingly, Council Regulation (EC) No 163/943 amending Council
Regulation (EEC) No 386/90 on the monitoring carried out at the time of export of
agricultural products receiving refunds or other amounts4 was adopted.

473. In order to protect the financial interests of the Union better, the Commission
proposed to the Council that measures be adopted to rule out from eligibility for Community
aid granted by the EAGGF Guarantee Section operators who do not provide the necessary
guarantees, on account in particular of fraud committed. There is provision for a system of
notifications between the Member States and the Commission. The Council adopted the
Commission proposals on 12 December 1994.5

Investigations and special checks

474. The Commission conducted several investigations in the Member States, in close
cooperation with the national authorities, pursuant to Regulations (EEC) Nos 729/70 and
595/91 concerning irregularities and the recovery of sums wrongly paid in connection with
the financing of the common agricultural policy and the organization of an information
system in this field. The national services of the Member States also conducted several major
investigations.

475. At the same time, the Member States detected irregularities and reported them to the
Commission under Articles 3 and 5 of Regulation (EEC) No 595/91.

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Specific control measures

476. In 1994 the agencies responsible for monitoring the olive oil industry carried out a
large number of checks on olive oil production and marketing, and detected several
irregularities.

477. Community bodies responsible for monitoring wine and fruit and vegetables also
conducted several inspection visits resulting in the discovery of irregularities and helped to
reduce irregularities in these markets. At the same time, remote sensing helped significantly
to improve the effectiveness of checks in the production aid field in particular.

Expenditure on agricultural markets in 1994

478. The provisional uptake of appropriations for 1994 ! is ECU 32 960 million, i.e. an
under-utilization in relation to the SAB of ECU 1 827 million. This difference is explained as
follows:

(1) ECU 233 million is accounted for by savings linked to changes in the dollar/ecu
rate,

(i) ECU 634 million is accounted for by expenditure not implemented for which
appropriations should be carried forward in 1995;

(iit) almost ECU 960 million is accounted for by new economic conditions or by
overestimates of forecasts by the Member States.

479. Thus the main chapters showing under-utilization are arable crops (income generated
by the sale of intervention stocks), sugar (fewer exports), olive oil (delays in payment of
production aid 1993/94), fruit and vegetables (forecast expenditure overestimated by some
Member States), beef/veal (very little buying-in and suckler cow premiums less than allowed
for), sheepmeat and goatmeat (delays in payment) and, finally, accompanying measures
(start-up of programmes slower than planned).

The EAGGF Guidance Section

480. Structural Fund reform, operational from 1 January 1989, has gradually affected
EAGGF Guidance financing. A growing proportion of Community assistance is granted as
part-financing of operational programmes (52 % of the 1993 total, 45% in 1992, 40% in

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1991). This is the preferred form of Structural Fund financing, involving multiannual
programming and devolving a great deal of responsibility to the Member States.

481. On 20 July 1993 the Council renewed the Structural Fund legislation in preparation
for a second programming period running from 1994 to 1999. The changes introduced were
designed to consolidate the principles governing action in the first period following reform
and also to simplify procedures to some extent. For instance, the provisions governing
Objective Sa measures applicable throughout the Community were amended to make
programming procedures less cumbersome (e.g. in the case of processing and marketing of
agricultural products, covered by Regulation (EEC) No 866/90) and to harmonize the
financial mechanisms.

482. In 1993 Community aid schemes (indirect measures), where the Member State is also
responsible for implementation, still absorbed a significant proportion of Guidance Section
funding. This category includes Regulation (EEC) No 2328/91 (farm improvement plans,
compensatory allowances, etc.), by itself accounting for 35 % of total assistance granted in
1993.

483. Direct funding of individual projects, on the other hand, now plays a very limited role:
demonstration and pilot projects and part of the integrated Mediterranean programmes.
Financing

484. EAGGF Guidance Section expenditure by Member State for the first Fund reform
period (1989 to 1993) was as follows:

486. Expenditure on Objective | has increased since 1989 to stabilize in 1993, at the end of
the first period.

487. Expenditure on Objective 5a has also grown but to a lesser extent, particularly if 1993
is considered exceptional owing to commitment and payment for the first time of advances
on compensatory allowances. That on Objective 5b increased markedly from 1989 to 1993,
reflecting the accent put on rural development.

488. Expenditure on the transitional measures, which are being wound up, was lower than
in 1991 and 1992.

489. Expenditure under Objectives 1 and 5b takes in both action covered by Community
support frameworks and that taken under the Community initiatives. Expenditure on the
latter in 1993 was very much lower than in 1992 since commitments for the most important
rural development initiative, Leader, were almost all made in 1991 and 1992. For Objective 1,
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Community initiatives accounted for ECU 63.6 million (4 %) and for Objective 5b ECU 1.5
million (0.3 %).

Budget execution

490. For the EAGGF Guidance Section as a whole execution was complete both for
commitment appropriations (99.8 %) and payment appropriations (99.9 %).

491. Appropriations available in 1993 amounted to ECU 3 099 million in commitments
(including ECU 27.8 million of re-entered appropriations carried over and ECU 3.2 million
in additions by transfer) and ECU 2 953.6 million for payments (taking account of
ECU 811.1 million re-entered and a reduction by transfer of ECU 423.5 million).

492. For 1994 appropriations amount to ECU 3 410 million in commitments (17.4 % of
total Structural Fund appropriations) and ECU 2 864 million for payments. Adjustments by
transfer raise these amounts to ECU 3 359 million for commitments and ECU 2 829 million
for payments. In contrast to previous years these amounts include the allocations assigned
pursuant to Regulation (EEC) No 3575/90 to the new German Linder. Allocations to
programmes for the outermost regions are again included under the ‘Structural Funds’
heading. The commitment appropriations total does not include fisheries, which for Guidance
Section financial management purposes has been separate from agriculture since 1 January
1990.

493. The budget for 1994, the first year of the new programming period (1994-99), has
been amended in line with the budget projection established for that period and the outcome
of negotiations with the Member States in the partnership framework.



VI — External relations

Activities within GATT

494. Following the success of the negotiations in December 1993, the Uruguay Round itself
was formally concluded on 15 April 1994 with the adoption of the Marrakesh Declaration
and the signature of the Final Act and the agreement establishing the World Trade
Organization (WTO). Along with other signatories to the agreement, the European Union is
now committed to implementing the results of the Uruguay Round.

495. As regards the agreement on agriculture, the Union has indicated in its schedule the
dates on which its commitments in the different areas will become applicable.

496. Since the conclusion of the negotiations, the Union has been intensively preparing the
implementation of the outcome of the Round and has forwarded to the Council a single
package of measures to that end.

497. Two other issues were settled during the final negotiations of the Uruguay Round —
those concerning bananas and imports of Chilean apples — both of which were the subject of
GATT panels established in 1993.

498. In March 1994 a framework agreement on bananas was reached between the
Community and four Latin American countries. This agreement includes increases in the
global tariff quota and has been incorporated into the Community’s GATT commitments.

499. Regarding apples, discussions between the Commission and Chile led, in March 1994,
to an agreement set out in an exchange of letters and to Chile withdrawing its request for a
GATT panel.

500. The Community participated as an intervening party in the panel against the USA on
its tobacco legislation on domestic content requirements and importer assessments. Negotia-
tions with the USA have also been requested following its notification to unbind tariff
commitments on tobacco.

501. In January 1994 the Union was successful in a panel against Brazil concerning
countervailing duties on milk powder. The Union had sought the panel after Brazil failed to
demonstrate injury before imposing countervailing duties on Community exports of that
product.
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502. The Commission has been actively involved in the agricultural aspects of negotiations
with a number of countries such as China, Taiwan and Russia for their accession to
GATT.

Relations with the United States

503. The Blair House Agreement on corn gluten feed was implemented by the European
Union through a modification of the Combined Nomenclature and the establishment of
certification requirements and a monitoring system for imports from the USA.

504. An agreement was signed on the mutual recognition of certain spirit drinks: for the
Union, Scotch whisky, Irish whiskey, Cognac, Armagnac, Calvados and Brandy de Jerez; for
the US, Tennessee whisky and Bourbon whisky. Negotiations will begin in due course on
extending mutual recognition to other spirit drinks.

505. Although considerable progress has been made, full implementation of the EC/US
agreement on slaughterhouses has been postponed to 1 July 1995. In the meantime US
slaughterhouses will continue to be listed under the interim measures of the agreement.

506. Discussions in the wine sector are continuing, with the Union seeking improvements
in the protection of a number of its appellations of origin and the USA seeking EC
authorization for exports to the Union of wine made according to US oenological
practices.

507. After a long period of discussion, the USA established a tolerance level for
procymidone which allows for import of Community wine made from grapes which have
been treated with this pesticide.

508. Discussions are continuing on possible mutual recognition of standards for organically
farmed produce.

Relations with Canada

509. Following the GATT agreement of April 1994, relations between the European Union
and Canada became noticeably less dynamic as each worked on measures for implementing
its multilateral commitments.

510. However, the European Union did obtain from Canada an agreement not to restrict its
imports of European pasta, as it had decided to do at the beginning of the year.
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Relations with industrialized countries

511. Voluntary restraint agreements in the sheepmeat sector with New Zealand and several
other countries, which were due to expire at the end of 1993, were extended for a further year
pending the completion and implementation of the Uruguay Round. Similarly, arrangements
for access to the UK market for New Zealand butter on special terms were extended for a
further year.

512. The Commission signed an agreement with Australia, on the basis of guidelines laid
down by the Council, on trade in wine based on the principles of non-discrimination and
reciprocity.

513. Bilateral contacts with Japan and the Republic of Korea concentrated on the lowering
of non-tariff barriers and of market access in general.

514. Throughout 1994 the Commission took part in negotiations to draft a new wheat trade
convention. The previous convention dates from 1986 and remained in force until 30 June
1991 but it was extended until 30 June 1995. The future International Grains Convention will
cover all grains trade and will be in force from July 1995.

The Commission continued to be an active member of several specialized international
agricultural organizations including the International Olive Oil Council and the International
Wheat Council. In the case of the former, a new agreement was agreed and ratified by a
majority of the members.

Relations with the countries of Central and Eastern Europe

515. In 1994, the European Union started negotiations for the conclusion of a Europe
Agreement with Slovenia in addition to the agreements already in existence since 1992 and
1993 with Poland, Hungary, the Czech Republic, Slovakia,, Romania and Bulgaria.

516. In the agricultural sections, the agreements contain mutual tariff concessions with a
gradual increase over a five-year period as well as cooperation and technical assistance in the
field of agriculture and food production.

517. The agreements concluded in 1992 and 1993 have been amended following the
decision of the Copenhagen Summit in June 1993. The timing of the gradual increase in EU
trade concessions was brought forward by six months for all the countries concerned. Further
adaptation to the agreements will be necessary due to the implementation of the Uruguay
Round and the enlargement of the Union. It must be noted, however, that only a small
amount of the preferential tariff quotas made available to these countries has been taken up.
The Commission has decided to carry out a study examine the reasons for this.
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518. As to the Baltic States (Estonta, Latvia, Lithuania), the Copenhagen Summit
recommended the conversion of the existing cooperation agreements into trade agreements.
These agreements were concluded in July 1994 and are expected to come into force on 1st
January 1995. In the meantime, the Commission, following a specific recommendation of the
Council, started preliminary talks on the conclusion of Europe Agreements.

Relations with the former USSR

519. In October 1992, the Council adopted directives for the negotiation of partnership and
cooperation agreements with the New Independent States. These agreements contain
provisions for cooperation in the agricultural and agro-industrial sector. In 1993, the
Community opened negotiations with the Russian Federation, Ukraine, Belarus and Kazakh-
stan and in 1994 with Kyrgyzstan. On the occasion of the Corfu European Summit in June
1994, the first agreements with the Russian Federation and Ukraine were signed.

520. Pursuant to a 1991 Council decision, an EU credit line of ECU | 250 million for the
purchase of food and medical supplies was opened for the new independent States of the
former Soviet Union. This programme was implemented throughout 1993 and saw the
inclusion of the Russian Federation and Kazakhstan in January 1993. In 1994, Azerbaijan
and Uzbekistan, the last two Republics, signed loan agreements with the European Union.

Relations with the Republic of South Africa

521. Following the resumption of official relations with South Africa, the European Union
decided in April 1994 to give firm support to the process of racial integration and social
reform planned for that country.

522. Specifically, the Union granted the equivalent of ECU 110 million within the
generalized preferences system, which did not, however, include the agricultural sector in
1994. Possibilities for the years to come are still being studied.

523. There is already an agreement in principle between the European Union and South
Africa to initiate at the end of 1994 talks intended to lead to an agreement in the
wine-growing sector, the attraction of which will be that it will provide for reciprocal
protection of designations of origin.

Mediterranean countries

524. 1994 is the third year of application of the new Mediterranean policy the objective of
which is to foster economic development in Algeria, Cyprus, Egypt, Israel, Jordan, the
Lebanon, Malta, Morocco, Tunisia and Syria. The import tariff quotas agreed to by the EU
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have increased by 5 % (based on the original quotas) and 3 % for some sensitive products.
These quotas will increase again in 1995 at the same rate, therefore completing the provisions
of the NMP.

525. New cooperation or association agreements are being discussed with Tunisia, Morocco
and Israel. The Council mandate foresees limited expansion of the agricultural concessions.
These new agreements should apply from 1996 onwards.

526. Following the conclusion of the Uruguay Round, certain adjustments to the current
arrangements are being discussed with some Mediterranean countries.

527. The Customs Union between the EU and Turkey may be postponed by one year to
1996. However, it will not include the agricultural sector where only limited adjustments to
the current arrangements are foreseen.

528. A new agreement with Egypt, comparable to those signed with the Maghreb countries,
is being envisaged. It will include the current agricultural concessions.

Food aid

529. Apart from emergency food aid to which ECU 36 million were allocated, the
Community continued to apply its own traditional food aid programme restricted to
developing countries.

530. In May, the Commission adopted a decision fixing the total quantities of food aid for
1994 and drew up a list of products.

531. This list comprised 1 387 500 tonnes of cereals (this amount includes the minimum
927 000 tonnes Community contribution to the 1986 Food Aid Convention), 50 000 tonnes
of mitk powder and equivalent products, 4 000 tonnes of butteroil, 68 000 tonnes of
vegetable oil and 17 000 tonnes of sugar and other products (legumes, beans, dried fish, etc.)
worth a total of ECU 51 million.

532, In addition, the Commission has continued its programme of distributing food from
intervention stocks to the poorest citizens of the European Union.

International organizations

533.  Since its membership of the FAO in November 1991, the Union has fully participated
in numerous meetings of the various FAO bodies dealing with agricultural policies and
commodities and food issues.
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534. The Union has continued to collaborate actively in the work of the Organization for
Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD), participating in a number of committees
including the Committee for Agriculture and its working parties, the Environmental
Committee and the Group of the Council on Rural Development. The OECD Council, which
met on 7 and 8 June 1994, also addressed the subject of agriculture. In their final
communiqué, the ministers stressed the need to pursue the reform of the agricultural policies
on the basis of the principles that the Council established in 1987 and 1992.

Enlargement negotiations

General

535. The negotiations on the enlargement of the European Union, which had commenced in
early 1993, were concluded with Austria, Sweden and Finland on 1 March 1994 and with
Norway on 16 March 1994. The final chapter on institutions was however only settled by the
Union at loannina on 27 March 1994 enabling the Accession Conferences to formally agree
on all the negotiating chapters on 30 March. The political agreements reached were then
consolidated into a single Treaty and supporting Act of Accession. This was signed by all the
plenipotentiaries at the Corfu Summit on 24 June 1994 following assent by the European
Parliament on 4 May. Positive referenda in Austria in June, Finland in October and Sweden
in November (the referendum was negative in Norway in November), together with
ratification by the 15 national Parliaments, will enable these three countries to join the Union
on | January 1995 as originally foreseen. Consequently, they will play their full part in the
forthcoming Intergovernmental Conference, scheduled for 1996.

536. The agricultural chapter was one of the key issues for the negotiations. Agriculture
and agricultural policy in the acceding countries had, apart from specific and limited bilateral
agreements, never figured as such in the European Free Trade Area (EFTA) or in the
European Economic Area (EEA). Their agricultural support and external protection had
traditionally been high, although in recent years Sweden had made reforms which brought its
support arrangements more into line with those of the Union. The negotiations, therefore,
centred on requests for both permanent national support arrangements and substantial
transitional arrangements but were distinguished by the agreement to apply the Community
‘acquis’ immediately upon accession and to preserve the principle of the single market.

Key results of the negotiations

(a) The transition arrangements

537.  Given the degree of difference in price and support levels, the transition arrangements
posed some of the main problems for the whole negotiation process with Finland and
Austria. Conversely, Sweden, which already had favourable structures, particularly in the
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south, and which had already undertaken a major policy reform in recent years, was
practically in line with the common agricultural policy. Sweden’s position therefore enabled
it to forego any transitional arrangements, at least with regard to price alignments. On the
other hand, Finland in particular had very high agricultural prices aiming at self-sufficiency
via very high price guarantees and heavy trade restrictions.

538. Its instruments, mostly complex, included, in particular, regionalized price supple-
ments (aid directly linked to the product), aid for transport, State monopolies, etc., in other
words a battery of measures substantially out of line with Community rules, especially since
the CAP reform. The Union had to reject the traditional transitional system of accession
compensatory amounts because this would require the maintenance of border controls which
would be incompatible with the single market. Thus an immediate alignment of prices
combined with degressive national aids over a transitional period of five years were agreed
for both Finland and Austria. These will result in a radical change in the system of support in
the three countries concerned.

539. These transitional degressive aids make it possible to:
(1) bridge the price differences within an enlarged Community without internal borders;

(i) preserve, on a transitional and degressive basis, total support which will not jeopardize
the maintenance of farming throughout the territory of the new member countries while
enabling them to embrace the objectives and instruments of the CAP;

(i1i) facilitate the structural adjustment of farming and related sectors in the two countries
concerned, during the transitional period.

540. In the case of Finland, these arrangements have been supplemented by a provision for
additional national aids, in the event of serious difficulties, which should facilitate the full
integration of its agricultural sectors into the CAP.

541. Furthermore, to the extent that the immediate adoption of the single market might lead
to serious market disturbances in Austria and Finland by virtue of trade with Member States,
the Act of Accession provides safeguard arrangements requiring the Commission to take
rapid action whilst not reintroducing border controls.

(b) The common organizations of the markets

542, Agreement on quotas for milk, sugar and tobacco, base areas for arable crops and
reference herds for suckler cows, young male cattle and ewes were required which used
criteria consistent with those which had been imposed on the existing Member States. Further
details of the quotas and reference quantities agreed are annexed.

543. By contrast, the European Union was able to allow certain transitional derogations,
including:
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(i) a transitional period prior to implementation of the quality standards for fruit and
vegetables (Austria, Finland and Sweden);

(i) maintenance during a transitional period of national definitions of drinking milk
(Sweden and Finland),

(iii) certain derogations to the quality standards for eggs in the case of direct sales
(Finland);

(iv) national investment aids for pigmeat, eggs and poultry (Finland and Austria).

544. In any event, all products which do not comply with Community legislation are to be
restricted to the national markets and the transitional derogations do not prevent free
movement of Community goods.

(c) Structural policy and accompanying measures

545. The candidate countries have fully accepted the ‘acquis communautaire’ with regard to
both regional policies and those concemning the improvement of production structures
(Objective Sa).

546. The definition of agricultural less-favoured areas, including mountain and hill areas,
will therefore be determined on the basis of the existing Community criteria. However,
without departing from the ‘acquis’, the Union has agreed to take account also of the
production conditions in the northern regions. Consequently latitude (indicating a short
growing season), has been accepted as an equivalent to the altitude criterion for defining
mountain areas, thereby ensuring equal treatment with the upland areas of the present
Member States.

547. Taken as a whole a large part of the utilized agricultural area (UAA) of the new
Member States is foreseen to be established as less-favoured areas (Austria, 70-75 % and
Sweden 48-52 % of UAA).

548. Finland will additionally benefit from an agreement that all of its less-favoured areas
(85 % of its UAA) will be treated as mountain areas. Austria, on the other hand, which had
developed a similar support mechanism ‘Grundbetrag’ to the Union’s LFA will, to the extent
that it offers a higher rate of support, be able to maintain the measure for a period of 10
years.

549. A certain number of temporary derogations have also been accepted in the area of
agricultural structures:

(i) for the Nordic countries, recognition of ‘agri-forestry’ family farms, provided they have
a UAA of at least 15 ha;

(ii) for Austria and Finland, a derogation to allow investment aid in the pigmeat, egg and
poultry sectors and for the installation of greenhouses;
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(iii) for the food-processing industries of Finland and Austria, flexibility in the restriction for
providing nationally-financed investment aids.

550. The accompanying measures under the CAP reform will also play an important role in
the new agricultural policy as applied to the future Member States. In particular, financial
envelopes have been allocated for these measures especially for agri-environment support in
order to ensure that it is implemented relatively widely.

(d) Nordic agriculture

551. The two Nordic countries have traditionally modulated their support systems in order
to compensate for the climate, geographical and demographical conditions which exist in
their northern regions which result in increased costs, shorter growing seasons and reduced
productivity. Such regionally-differentiated supports have been consistent with these coun-
tries’ social policies aimed at maintaining an even distribution of employment opportunities
and income. This has largely continued in Sweden despite its agricultural reforms of the early
1990s which led to a general decrease in support levels. In recognition of the severe
handicaps of farming in these northern regions, it was agreed that those areas located north of
62° latitude and in certain adjacent areas where farming suffers from particularly harsh
climatic conditions, long-term national aids could be granted to ensure that farming activities
are maintained in these regions. The aids will be subject to Commission control and will
have to meet certain conditions. In particular, they may not result in an increase in, or
intensification of, agricultural production.

(e) Plant health and veterinary matters

552.  In the veterinary field, the entire ‘acquis’ has been accepted, subject to the temporary
provision by the Union of additional guarantees with regard to certain animal diseases or
zoo-noses and short transitional periods needed for the new Member States to bring their
production establishments into line with EU public health requirements.

553. Transitional derogations were also conceded for feedingstuffs, particularly with regard
to the use of antibiotics.

554.  With regard to plant health and the quality of seeds and propagating material, the
Union has agreed, in particular:

(i) to temporarily recognize each of the four countries as a protected area for certain
organisms harmful to plants;

(ii) to grant a transitional period of not more than two years to Finland and Sweden to
enable them to adjust their inspection arrangements for certain plant diseases;

(iii) to maintain for not less than five years, in Finland and Sweden, national legislation on
the marketing of forest seeds, given that during that time the current Community
arrangements will be reformed;
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(iv) to include the varieties accepted in the candidate countries in the common catalogues as
from 1 January 1996, provided those varieties comply with Community rules;

(v) to adopt certain technical amendments of the current legislation on certain standards.

General impact of the enlargement

555. In overall economic terms, and in terms of agriculture, the enlargement to include the
three EFTA countries will be much less important than the first enlargement which brought
in the United Kingdom, Denmark and Ireland (1973) and the ‘Southern’ enlargement which
brought in Greece (1981), Portugal and Spain (1986). The increase in overall population will
be only 6.3 % (an addition of 22 million) while the increase in economic wealth will be 7 %
(based on 1993 GDP figures). Although the surface area of the Union will increase by 37 %,
extending it just beyond the Arctic Circle and to the Russian border, the increase in utilized
agricultural land will be only 6.9 %. Agriculture’s share of GDP and employment is quite
similar in the three acceding countries to the Union average. Their most important sector is
milk (which corresponds to 8 % of EUR 12 production) with the accompanying production of
beef. Their self-sufficiency in grain, beef, pigmeat and milk is also relatively high.

Foreword

Codification of the tables

The choices made for the revision of the tables are reflected in a new codification,
established on the basis of the same principle for all the tables. Each of them has been given
a code with four digits, the first of which designates the subject to which the table refers (see
table of contents following this foreword):

1. Conversion rates,

2. Basic data,

3. Economic tables,

4. Tables on agricultural markets.

The second and third digits refer to specific aspects of the field concerned and their
significance varies from one field to another.

For the tables concerning the agricultural markets (Tables 4) a standard codification for all
the products has been used for these two digits:

(i) the second digit of the code designates the agricultural product concerned,
(i1) the third digit refers to the nature of the statistic presented:

——.0.— livestock numbers,

——.1.— area, yields and production (crop products) or slaughterings and production
(livestock products), '

—.—.2.— world production,

—.—.3.— external trade,

——.4.— supply balance,

—.—.5.— prices (producer prices, market prices, consumer prices),

—.—.6.— market management,

—-.—.9.— various.

For certain sectors, all the possibilities are used (e.g. cereals). For other products only some
are used (e.g. potatoes), either because the data needed are not available or because the
features of these sectors in the Community do not justify such an exhaustive presentation in a
general document such as this, which, for considerations of space, can provide only the most
important information.
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Remarks

1.

Up to December 1987 this report used the SITC Rev. 2, which was worked out using the
6-digit Nimexe, while from January 1988 it uses the SITC Rev. 3, which has been drawn
up using the 8-digit subheadings of the Combined Nomenclature.

In particular, it should be noted that considerable divergences have arisen at subheading
level between the Combined Nomenclature and the formerly used Nimexe, leading to a
break in the goods-related time series between 1987 and 1988.

From 1991 data for the former German Democratic Republic is included in the figures for
the Federal Republic of Germany and accordingly in the figures for the Community as a
whole.

The tables are indicated under ‘Key to symbols and abbreviations’ following this
foreword by the symbol <.

As a result of gradual introduction of data for the ex-German Democratic Republic the %
TAYV rates calculated from one year to another may sometimes be inconsistent.

The new Intrastat system for collecting statistics on intra-Community trade was
introduced in 1993. As a result, the data on intra-Community trade from 1993 onwards
will no longer be comparable with the data for previous years.

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Currency units used in this report

1. European Monetary System (EMS) — ecu

The EMS came into force on 13 March 1979 (Regulations (EEC) No 3180/78 and No 3181/78 of 18 December 1978).
With this system, the ecu was introduced as the sole unit of account for the Community. The definition of the ecu is
identical to that of the EUA (European unit of account, defined by Regulation (EEC) No 250/75 of 21 April 1975) except
for a review clause allowing of changes in its composition. The ecu is a currency unit of the ‘basket’ type made up of
specified amounts of the currencies of the Member States determined mainly on the basis of the size of the economy of
each State. The central rates used in the system are rates fixed by the central banks around which the market rates of the
EMS currencies may fluctuate within margins at any given time.

2. The ecu in the common agricultural policy

— Before 9 April 1979, the unit of account used in the agricultural sector was the unit of account (u.a.) as defined by
Regulation (EEC) No 129/62 and the representative rates (green rates) were fixed by the Council.

— On 9 April, the ecu was also introduced into the CAP (Regulation (EEC) No 652/79) and its use was subsequently
renewed by Regulations (EEC) No 1264/79, No 1011/80, No 1523/80 and No 876/81. The agricultural prices and the
common amounts are expressed in ecus. The conversion rates (representative rates) of the common amounts are
expressed in ecus. The agricultural conversion rates of the common prices into national currencies are fixed by the
Commission.

— At the time of changeover from the u.a. to the ecu, on 9 April 1979, the common agricultural prices and amounts
expressed in u.a. and converted into ecus were adjusted by a coefficient of 1,208953. Conversely, the green rates were
adjusted by a reciprocal coefficient of 1/1,208953, leaving actual price levels unchanged. For example,
100 v.a. x 3,40 = DM 340 becomes ECU 121 x 2,81 = DM 340.

— For the recording of world market prices, offer prices are converted at the representative market rate.

According to context, different currency units have been used in this publication. The statistical series in terms of value are
also calculated :

— at constant exchange rates, i.e. at the exchange rates obtaining during a specific period (e.g. 1980). These rates are used to
eliminate the influences of exchange-rate changes on a time series;

— at current exchange rates (notably for external trade).

To assist the user of this publication wishing to convert units of account into national currencies and conversely, Tables 1.0.1,
1.0.2 and 1.0.3 give the rates to be used. Fuller information is given in specialized publications of the Commission of the
European Communities.
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Observations on statistical method

A — Statistics on external trade — explanatory note

Counci! Regulation (EEC) No 1736175, of 24 June 1975, on the external trade statistics of the Community and statistics of
trade between Member States, includes provisions to ensure that data are not recorded twice:

(i) when goods from a non-member country are first brought into a Member State, that Member State must record the import
according to the origin of the goods;

(i) if the goods are then subject to a legal operation (for example clearance for consumption) and subsequently imported into
another Member State, the latter must record the goods according to the Member State from which they were
received.

However, to satisty national requirements, the Member States may, if they wish, operate in parallel with the above system the
arrangements they applied previously; this means that a Member State’s national data may be substantially different from the
data supplied by Community sources.

For the calculation of the intra-Community trade of the Community as a whole in the supply balances, there were two
possibilities : the sum of the Member States’ intra-Community exports (calculation on the basis of goods leaving) or the sum
of the Member States’ intra-Community imports (calculation on the basis of entries). Eurostat has chosen the second
alternative. Also, exports to non-member countrics in the supply balances of the Community as a whole are calculated by
deducting intra-Community trade from Member States’ total exports.

As a result, there may be discrepancies between the external trade data given in the supply balances and those given in the
specific external trade tables.

Users must also allow for a break in the series of Community external trade statistics in 1977, the date on which Regulation
(EEC) No 1736/75 cntered into force.

A last point is that, while the data relating to the external trade of the Community of Twelve from reference year 1985 use the
same source for all the Member States (Community statistics), those which refer to a previous period may have been obtained
from the Community statistics for the Community of Ten and from other sources for the new Member States.

B — Annual rate of change (% TAYV)

I. The annual rate of change (symbol: % TAV) is used throughout this report for the calculation over periods of time of
changes in a given aggregate. It measures the compound annual average increase or reduction, as a percentage, of the
variable concerned from a base year (T in the following equations).

3.2.1 The farm accountancy data network — Explanatory note

The farm accountancy data network (FADN) collects accountancy data from a sample of agricultural holdings in the Community. The
FADN field of survey relates to ‘commercial* farms, i.e. farms which market the bulk of their production and which exceed a minimum
level of economic activity defined in terms of economic size (see the definition of the European size unit below).

In the most recent accounting years there were almost 58 000 holdings (Community of Twelve) representative of commercial farms in
the FADN sample.

The terms used in the tables relate to the following definitions.

BASIC FADN TERMS

Accounting vear

The accounting year is a 12-month period starting between 1 January and 1 July, the exact date varying from one Member State to
another.

Economic size and European size unit (ESU)

The European size unit (ESU) is a unit of measurement of the economic size of the agricultural holding. A farm has an economic size of
1 ESU if its total standard gross margin is ECU 1200 of 1988 SGM. The standard gross margin for each enterprise corresponds to the
average value, over a three-year period and in a given region, of production minus certain variable costs (Decision 85/377/EEC).

Tvpe of farming (TF)

The type of farming (TF) of a holding is determined by the relative share in the holding’s total standard gross margin of each of the
enterprises of the holding. A description is given in Table 3.2.2. The results given in the following tables relate to nine groups
aggregated from the 17 principal types of farming in the Community farm typology (Decision 85/377/EEC).

Weighting and number of holdings represented

The holdings in the FADN sample are selected in such a way as to be representative, for cach division, of the holdings belonging to each
cell formed by the combination of TF and economic size class. The populations to be represented are derived from the Community farm
structure surveys.

The results presented are weighted averages. Each holding in the FADN sample is attributed a weight proportional to the number of
holdings belonging to the same type of farming and the same economic size class in the division.

The number of holdings represented is the sum of the weights of the holdings in the sample. Some cells (division — TF — economic
size class) may have no holdings in the sample, either because very high selection rates would be necessary or because there are
technical difficulties in sclecting holdings.

STRUCTURAL DATA

UAA: utilized agricultural area (in hectares).
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3.2.1 (continued)

Annual work unit (AWU and FWU)

This represents the agricultural work done by one full-time worker in one year. Part-time and seasonal work are fractions of an
AWU.

An FWU is an AWU of unpaid (family) labour.

AVERAGE RESULTS PER HOLDING

Total output

This is the value of total production during the accounting year. Included are off-farm sales, home-grown feed and seed, farmhouse
consumption and benefits in kind, as well as changes in the value of livestock and stocks of crop products.

Intermediate consumption

This corresponds to all the fixed and variable costs that are necessary for agricultural activity and includes home-grown feed and seed
but excludes financial charges, labour costs, rent and depreciation.

Depreciation

This is the annual provision designed to replace the fixed components of working capital at the end of their life (buildings, machinery,
equipment, etc.). It is calculated on the basis of replacement value.

Farm net value-added (FNVA)

Total output less intermediate consumption and depreciation, adjusted to take account of taxes, grants and subsidies linked to
production.

This is an indicator of the economic performance of the holding. It renumerates family and hired labour, own and borrowed capital and
the management of the holding.
Family farm income (FFI)

This corresponds to farm net value-added, less other real costs in the accounting year: interest and financial charges, wages and social
security costs paid and rent.

This indicator represents the return on the labour of farmer and family, and on owned capital.

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3.5.1.1 Employment in agriculture: statistical sources and applications

There are several sources of Community statistics enabling employment in agriculture to be measured from various
viewpoints, including employment statistics proper (sample survey of the labour force, annual employment estimates)
and agricultural statistics (structural surveys of agricultural holdings). Methods and concepts vary from one source to
another, and the purpose of this introduction is to help the user to choose, among the statistics given in the subsequent
tables, those which will provide him with the information he seeks.

EMPLOYMENT IN AGRICULTURE AND IN THE OTHER SECTORS

One approach to the problem of employment in agriculture consists in considering it as part of overall employment
and comparing it with employment in the other economic sectors. The relevant information comes from employment
statistics ; in these figures, the persons employed are assigned to that economic sector in which they mainly work, and
the characteristics of employment are measured according to identical concepts from one sector to another.

Changes over time in numbers employed in the various sectors, and, in particular, in agriculture, are measured on the
basis of annual employment estimates (Tables 3.5.1.2 and 3.5.1.3). For detailed information on the structure of
employment in agriculture compared with that of other sectors (breakdown by sex, by occupational status, by working
time, or by age), reference must be made to the sample survey of manpower, which provides a ‘ photograph’ of
employment in any given year (Table 3.5.1.4).

EMPLOYMENT IN AGRICULTURAL HOLDINGS

Only the statistics which have just been presented allow a proper comparison of employment in agriculture with
employment in the other sectors. However, they do not cover all persons employed in agriculture: an important feature
of farming is that so many farmers and farm workers work only part-time and often also have other jobs. In the
employment statistics, such persons are not classified as working in agriculture.

A full measure of employment in agriculture is provided by the surveys on the structure of agricultural holdings; it
should be noted that the information from this source enables employment in agriculture to be analysed as such but
that, as it is established according to specific definitions, it cannot be compared with employment data for other
sectors.

These surveys cover all persons employed on holdings, whether farming is their main activity or not; they also record
working hours and any other remunerated work outside farming. They thus enable employment on agricultural
holdings to be measured fully, and part-time and combined other employment to be analysed. By conversion of the
numbers of persons employed into full-time equivalent workers (*annual work units’ — AWU), the data on working
hours give information on the actual volume of labour devoted to farming, the only valid measure of the labour
contribution to agriculture, in view of the scale of part-time working (Tables 3.5.1.5 and 3.5.1.6).
