The Commission has proposed a Preliminary Draft Budget for 1984
involving the exhaustion of nearly alI the Community's currently
available Own Resources leaving only a small margin of security.

In the Preliminary Draft which Vice-President Christopher Tugendhat
has already presented orally to Parliament the Commission says that
l9B4 seems likely to be the last year for which it witl be possible for
the Commission to propose a credible Community budget within the
confines of the existing resoupces ceiling.

Against this background the Commission underlines the urgency of
the early adoption of its proposals on the future financing of the
Community presented on 6 May (2).

The Commission says it is proceeding on the assumption that the
necessary decisions will have been taken to enable the 1985 Community
Budget to be adopted on the basis of the diversiFied financing system
proposed. 

..

Budget docurnents will be delivered formally to the Budget
Authority (Council and Parliament) in al1 languages by mid-June as
provided fr:r in the Budget timetable.

The 1984 Provisional DrafL envisages expenditure of 25 528.6
Million ECUs (MECUs) in payments and of 28 52A (MECUs) in ccmmitments.
Total available Own Resources are estimated to amount to 26 200 MECUs.

The main emphasis is on the provision of renewed impetus to the
achievement of Community policies outlined in the )0 May Mandate report
(l) anO as set out in broader terms by President Gabton E. Thorn during
the Commission's programme speech to the European Parliament on 8
February, 1983.

New Community initiatives were foreshadowed in that speech, the
adoption of which would help achieve the reflection in the budget of a
better balance of Community policies.

The present rate of growth of agricultural expenditu"g i"_9^:ource
of particular preoccupation. An amount of 15 500 MECUs for EAGGF

Guarantee is proposed (14 050 MECUs in 19Bi) , a 17.44% rise over the year.

The Commission maintains its policy aim that EAGGF Guarantee
expenditure should increase at a rate less than that of the rate of
increase of potential Own Resourees expressed over a number of years'
Without a special effort on the part of the
Community to impose more effective constraints upon the Financial
imptieations of its agricultural policies, this aim seems unlikely to be

aci-rieved. The Commisiion's price proposals for I9B5/84 campaign- and in
particular the measures concerned with producer participation, represent
a positive step towards rectifying the sitr:ation' The

Commission will closely monitor developments in the sector following the
presentation of this Preliminary draft Budget, and in the light of the
agrricultural price settlement. The need to contain agricultural
eipenditure is very much in the Commission's mind. The Commission will
not hesitate to plopose additional measures should there be signs of
further increases in agricultural expenditure not warranted either by

the Community's internal requicements or by the need to preserve its
traditional trade with its main trading partners'

Social Fund

Like Parliament and Council, the Commission is convinced that the
fight against unemployment is the first priority of common action.
Rctivitles undertaken by the Member States in this respect have to be

completed at Community level if the Communinity is to live up to its
vocation as one of the motors of economic and social life. A very
substantial increase in allocations for the Social Fund (from 1 150 MECU

to I 550 MECU in payments and from I 696.5 MECU to 2 4OO MECU in
commitments) is proposed so that the Community activities can hove a

real impact in the struggle.

Unemployment among young peopl-e is not only an economic waste but a

problem for society, which should open up the prospect of integration
into the world of work and offer young people the dignity of earning
their own living. This should be the Social Fundrs first priority.

A concentration of the Social Fund's means on the fight againat
unemployment must not bring with it ahy diminuition of effort in other
sectors. In particular, technological ehange imposes its own

diffieulties of adaption upon workinq people. The necessary means as

well as appropriate structures must be put at their disposal. ' notably
professional training.
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Regional Fund

The fight against unemployment must go hand in hand with efforts to
reduce imbalances within the Community. In the present economic
climate with its rather fitful signs of recovery it is indispensable to
continue and to reinforce these efforts. The Commission proposes to double
in real terms the funds available to the Regional Fund over the next
five years. The allotment in the 1984 Provisi.onal Draft Budget
(f fOO MECUs in payments, 2 5OO MECUs in commitments) is a first step
towards this tarqet.

Investment, Energy. Research

Along with the Commr,rnity's contribution tnwards the struggle
against industrial decline which is part of the struggle against
unemployment, a renewal of productive industrial i.nvestment is a
neeessary precondition if Europe is to emerge from economic crisis and
to const-ruct a modern and competitive eccrnomy. All the measures having
a direct impact on this renewal hy reinforcing the Community's industrial
base must be maintained and developed: moderni-eation of plant, efforts
in the fields of innovatinn, research end develr:lpment, energy
independence.

For Energy and Research in particular, the Commission is proposing
an important number of new activities designed to reinforce energy
independence and the competitive capacity of the Communityrs
industries. In this contextn the Commission has proposed an outline
prograffine of R & D actions for l9B4 to 1987 which Fegroups all the
national and Community initiatives. These are strongly directed
towards the technoloqical and cnmpetitive development of industries so
as to prevent the decline of sectors under threet, to favour the
emergence of sectors under devalopment as well ns to encourage
innovation.

For energy as such, apart frcrm the development of activities which
already exist, the Provisional Draft Budget for 1984 envisages new
Commlrnity initiatives notably in the coaJ" policy and energy investment
sectors. These activities are all the more necessary becsuse
uncertainties on the world oiI markets and the j"nsufficient progress
made in efforts to cope with a crisis require increased efforts in
aehieving a common enepgy strategy endowed with adequate means.

Industry. Internal Market. Transport

In the fields of Industry and the Internal Market, the development
of advanced technologies in informatics and telecommunications florm
part of the wider objective: the reestablishment of competitivity among

European industries faced with external challenge and starting with the
creation of new jobs.

Among the new policies to be developed, Transport will receive a

decisive stimulus in 1984 notably through the launching of an
infrastructure policy including financial contributions towards
important projects of Community interest.
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External eeonorniic pol-icy

In the fjeld of external economic policy, the Community as a
principal partner in world trade has a special responsibility towards
the developing worId. It must reinforce its efforts in development
cooperation and increase its eontributi.on towards the struggle against
Hunger in the World

UK BudEet Problem

In drawing up the Provisional Draft Budget, the Commission has
teken account of the declarations made by the Council and the Parliament
at the time of the adoption of the first rectifying Budget no. l, 198f'
insisting on the need for a Community solution to the problems which had
been the origin of t-hat budget.

The Commi.ssion hils presented its proposals for such a solution in
the context both of the diversifjcation of the Conrmunity's financing
system and the developnrent of Community policies in non-agricultural
areas, new i.nitiatives for which are contained in this present budget.
As regards the interinn period, the Commission believes
that supplementary measures are no longer an appropriate way of dealing
with this problem. Rather, there needs to be a special r'einforcement of
Community pclicies of particular interest to the United Kingdom.
For instanoe, the budget lines proposed in respect of
youth unemployment, coal investment and transport infrsstructure,
for which the Commission has already recommended appropriations,
together with the budget line relating to special energy measures
for which the Commission has proposed a pour memoire, can be used,
inter alia, for this purpose.

Expenditure eonstraints 
1

In presenting its b,:dgetary proposals for 1984 the Commission is
aware of the public expenditure constraints facing all the Communityts
Member States. In suggest.ing an cxpenditure at the Community ]evel the
Commission cloes not seek to increase the overall burdens on the
Community economies. Rather it seeks, through tl're strengthening of
Community programmes, to achieve a more cost-effective use of resources
than through purely national projects. Community expenditure should
not, in the Commissionsrs view, be regarded simply as an addition to
rational expenditure: on the contrary it is a means, of ensuring that the
Community's financial resources are, taken overall, used in a
co-ordinated and econornical manner to meet the serious challenges
which the CommunJ.ty f,aces today,
