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I. INTNOOIJCTION

The neqotiations hetween the Comnunity and the sixt_v-four countries of the ACP
Group, plus Angola and l"lozambique, for the renewal of the Lonr6 Convention have
been successful'ly concl uded.

The partners have 6oreed pn t"he text of the nev, Convention, which wi l'l he
signed ln l-.onr6 on 8 Decenber 19U+ and which wi LL govern their reLat.ions for a furtherperloo ot tlve years.

This is the cullnlnation of the both sides! desire, expresserl at the openinQ of
the negotiations, to "continue, lntensify and increase the effectiveness" of
cooperation based on solidarlty and mutual interest.

l. In the new Lom6 Convention the rights acquired and obligat'ions established
under the ear'lier Conventlons have been confirmed. The principles under-
lying ACP-EEC cooperation, namely non-interference and mutual respect for
the soverelgntv of the parties, have been reaffirmed.'fhe nrain instruments
of cooperation are still there, and have been strenqthened - trade arranqe-
ments (including some sDecial arranqer.lents), Stabex, Slysrnin, nrotocol s and
so on.

In a particularly unfavourable international climate, where nost of the
multilatrlral development flnancing instltutions are findlnq their caoacity
for action re<luCed (and sometimes drastically), tne Corn,n11ni1y, via this net,
Convention, is keeoinq its financia'l contribution up to a level vrhich vrill
enable it to continue its financial and technical coorreration at the same
Dace as in the past.

lleverthe1ess, the new Convention neans nuch more than merely rnaintainino
acqui red ri qhts and estab'l i shed ob'l i qati ons.

2. lJavinq learned frorn the changes to the vr<lr]d econonic environnent, the par-
ticular difficultles confrontine the ACP countries antl the experfence of
nearly a quarter of a century of cooperation, the Comnrunity and the ACP
States have encleavoured to Seek out or establ i sh a'll the componentS ancj
arranQenents that uill heln make aid more effective.

Steppinq up effectiveness has been the neqotiators'nrdin concern and th{s
.joint anbition is reflected in all aspects of the Convention, both in the
ob.jectivtts of cooperation, which are set out c'learly riqht at the berfinnincl
of the Convention, and in the instruments, all tne rnechanisms of r,rhich have,
been overhauled in detai I with a vierv to strearn]ininq, aclaptinrt and render-
inq t,hen nore. effect{ve, to meet new requlrements. Amonq the imnrovenents
is Stabexr which has been allocated more funds, and o't which most of the
facilitie's have been revamped so as to make a iore eff'ective contribution
towarrj:: restorfng the aqricultural conrmodity sectors in the ACP States to
heaiih, since these sectors caused oarticular concern t.o the negotiators.
Another ' 'rstrument that can be mentioned i s the mi ni nq faci'f i ty (Sysnri n );
here r too , inrprovenrents have been rnade to the mechani sns; anrJ rrrocedures and
the system r'ril'l novr be able to cover a Qreater nurnber of ACP ore-producinQ
countri es.
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The trade apangements under Lom6, which were al ready extremely l iberal 'in

that they contained narticu'larly favourabl e provi sicns for nroducts of it'lFcr-
tance to the ACP States (bananal, bovine nreat, rice, rum and suqar) ancl pro-
vided for free access for vlrtually all ACP exports, have also been reviewerl
jn cletail and irnproved wherever thls was negessary and possible.

Efforts to achieve qreater effectiyeness were concentrated on the inplenen-
tation of financial and technica'l cooperation. The desire to match a'id to neu

requi rements anrl coordi nate operatlons properly wi th pol I ci es pursue,'l by r;he

recinient country meant adopting new foms of contribution (nraintEnance qid'.
seitorit proqrar"mes, suppori foil sectoral policies and strateqies, t'rith foo!
strategies t6p of tne iist) to back up the traditional aid for new eapital
projects and,-'especia'll.y, makinq the aitl-frroqramrnino process considerably iilore

thorough.

3. Furthermore, there are numerous innovations in this Csnvention in fie'fds
that vrere eitfrei misslng altogether in the preceding Conventions or rlealt
with only superficiallY.

The provisions on cultural and social cooperotion constitute both a nev,

field of cooperation and an enrichment of operations in all the other
areas, since it is becominq increasingly obvious that a crtrclal factor for
success is that the cul tural and social rllptension be taken 'into account.

The framework and scope of'lonq-term operations (campaions with specific
themes) for the preservation of natural balances, and for drouoht anrl

desertification control in particular, are also established under the llon-
venti on.

The important role that private investrnent can rrlay and the need to provide
a favourable clinrate and fair and stable treatment for sttch investnent are
,rcknor.rl erlqecJ. I n thi s area, the Conventi on provi des a f ramework and pre-
ci se oui del i nes, partlcul arl y as reqards the pri nci pl-e of
non-discrinination, which should encouraoe the conc'lusion of bilateral
aqreements bet\{een the I'iember States anrt the ACP States. There i s al so

nrovi sion for unrJertakinq a series of studies so that the ACP States ma.y

qain easier access to cap'ltal markets and to intprove external trade finan-
cinn facilities. Arnonq the studies is that on a ioint svsten to quaraRtee

crivate European investment 'in the ACP countries. Al'l this has to be

carried out wj t,n due care, of course.

The nevr Convention also provides a franrework for further cooperation in the
spheres of fisheries and shippinq, taking acccunt both of the clrawinq
iirportance of these sectors for the developnrent of the ACF counti'ies and of
rleveloonents in the rvorld at large, such as the United tlations Conference
on the Larv of the Sea and the Code of Conduct for I iner Conferences.

4" Lcrstly, a rna.jor concern in the new Convention has heen lo strenqthen the
ACp-i-fa consultation mechanisms and joint instjtutions, wlrich are the nain
foruns for dialoaue and cooperation.
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II.DIVELOPI'ITIITS III T}II IIAIII AREAS

The aims of cooperation

For the first time the Convention vril'l have an introductor,v part, r+hich
vri11, as it were, constitute the frarnework for the texts as a vrhole. These
are the results of thorough discussion at the start of the neflotiations on
the qeneral objectives of our cooperation, on the underlying principles and
on how to rrut it into practlce: more sel f-rel iant and se] f-sustained
devel oprnrent of the ACP States wi th the support of thel Cor,rmuni ty; respect
for the parties' sovereignity; eouality of the partners; mutual interest
and intrlrdependence; the centra'l role of nnan and the vrel fare of the
people; the importance of cooperation ln the matter of food; particular
attentioin to be paid to the least-developed, land'locked and island coun-
tries, and so on

This part a'lso contains the essentia'l princirrles lroverninq tlre various co-
operation instruments, and also the Convent,ion's aims and ouiclelines in the
mai n are,ts of cooperati on.

The writinq into.the Convention of the airns an<l principles underl-vinn
ACP-EEC rel atlons constl tutes the nol i tical expression of rvhat has been
achieved b_y reinforced and reneh,ed cooperation over a quarter of a century,
nameiy the common heritage.

2. Financia'l and technical cooperation

(a) In the striving after effectiveness in the financial and technica'l
Chap,Ler of LomE III, the ke.y itenr is the entirely new, ambitious pro-
granrrrinq process which has been set up after long anrl difficult neqo-
tiat'ions. It is riqht to sav that there is a world of difference bet-
vleen the ol d system, characteri zed by the rapi d se'ek i nQ, r,ri thout real
consu'l tati on, of projects to be f i nanced i n sectors more or 'less

c'learl.y defined, and the ner{ process rvhich, insteacl, rests on true co-
ordination of action between donors and and the recinient cotrntry,
account beine taken of that country's cholce by riqht of its own deve-
loprnent stateoy, r^rith the aim of discussino and identifyino,throuoh
thor0uohoo'inq exchanqes of vievrs in the liqnt of shared experience, not
on'l.y projects and operations, but especially sectors on which to focus
the llonununity's f inancia'l support, deve'lopment objectives and priori-
ti es,, and the most sui tabl e vrays and neans of achi evi no them.

(b) Tne najor new feature'in Lorn6 III as regards the sectors of cooperation
is that of no lonqer conflninq action exclusively to the search for and
execution of new capital projects, but of extending the ranqe of pos-
sibler operations, in order to step up effectiveness, to operations of
the prograrnrne-aid type (programmes to promote sectc,ral development and
f ttrlr,lrts, of which the purpose i s to he'lp achieve maximurn ret,urn f ron
tlte;rroductive sectors), ooingf as far as the financing of inputs in the
pFoiilrtjve systera and, above all, the financinq of naintenance (both in
the start'inq-off period and as a fol lorr-up to operations undertaken
earlier).0perations financed by the tlB itself wi'll be able to cover
tlre rehabilitation of industrial, enerqv and rnininq pro.jects and no
lonqerr only the building of installat,ions.
