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WAGE COSTS IN 1975 

Provisional calculations suggest that in 1975 unitary wage costs (1) in industry (including building) in all 
Community countries except the Federal Republic of Germany rose at an appreciably faster rate than in 
previous years. In the United States, industrial wage costs also climbed more rapidly, although their advance 
was probably much less brisk than in most member countries. 

In terms of national currencies, the rise was largest in Italy and the United Kingdom, with figures of 34% and 
33% respectively (compared with 21 % in 1974 in both countries). It was also very brisk in Ireland, with 29% 
(14% in 1974). The increase was 2112% in France and Belium (against 16% and 15% respectively in 1974), 19% 
in Denmark (the same as in 1974), 15% in the Netherlands (1212% in 1974), and only 612% in the Federal 
Republic of Germany (9% in 1974), while in the United States it was about 9% (8% in 1974). 

The acceleration would appear to be primarily due to the almost general fall in productivity per person 
employed, which only Germany managed to avoid. The upward movement in wages per employee, while 
remaining very rapid, has tended to slacken in all member countries except Ireland and the United Kingdom. 

Calculated in terms of Eur (2), the pace of the rise in unit wage costs ( 1) remains unchanged in the countries 
participating in the Community exchange rate scheme. In Ireland, Italy and the United Kingdom the increase 
was less marked as a result of currency depreciation, the respective figures being 15 12%, 26% and 19%. In 
France, on the other hand, it is a great deal sharper, reaching 2812%. In spite of the realignment resulting from 
exchange rate movement, the Federal Republic of Germany still enjoys the lowest rate of increase in unit wage 
costs (expressed in Eur) in the Community. The United States recorded a rate of 3% in 1975; expressed in 
dollars, the increase is also significantly less rapid than in the Community as a whole.

L0NOMKOSTNINGERNE I 1975 

If0lge forel0bige sk0n er l0nomkostningerne i forhold til vrerditilvreksten i faste priser i industrien i 
Frellesskabet (incl. bygge- og anlregsvirksomhed) i 1975 steget betyde1igt hurtigere end ide foregaende ar. Kun 
Forbundsrepublikken Tyskland har vreret en undtagelse herfra. Denne tendens finder man ligeledes i De 
forenede Stater, hvor stigningen imidlertid har vreret klart mindre kraftig end ide fleste Iande i Frellesskabet. 

Udregnet i national val uta har stigningen vreret mest udprreget i Italien og Det forenede Kongerige: her har 
den vreret henholdsvis 34 % og 33 % (mod 21 % i 1974 i begge Iande). Stigningen har ogsa vreret srerlig kraftig i 
Irland, hvor den naede op pa 29 % (14 % i 1974). I Frankrig og Belgien var den 21 12 % (henholdsvis 16 % og 
15 % i 1974), i Danmark 19 % (som i 1974), i Nederlandene 15 % (12 12 % i 1974). I Forbundsrepublikken 
Tyskland var der kun en stigning pa 6 Y2 % (9 % i 1974). I De forenede Stater naede den op pa ca. 9 % (8 % i 
1974). 

Den konstaterede accelleration synes f0rst og fremmest at vrere betinget af det generelle fald i produktiviteten 
pr. l0nmodtager, som kun Forbundsrepublikken Tyskland er blevet forskanet for. Med undtagelse af Irland 
og Det forenede Kongerige bar l0nstigningen pr. l0nmodtager- selv om den stadig har vreret kraftig - i 
aile medlemsstaterne vist tegn pa aftagen. 

Udregnet i Eur (1) bar stigningen i l0nomkostningerne i forhold til vrerditilvreksten i faste priser vreret urendret 
for de Iande, der · deltager i Frellesskabets valutasystem. I Irland, Italien og Det forenede Kongerige er 
stigningen, som var pa henholdsvis 15 12 %, 26 % og 19 %, blevet modereret som f0lge af valutaernes 
vrerdiforringelse. Til gengreld naede den stadig kraftigere stigning i Frankrig op pa 28 12 %. Det skal 
bemrerkes, at til trods for virkningen fra valutakursbevregelserne er Forbundsrepublikken Tyskland stadig det 
land i Frellesskabet, hvor stigningstakten i enhedsl0nomkostningerne udregnet i Eur, er lavest. I De forenede 
Stater var denne stigning 3 % i 1975. Udregningen i dollars resulterer ligeledes i en stigning pa mellemlang sigt, 
der er klart mindre i dette land end i Frellesskabet som helhed.

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Industrial production in the Community as a whole continued to 
recover in early 1976. When the latest business surveys were 
carried out, favourable assessments of the production outlook 
for the months ahead outnumbered pessimistic opinions for the 
first time in almost two years. It is true that for several Member 
States, and more especially for the Federal Republic of 
Germany, the upward movement in the SOEC seasonally 
adjusted index slackened in December, but this apparent 
slowdown is primarily attributable to the impact of exceptional 
technical factors and _to the longer end-of-year holidays. In 
France industrial production expanded at a distinctly faster pace 
in the closing months of 1975 to reach as in the Federal Republic 
of Germany and the Netherlands its peak for the year at the end 
of December. The upswing of production in the Community, 
which had begun in a relatively small number of sectors and more 
especially in consumer goods industries, has now spread to 
almost the whole of industry. New orders are thus increasing 
quite appreciably in the industries producing intermediate goods 
and capital goods, even though export demand is expanding only 
moderately. 
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Opgangen i industriproduktionen i Frellesskabet som helhed er 
fortsat ved overgangen til 1976. I resultaterne fra de seneste 
konjunkturunders0gelser var de optimistiske forventninger til 
produktionsudviklingen for de f0lgende maneder for f0rste gang 
i nresten to ar mere fremherskende end de pessimistiske 
forventninger. For de fleste medlemsstater, og i srerdeleshed for 
Forbundsrepublikken Tyskland, er stigningen i SKEF's 
sresonkorrigerede indeks blevet lidt mere moderat for december.

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A2 UNEMPLOYMENT ANTAL ARBEJDSL0SE 
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The worsening of labour market conditions in the Community 
has moderated distinctly since the summer of last year. In the 
Federal Republic of Germany and the Netherlands , the 
seasonally adjusted number of wholly unemployed in January 
1976 was below the high point reached in the second half of 1975, 
while it tended to stabilize in Denmark, Italy and Belgium. 
Ireland and the United Kingdom are the only Member States 
where unemployment has continued to increase rapidly, 
although there were signs of a slowdown in January in Ireland 
and in February in the United Kingdom. For the Community as 
a whole the seasonally adjusted number of wholly unemployed 
was some 50,000 persons down on last September's peak figure. 
According to the latest available statistics, short-time working 
has also declined slightly in a ll the Community countries except 
Italy. The seasonally adjusted number of unfilled vacancies has 
tended to rise in several Member States, but the improvement 
still lacks vigour. 

Forringelsen af situationen pa arbejdsmarkedet i Fc.ellesskabet 
har vc.eret moderat siden sommeren i fjor. I Forbundsrepublikken 
Tyskland og Nederlandene var det sc.esonkorrigerede antal 
fuldtidsarbejd sl0se ijanuar 1976lavere end det h0jdepunkt, som 
man naede i andet halvar af 1975, medens arbejdsl0sheden 
tilsyneladende viste tendens til at stabilisere sig i andre Iande, 
nemlig D anmark, ltalien og Belgien. Irland og Det forenede 
Kongerige er de eneste medlemsstater, hvor arbejdsl0sheden 
fortsat er steget i et hurtigt tempo , selv om man i januar i Irland 
og i februar i Det forenede Kongerige, har kunnet iagttage en 
aftagende stigning. For Fc.ellesskabet som helhed udgjorde faldet 
i det sc.esonkorrigerede antal af fuldtidsarbejdsl0se ca. 50.000 
personer i forho ld til det h0jeste tal i september i fjor. If0 lge de 
senest foreliggende tal har antallet af personer, der arbejder 
under arbejdsfordeling, ogsa udvist et svagt fald i aile landene i 
Fc.ellesskabet, med undtagelse af Jtalien. Med hensyn til det 
sc.esonkorrigerede antalledige sti llinger, harder vc.eret tendens til 
stigning i adskillige medlemsstatcr. men denne tendens har vc.eret 
svag indtil nu.

In January the upward movement of consumer prices quickened 
in most of the Member States. For the Community as a whole it 
reached an annual rate of 12 12% as against some I 0% in the two 
preceding months, but almost 16% in January 1975. This 
tendency was largely due to seasonal factors for the increase in 
food prices gathered momentum in all the Member States, 
mainly because bad weather caused fruit and vegetable prices to 
rise appreciably. Prices of manufactured products and of 
services continued to climb, despite a new slowing down which 
has been recorded in the United Kingdom. In some Member 
States, certain categories of industrial products even tended to 
rise more rapidly in price; this is particularly true of household 
equipment in the Federal Republic of Germany. In Germany and 
France, the prices of energy products went up appreciably at the 
beginning of the year. In several member countries public 
transport charges and rents showed a similar trend. 

I januar forstrerkedes stigningen i forbrugerpriserne i de fleste 
medlemsstater. For Frelles kabet som helhed er den arlige 
stigning salede naet op pa 12 \12 "" mod ca. I 0 "o ide foregaende 
to maneder, men nresten 16 % i januar 1975. Denne tendens 
forklares for en stor del af sresonmre sige faktorer . F0devarepri­
serne er steget strerkt i a lie medlemsstaterne, navnlig pa grund af, 
at de ugunstige vejrforhold har bevirket en betydelig stigning for 
frugt og gmnsagers vedkommende. Desuden er de kraftige 
prisstigninger for forarbejdede varer og tjene teydelser fortsat. 
En ny afdrempning er midlertid noteret i Det forenede 
Kongerige. I visse medlemsstater har stigningen for visse 
kategorier af industriprodukter endog haft tendens til at 
forstrerkes; dette har 'iscer vreret tilfreldet for hu holdningsartik­
ler i Forbundsrepublikken Tyskland . I dette sidstnrevnte land 
samt i Frankrig steg priserne pa energiprodukter betydeligt i 
begyndelsen af aret. Det samme har i mange tilfrelde gjort sig 
greldende for taksterne for offentlig transport og for huslejernes 
vedkommende.

A4 BALANCE OF TRADE HANDELSBALANCE 
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Since the closing months of 1975 the deficit on the Community's 
balance of trade has continued to widen as the revival in 
consumption and stockbuilding in several Member States has 
caused imports to rise sharply. Exports also increased , but in 
general at a slower rate than imports. Thus, the trade balance of 
France has deteriorated since the middle of last year, and 
especially in January, and a marked growth in the trade deficit of 
Italy occurred during the autumn. For similar reasons the trade 
deficits of Denmark and Ireland widened considerably towards 
the end of Ia t year, and the Federal Republic of Germany's 
surplus continued to narrow. In the United Kingdom, on the 
other hand , exports have recently begun to expand much more 
rapidly than imports, so that the trade deficit narrowed in the 
fourth quarter of 1975 and yet again in January. It would seem 
that the trade balance of the Benelux countries has a lso 
improved, helped by an upturn in exports.

Det 
skyldes tilsvarende ~ rsager , at Danmarks of lrland ha ndel un­
derskud steg strerkt henimod udgangen af forrige ~r, og at 
Forbundsrepubli kken Tysklands overskud fortsat var aftagen­
de. I Det forenede Kongerige har eksporten derimod fornylig 
udvi ten strerkere stigning end importen , s~ l edes at det briti ke 
handelsunderskud er blevet formindsket i fjerde kvartal 1975 
samt yderligere ijanuar. Der er grund til at antage, at en opgang i 
eksporten li geledes i Benel ux- landene har medf0rt en forbedring 
af handelsba lancen. 



IMPORTS IMPORT 
from non-member countries fra ikke-medlemslande 
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Imports from non-member countries responded promptly in the 
autumn to the upturn in demand and the recovery of economic 
activity in the Community. In the last four months of 1975 the 
total value of Community imports expressed in Eur and 
seasonally adjusted was, on an annual basis, more than 40/'0 up 
on the previous four months, during which the level of imports 
had admittedly been exceptionally low. The highest rates of 
increase were recorded in Denmark, Italy, the Federal Republic 
of Germany and France. Although this growth was partly due to 
a rise in import prices notably of oil , the volume of imports 
clearly also rose appreciably. There was a significant increase in 
import of raw materials and semi-manufactures both to meet 
demand in manufacturing indu try and to replenish stocks. 
United Kingdom imports, unlike those of the other Member 
States, rose fairly slowly, except for purchases from the non-oil­
producing developing countries and state-trading countries. 

Indf0rslen fra ikke-medlemslande, reagerede omgaende sidste 
eftenh pa opsvinget i eftersp0rgslen ogden 0konomiske aktivitet 
i Fc.ellesskabet. Af en sammenligning mellem de sidste fire 
maneder i 1975 og de fire foregaende maneder, i hvilke det dog 
skal siges, at indf0rselsniveauet var sc.erligt lavt, fremgar det, at 
den samlede vc.erdi afFc.ellesskabets indf0rsel udtrykt i Eur og nar 
der ses bort fra sc.esonmc.essige udsving, steg mere end 40 o 0 pa 
arsbasis. De h0jeste stigninger registreredes i Danmark, i Italien , 
i Forbundsrepublikken Tyskland og i Frankrig. Selvom denne 
stigning delvis kan forklare ved en stigning i importpriserne og 
bl.a. af fordyrelsen af olien, er det dog klart, at indf0rsel mc.eng­
den ligeledes er steget mc.erkbart. En vc.esentlig stigning i k0b 
udefra er isc.er observeret for sa vidt angar ravarer og 
halvfabrikata, bade for at opfylde de forarbejdende industriers 
behov og af hensyn til en vis genopbygning af lagrene . I Det 
forenede Kongerige, i modsc.etning til andre medlemsstater, 
har indf0rslen kun udviklet sig relativt langsomt, dog med 
undtagelse af k0bet fra ikke-olieproducerende udviklingslande, 
og fra statshandelslande. 
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C2 TERMS OF TRADE BYTTEFORHOLD 
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The improvement in the terms of trade of the Community which 
was maintained for more than a year gave way in the autumn to a 
fresh deterioration . Export prices continued to rise , though more 
slowly. Import prices, on the other hand, showed a fairly strong 
increase as a result of higher raw materials prices and in 
particular further oil price increases. In the Federal Republic of 
Germany, export prices as a whole rose only very slightly with 
those of capital goods remaining steady and those of consumer 
goods going up, while import prices climbed fairly rapidly. The 
terms of trade of the United Kingdom have shown an adverse 
swing since the beginning of the autumn; the rise in import prices 
has gathered momentum mainly as a result 6f the continued 
depreciation of sterling, while that in export prices has slackened . 
In France, on the other hand , the upward movement of export 
prices experienced until the beginning of the autumn helped to 
improve the terms of trade. 

Frellesskabets bytteforhold blev efter mere end et ars stabilitet 
atter forvrerret sidste efterar. Selvom eksportpriserne stadigvrek 
er stigende, er denne stigningstakt dog langsommere. Pa den 
anden side karakteriseredes udviklingen i importpriserne af en 
relativ stelt stigning, hvilket skyldes en styrkelse af noteringerne 
for rastoffer og isrer de nye prisstigninger pa olie. I 
Forbundsrepublikken Tyskland er eksportpriserne, som er 
stabile for sa vidt angar investeringsgoder, men stigende for 
forbrugsgoder, alt i alt kun steget meget langsomt, medens 
importpriserne er steget relativt hurtigt. Det forenede 
Kongeriges bytteforhold er forvrerret siden begyndelsen af 
efteraret. I mportpriserne er steget stadig hu1'tigere isrer pa grund 
af den fortsatte nedskrivning af pundet, medens stigningen i 
eksportpriserne er drempet. I Frankrig har den stigning i 
eksportpriserne, som registreredes lige til begyndelsen af 
efteraret, medvirket til en forbedring af dette lands bytteforhold.

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After showing a ca lmer trend in a number o f Member Sta tes up 
till las t autumn, wholesa le prices have clea rly resumed their 
upward tendency in the pas t few months. This has been due 
mai nly to substa ntia l increases in the prices o f agricultura l 
products brought a bo ut by poor fruit and vegeta ble ha rves ts, 
nota bly a bad pota to ha rves t. The price of beef and veal has a lso 
risen sharply. In addition , the who lesale prices o f a number o f 
manufact ured products, pa rticula rl y semi-fini shed products, 
have been go ing up so mewha t more rapidly in a number of 
Member Sta tes. This tendency is a ttributa ble ma inly to inc reased 
sales and the consta nt press ure o f production costs. Import 
prices have a lso shown a slow but tead y ri se since the beginning 
of the fo urth qua rter, la rgely because dema nd fo r industria l raw 
materia ls has picked up ; the impact of this increase has evidently 
been pa rt icula rly stro ng in those Member Sta tes whose 
currencies have continued to deprecia te in recent months. In a 
nu mber of Member Sta tes the p rices or energy products, 
especia lly refi ned petro leum products, rose once aga in a t the end 
of las t year. · 

Efter den a fd rempning, so m i fl ere medlemssta ter ka ra kteriserede 
udviklingen i engros priserne lige til sidste eftera r, er der gennem 
nogle maneder ko nsta teret en kla r o pga ng igen. Denne skylde 
fo r en sto r del betydeli ge priss tigninger pa la ndbrugsprodukter 
pa grund af de d<hlige h0stres ulta ter fo r fru gt og gr0nsager, isrer 
ka rto fler. Pri sen pa oksek0d er ogsa steget krafti gt. Stigningsta k­
ten fo r engrospriserne fo r en del fo ra rbejdede produkter og isrer 
ha lvfa brika ta er blevet lidt hurti gere i fl ere medlemssta te r. 
Denne tendens skyldes f0 rst og fremmest sa lgs ud viklingen og de t 
ko nstante pres fra produ kti o nso mkos tningerne. Siden begyndel­
se n a f Gerde kva rta l er impo rtpriserne steget langso mt men 
konstant. Effekten a f denne stigning er na turligvis fo rstrerket ide 
medlemssta ter, hvis va lutae r fo rtsa t er fa ldet i vrerdi ge nnem de 
sidste ma neder. I visse medlemssta ter er pri sen pa energiproduk­
ter og i srerdeleshed pa ra ffin erede minera lo lieprodukter stege t 
igen ved udga ngen a f sidste a r. 
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At the end of last year, private consumers' expenditure still 
provided a major boost to economic activity in the Community. 
In terms of both volume and value, it rose sharply in the Federal 
Republic of Germany and France, where the decline in the 
savings ratio continues in the closing months of 1975 and where 
sales of industrial products, notably consumer durables and 
semi-durables, expanded at a particularly brisk pace . In 
Denmark, retail sales picked up sharply since October, owing 
largely to the temporary cut in value added tax applicable on 29 
September and 29 February. In the Benelux countries, private 
consumers' expenditure rose rapidly. In Ireland there was an 
improvement in December. In Italy and the United Kingdom, on 
the other hand, there were scarcely any signs of an upturn in 
priva te consumption, particularly in terms of volume. In almost 
a ll Member States, the sharp drop in sales of motor vehicles in 
1974 was followed last year by a brisk recovery. Although the 
number of new motor vehicle registrations increased by only 
2 \f2°<, between 1974 and 1975 in the Community as a whole, in 
December they were some 25/ 0 up on their level a year earlier. 

Ved slutningen af sidste ~ r var husholdningernes udgifter 
stadigvrek en vresentlig faktor til st0tte for konjunkturerne i 
Frellesskabet. B~de i mrengde og nominelt er de steget kraftigt i 
Forbundsrepublikken Tyskland og i Frankrig. I disse to Iande, 
hvor faldet i opsparingskvoten slog igennem ide sidste m~neder 
af 1975, har salget af industriprodukter og isrer af varige 
forbrugsgoder udviklet sig srerligt strerkt.

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In 1975, the upward movement of wages remained very brisk in 
most member countries, with the differences between national 
trends widening further. In six member countries, the somewhat 
more moderate attitude adopted by both sides of industry, 
particularly in the second half of the year, the less marked impact 
of indexation arrangements than in 1974 and the reduction in 
working hours would seem to have curbed the increase in gross 
remuneration per person employed in industry as a whole 
(including the building industry). The advance was probably 
21 Y2% in Italy (compared with 22 Y2% in 1974), 18 Y2% in 
Denmark (21 Y2% in 1974), 17 Y2% in France (19% in 1974) and 
13 Y2% in the Netherlands ( 16% in 1974). The lowest increa e, 
under 7% (compared with II Y2% in 1974) was recorded in the 
Federal Republic of Germany. In Belgium by contrast, the rate 
was around 18% as in 1974, while in the United Kingdom and 
Ireland wages probably rose at an even faster pace than 
previously, showing increases of 31 Y2% and 28 Y2% respectively 
(compared with 17% and I 5% in 1974).
