DECLARATION BY TH: COUNCIL

1. During the Council of Ministers which was leld at Brussels
on 25 and 26 Ocbtcber, a thorough exchauge of views took place
on the contents of the Memorandum submitted by the Commission
on 22 July 1965, and on the general situation of the Com-
munity since the Council meeting of 30 June.

IXI. The Governments of the Federal Republic of Germany,
of Belgium, of Italy, of Luxembourg and of the Netherlands
solemnly reaffirm the necessity of ccntinuing to implement
the Treaties of Paris and Rome in accordance with the prin-
ciples contained therein, in crder to achieve the progressive
merger of their national economies in both the industrial
and agricultural sectors. This is the only policy which can
enable Europe to develop, to ralse the standard of living of
its population and to guarantee its influence in the world.
The Governments consider that the solution of the problems
confronting the Communities must be found within the frame-
work of the Treaties and of their Institutions. '

They are convinced that the negotiations interrupted
on 30 June rust be resumed as quickly as possible. To this end,
the delegations examined the suggestions contained in the two
parts of the Commission's Memorandum. They noted their agree-
ments on the fundamental principles which, in their opinion,
should enable
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negotiations among the Six to succeed. They instructed the
President of the Council to inform the French Government of

this and to appeal urgently to it to resume its place in the
Community's Institutions. They are convinced that iv will then
be possible, following the Community prccedures, tc adopt the
regulations required in order to complete the ccommon agricul-
tural policy within the harmonious developmert of the Community.

I1T. Taking into account the statements made by the President
 of the French Republic on § September and by the French kinisber
for Foreign Affairs on 20 Cctcber, the delegations also
instructed the Presicdent of the Council to invite the French
Government, within the framework of the Treaty of Rome, to
join them in a special meeting of the Council of Ministers at
Brussels. As an exception to the usual practice, this meeting
could be held with only the liinisters present, as provided for - ==
by the Council's Eules of Procedure. The agenda shoﬁld be o
restricted to an examination of the general situation of the
Communities,

It would be highly desirable that this meeting should be
held as soon as possible.
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
