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EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM

1. (a) By Decision of the Council, the Commission was authorized to enter

into negotiations on the guaranteed prices for cane sugar for

1981/82 with the States referred to in Article 3 of the Protocol

on ACP ngar annexed to the ACP-EEC Convention of iLomé and with

the Republic of Suriname. The results of those negotiations have

to be approved by the relevant authorities of the Community and the
countries referred to above. The Commission recommends to the Council
that the results be emboﬂied’iniggreemené in the form of exchange
of letters between the Community on the one hand and each of the

ACP 3tates concerned on the other according tb the annexed drafts.

(b According to the Declaration 2 annexed to Protocol 7 of the second
ACP-EEC Convention of Lomé, the Community undertoolk to ensure for
sugar originating in certain overseas countries and territories
(OCT? the same treatwment a3 provided for in the Protocol on ACP sugar.
The Commission recommends that the Council fix for sugar oyiginating
in the countries.spszfiéd by the said Declaration the same guaranteed

prices for 1981/82 as those agreed with ;he ACP States.

Whereas Council Decision 80/1186/EEC of 16 December 1980 on the association

HAS ADOPTED THIS REGULATION:
Article 1

For the period from 1 July 1981 to 30 June 1982, the guaranteed prices referred to
in Article 4 (4) of Annex IV tc Decision 80/1186/EEC are hereby fixed as follows:
(a) for raw sugar, 38,94 ECU per 100 kilograms;
(b) for white sugar, 48,16 ECU per 100 kilograms.
These prices shall refer to sugér of standerd quality @s defined in Community
