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CONFERENCE OF THE UNITED NATIONS ORGANIZATION ON INDUSTRIAL 
DEVELOPMENT 

The Council discussed the preparatien of the Second 
International Conference of the United Nations Organization 
on Industrial Development which will be held in Lima from 
12 to 26 March 1975. 

The Council stressed the great importance attached by 
the Community and its Membar States to the Lima Conference 
and their determination to par.ticipate in the Conference 
constructively and with an open mind. 

The Council examined the main problems which will arise 
at the Conference and invited the delegations on the spot to 
co-ordinate their positions closely for its entire duration 
on the basis of the Council's discussions. 
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Ol?l~NING OF NEGOTIATIONS WITH THE UNITED :MEXICAN STATES 

The Council decided to authorize the Commission to 
commence negotiations with Mexico for the conclusion of ~ 
non--preferential agreement based on trade co~operation. 

This decision was taken as a result of the desire to 
conclude an agreement with the Community expressed by the 
President of the United r:Iexican States during his official 
visit to the Community in April 1973 and of the exploratory 
talks which have since taken place. 
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UNACCEPTABLE SITUATION ~~ CORRECTING MECHANISM 

The Council noted the outcoma of the preparatory work 
done by the Permanent Representatives Committee. 

It found itself unable to reach a final solution at 
this meeting. It therefore decided that the matter should 
be referred to the ~t~pean Council, meeting in Dublin on 
10 and 11 March. 
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FOOD AID 

The Council drew up the 1974/75 plan of action for 
commitments entered into by the Co:mmunity and the Member States 
under the Food Aid Convention. ~1ese cow~itments cover a total 
of 1,287,000 metrio tonsof cereals per year, of which 643,500 
metrio tons (50fv) will be granted as Commu.nity aid1 the 
remainder being covered by bilaterql projects~ 

The aid of the Co:mmunity and the If.ember States is intended 
for 35 countries and 3 international or~anizations. It is 
distributed as follows:

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It should be noted that the Council agreed to increase the 
Community aid already decided for Inclia on 26 November 1974, 
bringing it to 163,000 metric tons of cereals. If national 
projects are also taken into account, total food aid for India 
amounts to about 300,000 metric tons.

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COUNOIL RESOLUTION ON THE FUTURE DEVELOPlJENT OF Cm.TI':IUNITY 

GENERALIZED TARIFF Pl{EFE:@!WES 

1. On the basis of a Commission communication dated 
3 Februa~J 1975, the Council held diacussions on the 
future development of the Europaan Co1Th"'l1uni·i;y' s generalized 
tariff preferences. 

The Council recalled that among the countries 
according this benefi·i; the Communi ty was the first to 
iroplement, on 1 July 1971, ita schema of generalized 
tariff preferences for finished products and aemi­
manufactures from developing countries. Since then, 
considerable improvements have been made to -i';he Community' s 
schema which, since 1 January 1974, has been applied by 
the enlarged Communi ty of the Nine r:rembe::." States. .On .a 
number of occasions -~he countries concerned have stressed 
the extent and importance of the progress made by the 
Comnnmity in applying its schema of preferences. 

2. The Council stated that generalized preferences 
were a fundamental instrument of development co-operation. 
It indicated i ts willingness to work mlin-Ger: .. 1.:tptedly and 
progressively towards improving such preferences along 
the following guidelines~ 

- increased use of the present Cmnmuni ty schema, 
particularly by meo.ns of steps aimed at its simplifica·iiion~ 

- better administration of the schema; 
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- appropr:iate improvement and adjustment of the Communi ty 
scheme to take account of the export potential of 
developing countries and the Communi ty•s economie potential. 

The Council remained stendfast in its wish that such 
improvements pay particular attention to the interesta of the 
less favoured developing countries so as to facilitate their 
preferential access to the Community market. 

3. The s.ystem of generalized tariff preferences was 
intended to last for an initial period of ten years, ending 
in 1980. Bowever, the Council considered that since the aim 
of generalized preferences was, and would continue to .be, to 
increase export earnings of developing countries, to promote 
their industrialisation and to speed up their economie growth 
rate, this policy should be pursued. The Council therefore 
considered that a further period during which generalized 
preferences would apply beyond 1980 was necessary. 
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ENERGY 

Following discussion of a communication from the 
Commission, the Council agreed on a number of principles 
which the Community conaiders should gover.n international 
co-operation on the development of energy resources, with 
a view to the opening of the dialogue with the producer 
countries. 

OVERALL APPROACH TO THE MEDITERRANEAN 

The Council agreed to meet in Luxembourg on 14 and 
15 April 1975 to discuss, in the light of the progress made 
by then in the negotiations currently under way, the possi­
bility of signing the Agreements with Israel and the three 
Maghreb countries in May. 

It also agreed to discuss at that meeting guidelines 
for the fut~re development of the overall approach, with 
particular raferenee to E~JPt, Lebanon, Syria and Jordan. 
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REGIONAL POLICY 

The Council noted tha·l; ·Ghere were no further 
obstacles -~o the adoption of the texts settine up a 
Europaan Regional Development Fund and a Regional Policy 
Comrnittee. 

A meeting was held between the Council and a 
delegation from the Europeru1 Parliament, led by its 
President, to settle differences on this subject. There 
seemed to be a large consensus in favour of the proposed 
regulations. 

The ~ouncil agreed to adopt the texts forrually as 
soon as the Europaan Parliament had delivere~ another 
Opinion, which it is to do at its part-session of 
10 to 14 :March. It was also agreed that the regulations 
governing regional policy would enter into force with 
retroactive effect as from 1 January 1975. 

The Council also established draft supplementary and 
rectifying budget No 1 of tlle Europaan Comrnunities fot-
1975, the main purpose of which is to implament the 
Europaan Reeional Developn:.ent Fund. 
forwarded to the Europaan Parliament 
budget procedure.

The Council adopted, in the official languages of the 
Communities, the following Resolution on concerted action and 
consultatien between the Membar Statas on industrial policy 
in the aeronautical sector~ 

"THE COUNCIL OF THE EUROPEAN COMMUNITIES, 

Having regard to the Treaty establishing the Europaan Economie 
Community; 

\~ereas the aeronautical industry is important for the economie 
and technological position of the Community in the world; 
whereas there are problems facing the industry in meeting 
external competition; 

Whereas the launching of programmes by undertakings is dependent 
on action by public authorities; whereas it is therefore 
necessary for Membar Statas to co-ordinate their national 
policies in order to avoid unnecessary duplication, improve 
the choice of these programmes and determine together the 
means for carrying them out; 

Vlliereas such concerted action should be based on a thorough 
investigation, to be carried out in consultatien with users 
and producers, of the requirements and prospects of the market 
and of other important factors affecting the future of aero­
nautical programmes; 
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V.~erens the strengthening of the Community's aeronautical sector 
requires that Member Statea co-ordinate their policies in that 
sector to achieve the promotion of an improved industrial 
structure in the Community and its Member States; 

Y.fuereas the demands of competition require among other things 
that competitive prices be charged and sustained, 

RAS AGREED AS FOLLOWS~ 

I. In order to co-ordinate their civil aeronautical policies, 
the govGrnments of the n-!ember Stat es shall ~ 

(1) (a) make available to one another all the information 
necessary for that purpose; 

(b) concert their action on nGw programmes for civil 
aircraft and engines intended for such aircraft. 
This concerted action shall consist of mutual con­
sultatien with a view to reaching an agreement, 
without any legal obligations to do so; 

(2) adopt a favourable attitude on a.ny moves towards the 
structural alignrnent of aeronautical undertakings in the 
various Member States of the Co~~unity, with a view to 
improved industrial structure whereby the competitiveness 
of the European aeronautical industry on world markets 
can be ensured; 

(a) if necessary, hold appropriate consultations on any 

moves towards alignment which aeronautical under­
takings might make;

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(b) intensify their efforts to ensure the swift

adoption of Commtuli·ty measures intended to create 
a legal framework for Europaan undertakinGS and to 
reduoe obstacles to structural groupings. 

II. · Membar Statas recogri.ize that in order ·to ensure a 
market for aircraft produced in the Communi·ty, the 
demands of competition require, among other things, 
that competitive prices be charged anà sustained. 

To this end, and in observance of the Treaty's 
provisions on State aid, the governments concerned 
shall, wherever a programme is carried out jointly in 
saveral ~amber States, undertake to examina whether it 
is possible to grant and hex.monize aid. 

III. The concerted action referred to in point I (1)(b) 
and the consultations referred to in points I (2)(a) 
and II will t~~e place within the Cottncil, it being 
understood that: 

the concerted action ~~d consultations will be as 
informal and flexible as possible and, in particular, 
will not prejudge the right of each Kember State to 
take part in discussions with other "Member Statas or 
with third countries, and 

- representatives of the airlinea and aeronautical 
industries in the I,Iember Stat es may be invi ted, in 
accordance with the ar~angements adopted by the 
Council, to take part in the concerted action and 
consultations. 
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IV. The Council shall conduct a regular mcamination of 
the way in which this Resolution is implemented. It 
hereby requests the Permanent Representatives Committee 

. to submit to it, by 1 October 1975, a preliminary 
general report, based on a Commission report, on the 
oparating condi ti ons ob·taining in the CommUJ."Li ty aireraf-t 
construction industry and on the measures necessary for 
its development."
