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EURATOM FIVE-YEAR RESEARCH PROGRAM REORGANIZED;

COUNCIL ALLOCATES ADDITIONAL FUNDS

WASHINGION, D.C., May 14 --- The Euratom Council of Ministers, composed
of the foreign ministers of the member states, unanimously approved
yesterday in Brussels the wodification of the Community's Five-Year
Research Program for the period 1963-67.

The rcorganization was proposed by the Commission in mid-1964
to offset the effects of inflatidnary pressures on the costs of equip-
ment and construction since the program was first adopted in July 1962,

The modification places greater e&phasis on the Orgel project
(for an advanced type of heavy-water reactor consuming natural uranium
as fuel), fast breeder reactors, certain joint research center estab-
lishments, and thermonuclear fusion. The budget was enlarged by $5.58
million bringing the total amount of funds allocated for the five-year

period to $455 million,
