FIXING OF PRICES AND CONNECTED MEASURES 

Continuing its discussions on the fixing of agricultural 
prices for 1976/77 and connected measures, the Council 
examined in detail the most important problems arising in 
the various specific sectors and the so-called "horizontal" 
- i.e. agri-monetary -measures. 

The basic purpose of the discussion was to determine 
more accurately the key problems to be resolved if an overall 
solution was to be worked out at the next meeting on agri­
cultural questions, the discussion thus involved in particular 
cereals (distinction between wheat of bread-making quality and 
fodder wheat, durum wheat, the prices of other cereals and 
rice), milk and milk products (absorbing of surpluses etc.) 
beef and veal (system of guarantees to be provided - the 
question of premiums) and oils and fats (price level and level 
of aid for olive oil production). 

The Council noted that considerable thought and 
complicated technical preparations were needed before a 
solution to the various problems could be reached and agreed 
to postpone its next meeting, planned for 23/24 February, 
to 2/3 l~ch.

In view of the fact that this meeting will take place 
after the close of the 1975/76 milk year as originally laid 
down, the Council extended the milk year by two weeks, up to 
14 March 1976. For purchases made by the intervention agencies 
in the milk sector during the period 1 to 14 I.Iarch 1976, these 
agancies will pay vendorc, over and above the purchase price for 
the 1975/76 milk year, a sum equal to the difference between 
that purchase price and the purchase price for the beginning 
of the 1976/77 milk year. 

The Council has also fixed 14 March as the end of the 
marketing year for beef and veal, and without prejudice to its 
final decisions in this fieldt it has authorized the grant to 
producers of adult bovine animals of a national premium of 
77.06 UA from 1 March to that date. If the Council should 
adopt a new system of premiwns for the 1976/77 marketing year 
similar to those provided for in Regulation No 464/75, the 
rules laid down for any financing of these premilli~s shall be 
applied in a similar fashion to the correspondinG premiums 
applicable during the period from 1 to 14 March 1976. As 
regards the system of premiums for the birth of calves, the 
Council has agreed that this should be continued until the 
end of the marketing year as laid down initially, that is 
until 4 April next.

POTATOES 

Oiring to the problems in securing supplies of potatoes 
for the Cowaunity market, the Council adopted the Regulation 
introducing a tax on exports of ware potatoes and on non­
certified seed potatoes to non-member countries. This tax 
amounts to 15 UA/100 kg.

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EMERGENCY AID FOR LEBANON 

The Council agreed on emergency aid for Lebanon. This 
aid totals 1 MUA and comprises a financial contribution of 
100,000 UA to be paid to the International Red Cross for 
supplies of medicines and surgical equipment and food aid 
amounting to 3,589 tonnes of cereals, 200 tonnes of butteroil 
and 250 tonnes of skimmed milk powder. 

The necessary practical arrangements will be made to 
ensure that this aid reaches Lebanon quickly. 

This aid is in addition to that agreed bilaterally by 
the Member States for Lebanon in the last few months •

Mardi seir, vera 23 h, les Ministres de !'Agriculture ent termine leurs travaux 
sans aveir fait des pregres cencernant lea prix agriceles peur la campagne 
1976/77. La plupart des declaratiens censtituaient des repetitions, bien que ap­
prefendies, de peaitiens deja cennues depuis la sessien de janvier. 

La prepeaitien de la Cemmission cencernant 11 applicatien d'une cautien aux pretuits 
pre·teiniques ainsi que cello visant 1' ectrei d'une aide au steckage des m8mes 
produitac~ent ete·assez bien re9ues par lea Ministres. A l'exceptien du ministre 
i tali en, qui. s' eppesai t a ce qu' en decharge "lea difficul tee creees par un secteur 
sur un autre qui n' est pas du teut cencerne" et du ministre neerlanciais qui, faute 
de preparatie~ refusait de discuter des prepesitiens, teutes les delegatiens etaient 
d'avis que ce neuveau systeme censtitue une nette amelieratien par rappert a l'incer­
poration ebligateire. Le dessier a ate enveye au Cemite special peur etude. 
En presentant aes prepesitiens aux Ministres, M. Lardineis a souligne qu1il s'agit 
d'une action unique non repetable. La duree de l'actien sera limitee a sept meis 
pendant lesqueDes environ 600.000 tonnes de poudre de lait serent previsiblement 
utilises dans l'alimentatien des animaux. Ce n'est qu'en achetant de la poudre de 
lait denaturee que les operateurs pourront recuperer la oautien applicable a tous 
les preduits preteiniques impertea eu preduits dans la Communaute. Le niveau de 
la caution sera fixe plus tard par la Cemmissien-aveo le Gemite de gestion. Ceci 
vaut egalement peur l'aide au steckage des produits preteiniques impertes et preduits 
dans la C.emmunautg. M:. Lardineis a a:eclare qu'un steak de preteineux d'enviren 
400.000 tennes ne seraient oertainement pas un luxe peur la Cemmunaute qui i6pend 
fertement des importations de oe preduit et qui dispese de reserves pour aeulement 
3 eu 4 s·emaines. Bien stlr le steckage propose est egalement destine i. eliminer teute 
incidence immediate du systeme de caution (qui revient a uno obligation d'aohat de 
peudre de lait) sur !'importation dans la Communaute des preduits proteagineux et 
notamment du seya en provenance des Etats-Unis. 

Comme lea Ministres ne seront pas en mesure de prendre une decision finale sur le 
paquet des prix avant le Jer mars, ila ent decide de reporter le debut te la campagne 
laitiere au 15 mars.
