categories of eligible infrastructure, co-ordination of Community anf.
national pol-lcies, etc. As a basls for its dlscussions the Councll
had before it a progress report from the permanenX Representatlves
Committee and a paper from the Presidency suggesting possible
compromises.

The dlscussion showed that the members of the Council were
anxious that the work on this dossier should culminate in
substantive agreement at the meetlng in May. To this end the
Council instructed the Permanent Representatlves Commlttee to press
on with the preparatory work on the basis of the Presldencyts
suggestions for compromises and ln the light of today's discusslons.

RENEWAL OF THE 1979 US EXPORT ADMINISTRATION ACT

The council reiterated 1ts very serlous concern regarding
certain aspects of the United States Adminlstrationrs proposaLs

The Council held an initial substantive exchange of views on
the Commlssion communication on the guidelines for the forthcomlng
ACP-EEC negotiations, and stressed the considerabre importance
of the communi.cation.

It agreed to suggest to the ACP States that the negotiations
open in September. It lnstructed the Permanent Representatives
committee to make the approprlate amangements to enable it to
adopt the necessary negotlating dlrectives at its July meeting at
the Iatest.
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PREPAR/TTION FOR UNCTAD VI

Having exchanged views on progress with the Communityrs

preparatory work for UNCTAD VI in Be1grade, the Council

- confirmed the Community's determination to play as constructive
a role as possible at that Conference on the basis of a jotnt
posi tion;

instructed the Permanent Representatives Committee to repont
back to it at its meeting on 24 NIay 1983 so that the Council
could then define, on the basis of a Commission communj-cation,

the broad outlines of the Communityrs overall positlon.

TRADE PROTECTION MEASURES ADOPTED BY ITALY

Within the framework of the procedures under Regulation
No 288/82 on common rules for imports, Italy lntroduced an appeal

against the Commission decision of 23 February 1983 whereby

imports into Italy of malleable cast-iron tube and pipe fittings
originating in certain third countries should be subject to no

quantitative restrictions.

At this meeting the Council decided to extend until
l- June 1983 the perlod within which it had to rule on this
Commission decision and during which the measures adopted by

Italy would thus continue to apply.
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MEETING WITH THE EUROPEAN PARLIAMENT

on the occasion of this counclr meetlng, a meeting was herd
wlth a European Parriament delegation led by the president,
Mr DANKERT, and conslsting of the Chalrman of the political Affairs
