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DRAFT COUNCIL CONCLUSTONS

1. The Council held a wide-ranging exchange of views on

strengthening co-operation between the Member States in the splrlt
of the Resolution of 14 January 1974 on the co-ordination of

' national policies and the definition of projects of interest to
the Community in the field of scl_ence and technology.

Concluding this exchange of views, the Council agreed to
lay down a procedure for iniorming and consurting the Member

States and the Commission aS regards significant scientific and
technical installations with a vievi to rationalizing their use and
location. To thls end, it called on the commisslon to make a
suitable inventory of major existing and projected national,
inter-governmental and Community facilities and laboratories;
NEUTRON SUPPLY BY SPALLATION, THE GRAN SASSO UNDERGROUND

LABORATORY, THE MARTNE TEcHNoLoGy CENTRE, etc. were mentionêd
as examples in the first instance. The Council undertook to
discuss this matter on the basls of the Commission document before
the end of 1985.

2. In this context,
project, the Council

àfter examining the European Synchrotron
emphasized the Community's interest i.n its

rearization ln vlew of the significance of such a scientific
toôI.

Acknowledging also the ÿarue of having a community position
on this laboratory, the council took positive note of the
Grênoble optlon for its rocdtion, and asked the commission to
study further the community's invorvement in the project on the
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lines set out in lts communication of 1.3 December 1984 (see

1.t4gL/84 RECH 131) and if appropriate to submit proposals in
this connection.

3. Furthermore, the Council decitled that the aim of the proiect
of European significance refemed to in its Decision of
22 December 1983 concerning the JRC programme ( 1 ) would be to
real1ze a Tritium Handllng Laboratory at the Ispra Establishment
of the JRC.

The Commission confirmed that the establishment of the

Tritium Handling Laboratory would not lead to increases 1n staff
or non-staff costs in the current Joint Research Centre budget and

would not lead to increases in real terms in running costs when

proposals were put forward for the revision of the Joint Research

Centre L984-1987 programme.

The Council will formally adopt this Decision in the official
Ianguages of the Communities aS an rrArr item at a forthcoming
meeting, on the basis of the amended Commission proposal (2).

4. Irrlith regard to the Presidency's initiative for research in
informatics applled to society (fnfS), the Council, having heard

the Commission statement, noted with satisfaction that the
latter was ready to carry out studies on the topics mentioned in
the Presidencyrs initiative and that, for this purpose, the
Commlssion proposed to organlze a seminar in December 1-985.

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S. (a) There is general agreement as to the desirability and

importance of the earlÿ lmplementatlon of a definition phase
for the RACE progremme. The aim is to prepare a general
European framework fo'r developing advanced communications
systems for the future and to promote the technological and
industrial co-operation màde necessary by the complexity and
rlsks inherent ln the dève]-opment of advanced networks,
terminals and servlce§ and the creation of the right environ-
ment for establishing a vast irrternal market. ft will not be
possibre to define and examlne a community R & D programme
in thls field until thLs phase is completed.

The Commission would polnt out

in this connectlon that an amount of l-O MECU in commitment

approprlatlons and 3 MECU in payment appropriations has

been provlded by the budget authority ln 1985. However,

ln view of the current budget situation, the Commission

undertakes to keep wlthln the framework of the budget

decislons recommended ln December 1984 by the Research Council

concernlng the llmitatlon of payment appropriations for
research ln L985 and 1986.

The Permanent Representatives Committee will also have

to consider whether the Communlty's rate of contributlon to
this second part should be maintained at 5O%.
