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EUROPEAN ECONOMIC AREA - PROTOCOL OF ADAPTATTON

Following an oral report from Commissioner VAN DEN BROEK, the Council agreed in substance
on the outcome of the negotiations with the EFTA partners on the protocol of adaptation of the
EEA Agreement made necessary following the negative result in the Swiss referendum.

The President of the Council wil! inform the European Parliament at its part-session this week,

which will make it possible, on the basis of the formal proposal expected from the Commission,

to conveno the Diplomatic Conference provided for in the EEA Agreement in order to sign the

Protoco! of adaptation next week.

Member States will ensure that ratifications of the Protocol of adaptation take place as soon as

possible to enable the adapted EEA Agreement to enter into force on I Juty l gg3.

COHESION FUND - INTERIM INSTRUMENT

Without prejudice to Parliament's Opinion, the Councit discussed the proposal for a Regulation

establishing a cohesion financia! instrument and was favourably disposed to the text of the

Regulation as it resulted from the proceedings of the Permanent Representatives Committee.

The Council instructed the Permanent Representatives Committee to consider possible

adiustments to the text, after receipt and in the light of the European Parliament's Opinion, with

a view to formal adoption of the Regulation at the next Council meeting, to enable it to enter

into force before 1 Apri!.
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FORMER YUGOSIAVIA

Lord owen reported to Ministers on the situation in New York. He emphasized how important
the firm and constructive support given by the community and its Member states to the efforts
of the co-chairmen had proved to be in advancing the negotiating process.

Ministers referred back to their Dectaration of 1 February (p.Og/g3) and reiterated their full
§upport for the actions of the co-Chairmen in this cruciat phase of the negotiations. They notêd
that the United States and Russia were backing the Vance/Owen plan by providing all the
n€cessary co-op€ration.

Ministers noted in particular that it was important now to obtain the approval of both the Serbs
and Muslims for the map of the internal frontiers of Bosnia and Herzegovina without delay.

Ministers noted that the coming weeks woutd be decisive and agreed on the need to continue
to exercise the strongest pressure on all sides, in particutar on Belgrade. As regards Croatia, it
was concluded that support should be given to the current efforts in Geneva to reach a

territorial solution which would permit the renewal of the UNPROFOR mandate.

The Sanctions Co-ordinator reported to the Council on the accomptishment of the mission
entrusted to him by the cscE. He stressed the need to reinforce control messures and the
effectiveness of administrative procedures, in particutar in matters of transit and transhipment.
The council noted that Ambassador Napolitano would shortty be going to skopje and New york
where he would make contact with the sanctions committee.

Ministers recalled once again the crucial importance of strict and scrupulous apptication of the
sanctions in force, particularly on the Danube. They instructed the experts to study this
question and to report back to them. They also supported the action under way in the various
international fora dealing with such issues. They reserved the right to adopt further isolation
mea§ures against serbia and Montenegro if the situation so demanded.
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Ministers took note of the recent statem€nt by the Secretary-General of the United Nations and

stressed the importance of encouraging full participation by the United Nations in implementing

the peace plan as soon as it had been endorsed by the Security Council.

Ministers held an exchange of views on the implementation of the humanitarian aid measures

now in progress, particularly for the benefit of the former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia.

They noted that the Commission would shortly be convening a meeting of experts from the

Member States.

Ministers will continue to monitor the development of the situation closely. lf circumstances so

require, they will meet to review their positions.

COMMERCIAL POLICY ISSUES

- Uruguav Round and other ouestions

The Council heard a report from Commissioner Sir Leon Brittan on talks which he held in the

United States from 10 to 12 February with the new United States administration on the

Uruguay Round and bilateral problems arising in EEC-United States trade relations (steel,

government procurement and Airbus).

The President also informed the Council of talks he had had on the same subjects during his

recont visit to Washington.

ln particular, the Council confirmed its full support for the action taken by Sir Leon Brittan in the

context of the conclusions of his meeting on 1 and 2 February with a view to finding a

satisfactory solution to bilateral disputes.

The Council postponed until its next meeting on 5 and 6 April the question of the conclusion of

an Agreement with the United States on the protection and mutua! recognition of certain spirit

drinks.

The Council heard a statement by Commissioner Steichen on the Commission proposal for the

conclusion by the Council of an Agreement with the United States on oilseeds, lt also toqk

note of the comments and positions of certain delegations.

The Council will take up this matter again on the Presidency's initiative at one of its

forthcoming meotings.

COMMUNITY TNSTRUMENTS OF COMMERCTAL DEFENCE AND COIVTMON RU.IEq.FOR

IMPORTS

The Council held a further discussion of the problems posed by the revision of decision-making

procedures relating to commercial defence and common rules for irnports from third countri@s

with market economies and State-trading countries.

Since delegations' positions were unchanged, it was unable to take a decision at this stag@.

Howsver, the Fresidency undenook along with tho Commission to continue to seek ways of

achieving an acceptable compromise, if possible at its next meeting on 5 and 6 Apri! 1993.

RELATIONS WITH T}IE UNITED STATES

!n view of the importance which the Community and its Member States attach to strengthening

co-operation with the United States in al! areas, particularly with the advent of a new

administration, Ministers agreed to devote part of their informal "Gymnich" -style meeting on 24

and 25 April 1993 at Hindsgavl Castle, Denmark, to a discussion on this subject.

United States would be carried out by the Permanent Representatives Committee on the basis

of a commission document and by the Political Directors, the co-ordinarors, Group and çELAD.
ln this context, Ministers also stressed the importance of the growth initiative resulting from the
conclusions of the Edinburgh European Council which would be the subject of discussions in the
ECOFIN Council on 15 March ,l993.

RELATIONS WITH BULGARTA

The Counci! adopted the Decision to sign the Europe Association Agreement with Bulgaria, as

well as the lnterim Agreement intended to implement the trade section in advance.

The signing ceromony took place at the end of the morning (see Joint press Release SOIS/g3
Presse 28).

The Council heard a statement from the Netherlands detegation disputing the justification for
the Decision adopted by the Commission on 25 February, at the request of the French and

Italian Governments, instituting safeguard measures on import of rice originating in the
Netherlands Antilles - the setting of a minimum import price and inspection of data and

commercial documents relating to import operations.

The Council invited the Commission and the Netherlands delegation to contact each other
directly to ascertain whether alternative sotutions were possible.

TEXTILES

The Council adopted the Decision on the opening of negotiations with the Republics of the
former Soviet Union (Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Motdova,
the Russian Federation, Tajikistan, Uzbekistan and the Ukraine) for the conclusion of new
bilateral agreements on trade in textites.
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FOLITICAL DIALOGUE WITH THE VISEGBÂD COUNTRIES

During. the evening a me6ting.took place betwean tho Comrnunity'Mir,listenialrTrolka and fte
Ministers for Foreign Affairs of the four Visegrad countries, viz.: Mr Géza JESZENSKY, Minister

for Foreign Affairs of Hungary; Mr Kzysztof SKUEISÆW§KI, Mir,rister for Foreigr+ Affairs o$

Poland; Mr Milan KNAZKOV, Dopuÿ Prime Minister and Minister for Foreign Affairs of §tbvakia;'

and Mr Josef ZIELENIEC. Minister for Foreign Affairs o,f the Czech Republic.

The meeting was devoted to a political dialogue on a number of intemational issues of comrnon

interest, in particular relations between the Community and the Visegrad countries, the procoss

of reform in Rueaia, the situation in the UkrainE and events in folrner Yugælavia, wiûh the alrn

of achieving gr€ater understanding betweon both groups of the scope of ttnose problerns"

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MISCELLANEOUS DECISIONS

Relations with Romania

The Counci! adopted the Decision on the conclusion by the EEC of the lnterim Agreement on
trade and trade-related matters between the European Economic Community and the European
Coal and Steel Community on the one hand and Romania on the other.

Relations with the Mediterranean countries

The Council adopted the Regulations:

- totally or partially suspending the duties applicable to certain products falling within
Chapters 1 to 24 (agricultural products - GSP) of the combined nomenclature and originating
in Malta (1993);

- establishing ceilings and Community surveillance for imports of certain textile products
originating in Malta (1993);

- suspending wholly or in part the Common Customs Tariff duties on certain agricultural
products (GSP) originating in Turkey (1993).

Canarv lslands

The Counci! adopted the Regulation extending unti! 31 December 2000 application of the
charge known as 'arbitrio insular-tarifa especial" levied when certain sensitive products are
introduced into the Canary lslands from other parts of the Community. The rate of the charge
for each of the products listed in the Annex to the Regulation may at no time exceed 9O7o of
the rate applicable to like products originating in thlrd countries.

Fisheries

The European Parliament having delivered its Opinions, the Council adopted Regulations on the
conclusion of the Protocols establishing the fishing opportunities and the financial contribution
provided for in the Agreements between the Community and the Governments of

- Mozambique, for the period 1 January 1992 to 30 September lg93;

- Angola, for the period 3 May 1992 to 2May 1994.

The Protocol with Mozambique provides for a contribution of ECU 300 O00 for a catch of I

6 000 tonnes of tuna in Mozambican waters. The Protocol with Angola sets an amount of
ECU 13 900 000 in exchange for activity by Community fishing vessels within the following
limits:

- shrimp vessels: 7 350 GRT per month, maximum 22 vessels;
- trawlers: 1 800 GRT per month, maximum 5 vessels;
- tuna vessels: 27;
- longliners: 5 vessels.
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Anti-dumoino

The Council adopted the Regulation extending for two months the provisional antidum,ping duty
on imports of certain seamless pipes and tubes, of iron or roîrslloy steel, origirlatir,E in forlnsr
Czechoslovakia, Hungary, Poland and the Republic of Croatia, given tl',rat examindiori of ths
facts had not yet been completed.

Le conselt décldera probablement sans débat le contenu du protocote
addltlonnel par rapport à t'accord EEE afln do tenlr compte du faltque la Sulsse ne falt plus part le cte cet accord. Alnsl, tes
dlfflcultés au nlveau de la Communauté ont pu être surmontées, entre
autres en ce qul concerne l'ampleur et les modalltés d'appllcatlon
notamment sur le plan de Ia bonlf lcat lon des taux d'lntérêts en
relatlon avec !e mécanlsme flnancler prévu pour t,accord.

Blen entendu, sutte à cette déclslon du Conset!, ll y aura oncore ilou
de formallser l'accord avec les pays de l'AELE de telte sorte que ta
procédure de ratlf lcatlon pu!sse être !nttlée dans les meil teurs
délals.

4. Comnerclal defence reolme

The Communlty's new lmport reglme, due to come lnto force ln January
but blocked In tho Councl! ovsr the refusal of certaln menber statss
to accept the Commlsslon's parellel proposat to accelerate antt-
dumplng procedures, wl I I be on the agenda. The alm of the package ls
to replace the 6,000-odd natlonal lmport quotas wlth one eet of now
EC-wlde quota mechanlsms, and to acceterate antl-dumptng and other
commerclal defence lnstruments by roformtng the votlng procodures usedfor the lmposltlon of deflnltlve dutles. The Commlsslon has produced
three compromlses to dats, and lntends to move no further at thls
stage (the Commlsslon's latest compromlse, reJectecl by a blocklng
mlnor lty of member states, would provlde for swtf ter tmposlt lon of
safeguard measures on state-tradlng countrles than on others). The
Danlsh presldency ls llkely to dlscuss lts own compromlse measures,
whlch the Commlsslon treats wlth sceptlclsm, consldertng them too
vague.



5. Bl lateral trade dlsoutes rlth the tlS

Slr Leon Brlttan wlll speak to the Councll about the three "hot
potatoes": Alrbus, publ lc procurement and steel. On oubl lc
orocurement. we wlll hold talks wlth the Amerlcans on March 15 ln a
further attempt to have the US pull back from the retallatory measures
they have threatened agalnst the EC's dlrectlve on publlc procurement
!n water, tolecommunlcat !ons, transport and onergy (so-cal led
'Utllltles' Dlrectlve). On Alrbus. Slr Leon wll! explaln the US's
deslre for consultatlons under our bl !ateral agreement on alrcraft
subsldles of July 1992, ment lonlng how such consultat lons are normal
and ln fact obllgatory. A date for thls consultatlon ls belng sought
for the end of March; on s&g.L Slr Leon wlll seek furthor solldarlty
from the Councll agalnst the US prellmlnary dutles on exports of flat
products, explalnlng how we are consultlng wlth the US ln the GATT on
the procedures they have used to arrlve at such clutles.

6.§ÀfL

Thls wl Il be the f lrst occaslon for Slr Leon to brlef the Forelgn
Mlnlsters on hls recent trlp to Washlngton. Meanwhlle, GATT
negotlators have begun soeklng a basls for a restart to talks ln
Geneva, âlthough the plcturs wlll remaln clouded untll lt ls
absolutely certaln how much of an ertenslon the US Congress ls wllllng
to offer on the'fast-track'authorlty. On the questlon of ollseeds,
conflrmatlon of the Blalr House accord by means of a Councl! vote ls
not erpected, as thls would meroly lnflame tempers on the eve of the
French electlons, and lt remalns up to the Danlsh presldency as to how
they lntend to proceed.

7. Tert I les

The Commlsslon wl I I ask the Councl I for a formal mandato to start
negot lat lng new bllateral tertl Ies agreements wlth the '12 former
Sovlet republlcs, followlng the erplry of the olcl agreement at the end
of 1992. Tho maln questlon mark hangs over whether the Councll wlll
mandate tho Commlsslon to establlsh one slngle quota for all 12
republ lcs, to be shared out amongst themselves, of whether the EC wl t t

apportlon parts of that quota to each lndlvldual republlc. The Danes
wl I I seek a compromlse accordlng to whlch the three maln republ lcs
would recelve quotas and the other 9 would recelve a survel I lance and
'double verlf lcatlon'mechanlsm lnstead of quotas.

Les Mlnlstres ont consacré une large part le de leur temps à la ',sltuat lon
en er-Yougoslavle".

Au cours de la matlnée les Mlnlstres ont entendu un rapport oral de Lord
Owen sur l'état des négoclat lons entre tes trols pariles belIlgérants en
Bosnte-Herzégovlne.

M.Owen a préclsé que les négoctatlons se sttuent dans une phase cruclateet qu'll y a malntonant lleu de procéder en deur étapes, à savolr :

1. Concentrer les efforts sur la partle des musutmans bosnlagues et
notamment M. lzetbegovlc, afln de le convalncre de marquer son accordsur !a partlo clu compromls Vance/Owen concernant te tracé de ta carte
répartlssant la Bosnle-Herzégovlne entre tes trols groupes ethnlques.
M. Owen a rappelé que toutes los partles avalent déJà donné teur
accord sur les deur autres volets du compromls Vanco/Owen, à savolr
les aspects constltutlonnels alnsl que les modal ltés du cessez-!e-feu.

2. Après avolr obtenu !'accord du côté de M. lzetbegovlc, ll soralt utlle
d'ampllf ler la presslon sur les Serbes bosnlaques représentés par M.
Karadzlc, notamment par le blals d'une nouvel te résolut ton ctu Conseil
de sécurtté de l'ONU, afln de flnalement obtenlr te consentement de
cette partle au plan de palr, notamment sur le tracé de Ia carte.

M. Owen s'est également rétéré à certalnes déclarattons récentes dusecrétalre Générat de l'oNU, M. Boutros Boutros-Ghalt, cetul-cl
n'excluant plus l'éventuallté de l'uttllsatlon de moyens mllltalres pour
assurer le bon respect du compromls Vance/Owen après avolr enréglstré
l'accord des trols part les en quesilon sur ce compromls.
