The President of the Council thanked Antwerp and Graz for their efforts in organizing events for

the "European city of culture' and 'European culturat month' in 1993 and congratulated them

on making them highly successfu!.

ECONOMIC ASPECTS OF CUTTURE AT{D ITS JOB€REANNG ROLE

On the basis of a note from the Presidency, the Councit exchanged views on the economic

aspects of culture and its job-creating role.

Following the discussion, the President noted that the Commission woutd take account of the
comments made in its white paper on growth, competitiveness and employment. He also

invited the Commission to draw up an assessment of the contribution of cupure as a job-creator

in the Member States.

FIXED BOOK PRICE AND STATUS OF THE ARTIST

The Council heard an oral report from the Presidency on the informal meeting of Ministers for
Culture in Antwerp on 19 and 20 September l gg3.

The Presidency reminded the meeting that the Commission had undertaken tg carry out a
further exploratory examination of the fixed book-price issue in the hope of fipding pragmatic

solutions for cross-border trade in the sâme language area.

The Presidency pointed out that the Commission was prepared to carry out an inventory of
work relating to the status of the artist with the assistance of an ad hoc working party of
representatives of the Member States. lt would be for the Council to draw any conctusions from
that work.

Mr PINHEIRO confirmed the undertakings given in Antwerp.

THE CINEMA'S FIRST CENTURY

At the initiative of the French delegation, the Council adopted the following Besolution on the

cinema's first century:

"THE COUNCIL

Aware of the place which the cinema has occupied for a hundred years in our common cultural

heritage and the importance of its influence on the development of other mgans of expression

and communication both in the arts and in the media;

Aware of the fundamental role as a witness to the history of our community which the cinema

has played throughout that period,

Becognizing the importance of the cultural, technical and economic exchanges it has led to in

Europe,

Whereas the centenary of the invention of the cinematograph will be celebrated in the nerc

few years,

AGREES, with a view to celebrating the centenary of cinema, to:

- increase action to restore films from the European heritage in the conte6t of greater

co-operation between Member States' archives, notably in the framewqrk of the MEDIA

programme (Lumière project);

- encourage the dissemination of this heritage in European festivals and qinemas in

initiatives to highlight the importance of this heritage for the future of Brropean cinema;

- promote awareness of the artistic trends of European cinema, its pioneors and its schools,

in the interests of a continuing dialogue with contemporary film-makers;

CALLS ON the Commission to participaæ in this campaign, in pârticular in liaison with the

Council of Europo, by:

- continuing and expanding its activities to commemorate this centenary, particularly as part

of its action in support of film festivals;

- helping to give maximum publicity to action taken in all Member States."

"ln adopting this Resolution, the Ministers for Culture recalled with gratitudo and emoüon the

figure of Federico Fellini, whose work helped to stimulate a love of the cinema over ssveral

generations, both in Europe and throughout the world.'

E\'ALUATION OF TI{E if,OlA PROGRAMME

The Council adopted the following conclusions:

'The Council took note of the Commission communication of 23 July 1993 qn thê evaluation

report drawn up in accordance with Article 8 of the Decision of 21 tlecembsr 199O setting up

the MEDIA programme.

It requested the Commission to taks the appropriato action as a result, particularly as regards

the co-ordination and financial supervision of activities, with the assistance of the Committee

set up under Article 7 of the Decision and in accordance with the procedures laid down in that

Article, respecting the decentralized character of the programme.

!t considered that the programme's objectives responded to considerable demand in the

European audiovisual field and that they were worth pursuing in the future.
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On the question of funding for the MEDIA programme up to the end of 1995 which was raised

in the evaluation report, the Council noted the need to ensure continuity in existing activities.

Finally, the Counci! considered that it was necêssary to examine as of now the measures

which would be needed to launch the MEDIA ll programme after 1995.'

AUDIOVISUAL MATTMS

Following a statement by Mr Dl RUPO on the results of the seminar of MinistErs responsible for

Audiovisual Matters (Mons, 4 and 5 October 1993), the Ministers exchanged views with

Commissioner PINHEIRO on the latost developments in the GATT negotiations as regards

audiovisual matters.

EUROPEAN CAMPATGN ON READING FOR PTEASURE

The Council took note of an information note from the Commission on eventq during the

'Reading for Pleasure" campaign which was launched in Copenhagen in April.

SARA.'EI'O

The Ministers for Cutture, meeting within the Council, in a desire to enable the creative and

artistic Community in Bosnia-Hezegovina to continue to express themselves and to take part in

European cultura! exchanges

- calted on the Commission to consider providing financial support for the 1Oth Winter Festival

in Saraievo;

approved the fact that some Member States intended to offer support in the way they

deemed most appropriate, both in Sarajevo and in their own countries, for acts of solidarity

with Sarajevo planned by artistic and cultural circles.
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MISCELLANEOUS DECISIONS

FISHERIES

The Council adopted the Regulations:

- authorizing Estonian fishing vessels to exploit the quotas allocated to them in Community
waters for 1993, in accordance with the reciprocal arrangements in force, and allocating
catch quotas between Member States for vessels fishing in Estonian waters in the same
Yeati

- increasing fishing possibilities for 1993 under Regulation No 3919192 :

. in view of the completion of the arrangements concluded with Estonia for 1993;

. in view of the increased access to Norwegian waters granted to Communis fishermen in
accordance with the arrangements concluded with Norway;

. in order to increase current TACs for sprat in the North Sea, sole in the Skagerrak and the
Kattegat and Norway lobster to the west of Scotland;

. in order to implement an exchange of quotas with Sweden in the Skagerrak and the
Kattsgat.

The Council also adopted the Decision allowing provisional application for the period
1 August 1993 to 31 July 1996 of the Protocol setting out the fishing opportunities and
financial contribution provided for in the Fisheries Agreement between the Community and
Mauritania.

The Protocol was initialled on 10 June 1993 and for the period in question grants Community
vessels the following fishing opportunities off Mauritania:

- Specialized vessels

. fishing vessels specializing in crustaceans, with the exception of crawfieh:
4 5OO GRT/month annual average;

. black hake trawlers and bottom longliners: 12 000 GRT/month annual qverage;

. vessels fishing for demersal species other than black hake with gear othor than trawls:
2 600 GRT/month annual average;

. trawlers fishing for deepwater demersa! species other than black hakez 4 2OO GRT/month
annua! average;

. pot vessels (crawfish): 300 GRT/month annua! average.
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- Vessels fishing for highly migratory species

. Pole-and-line tuna vessels and surface longliners : l l vessels

, Freezq tune seiners 94 wssels.

The tota! financial compensation amounts to ECU 26 m, of which ECU 360 0O0 will be devoted
to training in the fisheries sector.

CUSTOMS UNION

The Council adopted the Regulation amending Regulaüon (EEC) No 2658/87 on the tariff and
statistical nomenclature and on the Common Cr.rstoms Tariff.

BUDGET

The Council established letter of amendment No 1 to the draft general budgeg of the European
Communities for 1994 which includes a chango in the allocation of EAGGÈGuarantee
appropriations and the addition of appropriations for financial assistance to tho tenitories of the
West Bank and Gaza.
