Ttp Council heard a statement by Sir Leon BBITTAN on the diecussio4s h€ had held with

th€ thtited States and on the progress of the bilatsral and multilateral talks in Geneva.

Referrirq to the conclusions of the Brussels European Council sn 29 October 1993, the

Council reaffhmed that it was now more necsssary than ever that every etfort sftould be

made to reach an overall, lasting and balanced agreement in the Urugqay Round

negotiations by the scheduled deadline of 15 Deoembr 1993, in acowdanc-e with the

conclusions arrd guidelinee laid down by the Cæncil an 20 September and

4 octo'ber 1993.

tn this connection, the Council voiced ite concsrn €t the olow progresc of the

negotiations and at cortain ræont blockagCIs, particularly on the part ol fia Community's

major trading partnors. lt considered üat if the negotiations wsr€ to succeed in the few

weeko which remained, the politicians of all parties to tho fiegotiatioræ mtist mako a

sustained sfiort and it was esserfiialto rsturn to the conospt of globaBtV of th€

nogotiations by advancing simultaneously on all fronts where there were still ,problems in

the narious areas of negotiatim. lt apBeah urgsntly to ütê main Frtners to sngag€ more

actively in the negotiationa. h is desirabl€ that the broad outlines of tfls final goneral

agrestnont emergo by the end of Novernber.

The Council oxamined the problems outstanding on the basis of the written report

submitted to it by the Commiesion. The Council generally endorsed tte aseeesmenæ

and guidelines in the report, subiect to delegatlons' commsnts or atlditione.

S. The Council recalled that one of the central objectives to be achieved by concluding the

Uruguay Round and setting up a Multilateral Trade Organization (MTO) was the provision

of a single, coherent framework for monitoring compliance with the commitments given

in att areas of the negotiations. lt was essential to achieve complete eguality of

treatment among all partners with the same level of development as regards the

compliance of national legislation with agreed multilateral rules and disciplines, and the

implementation of a multilateral integrated system for disputes.

6. ln this fina!, crucia! phase of the negotiations, the Council stressed the need for

Community cohesion and solidarity. The Presidency, in contact with the Member States

and the Commission, will ensure that the necessary co-ordination proc9dures are

established, including the convening of a specia! Council meeting. "

The Council instructed the Permanent Ropresentatives Committee to examlne the recent

Commission proposa! concerning the acceleration of the investigation periods for Community

trade protection measures and agreed to resume its discussions on this propooal and on the

problem of commerciat policy instruments as a whole at its moeting on 6 December 1993.

The Council noted that the Commission would shortly be submitting draft negotiating directives
for the conclusion of a Partnership Agreement with Tunisia and instructed the Permanent
Ropresentetivos Committeo to examine the draft so that the Council could discuss it at its
meeting on 6 December 1993.

ways to reach agreement as soon as possible.

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STABITITY PACT

The Council took note of an interim report submitted by the Political Committee dealing mainly

with consultations to date with third countries in connection with the European Union initiative
in the form of a joint action on a stability pact in Europe.

FORMER YUGOSLAVIA

On the basis of the general guidelines given by the European Council on 29 October 1993, the
Council decided on the joint action on support for the convoying of humanitarian aid in
Bosnia-Hezegovina (set out in Annex ll).

The Counci! also held an exchange of views on the situation in the former Yugoslavia and on

the various aspects of the negotiations. lt agreed to return to the question as a whole at an

extraordinary meeting on 22 November 1993 in Luxembourg.

Lastly, the Council heard a report by Ambassador Napolitano, the sanctions cp-ordinator, on the
application of the sanctions against Serbia/Montenegro and on their implications for
neighbouring countries. lt will !ikewise return to this question at the aforementioned

extraordinary Counci! meeting.

RELATIONS WITH BULGARIA

The Council was unable to reach a decision on the conclusion of an interim agreement with
Bulgaria because of the continuing disagreement at Community level on the inrplementation of
certain provisions of the agreement. The Presidency stated that it would see[< a way of
removing this impasse through bilatera! contacts, at the highest level, with thp Member States.

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FUTURE RELATIONS BETWEEN THE zuROPEAN COMMUNITY AND SW]TZEBLAND . COUNCIL

coNcLUsroNs

The Counci! held an exchange of views on the Commission communication regarding the

Community's future relations with Switzerland.

The Counci! noted the approach to future European policy set out by the Swiçs Federal Council,

which is based on the desire to keep all options open in order to secure active co-op€ration with

the Community, founded on a communiÿ of interests, including, depending on how the

situation develops, participation in the EEA and accession to the European Union. The Council

also noted that in the present circumstances the Swiss authorities wished to develop bilateral

relations with the Community in the immediate future.

The Council drew attention to the close and mutually beneficia! ties traditionally linking the

Community to Switzerland, which is one of its major partners. The Counci! confirmed the

importance which it too attached to developing co-operation with Switzerland in the interests

and to the benefit of both parties. While pleased that the options of participation in the EEA

and accession to the European Union remained open, the Council expressed the Community's

willingness to negotiate new sectoral agreements with Switzerland on the basis of an overall

balance of mutual advantages and, at the same time, to develop the Free-Trade Agreement.

The Council felt that relations with Switzerland might be developed in the following areas in

particular: transport, free movement of persons, research, access to the market for agricultural

products, technical barriers to trade, access to public contracts, veterinary and plant-health

legislation, intellectual property, geographical designations and designations of origin.

The Council trusts that negotiations can be started soon, initially in the areas of transport, ftee

movement of persons, research and access to the market for agricultura! pro{ucts, and as far as

possible also in the areas of technica! barriers to trade and access to publie contracts.

transport and calls on the Commission shortly to submit draft negotiating directives for the

other areas concerned.

The Counci! also hopes that a solution can soon be found, under the Free-Trade Agreement, to

the rules of origin problem resulting from the forthcoming entry into force of the EEA without

Swiss participation.

The Counci! intends to make sure that, where necessary, there is appropriate linkage between

the various sectoral agreements concerned.

DISPATCH OF A TEAM OF OBSERVERS FOR THE

PARLIAMENTARY ETECTIONS IN THE RUS§IAN FEDERATION

THE COUNCIL of the European Union,

having regard to the Treaty on European Union and in particular Article J.3 tfrereof,

Having regard to the general guidelines issued by the European Council on 29 October 1993

whereby support for the democratic process initiated in Russia was adopted as an area of
joint action,

HAS DECIDED AS FOLLOWS,

1. The European Union will send a team of observers to the forthcoming legislative

elections (December 1993) and the election campaign in Russia, in accordance with the
wishes of the Russian authorities.

2. The European Union will co-ordinate its efforts in conjunction with the lnternational
organizations concerned, including the Council of Europe and the CSCE.

3. To these ends, there will be set up in Moscow a Special Co-ordination and Reception

Unit placed under the authority of the Presidency, with which the Commission, also

acting within its own terms of reference, will be fully associated. The task of the

Special Unit will be to:

- co-ordinate the observers from the European Union;

- provide on-the-spot co-ordination with the international organizations concerned and

with the other international observers;

THE CONVOYING OF HUMANITARIAN AID lN BOSNIA-HERZEGOVIITIA : JOINT ACTION
ADOPTED BY THE COUNCIL

THE COUNCIL of the European Union,

Having regard to the Treaty on European Union, and in particular Article J.3 thereof,

Having regard to the genera! guidelines of the European Council meeting on 29 October 1993
adopting the search for a negotiated and lasting solution to the conflict in fgrmer Yugoslavia

and the convoying of humanitarian aid in Bosnia-Herzegovina as an area of joint action,

HAS DECIDED AS FOLLOWS:

1. The European Union will step up its efforts to assist the suffering populations in

Bosnia-Herzegovina. To that end, it is willing to:

- increase its contribution towards the resources placed at the disposal of the HCR;

- support the convoying of internationa! aid, in particular through the idpntification,
restoration and preservation of priority routes.

The Presidency shall be responsible for contacting the co-Chairmen of the London

Conference Steering Committee, the HCR and Unprofor with a view to idêntifying priority

routes, in particular to Sarajevo, and studying the conditions for and ways and means of
reopening the airports at Tuzla and Mostar.

The Presidency and the Commission, assisted by the ECMM and the ECTF, will draw up

a report on aid convoying requirements in close liaison with the HCR and Unprofor. The
role and possible strengthening of the ECMM and the ECTF will be evalr;ated in this
context.

On the basis of that report, the Council will adopt the budget necessary to finance the
requirements thus defined. lt will decide on the proportion to be covered by the

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Community budget, taking account of available national contributions, The budgetary
procedure provided for in the Treaty establishing the European Community will apply to
the proportion covered by the Community budget.

At the same time, the Presidency will approach third countries with a view to obtaining
from them additional contributions for the humanitarian action in Bosnia-Herzegovina.

Lord Owen, together with Mr Stoltenberg and in co-operation with thp Presidency the
HCR and Unprofor, shall be responsible for bringing all tho partaes to the conflict in
Bosnia-Herzegovina together shortly in order to obtain their firm and gpecific
commitment, in particular at local level, to the preservation of priority routes as
identified.

All appropriate means will be put in hand to support the convoying of humanitarian aid
via priority routes, in accordance with the relevant Security Council Resolutions.

The Member States of the Union will do everything possible to strengthen their
participation in Unprofor, particularly in the area of logistica! support and engineering.
The Presidency will be responsible for studying, in close liaison with gre LJnited Nations
Secretary-General, ways and means of obtaining additional third-country contributions
to Unprofor.

The Commission shall be associated in full with the tasks entrusted tq the Presidency
in accordance with Article J.5(3) of the Treaÿ.

The Union's position will, if necessary, be defended in accordance with Article J.b
should implementation of the joint action as defined necessitate the intervention of the
Security Council.

This Decision shal! enter into force on today's date and shall apply untir
31 March 1994, subject to any subsequent extensions to be decided on by the
council. The Presidency will report to the council regularly on the pregress and
implementation of this Decision.

2. commitment to a second round of negotiations limited to the arrangements for applying
the same principle in the pre-investment stage.

Community and Turkey on trade in clothing products.

Agdculture

The Council adopted, with the abstention of the United Kingdom, a Regulation laying down
special measures to encourage the processing of certain citrus fruits.

Community aid is thereby granted for processing oranges, rnandarins and clementines into
juice and satsumas into segments.
