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SUPPORT FOR PRODUCERS OF CERTAIN ARABLE CROPS

The Council continued its discussions on the Commission proposa! for an adaptation of
Regulation 1765192 (arable crops), adopted following the CAP reform, making it more

flexible.

On the basis of the ideas put forward by the Presidency in the search for solutions, the

Council concentrated on those aspects of the proposal which continued to raise problems,

namely:

- regionalization plans (Article 3) and in particular the introduction of a corrqctive

mechanism;

- set-aside (Article 7), including the percentage to be applied to mixed set-aside, voluntary

set-aside and rates of aid applying thereto, transfer of set-aside obligation;

- eligibility of land for compensatory payments (Article gl.

Other questions were also raised in the course of discussion.

At the close of the debate, despite some progress having been made, the Council noted that

the conditions for a positive conclusion had not yet been achieved.

The Presidency stated that it would continue to make the necessary endeavours to enable the

Council to take a decision on this matter, once and tor all, at its meeting in December.

EN
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IMPLEMENTATION OF THE MEMORANDTJM OF AGFEEMENT ON OILSEEDS

The Councit continued its examination of the Commission proposal aimed at making the

necessary adaptations to the Community rules in force in the oilseed sector in order to make

them compatible with the Agreement concluded between the Community and the

United States on I June 1993.

During the debate, which gave delegations the opportunity of making known their concerns

and problems, it transpired that the major outstanding questions were those which had

already been raised at the preceding Council meeting, and principally relate to:

- distribution of the penalty if thê base area for the Community (5 128 000 ha) is exceeded;

- the duration of such a penalty;

- double penalization;

- weighting of the penalty to take account of the particular situation of Member States in

which production is relatively low;

- the procedure for bringing the penalty to an end.

At the close of its discussions, the Council noted that the conditions for a positive conclusion

had not yet been achieved.
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The Presidency stated that it would continue to make the necessary endeavours to enable the

Council to take a definite decision on this matter at its meeting in December,

AGRI-MONETARY SYSTEM

The Counci! continued its examination of the Commission proposal on the aEri-monetary

system applicable following the decision taken on 2 August 1993 by the Ministers for

Finance and the Governors of the Central Banks to temporarily widen the fluctuation ranges

in the EMS.

This proposal follows the Council conclusion of 21 September 1993 and aims to adapt the

agri-monetary system to the current situation, characterized by an all-round floating of

currencies within widened ranges which, in agri-monetary terms, has resulted among other

things in the de facto suspension of application of the switch-over mechanism.

The Commission proposes certain amendments to current Regulation 3813192, with the aim

of:

- avoiding too frequent amendments of green rates;

- offsetting price falls in the currency of a Member State;

- halting the tendency towards rising budget expenditure.

At the close of the discussion, the Council noted that a further period of reflection was

needed, and agreed to carry this item forward to the agenda for its next meQting in

December, with the aim of concluding the discussion at that time.

SUGAR SECTOR

Pending the Opinion of the European Parliament, the Council held an initial policy debate on
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the Commission proposa! amending certain provisions in the sugar sector.

The aim of the proposal is:

- to extend for one year, until 30 June 1995, the provisions of the sugar arfangements

which expire on 30 June 1994;

- to supplement the basic sugar Regulation by quota arrangsments for inulin syrup under the

conditions accepted by the Courcil as part of the price package for the marketing

year 1993/1994.

ln the courso of the exchange of views, delegations made known their points of view on the

various elements of the proposal. Several questions were raised, in particular on the duration

of the extension of the sugar arrangements, the period required for determining inulin syrup

production capacity, the sugar/inulin syrup coefficient to be laid down, and the level of

production levies to be imposed.

Concluding its discussion, the Council decided to place this item on the agenda for its next

meeting on 13 and 14 December 1993.

EXPORT CONTROLS

Pending the Opinion of the European Parliament, the Council conducted an initial examination

of the Commission proposal on the monitoring carried out when agricultural products

receiving refunds or other amounts are being exported.

TN
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The aim of the proposal is to introduce two amendments to curront Regulation 386/90. This

is a measure to reinforce monitoring to combat fraud. The measure provideg for:

- application of the rule of monitoring 5o/o ol export declarations over al! seotors, where

monitoring is based on a risk analysis, while maintaining a minimum ol 2ob for each sector;

- introduction of the possibiliÿ of imposing a minimum rate of checks to be carried out by

the customs office of exit from the Community, in cases where export declarations are

accepted at an internal customs office (risk of substitution).

The discussion in Council revealed a desire to make rapid progress on this issue, which forms

part of the fight against fraud, in accordance with the action advocated by all the European

!nstitutions.

The Council reached a common position on the Commission proposal, and will continue its

discussions after receipt of the Opinion of the European Parliament, which it agreed to

request under the emergency procedure, given the great sensitivity of the sqbject.

URUGUAY ROUND - AGRICULTURAL ASPECT

The Council took notê of the latest developments in the Uruguay Round negotiations as

described in a statement by Commissioner STEICHEN relating firstly to the state of
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negotiations on access to the agricultura! market and secondly to the health and plant health

aspect.

After emphasizing that its earlier conclusions (of 20 September and 4 October 1993) had lost

none of their relevance, the Council asked the Commission to maintain a dynamic position in

order to reactivate bilateral and multilateral negotiations with A view to a balanced overall

solution within the time period envisaged.

The Council repeated its request to the Commission to be kept constantly ahreast of progress

with the issues under discussion, and agreed to put this itern on the agenda for its next

meeting.

COMMUNTW PLANT VARIETY RIGHTS

The Council continued its examination of the Commission proposal on Comrnunity plant

variety rights, which provides among other things for:

- Community protection of varieties at the request of the breeder;

- certain exceptions to such protection, including the concept of 'seeds obtained by farmers

and used on their own holding";

- procedural provisions, inctuding the setting up of a new Community body, the Community

Office for the Protection of Plant Variety Rights;

- financial provisions.
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The Council focused exclusively on the agricultural aspects of the proposat, namely the
question of the nfarmers' privilege", i.e. the exception to the rute protecting breeders where

seeds are obtained by farmers and used on their own holding.

Taking account of the need to strike a reasonable balance between the legitimate interests of
plant variety breeders and those of farmers, the Council examined the question of the
payment of a fee by the farmer, and the question of exception from such pçyment for small

farmers. The possibility of including a list of species to which the farmers'privilege would

apply was also discussed.

Substantial progress was made, and the Council agreed to carry the item over to the agenda

for its meeting in December with a view to taking a decision on the agricultyral aspects of

the dossier.
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FURTHER DECISIONS RELATING TO AGRICULTURE

(adopted without debate)

The Council unanimously adopted the Regulations:

- amending Regulation No 136/66/EEC on the establishment of a common organization of

the markets in oils and fats; this amendment supplements the Regulation in force by

introducing particular intervention measures for olive oil in order to offset serious market

disturbances before the opening of the normal intervention period 11.7,'31.10.);

- amending Regutation (EEC) No 1906/90 on certain marketing standards for poultrymeaU

this invotves a clarification and technical update of the existing rules;

- setting for the 1993/1994 marketing year the percentages mentioned in Article 3(1a) of

Regulation (EEC) No 426t86 in connection with aid for products processed from tomatoes;

this is the percentage of the quantities of processed tomatoes covered by contracts

concluded with associations of producers. tt is set at 80%, the same leve! as the previous

Yeal;

- amending Regulation (EEC) No 357Æ9 on statistical surveys on areas undgr vines; this

amendment aims to phase in the use of the vineyard register for statistical surveys, and

thus to reduce the workload for the Member States concerned.

The Council adopted the Decision on the conclusion of the 1993 Protocol renewing until

31 December 1998 the lnternational Agreement on Olive Oil and Table Olives, 1986, with

amendments to the said Agreement.

Councl-l had only a brief dl.scussion on the modLfLcatLons to set-aside,
regLonalJ-satLon etc, many Minl-sters raised what are now familiar
concerns.

Mr Steichen emphasLsed that flexibllity must not be confused with reduced
effLcJ-ency - l.e. obJectlves of CAP Reform must not be threatened. He
also warned that postponlng a decJ.sLon untLl the next Councj.l would
probably mean that farmers would be denLed the proposed flexLbtltty untLl
next year L994/95. Councll wilt discuss a conpromlse proposal on
Wednesday.

Oilseeds:

Mr Steichen urged Council to decide on the implementation of the ECIUS
agreement on oilseeds, and insisted that the agreement is a good one
given that the Corsnission can still subsldlse L989/9L acreage, even
though it lost a GÀTT panel. He also urged Councll to declde in order to
assure third countries that when the Cormrunj-ty concludes an agreement it
'sticks to it' .

The maLn dlfficulty ls the question of, at what level to apply the
penaltJ-es L.e. at Conununity level or at Member State leve1 and also the
danger that penalties could be cumulative if production remained higher
than the SBÀ for more than 1 year.

Council will dLscuss a compromise proposal on !{ednesday to introduce the
Conunission proposal for 1 year.

Agrl-monetary:

ConunentLng on the need to adopt the Comni-ssion's approach Mr Steichen
saLd that the swLtch-over mechanism would cost 5 tl-mes as much as the
Conunissl-on proposal, while the CorunLssion proposal safeguards farmers
Lncomes and does not threaten CÀP reform or GATT/CAP reform
compatability. He also pointed out when referring to the Dutch proposal
that any decLsion whLch wLll cost money will mean prJ-ce reductions
elsewhere, as t,he 1994 budget is exhausted.

While some countries maLntain their demand for the reintroduction of the
switch-over, a number of other countries, wanted more time to discuss the
matter, therefore a decision ÿÿas postponed til December.

On the continuation of a freeze of green rates after November 20 t'lr
Steichen merely said that he would inform the Conunission of the Council's
corûrents i.e. he was non-corrnittal.



Sugar:

Councj-I had a flrst dlscussLon on a roll-over of the present reglme for 1
year and the proposal to Lnclude lnulLn in the reglme.

A number of countrles wanted to extend the reglme for longer than 1 year.

The countries l-nvolved Ln inulin product,lon are crLtlcal of the 1.9
coeffLcLent which converts l-nulin to sugar equivalent. ÿûrlle sorne others
argue that more LnformatLon is needed on inulLn productJ.on and/or that
the inulLn quot,a should be found within the sugar quotas of the countries
concerned. ParlLament ls eq)ected to gJ-ve a declsLon Ln Decernber, so an
attempt may be made to decide at the December CouncLl.

Plant varLety rJ-ghts:

This Lnternal market proposal is desJ-gned to set up a system of Conununity
plant varlety rJ.ghts as a special form of lndustrLaL property ri-ghts.
The proposal allows national systems to carry on alongside the Conmunity
ayst,em.

The main issue of discussion was the concept of 'farmer saved seed' i.e.
should farmers pay royalties on the seed to the orJ-glna1 developer of the
variety.

I{hlle some }l1-nisters are opposed to the ldea of farmers making a pa}rment
for farm saved seed, Council is moving towards a declsion on this along
the lines that the payment would be small, sma1l farmers would be
exempted, a lLst of varLeties would be established which would be
exempted from t,he payment, that a varJ-ety can be deemed to be new l-f it
has'nt been corunercially exploited within the last four years (or some
period to be deflned).

Classical swl-ne fever:

The German Minister thanked the Conunission for Lts help and cooperation
on the pJ-g disease problem in Germany and assured Council that, they were
doing all ln theLr poTÿer to eradicate the disease.

Responding Mr Steichen welcomed the fact that Germany had provided
detal"Ied information to the Corunission on the sltuatLon on Monday which
wiII allow a better analysis of the gravity of the situation and help
determine the measures necessary.

Meanwhile saLd Mr Stelchen given the seriousness of the disease, Germany
must vigorously apply EC legislation Èo avoid the spread of the disease.

Unfortunately he said to controL disease unpopular measures must
sometimes be taken and he urged Ministers t,o stop b1amJ-ng the Conunission
for aII the 'ills of the world' and explain to farmers and the public why
certain actions must be taken.



It is not the Conunission's intention to create problems for anybody he
said.
