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CONTROL MEASURES

Following receipt of the Opinion of the European Parliament
the Council adopted by qualified majority the Regulation amending
Regulation 2657/82 establishing certain control measures for fishing
activities by vessels of the Member States.

This proposal will improve the monitoring of compliance with
Community provisions regarding conservatién of resources. It allows
in particular for the banning of fishing when the TAC has been
used up and the granting of compensation to fishermen who have
been unable to use up their quotas because of overfishing by others.
It would also allow the Commission, in certain circumstances, to
ensure better on-the-spot monitoring of fisheries and connected
activities.

STRUCTURES

Following receipt of the Opinion of the European Parliament
the Council adopted the Regulation on Community measures to impruve
and adapt structures in the fisheries and aquaculture sector for
the ten-year period from 1 January 1987.

This Regulation grants Community financial aid at a lLevel
of 800 MECU for the first five Years for measures of the following
types:

(a) the restructuring, renewal and modernization of the fishing
fleet;

(b) the development of aquaculture and the establishment of protected
marine areas with a view to improved management of inshore
fishing grounds;

(c) the reorientation of fishing activities by means of explora-
tory fishing voyages and temporary joint ventures;

(d) the adjustment of fishing capacity by the temporary or permesrant
withdrawal of certain vessels from fishing activities;

(e) the provision of facilities at fishing ports with a view to
improving the conditions in which products are obtained and
landed;

(f) the search for new outlets for products derived from surplus
or underfished species.

to Regulation 3796/81 as well as the producer prices for tuna.

Les "bilatérales" preéevues pour |'apres-midi du 17 décembre, sur
|‘’ensemble des propositions portant sur les TAC's et guotas, se
sont prolongées Jusqu‘au soir. Elles ont donné lieu a une
nouvel le proposition de la Commisslon, qul n‘a pas éteé prete dans
toutes les langues qu‘a 3.40 H du 18 décembre. C'est donc a
cette heure que la séance pléniére a recommence.

Cette nouvelle proposition essayalt d’'établir un compromis entre
le principe de la conservation des stocks, sur la base des
donnees scientifiques disponibles, auxquellies la Commission
restalt toujours attachee, et les principales (et les plus
ralsonnables !) demandes des Etats membres.

Sa discussion a pris jusqu‘a 8 H du matin, avec quelques
Interruptions entretemps. Avant qu’une decislon alt ete prise,
la Commission a apporteé, avec la présidence, encore quelques
corrections 4 sa proposlition de compromlis.

A cette heure-la, la présidence a falit proceder au vote. En
premier lleu, elle a falt voter le point 6 (relatif aux TAC's et
quotas) séparément de [|’'ensemble du "paquet" qul avalt eéte
Iinltltalement établi. Le resultat fut |'approbation de la
proposition, avec un seul vote contre (le Danemark) et une seule
abstention (l1’'ttalie).

I'l convient d’'expliquer la raison de ces deux prlses de position:
le Danemark voulalt que |’'interdiction de la péche au chalut dans
la "German Bight", prévue a |’'article 9 du réglement, soit
uniquement Iinterdite pour ce qul concerne les espéces des mers
profondes et |1'ltalie voulait qu‘’on lui concéde, pour la premiere
fols, des droits de péche dans lta Mer du Nord.

Ces demandes ont eéteé refusées par la Commission; mais celle-cli a
quand méme accepté d’'autres requétes presenteées par les Etats
membres, ce qul a transforme la proposition initiale de la
Commission sur pliusieurs points de deétall.



L'ensemble des autres points qul avalent eéte discutes avec ila
proposition "TAC’'s et quotas” a été ensuite approuve 3
l'unanimité. Deux remarques importantes doivent quand méme étre
falites : la discussion sur les possiblillités de péche dans le
Spitzberg a été reportée a date postérieure et quelques uns des
points déja pollitiquement approuvés le seront formellement plus
tard, sous la forme de point A.

La proposition modiflant le regiement prévoyant certaines mesures
techniques de conservation de péche, et qul contenalt une
dérogation de cing ans pour trols de ces mesures, a éte
approuveée ensulte, 4 la majoriteée quallfiee, aprés une longue et
difficile discussion. Cependant,. la proposition Initiale a éteé
fortement changeée : ie Consell n‘a en falt accepte qu’une
dérogation d‘une seule année.

L'habituel rapport de la Commission sur les relations en matiére
de péche avec certains pays tiers et certaines organisations
internationaies et les aussi habltuels points "divers" ont
cloéture |1'ordre du Jjour. Sur le premier de ces points, le
Conseil a vote, de fa¢on indicative, |‘autorisation pour que le
Portugal proroge provisoirement ses accords de péche avec le
Maroc et l|la Mauritanie, la question devant étre débattue au
Coreper de demain et approuvée sous la forme de "point A" au
pochain Consell (volr note IP(86)624).

Les travaux se sont donc terminés a8 11.00 H dans une ambiance
fort enthousiaste. A la fln de la présidence brltannique de ce
dernier semestre, le Conseil a rendu hommage aux efforts
poursuivis par le Ministre JOPPLING et a falt sien son bilan
extremement positif de |'évolution récente de | ‘'Europe Bleue.

La Commission, dont le role déeclisif dans cette entreprise a ete
soul igné par la plupart des présents, a corroboré cet état
d'esprit du Consell et a aussi exprimeé sa confiance dans |’avenir
prometteur de la politique commune de péche.
