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POPULATION AND DEVELOPMENT

The Council heard an introductory statement by
Vice-President NATALI, and then discussed in detail the support
that the Community might give, if requested to do so, to population
policies and programmes planned or implemented by the developing
countries to achieve a better balance between population size and
available resources.

In the crurse of its discussions the Council particularly
stressed the reed for population policies and programmes to form
an integral part of overall development policies, to be neither
coercive nor discriminatory, and to be based on the fundamental
right of individuals and couples to choose voluntarily the
number and spacing of their children.

At the close of its discussions, the Council adopted the
following resolution, which sets out the general principles and
guidelines which will form the basis for Community action:

“The Counctil notes that since 1850 the world's populstion has
doubled in size, end thet, although the global population growth
rate is now declining, the world®s populstion ig projected to
reach 6.1 billion by the year 2000, of which elmost 5 billien
vill live in developing countries. It is concerned that the
capacity of most developing countries to achieve economic development
snd improvements in standerds of living is expected to bs severely
limited: in particulsr in the short end medium tera‘ by repid end
unprecadented retes of populetion growth, or by imbalences between
the distribution of populetion end rosources., In this tqhnection
the problems of dopradetion of the environment end of lerges-scsale

. rurlllufban migretion ars importent.

.
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The Council alsonotes with concern that over the psst decade
growth rates in GNP in the poorer developing countries have barely
‘exceeded population growth rates, that consequently the employment
sitvation is worseninpg,. that many developing countries' food
production is feiling to kesp psce with populstion incresses, and
that their age structure and dependency retios sre incresiingly
serious constreints on the provision of edequate health, education
snd social ssrvices. The Council comsiders thet infant snd meternel
morbidity and mortelity rstes remain unacceptebly high in meny
geveloping countTies, and recognizes the link between msternsl and
‘thild heslth snd the number end spacing of births.

The Countil reaffirms the continuing relevence of the
rTecommendations of the 1984 United Motions Conference on °
Population on messures to further implement the World Populetion
Plen of Action. It recells thet an odjective of the Third Lomé
Convention 45 to promote the economic and social prog£ast of the
ACP Stetes, and the wellbeing of their populetion, through the
setisfection of their basic needs, the recognition of the role
of women, snd the enhencement of people’s cepacities, with respect
for their dignity. - It notes thst other co-operation

egreements between the Community and developing countr1e7 have
similar objectives.

The Council notes that developing countries ere incromsingly
recognizing the need to sdopt populetion policies ss an inteprel
part of oversll economic and socisl development policies, -and
egrees that, while the primary responsibility for formulating
nd implementing populeation pelicies must rest with developing
country governments, the Community is prepared to provide
appropriste essistance if requested to 00 so, with s further .
condition for success being edequete co-ordinstion with Member
Ststes and other donors scting in this field. JThe Council endorses
the following gg;nc;ples end guidelines for such sssistence

in the framework of the Community's existing co-oparstion
programmes,
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A. Genersl principles

(i) Anciztance should enly be given for papulotiun progromnmes
jwhich sre neither coercive nor discriminetory, snd which

respect the principles of the World Population Plan of
mction.

(ii) All population policies must be besed on the fundemental
rinht of individuels end couples to choose voluntarily
thr number snd spacing of their children.

(iii) Population policies end progremmes should be regerded
es sn integral part of genersl economic and eocial
development, bearing in mind the nesd to resch end/or

. maintain e dbelence between population, resources,
employmant and the environment, Population trends
should be taken fully into sccount in formulating
development progremmes end projects, -

‘(iv) Populstion policies and progremmes should be adapted
to local social, cultural end economic conditions, end
pay attention to the needs of the individual, the femily
snd the wider community.
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B. Guidelines for action . °

(v) Subject to the above conditions, the Community.
is prepared to essist those developing countries which
wish to establish ‘populetion policies, or, where such
policies ere already in place, to help developing
countries to design, implement and eveluste population
progremme¢ snd projects. Training is likely to form
an importent part of such assistence to strengthen
netional capecities in these arees.

(vi) Since the collectien and snelysis of demogrephic ang
Telated deta are en indispensable basis for the
development of population policies, the Community is
prepsred to provide assistance to help developing
countries, where so requested to dovalop capacities
for date collection and enelysis, strengthen nationsl

sample survey progreammes, and develop new data collection
end anslysis technigues,

(vii) The Community is ready to help in undertaking socio-
economic studies, both of a general nature and in
respect of small communities, »s well es resesrch into
the deterpinants and consequences of fertility and of
populstion distribution,
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(viii) The Comr.nity is resdy to help developing countries
tackle the undarlying casuses of the rurel exodus and
uncontrolled urban growth.

(ix) The Community is resdy to help these countries to carry
out informstion and swareness cempaigns on populstion
issues in development, directed at both men snd women.

(x) The Community is also reedy to essist developing countries
to ~eke it possible for individuals and couples to
achieve their desired family size, throbgh the
aveilability of femily planning informetion, education
and services.

(xi) The Community will endeavour to ensure that the provision
of voluntary femily planning services is integrated into
mother and child heelth programmes, which it is willing

to help set up as an essential component of priqpry
health care. '

(xii) In view of the link between women's status an& level of
educetion end their family size, the Community will pay
N perticuvlar attention to programmes designed to improve

women's education, training, income~earning capacity and
access to health care.
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(x314) In view of the snnovativo snd velusble role played
by non-governmental snd internstionsl orpenisstions, the
Community will ¢ontinue to work with them in the

development and implomontation of spproprists populetion
progrsmmes. '

Given the need to extend co-ordination in this field,
the Council considers thet periodic meetings between experts
of the Member Stetes sn¢ the Commission could be vseful for
exchenging experiences snd information on the implementation
of these guidelines, snd sccordingly invites the Commigsion
to consider convening such mesetings.

The Council sgrees to review and evsluate progress at s
later session., ®

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FOOD AID POLICY - DRAFT REGULATION ON FOOD AID POLICY AND MANAGEMENT

The Council examined a proposal from the Commission intended
to replace the existing framework Regulation governing Community
food aid activities with a new Regulation that would take account

of changing ideas on the subject.

In its 1983 Resolution, the Council recognized that food aid
could not be considered as an end in itself or simply as a means
of disposing of surpluses from the common agricultural policy,
but should b integrated into the Community's development policy

and contribute in particular to the developing countries' food

security.

With this in mind, the Commission proposals are designed to:

- integrate food aid more closely into development policy;
- provide a better response to the recipient countries' needs;

- make the management of food aid more efficient.

At the close of its discussions, in the course of which all
the delegations agreed with the Commission's objectives, the
Council, bearing in mind the European Parliament's Opinion,
worked out a common position on the proposed Regulation, whicn will
be forwarded to the European Parliament forthwith. The Commission
reserved its position on some points of the common position,

where it stood by its initial proposal.

In the context of food aid policy, the Council also discussed
the question of a food aid reserve for emergencies and noted
that provision had been made for the purpose in the 1987 draft
budget. Examination of the question will be continued.
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PROGRAMMING OF COMMUNITY AID IN THE ACP STATES UNDER LOME III: COUNCIL
CONCLUSIONS

Having noted the Commission report on the final review of
the programming of Community aid in the ACP Btates,

THE COUNCIL

_1. again expresses its appreciation to the Commission for the very
gratifying results déhieved in applying the new programming
approach adopted and asks it to complete the exercise as
quickly as possible;

2. welcomee in particular the evident determination of very
many ACP States to continue with or to embark upon the process
of reform and adjustment, as well as the importance here

of the undertakings entered into by those States in the indicative

3. notes with satisfaction that, in line with the guidelines
of the Convention itself, most of the States concerned have
chosen to focus Community support on a sectoral rural developmen‘
strategy designed to ensure greater food self-sufficiency
or Becurity;

States themselves and the Community;

implementaiion by, .4n particular, proviging the most ‘appropriate

and tangible support and ancouragement £0r such processes
of reform and adjustment;

calls upon the jHember Btates ané the Commission in
this context ‘to
{(a) ensure that Government mcasures and COmmunity support
dovetail smoothly and with the necessary tlexibility
By concentrating on the eritical measures which are
decigive in ensurimg the viability of Community measures:

(b) gradually bring sets of measures to be financed within
an overall umbrella, so &s to map out not isolated
projects but, rather, programmes on a significant
financial ascale cover&nsAl vwhole range of feuturcs
which, even if they are not necesgarily defined 1n ’,

the finest detail at the outset, are consistent and
. interphased;

(c) assess these programmes basically in terms of their relevance o
the sectoral policies upheld and of the consistency aof their
constituent parts; in this context, ensure the proper implementation
of these programmes with sufficient flexibility, while informing

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RECOVERY AND REHABILITATION PLAN FOR AFRICA

The Council welcomed Vice-President NATALI's report on
implementation of the rehsbilitation and revivel plsn for
African countries most affected by drought approved by the
Development Council on 14 November 1985.

It noted that in 1986 the Community and %he Member States
provided about 1000 MECU in esmergency snd rehebilitetion aid,
includir+ food aid, to the eleven Africsn countries most
affected by the drought (Ethiopia, Botswana, Cape Verde, Mali
Mauritania, Niger, Somalia, Sudan, Chad, Angola, Mozambique).

It noted that the plan made available 108 MECU, of which
103 MECU had already been committed. Actions included the
provision of seed, fertiliser and hand tools as well as water
supplies, medical assistance, local cereal storage and measures
to combat locusts, to overcome transport difficulties, s&nd
to strengthen famine early warning systems.

The Council congratulated the Commission on the rapid

implementation of this importent plan and the innovative approach
adopted. It noted thst this was greatly essisted by the priority

accorded to this operation by recipient governments, but also
by the Commission's establishment of & special Task Force.

It considered that the administrative mechanisms used in

implementing this plan provided useful pointers for the Community's

response to any future exceptional situstions demanding rapid
action,
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The Council recalled that one of the objectives of the plan
was to strengthen the countries' ebility to overcome similar
emergency situations in the future. It noted therefore with
satisfaction that the Commission has also provided technical
assistance to the countries concerned and intends to integrate
the assistance provided under this plan into the programmes
planned in the context of the Convention of Lomé III. The
Council welcomed the Commission's intention thus to continue
to provide, where necessary, technical sssistance to these
countries to better cope with similar situations which might
arise in the future.

The Council stressed the value of the frequent
coordination meetings which took place bvetween the Commission
and the Member States. It also attached great importance to
the coordination which took place with other aid donors, and .
noted the valuable role played in implementing the programme
by non-governmental organisations.

Finally, the Council welcomed the Commission's plans
to undertake an evaluation of the effectiveness of the projects
and programmes financed under the plan and requested it to
provide details of its findings to a later session.
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SYSTEM OF COMPENSATION FOR LOSS OF EXPORT EARNINGS FOR LEAST
DEVELOPED COUNTRIFS NOT SIGNATORY TO THE LOME CONVENTION

Without prejudging the Opinion of the European Parliament, the
Council held an exchange of views on Commission proposals designed
to implement the undertaking entered into by the Community in
October 1985 in connection with the Substantial New Programme
of Action for the least developed countries, to set up, subject to
certain conditions, a new system of compensation for loss of export
earnings from agricultural commodities for least developed

couitries no. signatory to the Lomé Convention.

The Council instructed the Permanent Representatives Committee

to continue examination of these proposals.

AID FOR LATIN AMERICAN AND ASIAN DEVELOPING COUNTRIES

The Council took note of a presentation by Vice President NATALI
on the Commission's recent proposal on general guidelines for 1987
concerning financial and technical aid to Latin American and Asian
developing countries, and of initial reactions from certain
delegations. It instructed the Permanent Representatives Committee

to examine the proposal.

The Council also noted that, pursuant to the conclusions of
the European Council in The Hague on 26 and 27 June 1986, the
Commission intended to submit to the Council a communication on
the strengthening of relations with Latin America before the end
of November 1986. It instructed the Permanent Representatives

Committee to examine the communication as soon as it was received.
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RECONSTRUCTION AID FOR EL SALVADOR

After a brief discussion the Council expressed its sympathy
to the people of E1l Salvador on the recent earthquake and agreed
that the Community and the Member States should work together,
as has been the case for emergency aid, in providing aid in
accordance with the usual procedures for aid co-ordination both
on the spot and in capitals.

ESTABLISHMENT OF AN AGRICULTURAL CENTRE FOR TECHNICAL AID TO THE
DEVELOPING COUNTRIES IN ATHENS

The Council noted with great interest the Greek authorities'
idea of setting up an agricultural centre in Athens for technical

aid to developing countries, especially in Africa.
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MISCELLANEOUS DECISIONS

Relations with_the ACP States_and_the OCT
The Council adopted the Financial Regulation applicable to
the sixth European Development Fund in the official languages of

the Communities.

Co-operation with NGOs

The Council took note of a Commission report to the Council
on co-operation with European non-governmental organizations (NGOs)
active in the development field, with special reference to the

co-financing of projects (1985 budget).

Aid for refugees in _the Middle East

The Council adopted, in the official languages of the
Communities, a Decision authorizing the Commission to open
negotiations for the renewal of the Convention between the
European Economic Community and the United Nations Relief and
Works Agency for Palestine Refugees (UNRWA) on aid for refugees
in the Middle East.

L 'examen de la proposition _de la Commission concernant la
réforme de 1'AIDE ALIMENTAIRE dominera les travaux du Conseil de
Développpement qui débuteront demain vers 10H30 & Bruxelles.

En juillet 1986, la Commission a présenté au Conseil une
proposition de réglement qui vise notamment i améliorer
l'efficacité de 1'Aide alimentaire et a renforcer les pouvoirs
d'exécution de la Commission conformément i l'esprit de 1'Acte
unique (voir Note P-63 de juillet 1986).

Le Conseil concentrera ses discussions demain sur les principales
questions ouvertes

- Limitation des achats locaux : un des objectifs du nouveau

réglement est de faciliter les opérations triangulaires aui
se traduisent par des achats locaux, tout en maintenant le
principe selon lequel la mobilisation des produits est
effectuée normalement sur le marché communautaire. Une
délégation (F) a demandé de prévoir un certain nombre de
conditions visant i ne pas remettre en cause la préférence
communautaire et a ne pas encourager les exportations des
grands pays fournisseurs traditionnels en dehors de la
Communauté.

- Fixation des quantités globales par produits : dans le

cadre actuel, les quantités globales par produits sont
fixées chaque année par le Conseil. La Commission estime
et maintient dans sa proposition, que cette fixation des
quantités globales est une mesure d'exécution du budget
pour laquelle elle est seule compétente sans devoir
consulter le Comité de 1°'Aide alimentaire, le Parlement
quant a lui considére qu'il lui appartient de fixer a la
fols les crédits et les quantités.

- Mobilisation des produits : actuelllement la mobilisation

des produits d'Aide alimentaire s'effectue dans le cadre
des organisations de marché (PAC). La Commission qui
estime qu’'il convient d'adopter un réglement de
mobilisation assurant 1'autonomie de gestion de 1'Aide
alimentaire par rapport a la PAC (pour des raisons de
principe et d'efficacité), propose que le réglement-cadre
prévoit que la Commission fixe les réglements de
mobilisation aprés avis du Comité de gestion.



Le Conseil examinera également la nature du Comité de 1'Aide
alimentaire proposé (comité consultatif et/ou comité de gestion
“classique”).

En juin la Commission a saisi le Conseil de deux propositions de
réglement concernant un systéme de compensation des pertes et
recettes gb produits de base agricoles en faveur des pays les
moins avancés (PMA) nmon signataires de la Convention de Lome.
Dans l'attente de l'avis du PE, le Conseil est appelé i adopter
une position commune sur les différents aspects de ce dossier.

Les principales questions ouvertes concernent : les pays
éligibles, la liste des produits et le financement.

Le Vice-Président NATALI fera rapport au Conseil sur l1l'état
d'exécution du "Plan de réhabilitation et de relance des pays
africains les plus affectés par la sacheresse” que le Conseil a
approuvé le % novembre 198% (voir BI10(85)356)

Ce Plan avait pour objectif de faire la "soudure” entre les aides
d'urgence aux victimes de la famine de 1984/85, notamment le Plan
de Dublin, et la mise en oeuvre de la 3e Convention de Lomé. Ces
objectifs opérationnels étaient doubles : d'une part renforcer
les capacités propres des pays de faire face a des catastrophes,
et d'autre part relancer la production agricole et les activités
économiques par les populations les plus fortement touchées par
la sécheresse.

Le Plan d'un montant de 100 MECU des 4e et 5e Fonds européens de
développement, s'est adressé en premier lieu a six pays : le
Mali, la Mauritanie, le Niger, le Tchad, le Soudan et 1'Ethiopie.
€En plus, un montant de 8 MECU a été réservé au titre d'aides
d'urgence pour 1'Angola et le Mozambique qui, n’'étant pas encore
signataires d'une Convention de Lomé, ne pouvaient pas bénéficier
des 4e et Se Fonds. '

Trois autres pays gravement touchés par la sécheresse ont ete
inclus dans le Plan pendant 1'année : la Somalie en juillet, le
Botswana et le Cap Vert en ectobre. Déja en début novembre,
moins de 10 mois aprés son lancement effectif, 35 MECU des 100
MECU sent engages en faveur de 89 opérations ou projets
spécifiques dans les neuf pays concernés; et les 8§ MECU pour
1'Angola et le Moxambique sont entiérement engageés.

€En gonéral, la mise en oeuvre du Plan, y compris 1’ identification
des actions individuelles et l'exécution de chacune d'elles, a
suivi le calemdrier prévu. Quelques retards ont été causés par
des problémes logistiques dans les ports éthiopiens, par des
difficultés de sécurité en Angola, en Mozambique et au Soudan, et
par des problémes administratifs dans certains pays. Néanmnins,
une grande partie des actions est déja pratiquement achevée,
comme le montre le chiffre suivant : plus de 40 MECU des 100 MECU
ont été déboursés avamt le ler de ce mois. Des & MECU raserves i
1'Angela et au Mozambigque plus de 501 a éte débourse.
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Cette mise en oeuvre doit étre vue dans son propre contexte, car
dés son lancement le Plan a 6té essentiellement un effort
conjoint de la Communauté et les Etats membres. En effet, sur la
base des renseignements qui ont été fournis a la Commission par
les Etats membres, le total des aides alimentaires, les aides
d'urgence et les autres aides & la réhabilitation qui ont été
fournies aux 11 pays africains concernés en 1986 par les Etats
membres, s‘'éléve a environ 750 MECU. En ajoutant a ce montant
les 108 MECU du Plan et 40 MECU en aides d'urgence et aides
alimentaires données par la Commission, la contribution de la

Communauté et des Etats membres s'éléve & plus d'un milliard
d'Ecus.

POPULATION ET DEVELOPPEMENT

La Commission a présenté au Conseil un document de travail qui a
pour objectif de définir un ensemble d'orientations politiques
fondamentales pour l'activité de la Communauté en ce gqui concerne
le probléme démographique.

Voici ses points principaux :

A la demande des autorités responsables d'un pays en
dévelopement, la Communauté peut apporter un appui i des
programmes visant 3 mieux maitriser le facteur de population dans
le développement. Un tel appui doit respecter deux principes
fondamentaux de notre coopérztion

a) respecter pleinement les droits fondamentaux de la personne
humaine, et donc éviter toute mesure pouvant présenter un
caractére coercitif et

b) contribuer a rendre les hommes et les femmes davantage
responsables du progrés de leur communauté, notamment par
une plus grande maitrise de leur fécondité.

Les mesures d'appui i des politiques de population devraient
prendre en priorité les formes suivantes, compte tenu de la
nature du probléme

a) 1'appui a la formulation et a la mise en oeuvre de
politiques de population, en particulier par :

- des études et recherches permettant de disposer des données
de base nécessaires, de caractére statistique,
sociologique, culturel, etc.

- formation de spécialistes en matiére de population et
d'aménagement du territoire, notamment pour 1la
conception,la programmation, l'exécution et l'évaluation de
programme d'actions dans ces domaines ;



b) 1'éducation de la population ;

c) développement des soins de santé primaire, avec
renforcement des programmes de santé maternelle et
infantile (SMI) comportant un volet d'espacement des
naissances ou de planning familial. Les services de
planning familial doivent étre intégrés dans les services
de santeé.

Enfin, le Vice-Président NATALI fera rapport au Conseil sur
l'état de la PROGRAMMATION de Lomé I[II.
