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REVISION OF THE COMMON ORGANIZATION OF THE MARKET IN F]SHERY

PRODUCTS

The Councll adopted a common posltlon on the revlslon of
Regulatlon No 3796/81 of 19 December 1981 on the conmon organizatlon
of the market ln flshery products.

Under this revlslon:

(a) a reglonalized system of speclflc assistance will- be set up

for a number of new specles of partlcul-ar economic importance
to indlvldual Member States or to certain regions within a

l,lember State (including po1Iack, pout, blue whiting, bogue,
picarel, conger, big-eye tuna).

The system will be applicable for five years from the date on

whlch lt comes lnto force. One year before the end of this
period the Commission wil-I send the Council_ a report on the
development of the system, wlth partlcular reference to price
trends regarJlng these products. Before the five-year period
expires, the Council actlng by a qualifled majority on a

proposal from the Commisslon will decide on any measures that may

be appro. riate;

(b) the system of aid for private storage will be revlsed and
expanded, the aim being primarily to invol_ve produeer
organizations 1n administering the Community assistance system
and to make the system appllcable to tunal
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(c) the system of Communlty asslstance for tuna wltl be reformed so

as to provlde support for the development of communlty

production 1n the 1lght of the present sltuation in the tuna

market;

(d) herring and mackerel will qualify for the carry-over premlum

provided for ln Artlcle 14 of Regulation No 3796/8L'

As the European Parllament has asked for the conciliatlon
procedure to be inltiated, this revislon of the conmon

organizatlon of the market w111 be flnally adopted by the

Councll after conciliation has taken place and ln the light of

its results.

TECHNICAL CONSERVAT]ON MEASURES

The Councll adopted a third amendment to Regulatlon No 309\/86

Iaying down certaln technlcal measures for the conservation of
fishery resources; this amendment sets the mlnlmum landing slze

for Norway lobster (Nephrops norveglcus) 1n certain parts of
Region 2 (trisn Sea and reglons west of Scotland).

Landing slzes ln these regions have been set aS follows:

carapace: 20 mm.

total length: 70 m.
tail: 37 mm.

The Commlssion promised to carry out a study on Norway lobster
1'lshlng wlth the alm of establlshing the mlnimum landlng size
and minimum mesh size that were approprlate for zone CIEM IV and

to submit ner^r proposals in the light of its finrlings as soon as

possible.

I{tith regard to Reglon 3 (Bay of Biscay), the Councll emphasLzed

the need to reduce catches of smal-l- hake, stocks of which were

explolted in close association with Norway l-obster fishing. It
noted the scientlfic and technical experlments which the French

authorities in co-operationwith the flshermenrs organizations
had carried out in this connectlon wlth the aim of assessing the
potential effects of the various types of selectlve gears which
might be added to the equlpment of trawls used for Norway l-obster
fishing.

The Council 'rndertook to adopt by 30 June 1989 the minimum mesh

standards to apply in Region 3 from 1 April 1990; it will do this
1n the light of the final report on the current experiments, which

w11I be sent to the Commission before 31 December 1988.
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FISIT AND SEAL DEATiIS ]N THE NORTIi SEA AND THE BALTIC SEA

The Council dlscussed recent developments in the North Sea and the

Baltic Sea as regards fish and seal deaths. During the discussions,

delegations from the countries directly affected expressed their
concern at the levet of pollutlon which had been reached in these

waters and the resulting dangers to the existence of the very

basis of flshlng.

After the discussion, the President drew the following
conclusions:

"The Fisheries Mlnlsters formally support the work of the

Elnvironment Councll and call upon it to give the Commission

speciflc suggestions for the submisslon of proposals at the

earliest opportunity; they call upon the Commisslon to submit to

them, between now and tireir next meeting, a report on the links
between fishlng and pollutlon 1n the North Sea and the Baltlc Sea.

At the same time, the Commlsslon should indicate to them suitable
measures to ensure the long-term exlstence of fishing in the

North Sea and the Baltlc Sea.t'
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MIGRATION OF FISH STOCKS

The Council noted a report from the Commission on the detailed
arrangements for lmplementlng solutlons to the probl-ems caused by

changes in the migratory patterns of flsh stocks, in particular
western mackerel.

FISHING OPERATIONS IN THE NAFO AREA

The Council- held an exchange of vlews on the basls of a Commission

report on the activlties of Community vessels in the NAFO

Regulatory Area and in the light of comments by a number of Member

States 1n thls connection. The Councll stressed the need for
strlcL observance of the flshlng regulations 1n this area and asked

the Commisslon to keep it informed of the outcome of the controls
carried out and the action taken 1n cases where the regulations
r^Jere infringed.
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CONTROL MEASURES FOR FISHING ACTIV]TIES

The Council made a detailed examination of the problems arising in
connection with an amendment to Regulation No 2241/87 establishing
certain con'trol- measures for fishing actlvlties.

Under the proposed Regulation the exlstlng control provisions would
be supplemented by improved informatlon procedures and the lntroduct-
ion of a monitoring and penalty system for the applicatlon of
national measures whlch the Member States woul-d be required to take
in implementatlon of the Community arrangements for conserving and

administerlng flshery resources. These provislons concern cases
where lnfringements of the rules on conserving and exploiting
stocks occur durlng landlngs and transshipmenLs carried out by

vessels in a Member State other than that of registratlon.

After the discussions, the Council- noted the urgent need to
improve the system of control. However, a number of points stil-l had
to be cl-arlfied before the Council- could take a decision, and the
Permanent Representatlves Committee was instructed to prepare that
declsion as soon as possibte.
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FISHING IN GREENLAND VüATERS

The Councll noted that the Commlssion had wlthdrawn its proposal
concerning the Communlty's acceptance of additlonal- catch quotas
for redfish and Greenland hal-ibut which GreenlanC had offered for
f9BB. The proposal- was no longer rel-evant because Greenland itself
had withdrawn its offer.

In thls context, the Council discussed the prlnclple of rrrel-ative

stabilityrr in regard to fishlng possibilities under the flsheries
agreement with Greenland.

IÂIHITE ZONE IN THE BALTIC SEA

The Council noted a communlcatlon from the Commlsslon on 1ts talks
with Sweden regarding catch posslbllitles 1n the Swedlsh part of the
Bartlc sea known hltherto as the rrwhlte zone't. After the talks, the
Commission haC obtalned the following fishing posslbilities for the
rest of 19BB:

2 000 tonnes of hake ( 20 llcences )

170 tonnrs of salmon (30 licences)

This meent that for l9B8 the level of fishing by Community vessels
woulci be malntained as far as posslble. It was also planned tiraL,
imi'r, diacely the proceedings of the Baltic Sea Fishery Commission
liiltl cnded, consulta ,ions should be contlnued on reciprocal Access
f,' the two sidesr respective fishlng areas of the Baltlc Sea after
I _qES .
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IIHAL'I'H CONDI.TIONS CONCERNING NEMATODES

The Councll- referred to the work begun in the Agriculture Council
on the proposal for a Regulation laying down health conditions for
the marketing of fish and fish products concerning nemaLodes. It
hoped that the Council- would reach an early declsion on the

Commissionts proposal and noted inter alia the concern expressed

by a number of delegations at the possibility of natlonal safeguard

measures belng taken in this connection pending the Community

declslon.

IMPORTS OF RED}'ISH FROM ICELAND

The Councll instructed the Permanent Representatives Commlttee to
examine wlth atI due speed a proposal for a Commission Regulation
extending until 31 December 19BB the tariff preference - 2/' customs

duty - appllcable to lmports of redfish (Sebastes spp.), fresh,
chilled or frozen, orlglnatlng in Iceland. A maJorlty of delegations
in the Councll had already said they r{rere favourably 1ncllned towards

the substance of this measure.
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EXTERNAL RELAT]ONS IN THE FISHERIES SECTOR

The Councll noted a statement by the Commissioner, Mp CARDOSO E CUNHA,

on recent developments concerning the Communityts relations and

negotiations concerning fisherles wlth thlrd countr'1es and lnter-
national organizatlons, and comments on thls statement by a number

of delegatlons.

S]TUATION ON THE SARD]NE MARKET

The Councll had an exchange of views on the sltuatlon on the
Communlty sardlne market, 1nc1ud1ng the dlfflcultles encountered
by the cannlng lndustry 1n certaln Member States.

The Council paid particular attentlon to the requests from the
Portuguese and Spanish delegations for the introduction of a number

of measures to restore balance within the sardine sector 1n their
countries.

After the dlscussions, the Councll lnsLructed the Permanent
Ilepresentatives Committee to examine wlth a1] due speed the
Commissionts '-ccnt proposal concernlng a reduction of the customs
outles for exports of Portuguese and Spanislr preserved sardlnes to
the Community of Terr so that it cou1d take a declslon as soon as
possi bl-e.
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OTHER FISHER]ES DECIS]ONS

The Councll formally adopted a Regulatlon concernlng the conclusion

of the Agreement between the European Economlc Communlty and the

Klngdom of Morocco on relatlons ln the sea flsherles sector and

Iaylng down provlslons for its lmplementatlon.

The Agreement was slgned on 26 Nlay last 1n Rabat (see Press

Release 65tT /BB Presse Tl)', pendlng completlon of the procedures

necessary for 1ts formal concluslon 1t was the subJect of a

provisional lmplementlng Decision wlth effect from 1 March 1988.

The Council also adopted a Regulatlon amendlng Regulation No 2245/85

Iaylng down certaln technlcal measures for the conservatlon of flsh
stocks in the Antarctlc. The Regulatlon lmplements 1n respect of
Community flshermen the conservatlon measures adopted ln 7987 by

the Commlsslon for the Conservatlon of Antarctlc Marlne Llvlng
Resources (CCAMLR).
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MISCELLANEOUS DECISIONS
