In particular, it provldes for indlcatlve limlt values to be drawn
up at Community leve1 to cover as many dangerous chemlcal, physlcal-
and biological agents as posslble, ln addition to the blnding limit
values.

The Directive comprises a unlform measurement strategy at Community
1evel which is an essential condition for the harmonization of 1imiL
values.

As part of the co-operation procedure the common positlon will be
forwarded to the European Parl-lament pursuant to Article 149(2) of
the EEC Treaty.
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PROTEC'.TION AGA]NST R]SKS DUE TO CARC]NOGENS AT ü/ORK

The Councll hel-d a policy debate on the proposal for a Dlrective
on the protection of workers from the risks related to exposure
to carcinogens at work (sixth lndividual Directive wlthln the
meaning of Artict_e B of Dlrective BOl1107/EEC).

It noted a tendency in favour of replacing the l1st of 31 substances
by a reference to the Directlves on the classiflcation of dangerous
substances and preparations, as this would broaden the scope of
the Dlrective and automatically update it.

The councll- was in favour of the inclusion in the scope of the
Directive of substances that are not marketed and are to be found
only at the workplace, as well as certaln processes, on the
understandlng that they should be incruded gradually and ln the
light of the findings of experts.

The Council lnstructed the Permanent Representatives Committee to
contlnue 1ts dlscusslons on thls proposal for a Dlrectlve to enable
the councll, in accordance wlth the tlmetable lald down by the
TroÎka, to adopt a conmon position at 1ts next meetlng.
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NEI^I FRAMEV'IORK DIRECTIVE AND hIORKPLACE DTRECTIVE

The Council also held a policy debate on the proposals for
Dlrectives:

- on the introduction of measures to encourage improvements in
the safety and health of r^rorkers at the workplace (ttnew framework

Directlvett);

concerning the minimum safety and health requlrements for the
workplace (first individual Dlrectlve wlthln the meaning of
Article 13 of the new framework Dlrectlve) (Dlrectlve on the
workplace ).

These proposals constitute the flrst two lnstruments 1n a package

of six proposal-s based on Article 11Ba of the EEC Treaty and

submitted to the Council- by the Commlsslon ln March 1988.

During the dlscusslons on these proposals, the Council paid
particular attention to the following lssues:

the appllcatlon of the second subparagraph of Artlcl-e f18a(2) of
the EEC Treaty whereby directlves shall avold lmposing
administratlve, financlal- and legaI constralnts in a way which
would hold back the creation and development of small and

medium-s ized undertakings ;

- relations between employers and workers, 1n particular the
information, consultation and instructlon and tralning of workersl

- a nei^I approach whereby uniform appllcation of the mlnimum
requi-rements of the Directlve shor-rld be guaranteed by recourse
to technical reports drawn up, for example, by the European
Committee for Standardizatlon (CeW;.
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At the close of its discussions the Council instructed the Permanent
Representatives Committee to continue its discussions on the two
proposals for Dlrectlves to enabl-e the Counc11, in accordance with the
timetable laid down by the Trolka, to adopt common posltions at the
earliest possible date wlth a view to the flnal adoptlon of the two
Dlrectives by 30 June t9B9 at the latest.

EQUAL TREATMENT FOR MEN AND I,üOMEN IN SOCIAL SECUR]TY SCHEMES - THIRD
D]RECT]VE

The Council took note of a report from the Presldency on progress 1n
discusslons on the proposal for a Directive compretlng the
implementatlon of the princlple of equal treatment for men and women
ln statutory and occupational soclar security schemes.

The Councll noted that the dossier was essentlal to the completlon
of the lmplementation of the prlnclple of equal treatment for men

and women in the Community.
