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INTERNAL BNBRGY MARKBT - PRESIDENCY CONCLUSIONq

The Councll had a d.etalIed dlscusslon on establlshlng the internal-

energy market. .The startlng-point f or the dlscusslon l,vas the

Commlssion worklng paper entitl-ed "The Internal Energy Marketr

(COM(88) nB flnal of 2 May 19BB). The Councll agaln stressed the

polnt made at 1ts meeting on 2 June 7987, namely the lmportance of

thls subJeet for the future of the Communltyrs energy polley'

In the llght of dlscussions, the Presldency drew the folIowlng
concluslons:

1. The creation of a more fully lntegrated internal market in the

energy field 1s of fundamental lmportance for the Communltyrs

future. The lnternal energy market should contribute to

establishlng the large market of 7992 and' to strengthening the

achievements of the Community energy policy. It should also help

to strengthen the competitiveness of the European economy and

to serve as a back-up to the pol-itlcal lntegration of the

Communi t.Y.

2. The lnternal energy market should, 1n general, have beneflclal
consequences for the standard of llvlng of cltizens in the

Communlty and for energy suppIles. It should pave the way for
lncreased trade between Member States and provlde added strength
for the interplay of market forces. It shoul-d also strengthen
the concept of solldarity between Memebr States and lmprove the
flexlblltty of undertaklngs. It w11l- thus also be an lmportant
factor 1n the Communityrs securlty of supply.
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3. Further dlscusslons on this subJect wlrl have to take lnto
conslderatlon the dlfferent economlc sltuatlons and the energy
pollcles of the Member States, for example as regards thelr
geographlcal characterlbtlcs. Account should also be taken of
the speclal characterlstlcs of the energy market, 1r partlcular of
1ts lnternatlonal dlmenslon and of the lnterdependence of world
markets. Another lmportant factor to be taken lnto conslderation
1s the long-term nature of energy supplles and the considerable
1eve1 of investment to be made 1n the exploltatlon and transport
of energy resources.

4. Durlng the dlscusslon delegatlons welcomed the Commlsslonrs
working paper, and the polnt was made that 1t represented a major
contrlbutlon to the attalnment of an lnternal energy market.
Agneement was recordeti on the ovenall approach adopted by the
Commlssion, whlch advocates paraIIeI progress ln the dlfferent
spheres of actlon in order to establlsh the internal energy market.
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5 . T'he f ollowlng were also noted:

9.VI.88

A. The Commlsslonts determlnatlon to apply the rules of Community

law ln order to speed up the establishment of the internal
energy market (free movement of goods and services, monopolies,
State ald and competltlon between undertaklngs).

B. The achievement of a satlsfactory balance between energy and the
envlronment as an lmportant goal under the Single Act and

the Commisslonrs lntentlon to consider this field 1n greater
detall and to prepare a coherent prograrnme as soon as possible.

C. The Commlsslon I s lntention to submit specific lnltlatives,
both - durlng the second half of 1988 on transparency of
energy prlces and before the end of 1989 - on energy
lnfras truc tures .

6. The Permanent Representatives Commlttee r{as requested to undertake
a factual examlnation of the varlous obstacles tn thls field 1n

order to:

- verify that the Commlssionrs lnrrentory 1s both complete and

aceurate I

examlne those obstacles whlch coul-d be removed lmmedlately
without any special difficulty, taklng account of the need to
achleve signlficant progress ln all areas of actlvity.

7. Lastly, the Commlsslonts lntentlon to draw up, by ttre end of 1989,
a further report on developments in thls f1e1d was welcomed and

the Commlsslon was requested henceforth to keep the Council
regularly lnformed of any progress mader âs from 1ts next meetlng
on energ.y.
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MEMBER STATES I ENERGY POLICIES IN THE LIGHT OF THE 1995 COMMUNTTY

ENERGY OBJECTIVES

The Council consldered draft concluslons drawn up followlng preparatory
discusslons 1n the Permanent Representatlves Commlttee on the
Commission communication of 19 Apr11 19BB on the main flndings of the

Commlssionrs revlew of Member Statesr energy pollcies ln the I1ght of
the 7995 Communlty energy obJectlves.

Followlng discusslons, the Presldent found that there ïIere still some

difficultles regardlng the draft; the Councll therefore asked the

Permanent Representatives Commlttee to contlnue dlscusslons in order
for the Council to arrive at a conclusion as soon as possible.

CO-OPERATION BETI^IEEN PUBLIC ELECTRICITY SUPPLY COMPAN]ES AND AUTO-

PRODUCERS OF ELECTRICITY

The Council consldered some problems arlslng wlth regard to the
Council- Recommendation to the Member States to promote co-operation
between public electrlclty supply companles and auto-producers of
electricity, which the Commlsslon proposed ln its communlcation of
19 May 1988.

The problems related 1n particular to the trcommon carrierrr concept,
designed to altow auto-producers access to pubtlc distributlon
systems.

Followlng the discussion, the Councll asked the Permanent

Representatives Commlttee to glve the matter further consicleratlon and

report back for its next meeting to enable the Council- to take a

decislon.

,It addresses a serles of recommendatlons to the Member States
ohr among others, the followlng aspects:

- appropriate legislatlve, admlnistratlve and financlal measures;

- need to pursue the optlmum exptoltatlon of these energy sources
ln the communlty taklng account of thelr economlc prospects
and thelr ava1lab11lty 1n the Member States;

- need to ensure, ât communlty level, that the measures raunched
are mutually compatlble and that the results and experlence
galned are wl-dery dlssemlnated so that the efforts made areprofltable;

- need to faclrltate co-operatlon among lndustries producing
renewabl-e energy exploltatlon equlpment and the extenslon of
markets.

rn the present state of the technorogy, the sources offerlng
the most practlcal deveropment prospects in the short and
medium term are solar, geothermar and wlnd energy, biomass and
energy from waste and hydroerectrlclty, especlally low-power
installaLlons.
