COUNCIL SlAlEMENl ON lHE OCCASION OF lHE EUROPEAN PARLIAMENÎ ELECÎIONS

the Council,

hfhereas the European Parllament 18 shortly to be reconstltuted for the thlrd tlme

by direct universal suffrage;

Uhereas the new Parliarnent which wiII result from the electlons on 15 to 18 June

wilI operate throughout the flnal stage of completlon of the internal market, to
which it will be requlred to make an lmportant contribution;

- expresses satisfaction, together with the outgoing European Parllanent, at the

work whlch has been aceomplished, whlch received considerable impetus following
the European Parliamentrs new responsibillties arisint from the Single Act,

which it has fully assumed;

- emphasizes the lndispensable role the European Parliament plays in the process

of European unlficatlon;

- reaffirms the the need to associate the European Parllament more closely with

its decisions at this stage of the full attainment of the Internal Market and

the approach to European Union based on the general principle of improved

inter-inst itutlonal co-operat ion ;

- welcomes the fact that the European Parliament will be elected for the third
time by the citizens of the E\rropean Cormunity by direct universal suffrage,
which testifies to the democratic values which the European Communlty shares

with all its Member States;
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- appeals to the clttzens of the Etropean Cormunity to take part ln the electlons
for the new European Parliament, tnd in thls vrày to glve concrete axpression to

their degire to contribute to the enterprlse of Europeên uhiflcatlon through

their directly elected representatlvès.

PREPARAÎION FOR lHE EUROPEAN COUNCIL IN MADRID

The President informed the Council of the toplcs whlch the Prêsldency lntênded

thê European Council to discuss in Mêdrid on 26 and 27 June 1989.

the Presidency slngled out tuo priorlties, vlz., Economlc and Monetary Unlon and

the Communltyts social dlmension. the dlscussions h,ould also deal wlth topical
quèstions relating to polltical co-operatton, the tlebt problems faced by

medium-income countries, and envlronmental probletne - lncludlng the Conmissionrs

suggestion for a European environmental agencÿ. Lastly, questions would be

raised relatlng to completion of the lnternal market, co-operatlon on films and

television, frontier checks, research, a peoplets Europe antl the Cormunityts

foreign relatlons.

RELAÎIONS LTIfiI THE SOVIET UNIOT{

The Councll adopted dlrectlves enabling the Cormrission to open negotlations with

the USSR for a trade and cormrercial and economlc co-operatlon agreement.

the decision marks a nêw and very lnportant phase in the development of the

Communltyrs relations h,lth East European countrlcs. ltre negotiating brief takes

account of wishes expressed by the USSR, providlng for the possibility of
wide-ranging co-operatlon whlch would develop gradually on the basls of common

interest and mutual benefit.

At the same time, the Council adopted negotlating directives for a specific
agreement with the USSR on textlles and clothlng.

EEC-ALGERIA RELATIONS

the Council prepared the Conmunity posltion for the 2nd meeting of the

EEC-Algeria Co-operation Councll, which was held late ln the afternoon of the

same day.

EURO.ARAB UNIVERSIlY

Commissioner MATUTES gave the Councll a progress report, briefing it on the

Commissionrs talks on settlng up a Euro-Arab university, an ldea put forward by

the European Parllament in 1984.

The Commisslon would keep the Council informed of developments.
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FRENCH OVERSEAS DEPARÎHENîS

Pending the European Parliamentrs Oplnion, the Council held aa initlal discusslon

on the two draft Decisions on the French overseas departments, one relatlng to a

specific actlon progranme (POSEIDOM) and the other relatlng to the dock dues

arrangementg ln the departments.

Concludint the dlecusslon, the Prealdent found that there we§ broad consensu8 on

the prlnciplc of a speclflc prograsnê for the overseas departmcnts ênd a good

chance of reaching agreêment on detalled procedures.

this being the case, the Council instructed the Pcrrnanent Representütives

Committee to continue dlgcusslohs, tal«lng account of thc Presldencyra compromlse

suggestlons, so that the Councll could reach flnal agreement ln thè tutumn, when

the European Parllsnentra Opinion was avallable.

FISHERIES NEGOÎIATIONS IJIÎH GREENI,AND

the Council took note of a Btatement by the Danlsb Minl.ster on the lryortance

which Denmark attached to the cument negotiations with Greenland for a second

fisherles protocol, and of information from the Cormisslon indicating that the

negotiations could be concluded in the near future.

MISCELLANEOUS DECISIONS

Customs union

the Councll adopted a Regulation totally suspendlng certain customs duties

applicable by the Community of len to lmports from Spaln and Portugal.

the Council also adopted a Decision totally suspending customs duties appllcable

by the Corununity of len to imports from Spain of products covered by the ECSC

lreaty, with effect from the same date.

The Regulation is designed to anticipate the dismantling of customs duties on a

series of industrial and fisheries products from Spain and Portugal in order to
speed up the process of integrating the new Member States into the customs union

and thus improve thelr balance of trade sltuatlon (specific arrangements for
partial suspension of duties on tinned sardlnes were already decided on in 1988).

Trade policy

The Council adopted a Decision authorlzing the extenslon or tacit renewal of

certain trade agreements concluded between Member States and third countries (2nd

quarter of 1989).
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Relatlons wlth Malta

Having recelved the European Parllamentrs a§sent, the Council adopted a Dêclsion

concernlng the concluslon of the Prôtocol on flnanclal and technlcal co-operatlon

between the European Ecohohic Comunlty ürd the Rcpubllc of tlalta signed on

20 March 1989 (see preit release CEB-l,l 60?189 (Prcgee 52) of 20.3.89).

As the contracting partles aro éxpeoted to notify conpletion of the necessary

procedüres wlthin the next fêw dayr, this 3rd EEC-MaIta Pinanclal Protocol wlll
be able to enter lnto force on 1 AuÜU§t 1989.
