Born in Calumet, Michigan, on May 27,,1912 Mr. Trezise
received both his A.B. and M.A. degrees from the University of
Michigan, where he was elected to Phi Beta Kappa. He remained at
the University as a research associate until 1941,

In 1942, Mr. Trezise entered Government service as an analyst
in the Office of Defense Transportation. From 1943 to 1946, he
served with the Office of Strategic Services while in the U. S. Navy.
