BiographJ 

Harm G. Buiter was born in 1923 in Tubbergen on the German-Dutch border. 
He is a Dutch citizen. He has served as secretary general of the European 
Labor Union Secretariat since 1958. The Secretariat is responsible for 
coordinating labor union activities within the European Community. 

After studying economics at the University of Amsterdam, Mr. Butter was 
employed in 1946 by the Dutch Steel Workers Union. He represented the Dutch 
Labor Unions during negotiations of the European Communities' Treaties. 

In 1956, he was appointed by the Miners and Steel Workers Unions of the 
Community member countries to head their Permanent Secretariat. Mr. Butter 
was also in charge of the first information delegation of the European Coal 
and Steel Community to the United States in November of the same year. 
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
