During the last twelve months (October 1977 to October 1978), the rate of
inorease in the nominal average gross hourly earnings in five countiries

(D, ¥ I, B, IX) substantially kept pace with that obeerved in the previous
period (April 1977 to April 1978). It was stepped up only in twe countries
(UK, IRL), but slowed down in two other Meaber States (NL, L).

Between October 1975 and October 1978, the size of increases in the nominal

average gross hourly earnings of manual workers throughout industry varied
considerably according to country, ranging from 20% in Germany to about

80% in Italy. Only in four countries (D, NL, B, L) did the level of average
annual increases remain below 10%. Four other countiries experienced average

anmal increases of between 10 and 20% (IK, UK, F, IRL), and Italy registered

an anmal average inorease of about 224 over this three~year period. It must

also be pointed out that the rate of increase in nominal earnings has slowed
down during the last annual period,
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Real changes in the average gross hourly earnings of manmual workers in industry
may be assessed approximately by deflating the neminal earnings index, using
the consumer prices index, The resulta of this exerocise, presented in Table 2,
must be interpreted with caution as, firstly, the fields of reference of the
two indices are determined differently and, secondly, consumer price indices
are calculated according to different methods in the various countries.

It should also be kept in mind that earnings are deflated on a gross basis,

i.e. before deduction of centributions to social security and taxes; thus,
for example, any relative increase in the fiscal burden will be reflected
in the trend of real hourly earnings given below.

In October 1978, real gross hourly earnings of manual workers in industry had
risen in all the countries as compared with the level in the same wmonth of
the previous year, with increases ranging between 1.5% (L) and 6.0% (UK).
Moreover, if trends in nominal earnings and those in real earnings are
compared, significant changes are apparent. Although the same countries
and at the bottom (B, L) of the

In two countries (IX, UK), real earnings show no inorease compared to the
October 1975 level; in the other couniries, increases ranging from 4~5%
(IRL, NL) to 9-11% (B, D, L, F) and 16% (IS are registered. The correspond-
ing average annual increases range from 1l.3% (IRL) to 5% (I). It must never—
theless be pointed out that real earnings have gone up in the United Kingdom
and Denmark during the last twelve-month period (October 1977 - October 1978)
by 6% and 3.3% respectively.

The average gross hourly earnings of male and female manmual workers in
industry and the trends between 1975 and 1978 are presented in Table 3.

Table 4 gives the average gross hourly earnings of workers in industry in
October 1978 and in previous periods, broken down by branch of industry
(two-digit NACE categories). This table not only permits an assessment of
salary trends in the different industrial sectors, but also provides scme
structural information to clarify differences between countries in the
development of average hourly earnings of workers in total industry.

Finally, Table 5 shows the trends of average (nominal) greas monthly
earnings of non-mamial workers in industry, with a breakdown by industrial
branch. For all industiries, such earnings increased between October 1977
and October 1978 by approximately 6-7% (WL, D, B), 8-9% (IK, L) and 12-15%
(P, UK). Data for Italy and Ireland are not available., In the period
October 1975 to October 1978, increases were between 23% (D) and 40% (UK).

Compared with the trend in manual workers' earnings during the same three-
year period, the earnings of non-manual workers are not substantially

different, except in France and Denmark, where the increase in the earnings
of non-mamal workers is markedly below that of manual workers (F 3 37% as

against 47%; K 1 28% as against 34%).

Data on the average number of weekly hours of work offered to workers in
industry, broken down by branch of industry, are supplied in the annex
for Ootober 1978 and the preceding periods.
