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INTRODUCTION

This statistical document gives the results of the harmonised statistics on earnings in industry and services
and hours of work in industry for the years 1996, 1997 and 1998.

These statistics provide information on average gross hourly earnings of manual workers in industry and on
gross monthly earnings of non-manual workers and of manual and non-manual workers together in industry
and services. All these series are not available for all Member States.

The data are broken down according to NACE Rev.1 (Statistical classification of economic activities in the
European community); they include all sections and sub-sections plus a number of divisions. The data is
presented in national currency and in Ecu. More detailed data is available in the New Cronos, database of
Eurostat, theme 3, domain Earnings.

A resume of national sources used to produce data on harmonised statistics of earnings and hours of worked
is presented on pages 7 to 26.
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NATIONAL SOURCES FOR HARMONISED STATISTICS
OF EARNINGS IN INDUSTRY AND SERVICES
AND HOURS OF WORK IN INDUSTRY

INTRODUCTION

This document summarises the national sources
used as basis of the transmission to Eurostat of
Harmonised Statistics of Earnings in indutry and
services and hours of work in industry.

COMMUNITY DEFINITIONS

Gross earnings

Gross eamings cover remuneration in cash paid
directly and regularly by the employer at the time of
each wage payment, before tax deductions and
social security contributions payable by wage
eamers and retained by the employer.

Payments for leave, public holidays, and other paid
individual absences, are included in principle, in so
far as the corresponding days or hours are also
taken into account to calculate eamings per unit of
time.

Thus in certain countries, payments relating to leave
and other individual absences on the part of workers
would not appreciably influence the level of the
average hourly payment, given that these paid
absences are taken into account in both the
numerator (amounts paid) and the denominator
(number of hours) of the ratio used to determine the
houriy pay.

Hours of work

The weekly hours of work are those in a nomal
week's work (i.e. not including public holidays)
during the reference period.

These hours are calculated on the basis of the
number of hours paid, including overtime hours paid.

Manual / non manual workers

There is less of a distinction between both types of
workers amongst most Member States.

The terms manual and non-manuai workers were in
the past often directed to the separation of groups of
workers according to their contractual basis of hourly
eamings (manual workers) or monthly eamings
(non-manual workers).

The systems to attribute employees to one or the
other group differ from country to country. In
countries like Germany the attribution depends on

the public social security insurance to which the
worker is supposed to pay his social security
contributions. In other countries like Denmark the
attributions depends on the 1SCO-attribution (non-
manual worker : major groups 1-5 including those in
a managenal position).

Reference period

As far as possible, countries are requested to retumn
data on harmonised statistics of earnings and hours
of work relating either to October or the last quarter
of the year.

BELGIUM

Source

The present system for monitoring eamings
comprises two half-yearly surveys, one applying to
manual-workers and the other to non-manual
workers. For 1999, these surveys will be replaced by
an annual structural survey of eamings.

GENERAL SURVEY OF GROSs HOURLY EARNINGS OF
MANUAL WORKERS IN INDUSTRY

Summary

Surveys on eamings and working hours of manual
workers in industry started in 1961. There have
however been slight changes over the years due to
new sampling and the use of new economic activity
classifications.

The survey is confined to industry (i.e. NACE Rev. 1

C-F), that is manufacturing plus mining, oil refining,
electricity, gas and water, and construction, and



local units with 10 and more employees. It covers
about one million workers spread over 14000 local
units.

Main definitions
Manual workers

The term manual worker means any worker
employed in an establishment on the basis of a
labour contract. This definition includes the following
categonies: production workers, maintenance
workers, foremen and overseers who normally carry
out manual work, manual workers paid by the month,
warehouse staff, packing and shipping department
workers, etc.

Gross eamings

Since they are gross, a manual worker's earnings do
not exclude taxes or social secunty contributions
which he is obliged to pay but which are deducted at
source by the employer. These earnings include in
particuiar: the contractual hourly, daily or weekly
wage, the piecework and output rates, extra
payments for shift work, payments made for hours
not worked as a result of a reduction in the working
week, special bonuses for hard work, good
timekeeping and seniority and any other extra-
payments.

Working hours

Working hours actually worked means ordinary
working hours, overtime and night-time work or
Sunday work.

Methods
Sampling method

The local units and the workers are selected by
random sampling. The latter is carried out in such a
way that an adequate number of workers are
included in the survey in order to produce figures
which are representative of the industry in question.
The industries are stratified by groups, for which the
sampling fractions are established separately.

Large local units (200 and more workers) are all
included in the survey with part of their manual
workers, medium-sized local units (between 50 and
199 workers) are included partly, with some of their
manual workers and, finally, small local units
(between 10 and 49 workers) are partially covered
by the sample but supply information for all their
manual workers.

The gross hourly eamings of manual workers are
calculated by dividing the gross eamings by the
number of hours worked during the payment period
in question.

Then for each group of industries (NACE 3 or 4
digits), the mean gross hourly earnings of men and

women aged 21 or over and men and women
younger than this limit are calculated. Theses
averages are obtained by dividing the sum of the
gross hourly eamings of the relevant manual
workers by the number of manual workers of each
sex and from the same group of age.

All these figures are then grouped using a current
weighting system, in such a way as to produce, for
each group of industries, the average gross hourly
eamings for all men, the same figure for all women,
and the same figure for both sexes (without
breakdown according to age groups).

GENERAL SURVEY OF GROSS MONTHLY EARNINGS OF
NON-MANUAL WORKERS

Summary

The survey on eamings covering non-manual
workers started in 1972. In 1978 this survey was
extended to wholesale and retail trade, credit
institutions and insurance activities. There have
however been slight change over the years due to
new sampling and the use of new economic activity
classifications.

Coverage

The survey covers establishments with 10 or more
employees in all sectors of industry and the following
services sectors: wholesale and retail trade, banking
and insurance.

Main definitions

Non-manual workers

The term “non-manual worker” covers all workers
who are not included amongst the manual workers
and who are employed at the plant on the basis of
an employment contract. This definition includes
clerks, middle and senior management, and
supervisory staff. Administrative staff as well as
technicians and persons employed in the
commercial or sales departments (providing that this
is on the basis of an employment contract) are also
included. The following are excluded: the chairman
and the managing director of the enterprise and
apprentices.



Part-time workers

These are employees whose employment contract
provides for their work to be caried out either on
half-days, or during several days a week, or during
one or the other week each month.

Gross monthly eamings

The gross monthly eamings are the total
remuneration paid to salaned staff for work carried
out during the reference month, including overtime
payments, bonuses which are paid with each
monthly salary payment (e.g. bonuses paid for
employees who work partly on a commission basis),
as well as child allowances granted in accordance
with collective agreements or voluntarily.

Gross monthly eamings include: taxes and social
payments (social security contributions and
supplementary schemes) which are deducted at
source by the employer and are payable by the
employee.

Methods
Sampling method

All the local units taking part in the survey of
industrial manual workers also provide information
on the number of non-manual workers and the total
gross wage bill for these employees during the
reference period

Method of calculation

For non-manual staff in industry, the averages were
calculated only for persons who are employed full-
time. The total amount of gross monthly salaries
paid to the employees of an establishment included
in the survey is divided by the number of employees
in question to produce an average gross monthly
salary per establishment for men and women
separately.

The data which are thus calculated at the level of the
individual establishment for men and women are
extrapolated to cover the whole statistical universe
and are rearranged to present the results for each of
the sexes separately and for men and women
together.

Data transmitted to Eurostat relates to October.

DENMARK

Source

The yearly Structure of Earnings Survey for the
private sector carried out since 1994.

Summary

The purpose of the structure of earnings survey is to
give detailed information on the structure and
distribution of earnings according to occupation,

education, sex etc. The calendar year is the
reference period.

Organisation

Statistics Denmark.

Output

A yearly structure of earnings statistics.

Publications at national level

Len- og indkomststatistik (Statistikservice).

Coverage

All employees in each enterprise with an
employment of 10 or more including apprentices
(part-time employees converted to full-time
equivalents) in the whole private sector except
agriculture and fishery. All in all approximately
15,000 enterprises.

Main definitions
NACE-group

The employees are distributed among NACE groups
according to the activity of the local unit.

Manual workers

Employees in ISCO major groups 6, 7 8 and 9, who
are not in managerial positions.

Non-manual workers

Employees in ISCO major groups 1, 2, 3, 4 or 5, and
employees in ISCO major groups 6, 7, 8 or 9, who
are in managerial positions.

Gross eamings

Gross earnings (wages and salaries) include all
regular and irregular payments, before tax
deductions and social security contributions, payable
by the employee and retained by the employer,
including contribution to pension schemes, paid in
the reference year.



Hours worked

Hours worked are the total number of hours worked
in the reference year including overtime-hours.
Hours paid for but not worked are not included.

Hours paid

Hours paid are the total number of hours paid in the
reference year including overtime-hours and hours
paid for but not worked.

Methods
Average gross hourly eamings

Average gross hourly eamings are calculated as
gross eamings in the reference year divided by the
hours worked in the reference year.

Average gross monthly eamings

Average gross monthly earnings are calculated as
gross eamings in the reference year divided by the
hours paid for in the reference year multiplied by
160,33. 160,33 is the average normal hours per
month worked by a full time employee.

Deadline for transmission of data to Eurostat

The goal is 8-10 months after the reference year.

FEDERAL REPUBLIC OF GERMANY

Quarterly survey of eamings in  Mining,

Summary

The principal aim of this regular quarteriy survey is
to monitor short-term changes in earnings and to
publish the results quickly. It was established in its
present form in 1957, provides information on hourly
and weekly eamings of manual workers by sex,
group of qualification and economic activity and on
average monthly eamings of non-manual workers
also by sex, group of qualification
(Leistungsgruppen), technical or commercial
occupation and economic activity. It also provides
regular information on paid weekly hours of manual
workers and monthly earnings of manual and non-
manual worker together.

Coverage

The survey covers industry, local units with 10 and
more employees (without handicraft) in NACE Rev.1
C-E and local units with 5 and more employees
(including handicraft) in Group 45.2, section G, J, the
latter two sections for non-manual employees only.
Indices of manual workers are only calculated for
industry and indices of employees are calculated for
all economic activities covered.

Manual workers are broken down into three groups
of qualification: group 1 (skilled), group 2 (semi-
skilled) and group 3 (unskilled).

Non-manual workers are broken down into five
groups of qualification (I, I, Ill, 1V, V). Group | is not
asked for in the quarterly survey, but only in the
structure of earnings survey.

Main definitions
Manual workers

The term “manual worker” means any person
(working in a subordinate capacity and) contributing
to the sickness and retirement insurance scheme for
manual workers.

Non-manual workers

The term “non-manual worker” includes all persons
(employed in a subordinate capacity and) paying
contributions to the sickness and retirement
insurance scheme for non-manual workers, including



those persons to whom exemptions provisions
apply.

Gross eamings

Gross earnings (wages or salary paid) include all
regular payments, before deductions of taxes and of
social security contributions payable by wage-
earners and retained by the employer.

Hours of work paid

The weekly hours of work paid to workers by
employers are those in the reference month for
workers whose pay was not affected by absence.

These hours are calculated on the basis of the
number of hours paid, including hours of overtime
paid. The number of hours paid excluding hours of
overtime paid might be calculated. This figure would
come near to the hours of work offered in a normal
week's work excluding hours of overtime.

Methods

Data are obtained quarterly from a sample of local
units (compare section Coverage), which are
stratified by location (Land), economic activity and
size.

Only full-time employees are included, excluding
those whose pay was affected by absence. Top
management executives, apprentices and trainees
and working proprietors are also excluded.

Each local unit reports

- total hours paid during the month,

- earnings and employment of wage eamers for each
of the three qualification groups by sex;

- total monthly earmings and employment of salary
eamners for each of four qualification groups by sex
and by commercial or technical occupation.

Earnings include all gross amounts currently paid by
the company to the worker. Excluded are annual and
irregular bonuses.

With regard to the index values, the calculated
means of earmnings and hours paid for are divided by
the corresponding means for October 1995 to obtain
relatives. The weights used for combining these
relatives are the products of the average of the
earnings in October 1995 and the numbers in each
cell.

The classification of employees into qualification
groups has been carried out with care in order to
achieve comparability between sections of the
economy. The work involved detailed study of most
important coliective agreements in order to assess
the training experience required for different jobs.
The work was done in consultation with employers’
associations and trade unions.
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Local wunits receive the questionnaire and
instructions for the allocation of their employees by
qualification groups according to descriptions in the
relevant collective agreement. These instructions
have been formulated centrally in order to achieve a
uniform application of the entire system of collective
bargaining and detailed study of all collective
agreements.

The survey takes place in January, April, July and
October of each year.

Data transmitted to Eurostat relates to October.
Deadline for the transmission of data to Eurostat

GREECE

Sources

The sources for Harmonised Statistics on Earnings
are the following surveys conducted by the National
Statistical Service of Greece:

- quarterly pay-roll survey in the mines, quarries,
manufacturing and handicraft industries,
electricity, water and steam distribution

- quarterly pay-roll survey in retail trade

- quarterly pay-roll survey in wholesale trade

- six-monthly pay-roll survey in the credit and
insurance institutions.

From 1999 onwards, following the revision of the
survey, a new methodology is in force.

QUARTERLY PAY-ROLL SURVEYS IN SEVERAL
Economic AcTiviTies?
Summary

These surveys show the development on a quarterly
basis (half-yearly for banking and insurance) of paid
work in industry and some branches of services. The
Quarterly Survey on Eamings of Industrial workers
has been carried out since November 1961 and the
other surveys have been set up at different times
since then.

Coverage

The sectors covered are the mines, quarries,
manufacturing and handicraft industries, electricity,
water and steam distribution, retail and wholesale
trade, credit and insurance institutions.

Main definitions
Manual workers

Employees who, irrespective of the method of
remuneration, are principally or exclusively engaged
in manual work.

Non-manual workers

Employees who, irrespective of the method of
remuneration, are engaged exclusively or principally
in non-manual work.

Gross eamings

The gross earnings cover the fixed remuneration, the
remuneration for overtime and other exceptional
remuneration before tax deductions. and social
security contributions payable by wage earners and
retained by the employer.

Remuneration covering a period outside the
reference period for the survey (holiday bonus,
balance sheet bonus, etc.) is excluded.

Working hours

Working hours are those for which a wage or salary
is paid, whether it is a normal wage or salary or
whether it is a supplemented by payments for
overtime or other special types of work.

Methods

The surveys use a total sample of about 6,657 local
units.

The surveys employ the wage sum method, dividing
the wage/salary bill by the number of hours or by the
number of employees.

No fixed weight index is calculated.

SPAIN

Quarterly survey of earnings (“Encuesta de Salarios

The survey covers industry, construction, wholesale
and retail distribution, banking and insurance, hotets
and restaurants, transports and communications,
financial intermediation, real estate, renting and
business activities (C-K NACE Rev.1). It covers the
local units employing at least five employees.

Two categories of workers are covered : manual and
non-manual workers defined according the social
security grouping. Part-time workers are included.
Eamings include the payments paid at each pay
period, including those irregular but paid monthly.

Gross eamings

These are remuneration in cash and benefits in kind
paid to employees, in compensation for hours
worked or work carried out, to which must be added
remuneration relating to periods of time not worked,
such as leave or public holidays. They comprise the
gross amount of wages and salanes, before
deduction of taxes and employees’social security
contributions.

Hours worked

The hours actually worked are taken as the basis for
calculating average gross hourly eamings.

Methods
A sample of about 12,022 local units is used.

The calculations of average eamings are made with
the wage-sum method, dividing the wage and salary
bill by the total number of hours worked and by the
total number of employees.

No fixed weight index is calculated. So that any
index obtained indice the effects of changes in the
composition of the employment.

Data transmitted to Eurostat corresponds to the 4th
quarter of each year. In Spain, there are also figures
available for the whole year although not by sex.

Publications at national level

The results of this survey are presented in the
publication “Premiéres informations” (First
information) and are included in the “Bulletin
mensuel des Statistiques du Travail” (Monthly
bulletin of labour statistics). The main results are
available on Minitel (3615 Emploi).

Coverage

The survey covers most of the non-agricultural
market branches of economic activity, excluding
local and national government.

Only local units with 10 or more employees are
covered.

Only data on basic wages and salaries are collected
(full-time employees for the reference month).

The classification of economic activities used is the
85-heading French classification of activities, which
is compatible with Nace Rev.1.

2 The meaning of the terms “manual worker” and “non-
manuai worker” as used here is the same as in the
collective agreements for sectors of activity.



Main definitions
Basic monthly wage/salary

This is the gross monthly remuneration excluding
bonuses of all kinds. It corresponds to the
wage/salary paid by the local unit for full-time posts.
Payments for overtime are excluded.

Weekly working hours

The weekly working hours are the hours actually
worked by full-time employees for the local unit
during the reference week. The figures are available
for manual and non-manual workers.

The weekly working hours are used in calculating
the hourly earnings of manual workers (harmonised
six-monthly survey). The basic hourly wage of
manual workers, on the other hand, which is used in
the quarterly indices, is calculated directly at the
level of each local unit (a reference value of monthly
working hours is provided for this purpose).

Methods
Sample size and design

This is a sample survey using around one-eighth of
local units with 10 to 49 employees, and exhaustive
sampling for local units with 50 or more employees.
It is a mail survey with a response rate of around
55% (about 30 000 - 35 000 out of 60 000 local
units).

The data on the rates requested in the questionnaire
cover sixteen predetermined levels of qualification.

The local units have to choose from their staff and,
for each level of qualification, a job which is
representative of the level of qualification, so that the
basic wage or salary corresponding to that job is
declared (they are not asked for an average for the
workers in the job).

In subsequent surveys, the local unit has to respect
the initial choice of jobs and declare the
corresponding rates. If a job disappears, the local
unit has to replace it with an equivalent job.

The questionnaires contain instructions for filling
them out correctly. On the one hand, there is a
classification table by level of qualification of the
workers covered by the collective agreements, and
on the other, the rates declared by the local unit in
the previous survey are printed in the questionnaire
along with the job reference in the collective
agreement.

Method of calculation
An elementary cell is defined by crossing the activity

of the local unit with its size and the level of
qualification.
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The basic gross monthly salaries or hourly wages for
full-time employees in each local unit are recorded,
with the levels applying to the first day of each
quarter (the hourly wages/salaries are calculated by
dividing the basic monthly wage/salary by the
number of paid reference hours in the month).
Average wages/salaries are then calculated for each
cell (5 440 cells, or 85 sectors of activity, 4 sizes of
local units and 16 levels of qualification). The basic
indices produced for the reference date (here, 1 April
1993) are then aggregated be means of fixed
weightings for the base year: the number of
employees on 31-12-1992 for base 100 on 1 April
1993.

The indices are aggregated using an average of
indices weighted by the number of employees. The
weightings are fixed. The numbers by sector and
size class are obtained from administrative sources
and the distribution by qualification from a specific
survey. Updating of the weightings entails a change
of base.

These indices do not therefore follow trends in
average levels of earningsS, and this sometimes
causes interpretation problems. As a reminder, basic
wages/salaries on average represent 92% of gross
earnings excluding non-monthly bonuses, and 84%
of the total gross eamings (with disparities
depending on the sector: from 75% in the case of
financial activities to 92% in the case of clothing).

The results are published for January, April, July and
October. The indices supplied to Eurostat are not
corrected to take account of seasonal variations.

The French national statistical office (INSEE)
supplements the information with a fixed-weight
index of the monthly gross salary rates for the
State’s civil servants.

3 1t ois sometimes difficult to interpret trends in
wages/salaries on the basis of the level of average
earnings, in view of the weakness of the sample in certain
sectors and for certain qualifications. In addition, not all
the local units are able to break down eamings by
category of employees. Finally, the trends calculated on
the basis of average levels of earnings include certain
structural effects: the trend in the structure of local units
by size and sector is taken into account (weightings
amended annually), but the trend in the structure of
qualifications within local units is not known (the structure
remains fixed within each sector/size stratum).

The results are presented by branch of economic
activity and socio-professional group and broken
down into four categories (manual workers, clerical
staff, technicians and foremen, and executives).
They refer to an average monthly value determined
over a year.

The survey covers all employees in all occupation

employees.

The classification of economic activities used is the
700-heading French classification of activities, which
is compatible with Nace.Rev.1.

Main definitions

Average monthly earnings

This refers to gross eamnings before social secunty
contributions are deducted. It inciudes all

components of the remuneration, including bonuses,
however often they are paid, and overtime.
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Working time offered

Working time offered is a measurement of collective
working time and is determined using the official
fixed working time system(s) of local units or
enterprises. It refers solely to full-time employees,
as part-time employees’ working time is set
individually in the employment contract. It does not
take into account individual components that might
have affected working time dunng the year.

Methods

1. Sample size of the ACEMO survey

The annual survey is based on a sampling frame of
local units at the rate of 1/8 for local units with from
10 to 49 employees and 1/2 for local units with from
50 to 99 employees. Sampling of iocal units with
over 99 employees is exhaustive. Every five years,
local units with fewer than 100 employees sampled
are renewed (at an annual rotation rate of 20%).
The questionnaire includes a page showing how it
corresponds to the classification table by level of
qualification of employees. In addition, since 1999,
an explanatory note is included.

2. Annuai declarations of social data (DADS)

This is an administrative formality which is required
of all enterprises which have employees. It inciudes
specific information on each employee intended for
various authornties.

3. Methods of calculation

Average monthly earnings for the year t-1 are
calculated from the exhaustive and definitive results
of the DADS, for total employees in the ACEMO
field, whether they are full-time or part-time.
Advanced techniques are used to estimate gross
eamings for the year t from a sample of local units
and from full-time employees only. Changes in
comparison to year t-1 are calculated using local
units present in years t and t-1, then applied to the
definitive levels of year t-1.

The ACEMO survey brings to light the gross average
remuneration per local unit for each level (level
NAF700*size of local unit), as well as its breakdown
by type (basic salary, overtime and bonuses) for the
major professional groups and for each sex.

Since 1998, there is an additional section concerning
working time, which makes it possible to estimate
annual working time offered by making a distinction
between three types of full-time employees
according to whether their working time is organised
on a weekly basis, on the basis of periods that are
longer than a week, or on a yearly basis. Hourly
eamings are estimated using this source.

Non-manual workers

These are the workers providing support activity (i.e.
managerial, clerical, transport, maintenance, sales,
staff, etc.).

Gross eamings

This is the gross amount paid to employees before
deduction of income tax, PRSI, etc. including
overtime pay, shift and other allowances,
commissions, production and regular bonuses, etc.
Irregular bonuses, back pay and redundancy
payments are excluded from the eamings retumed
for pay periods covering the reference week.

Working hours

This covers the hours worked by all manual workers
during the reference week. The hours worked
include the normal working hours of employees on
holidays or sick leave with pay; this ensures the
compatibility of the eamings and hours worked data
for the estimation of average hourly earnings.

Overtime hours are included on the basis of hours
actually worked.



Methods

The estimates of average weekly eamings, hourly
eamings and hours worked are compiled by
weighting the averages for all sample
establishments in each NACE x size cell (using 3
size strata) by estimated total employment in each of
these cells.

The corresponding indices are compiled using an
annual chain-linked Laspeyres formula based on a
matched respondent sample. The ratio of average
eaming (or hours worked) in the current quarter over
the previous September is calculated for 8 basic
employee categories in each NACE x Size cell and
combined for broader groupings using as weights
estimated total eamings in the previous year. This
system excludes the effects of changes in
employment composition and industrial structure
implicitly reflected in the corresponding absolute
average eamings estimate. The indices, therefore,
can be referred to as indices of underlying trends.

Until Aprl 1980, the survey was
organised by the Ministries of Employment and
Economy; in October 1980, the Statistical and
Economic Studies Service (Service central de Ia
statistique et des études économiques) (Statec) took
on responsibility for conducting the survey and for
processing the data.

Since April 1988, Statec has had at its disposal an
additional source of information enabling it to extend
the results of the surveys to all enterprises with at
least one employee. These files have been available
in NACE Rev. 1 since July 1997. Since that time, the
results on average eamings have therefore been
broken down according to this revised classification.
Nevertheless, the survey (April and October) is still
conducted exhaustively for the banking and
insurance industries and for enterprises paying

wages above the declaration ceiling5. Moreover, a
sample of over 100 industrial enterprises is used to
verify the reliability of the data.

(disabled persons); manual workers working from
home.

However, the definition includes manual workers
who have only worked for a certain penod of time
because of a reduction or interruption in the work of
the enterprise (temporary lay-offs or redundancies).

Non-manual workers

This category comprises all employees engaged
under a contract of employment with the enterprise
and covered by pension insurance for non-manual
workers. Also included in this category are foremen
and overseers engaged in supervisory work,
supervisors and administrative, technical and
commercial staff. Civil servants in public-sector or



municipal enterprises are classed as non-manual
workers.

This category excludes managenal staff with broad
responsibilities in the running of the enterprise (such
as the chairman or managing director); staff working
solely or partly on a commission basis; acting
managers; apprentices bound to the enterprise by a
deed of apprenticeship; non-manual workers who
were recruited, dismissed or who resigned during the
period of the survey; family members working in the
enterpnse.

Part-time workers

These are employees who regularly work fewer
hours than the usual number of hours worked per
week or per month in the enterprise. This category
includes all forms of part-time employment
(employment on a half-day basis, employment on
certain days during the month, etc.).

Average earnings

Average eamings are earnings before deduction of
employees' compulsory social insurance
contributions and taxes on salaries and benefits but
do not include the employers' share of social
security contributions paid on behalf of the
employees. Travelling expenses and allowances and
bonuses which are not paid at the time of each wage
payment are not included; the same applies to
benefits in kind.

Working hours

The hours taken into account are those for which the
employee is actually paid during the reference
month. They include normal working hours and
overtime, work performed on Sundays and public
holidays, night-time work, as well as annual leave
and sick leave. Short breaks taken by employees at
the workplace are not deducted.

Methods
Statistical unit

The statistical unit is the enterprise, or the place of
business in the case of large industnial enterprises
engaged in multiple activities.

Method of calculation

For manual workers within a particular branch of
activity, totals are obtained for each place of
business on the basis of total gross remuneration
(remuneration paid for normal working hours and
overtime) and hours actually paid (normal working
hours, hours of leave and overtime) during the
reference month. Average hourly eamings are
calculated by dividing these values by the number of
full-time and part-time staff. These figures are drawn
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up for men and women. The same procedure is used
to obtain figures for the classes and divisions of
activity.

For non-manual workers, average monthly earmings
for each group, class and division of activity are
obtained in the same way: total gross remuneration
is divided by the number of individuals (part-time
non-manual workers are not included in these
calculations).

Summary

The Survey on Employment and Eamings is a
quarterly survey. For the fourth quarter more detailed
information can be published then for the other three
quarters because of the larger sample. The results of
the first three quarters can only be used for
measuring wage trends at a high level of
aggregation.

The Survey on Employment and Eamings covers
estabiishments in all branches (except the NACE-
sections P and Q) and all size classes. It falls into
two sections: one containing questions on the
enterprise as a whole (the employment section) and
the other (the eamings section) containing questions
on individual employees in the enterprises with
respect to eamings, working hours and a number of
personal characteristics.

In 1995 it was decided no longer to collect wage
data for manual and non-manual workers separately,
as this information was thought to be too unreliable.
For many companies it had become increasingly
difficult to make the distinction by occupational

Coverage

The national system of statistics on wages covers
even public sector employees. For interational
comparability, only non-agricultural enterprises with
at least five employees are included in the data
supplied for the Harmonised Earnings Statistics.

Main definitions

Non-manual workers

All monthly-paid employees in the ISCO-88 (COM)6
main groups 1..5.

Manual workers

The statistics .on hours worked cover all hourly-paid
employees in the ISCO main groups 7 to 9. The
figures for gross hourly earmings corncern all manual
workers within the scope of a collective agreement
for manual workers.

Gross earmnings

Gross eamings are a measure of the eamings for
regular working time and paid overtime work. The
hourly gross eamnings are calculated by dividing the
monthly gross eamings by the number of hours paid.

Gross eamings include:
- the basic wage;

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- supplements for function, qualifications,
location of place of work, number of years of
service etc.;

- supplements for exceptional working conditions
or hours;

- incentive pay;

- payment for overtime (not included in CEl);

- payment for working time not actually worked;

Gross eamings do not include;

- payments made less frequently than the normal
pay period (except for profit-related amounts
paid to non-manual workers);

In the case of non-manual workers, incentive pay
includes both regular payments, such as
commission, and irregular payments, such as
bonuses based on performance. The amounts are
calculated on the basis of performance over the
previous 12 months. For manual workers the
incentive pay included in gross eamings includes
pay and similar payments.

Working hours

Working hours are determined on the basis of a
person’s regular weekly working hours and the
average number of overtime hours during the
reference period.

In Finland, the time worked by persons with a 40-
hour working week has been reduced by virtue of
sectoral decisions. The working time was reduced by
increasing the number of paid or unpaid free days,
rather than by reducing the regular weekly working
time. Notwithstanding the reduction of working time
based on collective agreements in certain sectors,
the regular weekly hours of work for manual workers
is taken to be 40 hours.

Methods

For those employed by organised employers the
results are based on the census data of employer
organisations. For unorganised employers, the base
data are derived by a sample survey.

Monthly eamings of hourly-paid workers and hourly
eamings of salaried employees are defined by
calculative measures.

Coverage

The annual earnings statistics cover all types of
enterprises with 1 or more employees (aged 18-64
years) in the private sector (sections A to O of NACE

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Main definitions of variables in the annual survey
Employment

Data refer to manual and non-manual workers. They
include piece workers, casual, temporary, seasonal
and part-time workers, as well as persons
temporarily absent from work, provided they have
worked duning the reference pernod. They exclude
apprentices, home-workers and family members. If
family members have stipulated wages and agreed
working-time they are included in the survey. The
categories foremen and overseers engage in
supervisory work are included in the survey of
salaries for non-manual workers.

Persons involved in working programs for
unemployed, employed on board a ship, owners/
joint owners with no agreed working-time and/or
earnings are excluded from the survey.

Average hourly eamings for manual workers

Total hourly earnings include time wages and
incentive pay per hour plus other remunerations
varying according to work performance (= the basic
wages). Wage components like shift-work increment
and other cash payments, e.g. stand-by
remuneration, remuneration for travelling time, down
time etc., pay and remuneration for weekends and
public holidays and payments in kind are included in
the wage concept.

From 1997 onwards data on the varables, pay and
remuneration for weekends and public holidays and
sickpay are not collected in the survey. Earlier data
on public holiday pay was collected but from 1997
onwards the public holiday pay is estimated for
persons who are authorised pay and remuneration
for weekends and public holidays. The vanable
overtime bonus is not included in the wage concept
"Total hourly earnings”.

Hours of work: manual workers

Data relate to hours actually worked including paid
hours on overtime. Data include normal hours of
work; overtime spent at place of work on preparation
of workplace repairs, maintenance, preparation and
cleaning of tools, preparation of receipts, time
sheets, reports; time spent at place of work during
which no work is done but for which payment is
made under a guaranteed employment contract;
time comresponding to short rest periods at the
workplace including tea or coffee breaks.

From 1997 onwards the component on-duty time is
excluded from hours worked.

Average monthly eamings for non- manual workers

The total monthly pay includes agreed monthly
salary, other cash payments and payments in kind,



commission, bonus etc. Reimbursements are
excluded from the salary concept.

The agreed salary includes special fixed wage
elements associated with position or person settled
by wage negotiations. Overtime pay, holiday pay,
holiday remuneration, holiday funds are excluded
from the survey. The salary is accounted before tax
reduction, leave of absence and sick leave

Methods
Sample size and design

The sample unit is the firm. The sample frame is
derived from the Central Register of Enterprises and
Establishment (CFAR) which covers all Swedish
enterprises of all sizes. This register is continuously
updated from administrative sources and by a
special annual inquiry conducted by mailed
questionnaires. The sample design is a stratified
simple random cluster sample, where the firms
constitute the clusters. The firms in the sample
frame are cross stratified by branch of firms and by
size of the firms. 39 branches and 5 size-classes
generate 39 * 5 = 195 strata. The size-classes 1 and
2,3 and 4 and 5 and 6 are merged. The size classes
include 1-199 employees. From each stratum a
random sample is allocated. The survey of 1998 is
based on a sample of approximately 8700 firms.

Summary

The New Earnings Survey is a sample survey of the
earnings of employees in employment in Great
Britain carmed out in April of each year by the Office
for National Statistics under the Statistics of Trade
Act, 1947. This survey covers employees in all
occupations in all types and sizes of businesses in
all industries.

The main purpose of this survey is to obtain
information once each year on the levels, distribution
and make-up of employees' earnings in the various
occupations, industries and major wage-negotiating
groups. This is the organisation’s main source of
separate eamings statistics for many groups of
manual and non-manual workers, particularly in
service industries.

Output

New Eamings Survey results are presented in three
main forms: average weekly and hourly earnings,
weekly hours of work, distributions of weekly and
hourly eamings, in terms of both ranges and
quartiles, annual increases in average eamings,
either by direct companson of the results of two
years' surveys, or by limiting the comparison to the
matched sample of employees who appear in both
years (the sample design ensures a high level of
matching). From 1998, annual eamings data have
been collected for those people who have been in
the same job for at ieast twelve months.

Coverage

The survey covers all employees in employment in
Great Brntain (a similar survey is conducted in
Northern Ireland).

The coverage of the NES sample depends
essentially on the coverage of the tax records.
People eaming below the income tax threshold do
not generally have such records, and so the
sample's coverage of people with very low weekly
eamings - mostly part-time employees - is far from
complete. In addition, the tax records are sure to be
out of date to some extent, for example because of
labour tumover, which will reduce the achieved
sample size. Both of these problems are lessened if
the sample is identified using information provided
directly by employers (currently about 10% of the
sample)

Main definitions
Manual workers/non-manual workers

A worker is classed as a non-manual or a manual
worker according to his or her occupation. Following
normal practice, those described as trainees in their
job title or description have been classified under the
occupations for which they were being trained. The
following workers are excluded: employees in private
domestic service, persons working for their spouses,
employees employed outside Great Britain, non-
salaried directors, armed forces, young employees
working in Youth Training or adult training Schemes
without a contract of employment.

Statistics are collected for those workers whose
eamings were affected by their being absent on the
survey date. However, the published results usually
exclude such employees, but the data are available
for analysis if required.

Full-time/part-time workers

Full-time workers are those employed 30 hours or
more per week or those for whom the normal basic
hours are treated as full-time by the employer.

Part-time workers are defined as those who work
less than 30 hours per week.

Gross eamings

Comprises the total eamings of the employee for the
survey pay-period, as reported by the employer,
before any statutory or other deductions. This
includes all payments related to that period
regardless of when particular payments within the
total were made or whether they were all paid at the
same time. Where bonuses or similar payments are
not paid in each pay-period, the proportionate
amount for one pay-period is based on the last
payment, or next payment if known (for exampie,
one-third of a quarterly bonus for a monthly pay-
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period or one-quarter of a monthly bonus for a
weekly pay-period).

Total weekly hours

it is the sum of the nommal basic hours of an
employee whose pay for the pay-period was not
affected by absence and the overtime hours for
which the employee received overtime pay, per
week in the pay-penod.

Methods

The survey is based on a one per cent random
sample of employees selected in a completely
impersonal way.

The achieved sampling fraction is less than 1 per
cent: the response rate, calculated relative to the
total number of employees in Great Britain
(estimated from other sources), has in recent years
been a little over 80 per cent for full-time employees,
and less than 70 per cent for part-timer employees.
The main reasons for this are that the sampling
frame, from the tax records, has incompiete
coverage of people with very low weekly eamings
(mostiy part-time employees), and is to some extent
out of date (for example because of labour turnover).
The final sample size in the 1998 NES was 203 500
questionnaires retumed and 157 800 questionnaires
taken on the survey file.

All the data on remuneration and hours worked are
expressed as weekly figures. The average weekly
remuneration for a group of workers is obtained by
dividing the total weekly payments by the number of
workers. The average of hours worked is obtained
by dividing the number of hours per week by the
number of workers. The average hourly pay is the
quotient of the sum of these-workers' weekly wages
and the total number of hours per week. The resuits
of the survey are not normally grossed up.

Series published by Eurostat represent full-time
employees paid on aduit rates and whose eamings
are not affected by absence. Before 1983, series
corresponded to full-time male employees over 21
and to female employees over 18 whose eamings
were not affected by absence.

To interpolate the results for October, an index of the
changes in the eamings which have occurred
between April and October is used. This index is
calculated from the results of the “Monthly sample
survey of employers in industry and services” used
to compile an average eamings index.
