Central Amerxca.

Most of the prOJects financed are structurel proJects, ‘taking an:

" average of five years to carry out. The organizations

responsible for implementation are usually official bodies,

-frequently strengthened by European technical assistance; in

the case of food aid or emergency aid, help is channelled througﬁ
xnternatxonal organlzatxons or non-governnental organlzatxons.

The Comm13510n exer01ses the strictest possible control, and in
view of the increase in aid to the Central American region a

network of project coordinators has gradually been establlshed-~f

furthermore, following the ministerial meeting in San José in

September 1984 it was decided to open a regional Community

office - a suboffice of the Caracas delegation - with the
specific task of monitoring and supervising Communlty aid to
Central Amerxcan countrLes.
