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Consumption trends

A salient feature of the oil sector in the Community of Twelve in 1986 was a
rise of 2.4% in total deliveries of oil products on the internal market. If
the British coal miners' strike in 1984 is desregarded, this represents the
first increase in oil demand since 1979.

Trends for the four main products were as follows :

- pemand for individual products such as motor spirit, kerosenes and jet fuel
and gas/diesel oil increased from 4.5 to 5% in practically all Member
states. This was mainly due to greater consumption of motor fuels resulting,
in the case of petrol and diesel, from increased use of cars given low pump
prices and a general increase in the number of cars on the road.

- There was a further fall in the consumption of residual fuel oil 1in the
Community as a whole, but the decline was Lless marked than in previous
years, and certain countries showed an increase - Italy (+ 6.6%), FR Germany
and Belgium (+ 11.5%), Ireland and Luxembourg (+ 54%) due to greater
industrial consumption.

Supply structure

bue largely to a slight downturn in British production, Community production
of crude oil has remained more or less at the 1985 lLevel of 144 million tonnes
according to the interim production and trade figures. Stocks of crude oil and
petroleum products held by refiners, importers and power stations increased by
around 7 million tonnes for the first time since 1980: this is partly
attributable to a rise in the level of net oil imports to 353 million tonnes,
an increase of 20 million tonnes over the previous year.

In 1986 there was a significant increase (+ 13%) in imports of crude oil from
third countries to all Member countries, most notably the Netherlands (+ 28%),
Belgium (+ 47%) and Greece (+ 55%). This rise was accounted for by supplies
from the Near and Middle East (+ 42%) with an increase from Saudia Arabija of
150%, from Kuweit of 31% and from the USSR of 23%. This represents an increase
of 2 points in the proportion of extra-Community imports coming from OPEC
countries.
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A salient feature of the balance-sheet for oil products was an appreciable
increase in exports from some countries, Spain having now re-joined the ranks
of the exporting countries.

Refining activity

For the first time since 1979 the quantity of crude oil refined within the
Community increased by 28 million tonnes over the 1985 level, despite a slight
decrease in France (- 5%) and FR Germany (- 2%). Given an estimated primary
distillation capacity in the Community of 595 million tonnes/year and a
transformation input of 476 million tonnes, the rate of refining capacity
utilisation can be put at 80%.
