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é OIL AND PETROLEUM PRODUCTS

Consumption trends

t Total deliveries of petroleum products in 1987 stagnated on the internal
' : market (a mere 0,2% up on 1986).

' The trends for the four main products were as follows :

- A fairly substantial increase in deliveries of kerosene and jet fuel (45, 2%)
spread over all the Member States; this is easily accounted for by the
growth in the air transport sector in 1987.

- A more moderate rise in deliveries of motor spirit (+2,3%) in the wake of a
substantial rise in the number of cars in 1987 and of prices maintaining a
relatively Low Llevel. '

- A slight fall in deliveries of gas oil and Llight fuel oil (-1,2%).

- A fall in deliveries of residual fuel oil (-3,6%). An exception, however,
arose in the case of Italy where deliveries of this product were up 15,8%
due to the virtually complete halt to nuclear-derived production of
electricity in 1987.
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Structure of supply

Community production of crude oil fell slightly in 1987 (-1,7%); this was due
to a cutback of roughly 4 million tonnes in UK production. Production was up
significantly 1in Denmark (+27%), and Italy (+42%) although the actual
$ quantities involved were small in absolute terms.

: Net imports of crude oil and petroleum products were down 0,3% to 352,9
? million tonnes; imports from third countries fell by 5 million tonnes in
{ Germany (-10,8%), 6 million tonnes in France (-10,4%) and 2,4 million tonnes
: in Italy (-3,1%). They were nevertheless up 2,9 million tonnes in Belgium
(+13,6%), 3,1 million tonnes in the Netherlands (+8,5%) and 1,2 million tonnes
i in Denmark (+47,6%).

As regards the point of origin of crude oil :

- Imports from Saudi Arabia were down (=32 million tonnes, i.e. =44,9%) but up
from other countries of the Middle East (+18 million tonnes);

- imports were down from African producers (-15 million tonnes, i.e. =12,7%)
and from Venezuela (-1 million tonnes, i.e. =-11%);
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these falls were offset by :
- an increase in supplies from Mexico (+3,4 million tonnes,

i.e. +21%), from

the Soviet Union (+7,7 million tonnes, i.e. +23%) and from Norway

(+5 million tonnes, i.e. +19%).
Lastly, OPEC, which accounted for 69% of imports in 1986, supplied only 61,3%
in 1987.

The petroleum products balance sheet shows a rise in Italian 1imports
(+5,5 million tonnes, 1i.e. a rise of 35%) and of French imports (+4,5 million
tonnes, 1i.e. +20,6%). Both countries' exports of these products were down by
14% and 11% respectively.

Refining

Input to refineries was down 2% (466,8 million tonnes compared with 476 in
1986). However, because of the reduction in overall refinery capacity compared
with the previous year, the utilization rate, at just under 80%, has
maintained, or even slightly improved on, the figure for last year. The only
refineries to have handled more crude oil in 1987 than in 1986 were those of
Belgium (+2,2%), Greece (+2,1%), the Netherlands (+2,4%) and Spain (+1,4%).
