EARNINGS IN INDUSTRY 

Principal results - October 1979 

The aim of this notice is to make quickly available to users of the 
EUROSTAT half-yearly publication ''Hourly earnings - Hours of work" 
the main results of these statistics relating to October 1979. The 
detailed results will be published at a later date in volume 2-1980 
of this publication; for Denmark, new revised series for male and 
female workers for the periods from April 1978 will be given in this 
volume (see als o table 3 of this notice).

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During the last twelve months under review (October 1978 to October 1979), 
nominal earnings in all industries increased lea• than 10% in four OommunitJ 
countries (li'R Germany and the Benelux countries) and. \etween 12 and 19% in 
the other Kember oountriea (••• tab. 1). Compared to the previous annual 
period (April 1978 to April 1979), the rate ot increase ot earnings has 
continued to gain momentum in most countries except tor FR Germany and 
France where a slow-d.own ot the rate was recorcled. 

Increases of nominal earnings in industry ainoe 1975 are,also shown in 
tab. l. These increases have been of a ve.,,-7 different size, ranging from 
27% in FR Germany to 125% in Italy. In terms of average annual increase, 
tour countries (FR Germany and the Benelux oou.ntriea) show ~atea of leas 
than 1(1,(, four other countriea achieved ratea between 11 and 1~% while in 
Italy the average annual increase during this tour year period 'amounted 
to 22,5%. 

Real changes in the average gross hourly earnings of manual workera in 
induatry •'1 be aaaeaaed approximately by deflating the nominal earnings 
index, using the consumer prices index. The results of this ex~roiae, 
presented in table 2, mu.at be interpreted with caution aa, tia'tly, the 
fields of reference of the two indicea are tetermined differently and, 
secondly, consumer price indioas are calculated according to different 
method.a in the various countriea. 

It should also be kept in mind that earnings are deflated on a gross baaia, 
i.e. before deduction of centributions to social s90urity and taxeaf tbua, 
tor example, any relative increase in the fiscal burden will be reflected 
in the trend of real hourly earnings given below.

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Between October 1975 and October 1979 average gross real hourly earnings 
of manual workers in all industries rose in all Member countries except 
in the UK where a alight fall was recorded, and. in Del'JID&rk where real 
earnings showed praotically no change. Inoreues during tt,.is tour year 
period amounted to approximately lo% in tour countries (D, B, L, IRL), 
8% in the Netherlands, 12'& in France and 25% in Italy. 

Table 3 shows average gross hourly earnings of male and female manual 
workers in all manufacturing industries of Kamber States. In analysing 
these figures, it should be kept in mind that these &re averages per 
male or female worker which may be used as indicators of short term 
trends in these earnings. As regards general oompa:risons of th.e levels 
of these earnings, and in pai-ticular atudiea in connection with the 
principle of equal pay for men and women, ae wll u other structural 
analyses, it is imperative to exercise great caution. 

Table 4 gives the average gross hourly ,arnings ot workers in industry 
in October 1979 and in previous periods, broken down by bran.oh of industry 
(two-digit NA.OE categories)o This table not only permits an assessment 
of aalar7 trends in the different industrial secters, but also provides 
some structural information to clarify differences between countries in 
the development of average hourly e&rninga of workers in total industry. 

Finally, table 5 ahows the trends of average (nominal} gross monthly 
earnings of non-manual workers in industry, with a breakdown by industrial 
branoho For all industries, such earnings increased between October 1978 
and October 1979 by 6 to 8% (NL, L, D, B), by 10 to 12% (F, DK) and by 
17% (UIC). (Data tor Italy and Ireland a.re not available). During the 
perj.od October 1975 - October 1979, increases ranged trom 3o% (D) to 
65% (UK). 

Data on the average number of weekly hours of work offered to manual 
workers in industry, bl'·okan down by branch ot industry, are supplied 
in the annex for October 1979 and the preceding periods. 

Notes For Italy, 1978 and 1979 data do not cover firms employing 
less than 50 employees and are tor this reason not fully comparable 
with data for previous periods.
