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2. FREMDENVERKEHR 

Die Zahl der Obernachtungen in- und auslandischer Gaste in Hotels und ahnlichen Betrieben 
weist im Jahr 1997 eine positive Entwicklung auf. In einigen Landern, insbesondere in 
Deutschland, Spanien, Danemark und Finnland, ist im Vergleich zum Vorjahr ein deutlicher 
Anstieg festzustellen. Andere Lander, wie Schweden, ltalien und das Vereinigte Konigreich, 
weisen eine ziemlich unregelmar1ige Entwicklung auf, in Belgien und Luxemburg ist sogar 
eine rocklaufige Tendenz zu verzeichnen. 

Die Position "Reiseverkehr'' der Zahlungsbilanz ist zum Jahresende 1997 im Vergleich zu den 
beiden vorangegangenen Jahren relativ konstant. Deutschland, das Vereinigte Konigreich 
und Finnland verzeichnen eine leichte Verringerung des Defizits, Griechenland, Spanien und 
ltalien einen ROckgang ihres Oberschusses. Das Defizit Schwedens blieb unverandert. 

2. TOURISM 

The number of nights spent in hotels and similar establishments by residents and non­
residents saw a positive trend during 1997. Some countries, particularly Germany, Spain, 
Denmark and Finland saw a marked increase compared with the previous year, whereas 
other countries, such as Sweden, Italy and the United Kingdom saw a fairly uneven trend, and 
even downward trends in the case of Belgium and Luxembourg. 

The Travel item in the Balance of Payments at the end of 1997 remained relatively stable 
compared with the two previous years. Germany, the United Kingdom and Finland saw a 
slight improvement in their negative balance, whilst Greece, Spain and Italy recorded a fall in 
their positive balance. The negative balance of Sweden remained stable. 

2. TOURISME
