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VOLUME OF SALES UP IN 1986 EXCEPT IN GREECE AND IRELAND 

Compared with 1985, the volume of retail sales went up in 1986 in all the 
Community countries except Greece and Ireland where there was a fall of 2.4 
and 0.5% respectively. The most marked rises were in the United Kingdom 
(4.9%), the FR of Germany (3.7%) .• Belgium and Denmark (3.1%); these countries 
were followed by Luxembourg (2.8%), the Netherlands (2.7%) and France (1.1%). 

Compared with 1980, there are only three countries which had higher sales 
Levels in 1986. These are the United Kingdom(+ 21.0%), Denmark(+ 9.9%) and 
Luxembourg(+ 3.6%). The FR ·of Germany has maintained the Level it had in 1980 
whereas the other countries of the Community saw their sales volume decline by 
about 8%.

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Explanatory notes 

A. Tutnover in the retail trade 

1. Yoluae of sales: voluu indices (quantity) are the ratio between the indices of sales at current 
prices and the corresponding price indices (prices of goods sold through retail outlets). 

2. Data source: the indices are provided by the national statistical institutes. In cases where these 
calculate only indices of sales at current prices (in the Netherlands, Luxe1bourg, Greece, the United 
States and Japan), the SOEC calcul tates the volume indices froa the current price indices and the 
corresponding consu1er price indices. The sa1e applies to seasonally adjusted indices: the national 
indices are given for France, the United Kingdo1, Ireland and Den1ark whereas for the other countries 
a seasonal adjustient is calculated by the SOEC. 
For the United Kingdo1 and Ireland, the 1onthly indices correspond to the averages of weekly sales. 

3. Base' year for the indices: the year 1980 was chosen by the SOEC but is in soae cases only an 
arith1etical base to which the national series are corrected. The real base, to which the structure of 
the universe refers, varies fro• country to country. 

4. Field covered: in principle, the indices cover the whole of retail trade. In luxe1bourg, however, they 
:cover only sales froa hyper,arkets and chain store~ selling 1ainly foodstuffs. 

5. Turnover by group of activity: Once a quarter (1onths 1, 4, 7 and 10) this bulletin publishes volu1e 
indices (gross and seasonally adjusted) for sales by enterprises whose 1ain activity is the retail sale 
of one of the following three groups of products: 
- food, drink, tobacco (NACE 641/2) 
- clothing, footwear, leather goods (NACE 645-646) 
- household equip1ent (NACE 647 and 648/9). 
These indices are not available, however, 
cover sales in the three groups of products 
be considered to be representa~\~e of sales 

for all countries, and in so1e cases they do not exactly 
as defined by the NACE. The available indices 1ay, however, 
trends in each of the three groups of enterprises. 

6. EUR index: the Co11unity index is calculated on the basis of the available data and/or Eurostat 
. esthates. It is obtained by weighting the national value indices by the volume of goods (habitually 
sold by yhe retail trade) consu1ed by households. The Luxe1bourg indices are weighted by the volu1e of 
goods sold in 1980 by hyperaarkets and chain stores. 

7. ! The aoving averages for three 1onths correspond to the shple ari thaetic aean of three consecutive 
'1onthly indices. For the United Kingdo1 and Ireland, the arithaetic 1eans are weighted according to the 
nu1ber of weeks in each 1onth. They are localized on the last 1onth of the period concerned. 

B. Registration of private and co11ercial vehicles 

1. Private and co11ercial vehicles: Motorized road vehicle for the transport of passengers, with seats for 
a 1axi1u1 of 9 persons includ~ng the driver. Also included are hire vehicles and vehicles for 1ixed use 
(for the transport of goods as well as or instead of passengers). 

2. First registrations: are the nu1ber of road vehicles registered for the first ti1e during the course of 
the reference year by the country 1aking the declaration. 

3. EUR 12 index: the weightings correspond to the nu1ber of vehicles registered during 1980 in each 
country. 

4. Seasonal adjustaent: the SOEC aakes seasonal adjushents of data. In view of the highly irregular 
variations noted in the seasonally· adjusted series, the seasonal co1ponent is currently being studied 

'at the SOEC. The graphs have been drawn up fro1 seasonally adjusted series, s1oothed out using a si1ple 
· arith1etic 1ean of three consecutive 1onthly averages localized, as for the retail trade, on the final 
1onth of the period concerned.
