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By letter of 22 January 1976 the President of the Council of the
European Communities requested the European Parliament, pursuant to Article
100 of the EEC Treaty, to deliver an opinion on the proposal for a Council

directive concerning the dumping of wastes at sea.

The President of the European Parliament referred this proposal
on 30 January 1976 to the Committee on the Bnvironment, Public Health and

Consumer Protection as the committee responsible.

On 16 February 1976 the Committee on the Environment, Public Health

and Consumer Protection appointed Lord Bethell rapporteur.
It considerdd this proposal at its meetings of 22 March, 27 April, 18
May and 29 June 1976.

At its meeting of 29 June 1976 the committee adopted the motion for

a resolution by 7 votes to 1 with 5 abstentions.
