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By letter of 5 January 1973 the President of the Council of the Euro­

pean Communities requested the European Parliament, pursuant to Article 43 

of the EEC Treaty, to deliver an opinion on the proposal from the Commis­

sion of the European Communities to the Council for a regulation on imports 

of rice from the Arab Republic of Egypt. 

The President of the European Parliament referred this proposal to the 

Committee on Agriculture. 

The Committee on Agriculture appointed Mr Vetrone rapporteur. 

It examined this proposal at its meeting of 10 January 1973. 

At the same meeting the committee unanimously adopted the motion for a 

resolution.

MOTION FOR A RESOLUTION 

embodying the opinion of the European Parliament on the proposal from the 

Conunission of the European Conununities to the Council for a regulation on 

imports of rice from the Arab Republic of Egypt 

The European Parliament, 

- having regard to the proposal from the Conunission of the European Conununi­

ties to the Council (Doc. COM(72) 1543 fin.); 

- having been consulted by the Council in accordance with Article 43 of the 

Treaty establishing the EEC (Doc. 262/72); 

having regard to the report of the Conunittee on Agriculture (Doc. 264/72) 

1. Notes that the proposal for a regulation is aimed at laying down the 

rules for applying the arrangements for rice imports as defined in the 

agreement between the European Economic Conununity and the Arab Republic 

of Egypt signed on 18 December 1972; 

2. Points out that the system planned is economically advantageous to the 

Arab Republic of Egypt in that the export tax collected by that State is 

equivalent to the reduction in the Conununity levy; 

3. Bearing in mind that this economic advantage may promote the interests of 

producers in the Arab Republic of Egypt without being prejudicial to 

Conununity producers, approves the proposal for a regulation; 

4. Requests its President to forward this resolution to the Council and 

Commission of the European Communities.
