In accordance with Council Decisions 78/774/EEC1) and 79/4/EEC?),
as amended by Counci| Decision 89/242/EEC3), the Member States

have collected and forwarded to the Commission information.on cargo
liner traffic between, inter alia, the Community and East Africa.

The collection of information was introduced because of concern
that certain carriers in the trade were not following the rules of
fair competition in accordance with the principles of market
economy and were adversely affecting the competitive position of
Member State fieets. Surveillance of traffic between the Community
and East Africa began on 1 January 1979. The system was extended on
several occasnons

Recent developments in the trade in question, as ocutlined in the
Seventh- COmmlssaon Report4) lead to the following conclusion:

- to extend by two years, i.e. until the end of 1991 the
collection of information concerning the activities of carriers
in cargo liner traffic between the Community and East Africa.
