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Eurostat hat die Aufgabe, den Informa-
tionsbedarf der Kommission und aller
am Aufbau des Binnenmarktes Beteilig-
ten mit Hilfe des europdischen statisti-
schen Systems zu decken.

Um der Offentlichkeit die groe Menge
an verfligbaren Daten zuganglich zu
machen und Benutzern die Orientierung
zu erleichtern, werden zwei Arten von
Publikationen angeboten: Statistische
Dokumente und Veréffentlichungen.

Statistische Dokumente sind fir den
Fachmann konzipiert und enthalten das
ausflihrliche Datenmaterial: Bezugsda-
ten, bei denen die Konzepte allgemein
bekannt, standardisiet und wissen-
schaftlich fundiert sind. Diese Daten
werden in einer sehr tiefen Gliederung
dargeboten. Die Statistischen Doku-
mente wenden sich an Fachieute, die in
der Lage sind, selbstandig die bendtig-
ten Daten aus der Flille des dargebote-
nen Materials auszuwahlen. Diese Daten
sind in gedruckter Form und/oder auf
Diskette, Magnetband, CD-ROM verfiig-
bar. Statistische Dokumente unterschei-
den sich auch optisch von anderen
Verdffentlichungen durch den mit einer
stilisierten Graphik versehenen weiien
Einband.

Die zweite Pubtikationsart, die Veroftent-
lichungen, wenden sich an eine ganz
bestimmte Zielgruppe, wie zum Beispiel
an den Bildungsbereich oder an Ent-
scheidungstrager in Politik und Verwal-
tung. Sie enthalten ausgewahlte und auf
die Bedirfnisse einer Zielgruppe abge-
stellte und kommentierte informationen.
Eurostat Ubernimmt hier also eine Art
Beraterrolie.

Fur einen breiteren Benutzerkreis gibt
Eurostat Jahrblcher und periodische
Verdffentlichungen heraus. Diese enthal-
ten statistische Ergebnisse fur eine erste
Analyse sowie Hinweise auf weiteres
Datenmaterial fir vertiefende Untersu-
chungen. Diese Veroftentlichungen
werden in gedruckter Form und in
Datenbanken angeboten, die in Meni-
technik zuganglich sind.

Um Benutzern die Datensuche zu
erleichtem, hat Eurostat Themenkreise,
d. h. eine Untergliederung nach Sachge-
bieten, eingefuhrt. Daneben sind sowohl
die Statistischen Dokumente als auch
die Verodffentlichungen in bestimmte
Reihen, wie zum Beispiel ,,Jahrblicher*,
..Konjunktur*, ,,Methoden*, unterglie-
dert, um den Zugriff auf die statistischen
Informationen zu erleichtern.

It is Eurostat's responsibility to use the
European statistical system to meet the
requirements of the Commission and all
parties involved in the development of
the single market.

To ensure that the vast quantity of
accessible data is made widely avail-
able, and to help each user make proper
use of this information, Eurostat has set
up two main categories of document:
statistical documents and publications.

The statistical document is aimed at
specialists and provides the most com-
plete sets of data: reference data where
the methodology is well established,
standardized, uniform and scientific.
These data are presented in great detail.
The statistical document is intended for
experts who are capable of using their
own means to seek out what they re-
quire. The information is provided on
paper and/or on diskette, magnetic tape,
CD-ROM. The white cover sheet bears a
stylized motif which distinguishes the
statistical document from other publica-
tions.

The publications proper tend to be com-
piled for a well-defined and targeted
public, such as educational circles or
political and administrative decision-
makers. The information in these docu-
ments is selected, sorted and annotated
to suit the target public. In this instance,
therefore, Eurostat works in an advisory
capacity.

Where the readership is wider and less
well defined, Eurostat provides the infor-
mation required for an initial analysis,
such as yearbooks and periodicals
which contain data permitting more in-
depth studies. These publications are
available on paper or in Videotext data-
bases.

To help the user focus his research,
Eurostat has created ‘themes’, i.e. a
subject classification. The statistical
documents and publications are listed
by series: e.g. yearbooks, short-term
trends or methodology in order to facili-
tate access to the statistical data.

Des informations
sélectionnées, triées et commentées en
fonction de ce public lui sont apportées.
Eurostat joue, dés lors, le role de con-
seiller.

Dans le cas d'un public plus large, moins
défini, Eurostat procure des éléments
nécessaires a une premiére anaiyse, les
annuaires et les périodiques, dans les-
quels figurent les renseignements ade-
quats pour approfondir I'étude. Ces
publications sont présentées sur papier
ou dans des banques de données de
type vidéotex.

Der
Auftragseingangsindex wird darniber hinaus auch von Frankreich nicht berechnet.

Preisentwicklung.

Die Erzeugerpreisindizes fiir die einzelnen Mitgliedsstaaten (und die Gemeinschaft) werden auch in ECU angegeben.

Hierzu werden die nationalen Indizes mit dem jeweiligen fiir diesen Monat geltenden Wechselkurs gegeniiber dem ECU
multipliziert und neu auf 1985 = 100 umbasiert.

Beschiftigten entfallenden und vom Arbeitgeber einbehaltenen Steuern und Sozialabgaben, jedoch ohne die Arbeitgeber-
beitrdge zur Sozialversicherung sowie sonstige vom Arbeitgeber zu zahlende Beitrige.

SCHAUBILDER -

Die Schaubilder zeigen jeweils elektronisch errechnete Trends, d.h. stark geglittete saisonbereinigte Werte, um
Extremwerte zu unterdriicken; die vierteljahrlichen Beschiftigungsindizes werden mit Hilfe linearer Interpolation auf
Monatsbasis umgerechnet. Der Mafistab der Schaubilder ist halb-logarithmisch.

CLASSIFICATION OF INDUSTRIAL ACTIVITIES

The indices in this bulletin cover industry as it is defined in Divisions 1 to 4 of the General Industrial Classification of
Economic Activities within the European Communities (NACE - 1970 version). In the last part of the bulletin there are
also some indicators relating to NACE Division 5, "Building and civil engineering". (Divisions 1 to 4 of the NACE have
been reproduced as part of the glossary.)

INDICES OF PRODUCTION

2a The index of production measures changes in the volume (at constant prices) of the gross value added created by
industry, the branch indices being aggregated (like the aggregation at Community level for a given industrial
branch) by means of a system of weighing according to gross value added (in principle, at factor cost). The indices
are adjusted in two stages: firstly to take account of the varying number of working days in the month (except for
Spain and Japan) and secondly by seasonal adjustment according to Eurostat’s own method for EUR 12 and the
Member States (with the exception of the United Kingdom and Ireland, the indices for which are adjusted by the
national statistical offices).

2.b Meaning of %A and %B:
Indices of production adjusted by the number of working days:
® %A: the last twelve months as compared with the preceding twelve months;
® %B: the last three months as compared with the corresponding months of the previous year.
Seasonally adjusted indices of production:
® %A: the last three months as compared with the preceding three months;
® %B: the last month as compared with the month before that.

2.c The descriptions and definitions in 2.a and 2.b above also apply to the indices of production for building and civil
engineering.

2.d The indices of production for non-Member States (the United States and Japan) are taken from OECD sources: they
have been classified, calculated and seasonaily adjusted as in the source publication. Any series not seasonally
adjusted by the OECD is adjusted by the Eurostat method.

ADJUSTMENT FOR NUMBER OF WORKING DAYS

Unlike the index of production (see 2.a above), the other indices (turnover, orders received, imports, exports, number of
employees, gross wages and salaries) are not adjusted to allow for differences in the number of working days in each
period before they are seasonally adjusted.

INDICES OF TURNOVER AND ORDERS RECEIVED

These reflect changes in turnover (overall sales, including sales for export) and orders received at current prices. No
turnover indices are supplied at present for Greece, Spain or Portugal, and France does not calculate any index of orders
received.

INDEX OF PRODUCER PRICES OF INDUSTRIAL PRODUCTION

This index shows (in the national currency of the Member State in question) changes in the ex-works selling prices of all
products sold on the domestic markets of the various countries. The Community indices (EUR 11, since there are no
producer price indices for Portugal) refer to overall weighted price changes.

The producer price indices for the individual Member States (and the Community) are shown in ecus as well. The
national indices are multiplied by the exchange rate for the national currency against the ecu for the month in question
and rebased to 1985 = 100.

INDICES OF THE NUMBER OF EMPLOYEES AND OF GROSS WAGES AND SALARIES

Figures showing the number of employees include all persons employed by the firm (manual workers and salaried
employees on the firm’s payroil). Gross wages and salaries cover all payments to persons employed by the firm in
remuneration for the work they do, including taxes and social security contributions payable by employees and deducted
by the employer, but excluding sodal security and other contributions payable by the employer.

GRAPHS

The graphs show electronically derived trends, i.e. strongly smoothed seasonally adjusted series in order to offset
extreme values; in the case of quarterly employment, a monthly series is obtained by linear interpolation. The graphs are
on a semi-logarithmic scale.

FURTHER EXPLANATIONS ON METHODOLOGY
Further details on the definitions of the various indicators and the methodology used are given in the updated version
of the "Methodology of Short-Term Indicators” 1991.

INDICE DES PRIX A LA PRODUCTION INDUSTRIELLE

Cet indice rend compte (dans la monnaie nationale de I'Etat membre concerné) de' I'évolution des prix de vente départ-
usine de tous les produits qui sont vendus sur les marchés intérieurs des Etats membres. L'indice communautaire (EUR-
11, le Portugal ne calculant pas actuellement d’indices des prix & la production) est une moyenne pondérée des différents
indices nationaux.

GRAPHIQUES

mensualisés par interpolation linéaire. Les échelles des graphiques sont semi-logarithmiques.
