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AGREEMENT ON JAPANESE aXP~T MODERATION TO THE COMMUNITY 

1. Following the conversations which Vice-President DAVIGNON 
had wifh Mr. MURATA, Minister for Trade and Industry, in 
Tokyo last week, the Japanese government has confirmed 
that it will continue in 1985 the policy of export mode­
ration which it established for a period of ibree years 
in 1983. The export moderatibn measures affect as in 
1984 the Japanese exports to the Community of the 
following items : cars, forkLift trucks, light commercial 
vehicles, machine tools, motorcycles~ quartz watches, 
TV sets and tubes, video recorders. 

2. As far as VTR's are concerned it will be remembered that 
moderation measures were decided by the Japanese 
government in 1983 for three years against the withdrawal 
of anti-dumping complaints by the European industry. 
For 1985 the moderation measures for VTR's will achieve the 
following objectives : 

a) The European industry will be in a position to produce 
and sell at least 1,4 million VTR's within the Community. 

b) The companies which assemble VTR's in the Ccimmuni.ty with 
a substantial European ·value will be supplied with chassis 
kits up to their existing production capàcities. 

c) Japan exports of finished VTR's to the Community will 
follow the market evolution taking into account the 
obj~ctives established for Eur~pean production and 
assembling. This will be made possible by a common 
monitoring of the evolution of the market situation based 
on quarterly consultations. 
Dur i n'g the fi r s t si x mont h s of 1 9 8 5, J a panes e export s of 
VTR's will be ke~t within a certain limit according to 
present market forecasts. If this limit has to be 
adjusted during the second semester in arder to comply 
with demand, it will never be allowed to exceed the 
ceiling of 2,25 million units for the whole year of 1985. 
The ceiling c•n not be c~nsidered as a quota. At the 
beginning of 1985 stocks held by Japanese companies in 
Europe will be of the order of 350.000 units. 

d) The floor priee system which has been established by the 
Japanese authorities in 1983 will be extended throug~o~t
